Donley County farmers and 
ranchers received $21,124,000 
in marketings and government 
payments during 1977, the 
Texas Department of Agri-
culture has announced. 

The 	total 	included 
$12,137,000 in cash receipts 
from all crops and $8,436,000 
from livestock and livestock 
products. Government pay-
ments made up $551,000 of the 
total. 

Across the state, agriculture 
added $7.1 billion to the 
economy last year, Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting Service 
surveys showed, with receipts 
from all crops almost balancing 
those from livestock and live-
stock products. Livestock re-
ceipts totaled $3.5 billion, 
followed by $3.3 billion for crop 
receipts. Government payments 
made up $206 million of the 
total, including over $120 mil-
lion through drought and flood 
assistance programs. 

"With improved livestock 
prices this year, particularly 
cattle, we are optimistic that 
1978 cash receipts will be 
higher," commented Agricul-
ture Commissioner Reagan V. 
Brown. "These figures only tell 
half of the story, however. In 
any discussion including agri-
cultural statistics, the true 
picture is only presented when 
you can balance the cash 
receipts against the actual 
production costs. During last 
year, unfortunately, those pro-
duction costs outstripped most 
of the profit margin for many 
farmers and ranchers. 

Texas maintained its third 
place national ranking in cash 
receipts, despite problems 
throughout the year. Other first 
place rankings included: num-
ber of cattle and calves. 14.5 
million head; Upland cotton 
production, 5.5 million bales; 
wool production, 21 million 
pounds; mohair production, 8 
million pounds; number of 
farms and ranches, 197,000; and 
farm and ranch land, 139.8 
million acres. 

The state ranked second in 
the production of grain sor-
ghum, grapefruit, cantaloups, 
carrots. rice, green peppers, 
cabbage, onions, American-
pima cotton, pecans, honeydew 
melons and cucumbers.

the dense stand of trees will 
protect the plants from strong 
winds that could destroy crops 
in their early stages. 

Farmstead headquarters is 
another area where windbreaks 
play an important role. The 
trees effectively block the wind 
to provide excellent working 
conditions within the perimeter 
of the windbreak on even the 
windiest days. It is estimated 
that a well-planned. established 
windbreak can also save up to 30 
per cent in heating and cooling 
costs. Two or three rows of trees 

Severe windstorms can make 
life difficult on rural areas of the 
Texas Panhandle. One of the 
most economical ways we can 
tame these high winds is 
through the use of windbreaks. 

A great deal of soil moisture 
is lost during wind storms. 
Windbreaks are designed to 
reduce the wind velocity and 
conserve soil moisture which is 
so important to farming in this 
area. This extra moisture at 
planting time can play a major 
part in getting that good stand 
that farmers hope for every 
year. Then, after the crop is up.

improve the beauty, privacy and 
overall quality of life within 
their boundaries. 

One last benefit derived from 
windbreaks is their importance 
in providing good wildlife habi-
tat. Strips of trees can provide 
year round cover for upland 
game bird species such as dove, 
quail and pheasant. 

A windbreak consisting of two 
rows of evergreens such as 
Arizona Cypress. Eastern Red 
Cedar, Rocky Mountain Juni-
per, Ponderosa Pine or Colorado 
Blue Spruce can provide ade-
quate protection. The beauty 
and effectiveness of the wind-
break can be greatly enhanced 
by the addition of one or two 
rows of hardwoods such as 
Green Ash, Russian Olive, 
Osage Orange and Plum. 

The cost of establishing a 
windbreak is surprisingly small. 
Potted conifer seedlings cost 50 
cents to one dollar each. Bare 
root hardwoods sell for about 
half that price. The trees grow 
rapidly and will begin offering 
protection in as little as four or 
five years.

A -- The maximum home loan 
guarantee was increased from 
$17,500 to $25,000. The law 
provides for a guaranty not to 
exceed 60% of the amount of 
the loan, or $25,000, whichever 
is less. The effective date of this 
provision was Oct. 1, 1978. Weather 1979 

scheduled for repayment as 
rapidly as feasible consistent 
with the applicant's reasonable 
ability to pay. Loans beyond 
actual losses have various 
maturities, depending upon the 
purpose of the loan. 

To be eligible for an emer-
gency loan, an applicant must 
have suffered losses from the 
disaster and be unable to get 
credit from other sources.

Funds 
may be used to buy feed, seed, 
fertilizer. livestock, or to meet 
interest and depreciation pay-
ments on current real estate and 
chattel debts. Other loans, 
beyond actual losses, can be 
made for annual operating 
expenses or to make major 
adjustments in a farming or 
ranching operation. 

"Funds can be used for 
essential operating and living 
costs," Mr. Keown said.

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beads. Her hat was a brown, 
close fitting creation with a 
turned down brim and black 
goose quills. She wore a black 
coat. Black satin slippers com-
pleted the costume." 

The inaugurations have had 
humorous sides. The second 
governor, George T. Woods. 
refused to wear socks, not only 
at the 1847 swearing-in but 
throughout his term. His suc-
cessor, Peter Hansbrough Bell, 
sported shoulder-length hair. 
But the standard gear of the 
former Texas Ranger. a Bowie 
knife and two pistols, stifled any 
snide comments, 

In 1903, Governor-elect 
S.W.T. Lanham and family were 
forced to walk unescorted to his 
ceremonies from his hotel. In 
the excitement of the occasion. 
the inaugural committee neg-
lected to make more seemly 
travel arrangements for the 

exas entry into the Civi "ar, 
he didn't attend his second term 
inaugural, so Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Edward Clark stepped in 
and Houston returned to his 
Huntsville home. 

The first native son sworn into 
office was James Stephen Hogg 
who became governor in 1891. 
The event was marked with 
fireworks shot from the Capitol 
Dome, a torch parade, dances 
and the only inaugural banquet 
to be served at the Capitol. 

Miriam Amanda "Ma" Fer-
guson became Texas'--and 
America's--first woman Gover-
nor in 1925. Although reporters 
dubbed the event "epoch mak-
ing," they couldn't resist a 
thorough description of her 
swearing-in attire, making her 

the only governor so well 
described. "Mrs. Ferguson 
N. ore a black silk gown trimmed 
with wide gray fur and gray 

Texas Institute of Texan Cul-
tures in San Antonio, has been 
researching Texas governors 
and their inaugurations for 
many years. Here are some of 
the facts he has turned up: 

When Texas joined the 
Union, the first gubernatorial 
inauguration was held on Feb-
ruary 19, 1846 in front of the 
frontier structure that served as 
the State Capitol. As the Lone 
Star flag was lowered and the 
American flag hoisted, Presi-
dent Anson Jones stepped down 
with the words, "The Republic 
of Texas is no more" and James 
Pickney Henderson was sworn 

in. 
The present Capitol, com- 

pleted in 1888, could proudly lay

claim to being the seventh 
largest building in the world. 
The first swearing-in cere-
monies in that structure took 
place in 1889 with the well-
dressed guests filling the gal-
leries and the House of Repre-
sentatives. However, they were 
forced to sit on the floor because 
furniture was not yet installed. 

One writer observed that 
Texas inaugurals have been 
"bigger'n Dallas, better'n any 
other and bragged on from here 
to Alaska." However, Governor 
Sam Houston's 1861 inaugural 
didn't begin to live up to this 

reputation. Houston, opposed to 
secession from the Union, 
refused to sign the Confederacy 
oath of fealty. In protest to 

One Texas governor refused 
to wear socks to his inaugura-
tion; another wouldn't trim his 
shoulder-length hair. 

One former chief executive 
had to walk alone to his 
swearing-in ceremonies and one 
refused to show up for the 
inauguration on principle. 

When William P. Clements, 
Jr., places his hand January 16 
on the worn Bible used to swear 
in Texas governors, he will be 
following one of the few tradi-
tions connected with guber-
natorial inaugurations. Many of 
the state's chief executives have 
contributed some unique ap-
proaches to that solemn cere-
mony.

sacs new governor. 
W. Lee Pappy O'Daniel, the 

state's 33rd governor, took the 
oath of office in The University 
of Texas Memorial Stadium with 
some 50,000 Texans in at-
tendance. His second inaugura-
tion in 1941 was also a tradition-
breaker with mass invitations 
issued through the press and all 
Texans in attendance were 
invited to stay for the barbecue 
on the Executive Mansion 
grounds. They ate some 19,000 
pounds of beef, mutton and 
buffalo. 

Inaugural balls have run the 
gamut from a Civil War period 
celebration where corn meal 
cake was served because of flour 
shortages to a square dance at 
Beauford Jester's Ball. John 
Ireland, the Governor in 1883, 
waltzed 22 times with his wife at 
his ball and still made room on 
his card for several other ladies. 
Preston Smith's inauguration 
was marked by country music 
and retiring Governor Dolph 
Briscoe insisted on non-alco-
holic beverages at both of his 
inaugurations. 

Austin's historic Driskill Ho-
tel saw the inaugural Ball of the 
popular Governor Lawrence Sul-
livan Ross in 1887. High society 
was in attendance but the new 
Governor's father kept them 
aware of their frontier roots. 

Shapely Prince Ross. a tall, 
rough Indian fighter with a love 
for hard living and drink, was a 
Texas legend in his own right. 
In the mid•1880's he was known 
as the ablest Indian fighter in 
the State. And he played as hard 
as he lived. Fearing his frontier-
brand of fun, a guardian was 
assigned the old man to keep 
him sober. But "Old Shap" 
proved the stronger willed of the 
two and they wove their way to 
the Driskill with stops at the 
bars lining Capitol Avenue. A 
hotel doorman, not recognizing 
the Governor's father, refused 
him entrance without an in-
vitation. Not to be stopped. the 
crusty old frontiersman bellow-
ed for the man to stand back or 
"I'll call my boy, Sul, out of 
there, and we'll wreck the 
place." He was admitted. 

With this kind of variety, 
Governor Clements will be hard-
pressed to raise an historian's 
eyebrow. But given the Texas 
penchant for the unusual, he 
may just find a way.

Texas inaugurations 
One Texas governor refused 

to wear socks to his inaugura-
tion; another wouldn't trim his 
shoulder-length hair. 

One former chief executive 
had to walk alone to his 
swearing-in ceremonies and one 
refused to show up for the 
inauguration on principle. 

When William P. Clements, 
Jr., places his hand January 16 
on the worn Bible used to swear 
in Texas governors, he will be 
following one of the few tradi-
tions connected with guber-
natorial inaugurations. Many of 
the state's chief executives have 
contributed some unique ap-
proaches to that solemn cere-
mony. 

Jack Maguire, Executive Di-
rector of The University of 

Texas Institute of Texan Cul-
tures in San Antonio, has been 
researching Texas governors 
and their inaugurations for 
many years. Here are some of 
the facts he has turned up: 

When Texas joined the 
Union, the first gubernatorial 
inauguration was held on Feb-
ruary 19, 1846 in front of the 
frontier structure that served as 
the State Capitol. As the Lone 
Star flag was lowered and the 
American flag hoisted, Presi-
dent Anson Jones stepped down 
with the words, "The Republic 
of Texas is no more" and James 
Pickney Henderson was sworn 

in.

The inaugurations have had 
humorous sides. The second 
governor, George T. Woods, 
refused to wear socks, not only 
at the 1847 swearing-in but 
throughout his term. His suc-
cessor, Peter Hansbrough Bell, 
sported shoulder-length hair. 
But the standard gear of the 
former Texas Ranger, a Bowie 
knife and two pistols, stifled any 
snide comments. 

In 1903. Governor-elect 
S.W.T. Lanham and family were 
forced to walk unescorted to his 
ceremonies from his hotel. In 
the excitement of the occasion, 
the inaugural committee neg-
lected to make more seemly 
travel arrangements for the 

exas entry into t e Civt "ar, 
he didn't attend his second term 
inaugural, so Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Edward Clark stepped in 
and Houston returned to his 
Huntsville home. 

The first native son sworn into 
office was James Stephen Hogg 
who became governor in 1891. 
The event was marked with 
fireworks shot from the Capitol 
Dome, a torch parade, dances 
and the only inaugural banquet 
to be served at the Capitol. 

Miriam Amanda "Ma" Fer-
guson became Texas'--and 
America's--first woman Gover-
nor in 1925. Although reporters 
dubbed the event "epoch mak-
ing," they couldn't resist a 
thorough description of her 
swearing-in attire, making her

W. Lee Pappy O'Daniel, the 

state's 33rd governor, took the 
oath of office in The University 
of Texas Memorial Stadium with 
some 50,000 Texans in at-
tendance. His second inaugura-
tion in 1941 was also a tradition-
breaker with mass invitations 
issued through the press and all 
Texans in attendance were 
invited to stay for the barbecue 
on the Executive Mansion 
grounds. They ate some 19,000 
pounds of beef, mutton and 
buffalo. 

Inaugural balls have run the 
gamut from a Civil War period 
celebration where corn meal 
cake was served because of flour 
shortages to a square dance at 
Beauford Jester's Ball. John 
Ireland, the Governor in 1883, 
waltzed 22 times with his wife at 
his ball and still made room on 
his card for several other ladies. 
Preston Smith's inauguration 
was marked by country music 
and retiring Governor Dolph 
Briscoe insisted on non-alco-
holic beverages at both of his 
inaugurations. 

Austin's historic Driskill Ho-
tel saw the inaugural Ball of the 
popular Governor Lawrence Sul-
livan Ross in 1887. High society 
was in attendance but the new 
Governor's father kept them 
aware of their frontier roots. 

Shapely Prince Ross, a tall, 
rough Indian fighter with a love 
for hard living and drink, was a 
Texas legend in his own right. 
In the mid-1880's he was known 
as the ablest Indian fighter in 
the State. And he played as hard 
as he lived. Fearing his frontier-
brand of fun, a guardian was 
assigned the old man to keep 
him sober. But "Old Shap" 
proved the stronger willed of the 
two and they wove their way to 
the Driskill with stops at the 
bars lining Capitol Avenue. A 
hotel doorman, not recognizing 
the Governor's father, refused 
him entrance without an in-
vitation. Not to be stopped, the 
crusty old frontiersman bellow-
ed for the man to stand back or 
"I'll call my boy, Sul, out of 
there, and we'll wreck the 
place." He was admitted. 

With this kind of variety, 
Governor Clements will be hard-
pressed to raise an historian's 
eyebrow. But given the Texas 
penchant for the unusual, he 
may just find a way.
