In contrast to all the talk of 
expansion in the "Sunbelt 
States", there is an exodus 
taking place in Texas. It is an 
exodus of family farmers who 
are leaving productive land 
because they are unable to cope 
with the inflationary costs and 
the heavy debt loads of a 
business 'which has become too 
risky for the average financial 
backer. 

Lawmakers in Texas are 
trying to reverse this trend in 
order to protect the decades to 
come. Proposition 3, the Family 
Farm and Ranch Security Act, is 
an opportunity for voters to 
determine the future production 
of food and fiber. 

Today, there are only 159,000 
farms in Texas. That's 53,000 
fewer than there were in 1970. 
And each year two to three 
thousand more farmers leave 
their land, mainly because of 
financial difficulties and pres-
sures to liquidate their land 
holdings to settle production 
debts. 

When foreign investors, de-
velopers, and land speculators 
drive land prices to record 
levels, it is oftentimes the only 
practical choice for a farmer to 
sell his land, and in many cases 
turn around and lease the land, 
becoming a tenant. Because of 
those same prohibitive land 
costs, it is difficult if not 
impossible for young farmers to 
purchase a small tract of land 
and find a beginning in agricut, 
tur 

As a result, not only is Texas 
losing a number of farmers, but 
the average age of farmers is 59 
years old and increasing each 
year. Likewise, there is an 
increase in tenancy on Texas 
farms. Farm land is rapidly 
falling into the hands of 
absentee landlords, and instead 
of new farmers in Texas, an 
almost feudal system of tenancy 
is developing. 

It's been the history of our 
democracy that a large base of 
private ownership not only 
brings about more competition, 
but also creates more produc-
tivity. Private, individual own-
ership also generates pride and 
a belief in stewardship to

We often think in terms of people 
leaving the church, but today the fact is 
that many churches are leaving the 
people. Many twentieth-century 
churches have cut themselves loose from 
the foundations which for generations 
have given them a broadly Christian 
perspective. Are you one of the many 
who has sometimes felt that your church 
is leaving you? 

When the tenets of naturalism and 
rationalism were applied to the Bible, 
they ruled out such things as the miracles 
recorded in the Bible. There was the 
historic struggle to demythologize the 
Bible. The Bible was discredited as a 
revelation of God, becoming only a 
human document, the history of a 
people. 

As could be expected, this view 
made any meaningful interpretation of 
scripture and the life of Christ impos-
sible. The modern, liberal religious world 
was cut loose from the moorings of a 
standard of absolute and firm authority, 
and moved into a period of redefinition 
and uncertainty. The foundation of the 
Christian religion was torn away from 
these liberal churches. 

As a "filtering down" of the 
modern liberal ideas occurs, a paralyzing 
frustration sets in among the people. 
Many of the churches have accepted the 
naturalistic, rationalistic views and have 
adapted their programs of work only to 
temporal matters, leaving spiritual, 
eternal matters behind. As a result the 
large denominations have turned 
primarily to social action, rather than to 
evangelism and spiritual concerns. Yet, 
all the while, there is some kind of token 
homage paid to some of the old 
language.

LLSUPS Sinus-This is one of the worst 

years for hay fever, sinus and 
asthma. Our early rains 
produced an abundant crop for 
weeds, so avoid them if 
possible. If you can't then use 
an antihistamine like Chlortri-
meton or Teldrin. If these make 
you sleepy use Sudafed. For 
those who have severe symp-
toms you can use Contax. 
A.R.M., Dristan. Triaminicin, 
etc., if you don't have high 
blood pressure or thyroid di-
sease. One simple remedy you 
can all use is a warm, weak salt 
water nasal wash in the morning 
and again at night. These nasal 
symptoms will persist until we 
have a good frost or freeze. 

Influenza- We have had a 
minor epidemic of intestinal flu, 
with nausea, vomiting, and 
diarrhea. For most of us this 
can be controlled with simple 
remedy's like Donnagel or 
Pabizol with Paregoric, and 
similar medications. One cau-
tion, in the very young, this 
illness can be persistant and 
hard to eradicate. It should only 
last two or three days. There is 
evidence that this is now a 
nationwide epidemic, but it is a 
self limited and of short 
duration. My best advice is 
simply to avoid those persons 
with the intestinal flu. 

Immunizations-Although we 
have seen a few cases of Type A 
influenza in the 8 to 16 year olds 
we don't anticipate an epidemic. 
The Center For Disease Control 
anticipates sporadic influenza 
outbreaks this winter. 	They 
recommend immunizations for 
those with 1) heart disease, 2) 
emphysema or other lung di-
sease, 3) chronic kidney disease 
4) diabetes, 5) chronic anemia, 
6) malignancies. 	What this 
means is, that if you are in a 
high risk group- to get a flu 
shot. I am in a high risk group 
because I am exposed to 
influenza every year, but then 1 
take a flu shot every year. Only 
twice in the past twenty years 
have Thad the flu severe enough 
that I haven't been able to, 
so I believe in "flu shots". 
Unfortunately "cold shots" are 
no longer available. Colds must 
be treated syptomatically with 
rest, aspirin, and cough syrup, 
but more on colds later. 

Hopely this hints will help 
your health, and save on doctor 
bills.

Q: Several years back I was 
picked up on a charge of intoxi-
cation, fingerprinted and jailed. 
I was released the following day 
after paying the fine. On certain 
types of employment applica-
tions, I must list any arrests. Can 
I have this conviction removed? 

A: Public intoxication is a 
Class C misdemeanor. Whenever 
a fine is paid for a Class C mis-
demeanor, the conviction not on-
ly becomes final, it also becomes 
non-appealable. 

A conviction, by its very 
nature, cannot be removed by 
legal action initiated by you. 

Q: I have a question as to 
whether my lawyer did some-
thing unethical in representing 
me in an estate matter. Should I 
hire another lawyer to in-
vestigate? 

A: You may bring your com-
plaint before one of the district 
grievance committees of the 
State Bar of Texas. If you do not 
know the name of the chairman 
of the grievance committee in 
your area, write to the State Bar 
in Austin. It will not be necessary 
for you to have a lawyer repre-
sent you before the grievance 
committee. 

Q: In filing a suit for damages 
resulting from an auto accident, 
my attorney said the fee would be 
one-third of any court judgment 
awarded in m) favor. Could I 
save money by paying the lawyer 
on an hourly rate instead of this 
kind of contingent fee arrange-
ment? 

A: Ask your lawyer to give you 
an estimate of the number of 
hours he or she expects to spend 
on the case and whatever expen-
ses would be involved. Most law 
suits for damages arc handled on 
a contingent fee basis for two 
major reasons: most clients 
prefer to have the option of pay-
ing the lawyer nothing if the law 

S.* 

suit is not successful and many 
clients do not have the financial 
resources to initiate a law suit. 
Explore these options fully with 
your lawyer before making a 
decision. 

Q: I want to sell my house, but 
I don't have a copy of the deed to 
my lot. What should I do? 

A: The County Clerk's Office 
is the place where permanent 
records of land transactions are 
kept. Any real estate transaction 
should be recorded in the office 
of the County Clerk for the 
county in which the land is 
located. Go to the Clerk's office, 
tell them the date the property 
was bought and sold, and from 
whom you bought the property. 
They should be able to find a 
copy of your deed with this in-
formation. 

Q: We're planning to sell our 
home. If we find a buyer who 
wants to "assume" our mortgage, 
instead of arranging for a new 
mortgage, could our mortgage 
company come back to us for 
payment of the mortgage if the 
buyer can't make the monthly 
payments? 

A: Yes, any time you sell your 
home by having someone assume 
the balance of your mortgage, 
the mortgage company retains 
the right to look to you for the 
monthly payments if the buyer 
fails to meet them. To protect 
yourself in a sale of this type, the 
contract between you and the 
buyer should be written to in-
clude provisions allowing you to 
have title to the home returned to 
you in the event the buyer de-
faults. You would then resume 
responsibility for paying off the 
mortgage.

The State Board of Education 

Saturday (September 8) took its 
first major step toward imple-
menting mandatory tests in the 
basic skills with approval of a 
5118,446 contract awarded to 
the Education Testing Service of 
Princeton. N.J. 

The Texas Assessment of 
Basic Skills, this state's first 
mandatory public school test 
program. will begin next spring 
as some 450,000 fifth and ninth 
grade students are tested in 
reading. mathematics, and 
writing. Third graders will be 
added to the annual program in 
1980-81. 

The contract awarded Educa-
tional Testing Service will cover 
test development and field 
testing from September 10, 
1979. through January 7, 1980. 
It will include: (1) Development 
of reading and math tests for 
fifth grade; (2) development of 
writing tests for fifth and ninth 
grade or "exit level" students, 
(3) field test administration and 
analysis of results for the Texas 
Education Agency. 

Students completing the third 
fifth, and ninth grade each year 
will take the tests in late March 
or early April, depending on 
local school district schedules. 
Results will be reported by the 
end of May of the same school 
year. 

Ninth graders who do not 

score well may re-take the test 

each year they are in high 

school. However, this repeating 
will be designed solely to help 

the teacher pinpoint weak areas 
for more intensive instruction.

Each test question will relate 
to a specific objective or skill 
students are expected to learn 
by the time they complete the 
third, fifth, ninth grade or "exit 
level", Alton 0. Bowen, Texas 
Commissioner of Education, 
explains. 

"We use the term 'criterion-

referenced' simply because it is 
a short way of saying the answer 
to each question must lead back 
to a specific objective," Bowen 
explains. 

These objectives are not new 
in Texas. First developed 
during a series of statewide 
workshops in 1973-74, the 
reading and math objectives 
formed the basis for the Texas 
Assessment Project, last year's 
sample statewide test program. 
However, one of the grade 
levels has changed under the 
new plan mandated under 
Senate Bill 350, the public 
school finance law passed by the 
66th Texas Legislature. 

The reading and math tests 
for ninth grade or "exit level" 
students developed as a part of 
TAP will be used again under 

the new test program, Bowen 
says. 

Educational Testing Service 
under its four-month contract 
will build new exams for fifth 
grade students. 	(The Texas 
Assessment Project tested sixth 
graders based on sixth grade 
objectives last year.) 

"We will be able to build on 
the sixth grade objectives, but

'  contract have been completed 
by both curriculum and assess-
ment specialists at the Texas 
Education Agency. 

More than 40 public school 
teachers, curriculum directors, 
and principals have worked with 
Texas Education Agency staff 
members to decide precisely 
what should be measured at 
each grade level and how the 
test questions should be con-
structed. 

The exams will be field-tested 
with some 8,00 fifth and. ninth 
grade students in 75 school 
districts during October, 1979. 
Once these results are in, the 
final test models will be 
fine-tuned for statewide use 
next March and April. 

Specific test questions will 
change each year while, at the 
same time, the test designers 
work to maintain the same level 
of difficulty, Bowen points out. 

The annual examinations will 
be administered by specially-
trained personnel in each school 
district under the guidelines and 
supervision of the Texas Educa-
tion Agency, -,,,wen adds. 

The second Texas Assess-
ment of Basic Skills contract will 
be submitted to the State Board 
of Education at its January, 
1980. meeting. This contract wil 
cover both the administration, 
scoring, and reporting process 
for the first statewide testing 
program.

again or grow into new lizards. 
Instead, the lizard grows a new 
tail. "A glass snake's original 
tail is at least twice as long as its 
body." reports Ranger Rick, 
"but its new tail is shorter and 
stiffer." Fewer than half of the 
glass snakes found in the wild 
still have their original tails. 

Often the glass snake may 
choose to leave its tail behind to 
fool a predator. A king snake, 
for example. will be distracted 
by the still wriggling detached 
tail, while the glass snake 
makes a quick getaway. 

So. if you're afraid of snakes, 
don't jump to conclusions next 
time you see a slithery, legless 
creature in the grass. linstead, 
take a closer look. Any "snake" 
that winks at you is a lizard.

It looks like a snake, moves 
like a snake, and glistens like a 
snake but it isn't a snake at all. 
What is it? 

It's a misnamed legless lizard 
called the glass snake, accord• 
ing to Ranger Rick's Nature 
Magazine. In fact, at 27 inches 
in length. it is the longest lizard 
found on the North American 
continent. 

Centuries ago, the ancestors 
of today's glass snake did have 
legs. but as they took to 
burrowing underground those 
appendages disappeared, 
according to the National Wild-
life Federation's monthly mag-
azine for children. 

How can you tell a glass snake 
from the real thing? Like all 
lizards, the shiny, gray-brown 
glass snake has eyelids, which it 
can open and close. Snakes, on 
the other hand, have no eyelids 
and cannot close their eyes. 

On close inspection, says 
Ranger Rick, you will also find 
that the glass snake has a 
mouthful of teeth--about 165 of 
them. Too close an inspection is 
not recommended, however, 
since glass snakes, though 
nonpoisonous, often bite when 
handled. 

The glass snake, which is 
found along the Atlantic Coast 
from North Carolina into Florida 
and in parts of the Midwest, got 
its strange name from its 
peculiar tail. If its tail is tugged 
or hit, it may break like glass 
into several pieces. 

Contrary to popular notion, 
the pieces never join together
