Letter to the Editor

Dear Foster:

On behalf of the Texas
Association of Counties and all
the county officials of Texas, I
want to thank you and your staff
for all of the courtesies extended
to us during this past legislative
session. In our judgment you
were one of the hardest working
Representatives that truly rep-
resented his constituents.

Although you were respon-
sive to the needs and concerns
of county officials on numerous
bills introduced durine the 66th

Session of the Legislature, one
bill stands out in my mind. You
will recall H.B. 152 was a bill
that would have doubled maxi-
mum liability of counties and
local governments of Texas for
bodily injury, and increased
property damage limits from
$10,000 to $100,000. You were
very effective in convincing the
Legislature to ‘‘kill’’ this bill on

third reading after it had
already passed the house on
second reading. Based on
estimated premiums of liability
insurance of the ten counties in
your legislative district affected
by the bill, we estimate the
average annual cost of insur-
ance premiums would have
increased $2,700 per county, or
$27,000 total for the ten

counties. For all the counties of
the State, the cost could have
increased some $1,200,000 an-
nually. These figures are for
counties only; the cost would
have also been substantial for
cities and schools. It is easy to
see by these figures why local
officials were concerned about
the passage of this kind of
legislation. This points out what
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one Representative can do tor
the taxpayers of Texas to
prevent the passage of special
interest legislation,

““I had a kid, Richard Ritchie,
10 years ago in Mineral Wells, a
three-time all-America (at Texas
A&l) and Lynn did as good a job
with the veer as Ritchie could
have done,”’ said Allen. ‘‘He
was in Ritchie's class Friday
night.

‘““The kids demand Lynn be
nearly perfect, They really
expect it. And he's got to be
good because he's got two guys
right behind him who want his
job."’

Thompson, who bench pres-
ses 220 and runs a 4.5 40-yard
dash, completed 6 of 10 passes
for 93 yards, rushed 17 times for
151 yards and three touch-
downs. That 244 yards total
offense was all but 80 yards of
the 324 put together by Claren-
don.

The 160-pounder accounted
for 23 of the 37 points scored by
his team-the three touchdowns,
one PAT kick and a pair of
two-point conversion passes.

Winterizing summer lake
houses can be effective with a
few careful steps.

When the leaves start to
rustle in the cool fall breezes,
then it's time to think of closing
the summer housc¢,

Above all, remember--just
betore you leave--turn off water
and drain all water pipes; pourf
non-toxic antifreeze (about a
cup) in each of the drains of all
plumbing fixtures that have
traps, such as Kkitchen sinks,
lavatories, and bathtubs. This

antifreeze can be purchased
from stores that carry supplies
for travel trailers and recrea-
tional vehicles. Flush water
from toilet tanks and bowls,
then pour in some antifreeze
there too; also, make any
needed repairs to the cottage,
particularly to the roof, before
closing it for the summer.
Problems will only get worse if
left over the winter.

If possible, allow for some
type of ventilation in the cottage
that won't let varmints inside.
