This week the first of several 
articles on the subject of the 
Donley County Jail will appear 
in the Clarendon Press. 

These articles arc intended to 
inform the reader on the facts 
surrounding the county jail, the 
options which are practical to 
consider and the work being 
done by the commissioners 
court to fulfill their respon-
sibility to the tax payers and 
residents in accordance with 
their oath of office. 

PROBLEM JAIL FACILITY 

Donley County has been taced 
with the fact of inadequate jail 
facilities since 1957 when they 
were advised of the state re-
quirements for jail standards as 
set forth by the Texas Commis-
sion of Jail Standards. 

The subject of jail facilities 
has always been an unpopular 
subject. Public monies, (tax 
money) supports such facilities 
and tax payers would rather see 
their money go to other endea-
vors. However, the taxpayers 
elect the members of the 
commissioners court and the 
sheriff--and these persons are 
sworn to uphold the law. They 
receive the oath of office before 
they begin service. At this point 
in time the lass- says the jail must 
meet certain standards, this is 
not a matter of choice. It is the 
Law, to comply with Texas jail 
standards: or be cited by 
federal judges, as occured in 
Lubbock Co. 

In some 8 or 9 court cases, 
heard in Federal Courts in New 
Orleans, the state has been told 
to go ahead and comply with 
Texas Jail Standards. The 
upholding of our state standards 
by Federal courts in our section 
seems to favor Texas statutes. 

Principal categories for com-
pliance arc covered roughly by 
the following, segregation, secu 
rity. safety, sanitation, super-
vision and services.

Certain repairs, alteration, 
additions etc, have been made 
during the 22 years since 1957 to 
the Donley County jail but they 
failed to meet the requirements 
of the law, only partly corrected 
the need or fell so far short of 
their main objective that they 
were for most part of no value. 
The structure has been dis-
cribed as a disgrace. 

In the early 1970s the Texas 
Health Department took over 
the responsibility of jail inspe-
ction. When Donley County Jail 
failed to meet minimum requi-
rements the Commissioners 
Court had a shower installed 
and electrical work done to meet 
the requirements which were 
mandatory. 

Time has finally run out and 
the jail has been declared 
closed. It appears, front an 
architectural study, that the 
incompatibility between the an-
tiquated jail structure and the 
new statute, which is mandatory 
is too great for remodeling, and 
up erading to be a financially 
feasiblee. A new structure would 
be an addition of probably some 
25% over renovation costs. 

Texas Commission on Jail 
Standards and federal standards 
as set forth by the United States 
government, are the two choices 
counties have. Texas standards 
are more flexible however 
(taking into account the rural 
life style, for instance) and are 
considered by some to be for 
more practical. 

The layman might be surpri-
sed to know that a fairly large 
percentage of persons who are 
jailed are never brought to trial. 
A number of them are there for 
reasons other than breaking the 
law or being suspects. 

The need for a jail as an 
institution for crime control has 
been long recognized. The 
history of our section of the 
country in fact and fiction is 
filled with the deeds of outlaws

Holiday 

Hazards 

With the holiday season 
rapidly approaching, care must 
be taken to insure that in all the 
hustle and bustle that accidental 
poisonings do not occur, warns 
the Texas State Poison Center. 
"Holiday plants and decorations 
can cause considerable pro-
blems," warns Michael Ellis, 
director of the Texas State 
Poison Center. 

"Plants, such as the poinset-
tia, Christmas holly, mistletoe, 
and the Jerusalem cherry can all 
cause problems if left where 
small children can get to them," 
E lis noted. "Although the poin-
settia is not the deadly plant it is 
often misrepresented as, if the 
leaves or stems are eaten or 
chewed on, frequently we see 
fairly severe vomiting and 
diarrhea. This in itself can cause 
dehydration problems in small 
children." 

"If holly berries are eaten 
they can produce severe vomitin 
g and diirrhea, due to a number 
of extremely irritating substan-
ces found in both the red and 
green berries. Mistletoe, on the 
other hand, has proven -deadly 
when ingested in any quantity," 
Ellis noted. "The bright red 
berries of the Jerusalem cherry 
can be mistaken for tomatoes by 
small children, and the conse-
quence may prove severe." 

"Since we know that small 
children are attracted to plants, 
and particularly those with 
bright colors," Ellis said, "They 
should be placed high enough 
that small hands cannot have 
access to them." This means 
that places like the coffee table 
arc definitely out as areas to 
display these plants." 

Other holiday decorations can 
pose problems also. "Christmas 
tree ornaments, such as the 
older bubbling lights, contain 
methylene chloride, which if 
consumed by small children, 
may prove quite toxic," noted 
Ellis, "each year we are 
consulted about children eating 
glass Christmas tree balls, and 
the possibility of the mouth or  

the gastrointestinal tract being 
cut or injured is very real." 

"Some decorations cause us 
essentially no problem. These 
include pyracantha berries, the 
flocking used on Christmas 
trees, the ingestion of pine 
needles, and the ingestion of 
styrofoam ornaments. The 
drinking of Christmas tree pre-
servations by children is also 
common, but generally is of 
little concern if the amounts 
consumed are small," Ellis 
states. 

Should a poisoning emergen-
cy a poisoning emergency arise 
during the holiday season, first 
aid information can be obtained 
by contacting the Texas State 
Poison Center in Galveston at 
1-713-765-1420.

module builder speeds up 
harvesting by as many as 15 
days and frees the cotton grosser 
front dependence on the cotton 
gin. 

It's a huge machine that 
makes neat stacks of cotton 
which are left in the fields until 
gin time. 

And because the module 
builder is capable of holding up 
to nine bales of st ripper cotton, 
which is then loaded onto a 
special flat-bed truck, cotton 
trailers which have been used 
for years to haul cotton to the 
gin have almost become obso-
lete, according to many 
growers. 

In the past, if a farmer used 
trailers to get his cotton to the 
gin, then his w hole harvest 
operation was oft en dependent 
upon the supply of available 
trailers. The module builder 
has helped sepata to the ginning 
and harvesting operations so 
that growers c an keep on 
harvesting even t hough the gin 
may be backlogge d or down for 
repairs. 

Since properly protected 
modules can be le ft in the field 
for weeks at a time without any 
noticeable damage to the cotton, 
a grower can harvest his cotton 
at the most convenient time for 
him and not have t o worry about 
the progress at the gin. 

And what are other advanta-
ges to the grower using the 
module builder system? 

According to Ra y Adams, vice 
president of sales with Bush-
Hog Continental Gin Company, 
a leading manufacturer of 
module equipment located in 
Prattville, Alabama, moduling 
can be an advantage because 
ginning has become such a 

problem for grow ers. 
"The cost of g inning cotton 

has increased many fold in the 
last decade and we have every 
reason to believe t hat it is going 
to continue to increase," he 
said. "There has been a trend 
to have fewer and fewer cotton 
gins each year. 

"As the number of cotton 
gins gets smaller, the volume of 
these gins increases. But it also 
is becoming more difficult for 
the farmer to get his cotton 
ginned immedi ately. 	The 
expense of owning cotton trail-
ers is getting to be too high and 
the economics the module

system provides makes it an 
ideal operation to turn to." 

Randy Eiland, a grower from 
Lamesa, Texas, switched to 
module builders t o avoid losing 
cotton to the u npredictable 
West Texas weat her. 

"We have a lot of bad 
weather in this a rea at times, 
and before we got module 
builders our stripping depended 
on how many trailers we could 
get to the gin," Eiland said. 
"Since we have gotten the 
module builders, our strippers 
can just run continuously to 
keep building modules. 	We 
don't have to worry about 
getting trailers or being out of 
trailers. 

"Module builders help make 
a grower money b ecause a crop 
can be lost, in this area, by 
leaving cotton on the stalks. By 
stripping continuously and put-
ting cotton in modules, you can 
completely avoid this happen-
ing. We can't store it on the 
stalk in West Texas. You ran 
lose too much of it too quick." 

Harold Worre II, a grower 
front Altus, Oklahoma, has been 
impressed with the efficiency 
module builders have allowed 
hint in his harvest ing operation. 

"I had heard about module 
builders," he said, "and I had 
decided they would speed up my 
harvesting opera t ion. 	I farm  

cotton in the module builder and 
will then start to pack the loose 
cotton. And this continues until 
the module is fully formed. 

At that time, the operator will 
raise the back gate on the 
module builder, and a tractor 
pulls it forward, leaving a 
module that is freestanding to 
sit there in the field until it is 
ready to be moved." 

One of the key developers of 
the module builder was Lambert 
H. Wilkes of Texas A&M 
University. Together with J.K. 
"Farmer" Jones, a researcher 
fir Cotton Incorporated, they 
completed work on the first 
module builders in 1971 and 
1972. Research on the module 
builder was funded jointly' by 
Cotton Incorporated, and Texas 
A&M. 

The result of their research 
has not only saved the grower 
valuable time and dollars with  

his cotton operation, but has 
significantly improved ginning 
techniques. 

Research by Cotton Incorpor-
ated on the module builder has 
also led to other valuable 
developments. 	For instance, 
the module feeder was deve-
loped. enabling cotton modules 
to be fed directly into the gin. 
The feeder-cleaner has also 
recently been introduced, as a 
result of Cotton Incorporated 
research. The feeder-cleaner 
removes approximately 60% - 
70% of the trash out of stripper 
cotton as it is fed into the gin. 
This means improved grades 
and more cotton dollars for the 
grower. 

"I feel that the research and 
promotion carried on by Cotton 
Incorporated, such as that on 
the module builder, is very 
important to growers," said Dr. 
Smith. "There arc many 
developments that I believe may
