Duncan receives 
commitee positions

AUSTIN - State Senator 
Robert Duncan, R-Lubbock, is 
pleased to accept appointments 
by Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst to 
the Select Committee on Public 
School Finance and the Legisla­
tive Budget Board.

The Select Committee on 
Public School Finance Weights, 
Allotments and Adjustments 
was established during the 2009 
legislative session to conduct 
a comprehensive review o f the 
20-year-old formulas used to fund 
Texas’ public schools

“ The schoolchildren o f today 
w ill be the leaders o f Texas tomor­
row,”  said Senator Duncan. “ I t ’s 
critical that we use taxpayer dol­
lars wisely to best prepare them 
for the future o f Texas.’’

Senator Duncan was first 
appointed to the Legislative 
Budget Board in 2003.

Ice, wind knock out power
Old Man Winter sank his claws 

into residents o f Donley County and 
the Rolling Plains last week, result­
ing in school, college, and business 
closures and recurring power fa il­
ures.

AEP-Southwestem Electric 
Power Company (SWEPCO) cus­
tomers first started experiencing 
losses Thursday with peak outages 
numbering 1,480 in Clarendon and 
345 in Hedley and more than 3,000 
others in other communities.

SWEPCO’s spokesman Scott 
McCloud reported that the company 
sent additional personal from East

Texas and Arkansas.
SWEPCO customers experi­

enced a prolonged outage on Friday 
from 3:50 a.m. to late in the after­
noon. More than 1.850 customers 
were affected locally, and the peak 
number o f outages for SWEPCO’s 
service area was 5,139. The com­
pany services some 7,000 customers 
in the eastern Panhandle.

Tommy Hudson with SWEPCO 
in Wellington said the company’s 
main transmission line was down 
Friday and that servicemen were also 
dealing with the lines “ galloping’’ -  a 
phenomenon where the wind shapes

ice on the lines into an airfoil and the 
line begins basically flying in the air 
and comes o ff the insulators.

Some SWEPCO customers 
were reportedly without power for 
prolonged periods. One residence 
hall at Clarendon College was w ith­
out power for 47 hours.

Customers o f Greenbelt Elec­
tric Cooperative also were hit by the 
storm with as many as 1,200 experi­
encing power losses.

“ We lost about 100 poles and 
a lot o f cross arms,”  said Greenbelt 
Member Services Manager Randy 
White. “ The lines were getting heavy

with ice, slapping together, and get­
ting twisted.”

White said Greenbelt still had 
lines with heavy ice on them at Jeri­
cho Tuesday morning.

“ I saw one neutral that was sag­
ging down to 15 feet o ff the ground,”  
he said. “ For every half inch o f ice 
on a span of line, it adds 500 pounds 
to the weight. Then the wind starts 
blowing, and you have problems. I f  
you lose one pole, you’re liable to 
lose 15 in a row.”

Greenbelt brought contractors 
in from Borger Thursday ahead o f 
the storm to help make repairs.

White said Greenbelt gets about 
half its power from AEP, so when 
that company’s transmission line 
went down, Greenbelt’s customers 
were in the dark, too.

"Then they also turned us o ff 
Saturday afternoon when their guys 
found a floater (a line that had come 
o ff an insulator),”  White said. “ They 
had to take us offline to repair that.”

Power was pretty well fu lly  
restored Tuesday, but more wet 
weather is expected over the next 
several days.

“ Hopefully it w ill just be rain,”  
White said.

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CC reports
increased
enrollment

Clarendon College is continu­
ing to grow with spring enrollment 
figures showing a 19.7 percent 
increase in headcount over last year.

Total enrollment settled at 
1,358 following the 12th class day 
last week. That's up from the spring 
2009 enrollment o f 1,150 and 1,043 
in the spring o f 2008.

“ Our current spring in enroll­
ment is greater than our fall enroll­
ment was three years ago,”  said CC 
President B ill Auvenshine. “ For the 
spring we're up 28.5 percent com­
pared to two years ago.”

College funding is based on 
contact hours, which the time stu­
dents actually spend in classrooms, 
and that figure is also going up. Con­
tact hours this spring are up 17.6 
percent over last year and up 35.9 
percent from two years ago.

“ We are now the second largest 
community college in the Panhan­
dle,”  Auvenshine said, noting that 
CC has now passed the size Frank 
Phillips College in Borger.

Several factors have contributed 
to the increased number o f students.

“ We’ve got an extremely good 
staff, we’ve got better marketing, and 
we’ve added vocational programs,”  
Auvenshine said. “ Our nursing pro­
gram has doubled, and we’re seeing 
growth in wind energy, heating and 
air-conditioning, and cosmetology.”

CC has also developed a reputa­
tion for good instruction, a reflection 
on the quality o f instructors at the 
college, Auvenshine said.

“ We can show that our students 
do well when they go on to West 
Texas A & M  or Texas Tech,”  he said.

More than 90 percent o f this 
semester’s students were pre-reg- 
istered before the semester began, 
which Auvenshine said made reg­
istration time easier and also dem­
onstrated that students in the fall 
wanted to come back and make sure 
they got the classes they wanted.

Enrollment on the home campus 
in Clarendon is now 391 compared to 
356 last spring. An additional 27 stu­
dents are taking dual credit classes at 
Clarendon High School. The college 
has grown considerably at the CC 
Pampa Center with enrollment now 
at 335, up from 218. Another 103 
students are taking classes at Pampa 
High School.

Local schools support rejecting federal program
The superintendents o f the Clarendon and 

Hedley public school systems say they agree 
with a decision by Texas Governor Rick Perry' 
to turn down a new federal education program.

Perry announced last month that Texas 
would not submit an application for federal 
Race to the Top education funds.

“ Texas is on the right path toward 
improved education, and we would be foolish 
and irresponsible to place our children’s future 
in the hands o f unelected bureaucrats and spe­
cial interest groups thousands o f miles away in 
Washington, virtually eliminating parents’ par­
ticipation in their children's education,”  Gov. 
Perry said.

Clarendon ISD Superintendent Monty

Hysinger said the governor did the right thing.
“ I thought it was good to turn it down,”  

Hysinger said. “ It would have had a lot o f 
requirements, and I think we need to let the 
states run education.”

Clarendon does take some federal title 
money currently, and Hysinger said the pro­
grams have lot o f strings attached. Those pro­
grams include HeadStart and some programs 
to help at-risk students.

CISD’s budget is between $5.5 and 6 
m illion, and about $500,000 o f that is federal 
money, Hysinger said.

“ It all comes with different requirements, 
and I think our state system is doing good,”  he 
said. “ This was going to lock Texas into some­

thing for eternity.”
Hedley ISD Superintendent Eric Hough 

also had good things to say about the gover­
nor’s action.

“ Gov. Perry' made a very wise deci­
sion,”  Hough said. “ There were a lot o f strings 
attached, and we already do some o f these 
things. You get to where you spend more to 
do what they want than what they provided to 
being w ith.”

Despite tremendous education successes, 
the governor’s office said Texas' application 
would have been penalized by the U.S. Depart­
ment o f Education for refusing to commit to 
adopt national curriculum standards and tests 
and to incur ongoing costs.

Texas’ curriculum standards, which deter­
mine w'hat students are taught in Texas class­
rooms, are set by the elected State Board o f 
Education (SBOE).

Through Race to the Top funding, the 
U.S. Department o f Education seems to be 
coercing states like Texas to suddenly abandon 
their own locally established curriculum stan­
dards in favor o f adopting national standards 
spearheaded by organizations in Washington, 
D.C. While Texas could be eligible for up to 
$750 m illion in Race to the Top funding, it 
would cost Texas taxpayers upwards o f $3 
b illion to realign our education system to con­
form to the U.S. Department o f Education’s 
uniform vision for public education.

Court restores 
Free Speech

Suppose you were arrested on criminal charges 
because you were the head o f an organization that had 
produced a film  critical o f the wife o f a former po liti­
cal leader, who was now running for office herself. 
What country would have such a law? Cuba, Myan­
mar, China? None o f these. Actually, you would be 
talking about the United States o f America.

Fortunately, on January 21, 2010, by a narrow 5-4 
majority, the U.S. Supreme Court changed that law 
by rendering its decision in Citizens United v. Federal 
Election Commission. What is even more interesting, 
and astounding, is that President Obama does not like 
the decision one bit— as was evident in his State of the 
Union address on Wednesday evening.

The case dealt specifically with a 90-minute 
documentary produced by an organization called 
Citizens United. The group, a non-profit advocacy 
corporation, put together a production called “ H illary: 
The Movie,”  which urged viewers to oppose the presi­
dential campaign o f H illary Clinton. However, fearing 
that such programming might be viewed as illegal 
under the Bipartisan Campaign Reform Act (also 
known as “ McCain/Feingold” ), Citizens United asked 
for a judicial ruling on the matter. The provision that 
concerned Citizens United was 441b, which prohibited 
a corporation from communicating to the electorate 
about a candidate w ithin 30 days o f a primary election 
or 60 days o f a general election, and under threat o f 
criminal prosecution. The case went all the way to the 
U.S. Supreme Court.

The Court’s majority found that McCain/Fein­
gold restrictions on corporate speech were unconsti­
tutional under the First Amendment, w'hich prevents 
the government from abridging freedom o f speech.
In deciding as it did, the Court strengthened one o f 
most important liberties that citizens, individual or 
corporate, can exercise: the right to criticize the exist­
ing government, its office holders, or those aspiring 
to office. The Court minced no words in pointing out 
what the federal law lim iting corporate funding o f 
political documentaries, books, or other communica­
tions really meant. Justice Kennedy said candidly:
“ The law before us is an outright ban backed by 
criminal sanctions. Section 441b makes it a felony for 
all corporations— including nonprofit advocacy cor­
porations— either to expressly advocate the election of 
or defeat o f candidates or to broadcast electioneering 
communications w ithin 30 days o f a primary election 
and 60 days o f a general election.”

Kennedy gave examples o f actions that would 
be considered felonious under the law. Sierra Club 
officers would be felons i f  they ran an ad in the pro­
hibited timeframe disapproving o f a Congressional 
candidate “ who favors logging in national forests.”
In like manner, added Kennedy, the National Rifle 
Association’s officers could end up in ja il i f  that orga­
nization published “ a book urging the public to vote 
for the challenger because the incumbent U.S. Senator 
supports a handgun ban.”

The defenders o f such restrictions argued that 
the restrictions on corporately financed speech were 
necessary to prevent well-financed corporations and 
unions from replacing a true democracy o f the people. 
Corporate money would dominate and “ distort”  the 
political process.

The Court rejected that argument in a flurry o f 
cogent rebuttals both in the majority opinion and the 
concurrences. As Justice Scalia pointed out in con­
curring, the First Amendment “ is written in terms of 
‘speech’ not speakers. Its text offers no foothold for 
excluding any category o f speaker, from single indi­
viduals ... to incorporated associations o f individuals.”

The Court discovered a glaring contradiction in 
the exemption o f “ media corporations”  from 441b. I f  
“ electioneering communications”  close to the time of 
the primary or election were disseminated by media 
corporations like CBS or the New York Times, those 
news stories or broadcasts would not put CBS or 
Times executives in violation. So, in effect, as the 
Court correctly discerned, 441b allowed the estab­
lished print and electronic media corporations to hawk 
their views with impunity right up to election day due 
to an exemption in the law, while business and labor 
entities were silenced by the threat o f prosecution i f  
they did the same. Therein is the key to the political 
le ft’s unhappiness with the Court’s holding.

The disapproval o f this decision comes from the 
liberal side o f the political spectrum, including by 
President Obama. The reason? Section 441b, in effect, 
sheltered the political speech o f news outlets— part o f 
the liberal-leaning U.S. media— while other corporate 
points o f view, potentially more moderate or conserva­
tive, were criminalized by the legislation. Now, the 
threat o f prosecution under 441b for these formerly 
marginalized corporations is gone, swept away by the 
Roberts’ Court. In essence, the right to pre-election 
political speech for all persons, corporate and other­
wise, has been reestablished.

W ill the political marketplace now be crowded 
with new corporate entrants? Probably, but voters w ill 
likely do what they do with the claims, assertions, and 
arguments o f commercial vendors. They w ill weigh 
them, accept some and reject others, and, in the end, 
make their determination for or against candidates.
That is what the Founders intended when they penned 
the freedom o f speech portion o f the First Amendment. 
And that is what was restored by the Court in its C iti­
zens United decision.

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US spending its way to stagnation

Many governments have responded 
to the economic downturn by increas­
ing the size o f the public sector. It was 
remarkable how quickly they resusci­
tated the theory that assumes more gov­
ernment spending can boost economic 
growth.

Popularized by John Maynard 
Keynes in the 1930s, the theory is based 
on the notion that government can 
“ prime the pump”  by spending money, 
which then begins to circulate through 
the economy. Keynesian theory sounds 
good but it overlooks the fact that, in 
the real world, government can’ t inject 
money into the economy without first 
taking money out o f the economy.

Any money that the government 
puts in the economy’s right pocket must 
be borrowed, which means the money 
comes out o f the economy’s left pocket. 
Keynesianism doesn’ t boost national 
income, it merely redistributes it.

The Obama Administration claimed 
that spending more money would keep 
the unemployment rate below 8 percent 
in the United States, yet it climbed to 
10 percent. The United Kingdom and 
Canada also suffered continued stagna­
tion after adopting so-called stimulus 
packages. Ironically, statist nations such 
as France and Germany that resisted 
the siren song o f Keynesianism better 
weathered the global economic storm.

The recent trend toward bigger 
government is particularly worrisome 
because most nations have oversized 
public sectors. Government spending in

industrialized nations now consumes, on 
average, nearly 45 percent o f GDP with 
Canada and the United States slightly 
below average. Australia, Switzerland, 
South Korea, and Slovakia are the only 
nations where the public sector claims 
less than 40 percent o f economic output.

To put these numbers in context, 
government spending in the industrial­
ized world consumed about 30 percent 
o f economic output in the mid-1960s, 
less than 20 percent o f GDP between 
the First and Second World Wars and 
only about 10 percent o f GDP during 
the golden century between the end of 
the Napoleonic wars and the First World 
War.

0

While many factors influence eco­
nomic performance, the negative impact 
o f government spending is one reason 
why small-government jurisdictions 
such as Hong Kong (where the burden 
o f the public sector is below 20 percent 
o f GDP) have higher growth rates than 
nations that have medium-sized govern­
ment, such as Canada and the United 
States. The same principle explains in 
part why big-govemment countries such 
as France often suffer from economic 
stagnation.

Interestingly, a large body of aca­
demic work attempts to measure the 
growth-optimizing level o f government. 
This research is based on the notion 
there is not much prosperity in a state o f 
anarchy. Governments solve this prob­
lem by imposing the rule o f law (courts, 
police protection, etc). Those govern­
mental functions cost money, but they

yield big benefits. Moreover, govern­
ment spending on “ public goods”  such 
as basic infrastructure also can facilitate 
the functioning o f a market economy.

That’s the good news. The bad 
news is that most government spend­
ing today is devoted to programs for 
what is known as transfer spending and 
consumption spending. These outlays 
dampen economic growth, according 
to the research, largely because they 
displace private sector activity and also 
require punitive tax rates. Most studies 
using current economic data show that 
economic performance is maximized 
when the public sector is less than 20 
percent o f GDR And i f  historical data is 
used, the evidence suggests that govern­
ment should be even smaller.

Ironically, John Maynard Keynes 
might not be a Keynesian i f  he was alive 
today. He certainly would not be a pro­
ponent o f big government. In correspon­
dence with another British economist, he 
agreed with the premise o f “ 25 percent 
[o f GDP] as the maximum tolerable pro­
portion o f taxation.”

Canada and the United States are 
already far above that level and the 
burden o f government in both nations 
w ill climb above 50 percent o f GDP in 
the future in the absence o f real reform. 
Unfortunately, there is no way to have 
a European-size welfare state without 
also enduring European-style economic 
stagnation.

We love Clarendon and its people. 
We thought their reporting would be 
something about our pleasant Panhandle 
community. To our dismay and disap­

pointment when we anxiously check on 
the news, the story was concerning the 
upcoming vote on legalizing the sale of 
alcohol in Donley County. During the 
same evening news, there was another 
story reported about the extremely high 
(and increasing) teenage pregnancy rate 
in the Panhandle o f Texas.

Oh, how to handle this growing 
problem? It is a proven fact there is a 
direct correlation between alcohol use 
and teenage pregnancy. You know the 
younger generation has an expression 
that would be extremely appropriate 
about now, “ Well, duh!”  In address­
ing this situation, parents were greatly 
encouraged to “ talk to your kids; it w ill 
make such a difference.”

People, we are talking to our kids 
and grandkids. When we need to “ vote”  
on making an already available addictive 
substance more readily available. We are 
speaking volumes to our kids and they 
are watching and listening. The choices 
we make are like “ a pebble tossed into

a pond.”  Our choices have a “ ripple 
effect.”  Some are very long-lasting.

About now, you may be thinking 
this ole gal has “ stopped preachin’ and 
gone to meddlin’ .”  What other erason 
would there be to pass such a law? My 
answer came from one o f the people 
interviewed for this report -  “ Tax rev­
enue.”  Money! Resulting from the sale 
o f alcohol in our community. I seem to 
remember reading in an old book some­
thing about “ the love o f money is the 
root o f all evil.”  Does his not take us fu ll 
circle? Remember the ripple effect as 
you make your choices.

Th is is a cond ition  that leads to a sudden decrease in b lood flo w  to 
the heart, such as during  a heart attack. A n  analysis was conducted 
among 13,408 ind iv idua ls  scheduled fo r cardiac stents w ho had 
received either B rilin ta  o r P lav ix . A fte r  12 months, those w ho took 
B rilin ta  had a s ign ifican t 16% risk reduction in heart attacks and 
strokes. A lso , the risk  o f  b leeding fo r ind iv idua ls  w ho took B rilin ta  
was no more com m on than fo r P lav ix . B r ilin ta  is not yet approved 
by the Food and D rug A dm in is tra tio n  (F D A ).
Current AC S guidelines recommend that ind iv idua ls  w ho receive 
cardiac stents should take 2 b lood-th inners that may be aspirin plus 
a prescrip tion m edication like  P lav ix  or prasugrel (E ffien t). The 
length o f  tim e a person must take b lood-th inners depends on the 
type o f  stent being used. Generally, drug-re leasing stents require 
the use o f  b lood-th inners fo r 12 months.
