Clarendon sales tax
revenue up 2.52%

Sales tax revenue for the City
of Clarendon rose 2.52 percent
when Texas Comptroller Susan
Combs delivered the March allo-
cation for taxes collected last

month.
. Clarendon’s allocation
of $20,480.90 was up from

$19,755.06 for the same period
last year. The city’s sales tax reve-
nue 1s running 2.52 percent ahead
for the year-to-date even as total
revenues across the state have
declined.

Hedley’s rebate was also up
3.67 percent to $415.51 for the
month and i1s up 7.42 percent on
the year. Howardwick was up
12.60 percent for the month at
$1,210.14 but is stll behind 10.4
percent for the calendar year.

Combs said the state col-
lected $1.60 billion in sales tax
revenue in February, down 8.8
percent compared to February
2009.

“After eight straight months
of double digit declines, sales tax
losses have begun to moderate,”
Combs said. “We will keep moni-
toring the revenue, and we expect
further declines in the near term
before a return to sales tax rev-
enue growth later this year.”

State sales tax revenue for
February and March payments
made to local governments rep-
resent sales that occurred in Janu-

ary.

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City turns down police resolution

A resolution that would have
resurrected the city police depart-
ment was shot down by the Clarendon
Board of Aldermen during their reg-
ular meeting last Tuesday.

Clarendon shut down its police
department in 1984 and began con-
tracting with the Donley County
Sheriff’s Department for law
enforcement service, but issues have
come up about enforcement of city
ordinances. Code enforcement was
taken out of the current contract last
fall.

Mayor Chris Ford told the

board Tuesday that he had consulted
with the Texas Municipal League
and the city attorney with about the
ISsue.

“If you want a city code
enforcement officer to 1ssue cita-
tions, you have to have a police
department,” Ford said. “If you don’t
want to do that, you can just have a
code enforcement ‘official’ who files
complaints with municipal court.”

City Administrator John Webb
spoke in favor of reviving the police
department’s state certification. He
said the city could not afford a police

department but having a certified
peace officer would be helpful in
issuing citations and serving war-
rants from municipal court.

“You have the luxury of having
a certified Texas peace officer
already in City Hall,” Webb said,
referring to himself.

But Alderman Larry Hicks
objected to that notion.

“I don’t want (a certified peace
officer). I want a city manager,’
Hicks said. “I've been very pleased
with him as a city manager, and |
wish he would quit trying to be a

cop.”

Webb responded the city has 50
warrants which had not been served
and recertifying the police depart-
ment could help that, noting again
that he was wanting a full time police
force because, “We don’t have the
revenue to start a police department.”

Hicks said he believed the reso-
lution would be divisive.

“If we agree to this it will just
drive a bigger wedge between us and
the sheriff,” he said. “We should be
trying to work with them.”

Health fairs are excellent ways
to offer screenings for some health
problems like diabetes and high
blood pressure, catching them early
and thereby reducing the risks for
costly complications. Both diabe-
tes and high blood pressure can

go undetected for up to ten years.
Health fairs can also raise aware-
ness of health issues like preventing
heat exhaustion, heat stroke, and
even skin cancer, the most common
type of cancer and one that is pre-
ventable even for high risk groups
working outdoors.

Northwest Health Care System
has agreed to pay for the processing
of tests for Cholesterol - LDL/HDL,
and Triglycerides but to get these
results you have to provide your
mailing address. So if you don't

know your P.O. Box number, Route
number or Zip code please write it
down before coming to the fair so
the results can be sent to you. They
want to continue to provide this
service, but it is not financially cost
effective if results are returned. Your
mailing address will be required to
receive testing.

Jury finds
Baum guilty
of indecency

A Donley County Jury con-
victed a Lelia Lake man last Friday
of indecency with a child by contact.

William Lee Baum was found
guilty of the second degree felony
offense after a two day trial here
last week. He was sentenced to 10
years 1n the Institutional Division of
the Texas Department of Criminal
Justice and fined $10,000.00 by the
Donley County jury.

“The nightmare is over for the
family affected by this defendant’s
actions,” said District Attorney Luke
Inman. “The child’s willingness to
come forward stopped the defendant
from committing anymore horrible
acts.”

Baum, age 67, was arrested
for the offense of indecency with a
child on July 17, 2009 afier an inves-
tigation was conducted regarding
an outcry of sexual abuse made by
a family member. Baum was later
indicted by a Donley County Grand
Jury on October 5, 2009, for inde-
cency with a child by contact.

According to documents filed
with the Donley County Clerk’s
office, the victim was eight years old
at the time of the offense.

Thursday, the State began their
case with the victim and the victim’s
mother. Jennie Waggoner, Forensic
Interviewer with the Bridge Chil-
dren’s Advocacy Center, Danielle
Livermore, Sexual Assault Nurse
Examiner, Shenff Charles “Butch”
Blackburn, and Texas Department
of Public Safety Sgt. Matt Mull also
testified for the State. |

The Donley County Jury delib-
erated for forty minutes before
returning their verdict of guilty.

The defense put two witnesses
on the stand during the punishment
phase of the trial, one of whom was
the defendant. The jury deliberated
for twenty minutes before returning
their punishment of ten years in the
[nstitutional Division of the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice and
fine of $10,000.

Under the Texas Code of Crim-
inal Procedure, Baum will also be
required to register as a sex offender
for the remainder of his life upon his
release from the Institutional Divi-
s10N.

“Sheriff Blackburn, Texas DPS,
along with the Bridge Advocacy
Center and Sexual Assault Nurse
Examiners from Amarillo did an
excellent job in investigating the
crime committed against this victim
from Donley County.” Inman said.
“These cases are always difficult, but
working with these qualified indi-
viduals helps us prepare solid cases
against these types of defendants.”

Keep tyrants
away from
health care

If you like the health insurance coverage you
have now, and if you believe patients should be
allowed to make their own decisions about their medi-
cal care and insurance coverage, ObamaCare is not for
you. '

In addition to the fact that the supreme law of
the land, our U.S. constitution, does not authorize
the government takeover of medicine, or government
intrusion and meddling in the practice of medicine,
ObamaCare will make medical care less affordable. It
will destroy innovation in the insurance market.

It will discriminate against those who believe in
self-reliance and working hard to get ahead. It will put
our budget and economy on a path of unsustainable
debt and destruction.

ObamaCare incorporates an individual mandate
for purchase of health insurance. In Massachusetts, the
individual mandate caused an increase in premiums
of up to 46 percent more than the national average.
ObamaCare will create a new federal bureaucracy of
unelected bureaucrats who will impose rigid price
controls on health insurance premiums as a means of
dealing with the expected increase in premiums the
government takeover of medicine will cause. Price
controls, however, always result in rationing and
decreased access to whatever service or good 1s being
price-controlled. And, when private insurers have
been driven out of business, a so-called public option
will be the only option.

ObamaCare will dictate what insurance coverage
1s acceptable to the government and what coverage is
not acceptable. The ability of the insurance market to
offer innovative coverage that individuals want at a
competitive price will be thwarted.

Under ObamaCare, accountability to government
bureaucrats will supersede accountability to individual
patients. Unelected federal bureaucrats will decide
what you can and cannot have in terms of medical
care. We need look no further than the current system
of socialized medicine for those 65 and over, known as
Medicare, to appreciate what will occur under Obam-
aCare. Government price-fixing in the Medicare pro-
gram has led to covert rationing of care for Medicare
patients and poorer quality care. As a result of govern-
ment impeding and obstructing nearly every aspect
of the practice of medicine in the Medicare program,
physicians and their office staff often spend more time
complying with thousands of pages of ever-changing
Medicare rules and regulations than they spend treat-
ing patients. And, the Medicare bureaucracy which
runs the entire muddled “system” is incompetent to a
degree which would shock most people. According to
the government’s own GAO study, Medicare bureau-
crats provide the wrong answer 96 percent of the time
when physician offices call Medicare with questions
about proper billing procedures.

And somewhere along the way,

Maybe my motherly super powers
aren’t exactly the kind of powers that
kids dream about having and will never
be classified as “cool”, but they save my
rear on a regular basis.
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What I’'m trying to do — what
we're all trying to do at the Census
Bureau — amounts to the largest domes-
tic undertaking since the last decennial
Census. It’s the biggest survey taken of
the United States, covering 130 million
households.

Over the coming decade, the
data we collect will give planners the
information to decide where best to
build hospitals, schools and libraries.
Businesses will use the information for
marketing and for planning expansions.
Census numbers will decide which states
will gain or lose congressional seats. The
data also helps guide the spending of
more than $400 billion 1n federal money
each year.

As with any major undertaking,
there are ticklish 1ssues.

Some people are claiming
(wrongly) that the Constitution doesn’t
give us authority to seek any informa-
tion about households ether than simply
how many people live at your address.
The truth 1s, when the Founding Fathers
wrote the Constitution, they gave Con-
gress the power to determine how the
Census 1s conducted. The U.S. Supreme
Court has again and again upheld how
the Census Bureau conducts the Census.

And this year, the Census questions
are few. It’s the shortest questionnaire in
modern history. Every household will be
asked to answer only 10 relatively mun-
dane questions.

The job of getting people to return
their forms has become more difficult
because distrust in the government
seems to be growing. I believe the best
way to answer misgivings about the
Census 1s to show you the questions.
Then, maybe people will see
there’s nothing complicated
going on here.

1. How many people were
living or staying in this house,
apartment or mobile home on
April 1, 20107

We're tabulating the U.S.
population. A number would
help.

2. Were there any addi-
tional people staying here
April 1, 2010, that you did not
include 1n Question 17

Just to make sure that
we don’t inadvertently leave
anyone out,

2a. How is this person
related to Person 1?7 (Posed if
there 1s more than one person
living in the household. Asked

since 1880.)
Know-
ing whether
you’re married
to someone,
taking care of
Grandpa, what
have you—are
key predictors
In determining
the need for

more schools, whether children will need
subsidized school lunches, if there’s a

need for nursing homes, etc.
3. Is this house, apartment or

mobile home owned, rented or occupied
without payment or rent? (Asked since

1890.)

This helps 1dentify neighborhoods
that might be aging, in need of home-
rehab loans or aid for low-income indi-

viduals or families.

4. What 1s your telephone number?

Penmanship varies from person to
person. Did you indicate that two par-
rots — or two parents — are living with
you? Perhaps a clarifying phone call is
in order. We won’t give your number to

telemarketers or sell it.

5. What 1s person 1’s name? (Asked

since 1800.)
This helps the Census Bureau
ensure that people are counted only

once. This way, we can count names and
numbers, to make sure they match up.
6. What 1s person 1’s sex? (Asked

since 1790.)

Knowing your gender helps plan-

ners build enough schools, homes,

apartments and hospitals to keep up with
demand. The Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity Commission checks this Census

data to 1dentify unfair hiring practices.
State and county governments also use
this information to determine how to
allocate money for school lunches and
hospitals.

7. What is your age and date of
birth? (Asked since 1790.)

Combine the previous question with
this one and now planners know whether
to build grade schools or nursing homes.
State governments use these numbers
to establish boundaries for legislative
districts.

8. Is Person 1 of Hispanic, Latino,
or Spanish origin? (Asked since 1970.)

Are there enough bilingual voting
forms at your polling place? This 1s
why. These numbers also help to verify
whether election laws are being fol-
lowed.

9. What 1s Person 1’s race? (Asked
since 1790.)

The federal government uses racial
statistics, in part, to decide how to fund
schools (both k-12 and higher education)
and where to enforce anti-discrimination
laws. The information is also used in
redistricting.

10. Does Person 1 sometimes live
or stay somewhere else?

Here we go again, making sure
you’re not just passing through to your
villa in the south of France.

That wasn’t so bad, was it? Please
fill out your form and mail it back when
you get it in mid to late March. If we
don’t hear back from you, a Census
worker will come knocking on your door
for the information. And that’s where our
work gets expensive — it costs taxpay-
ers about $60 for every household that
doesn’t mail back its questionnaire.

Keep balloons, kites

away from powerlines

AEP  Southwestern  Elec-
tric Power Company (SWEPCO)
reminds its customers that metallic
coatings on Mylar helium balloons
and on kites can cause damage to
SWEPCQO’s electrical system and
cause power losses, emphasizing the
need to make sure these objects are
not allowed to interfere in the lines.

Never use wire, tinsel or any
metal in kite construction or as string
— they can conduct electricity. Never
fly a kite near power lines. Electric-
ity always takes the path of least
resistance to the ground. It could
go through the string to your body.
Choose a wide-open field to fly kites.

If a kite is caught in a power
line, leave it there. Parents should
call SWEPCO toll-free for assis-
tance at 1-888-216-3523.

Do not fly kites on rainy days
where there 1s a possibility of light-
ning using the string as a conductor
to reach the ground. Wet strings are
good conductors of electricity.

FAITH, ATHREE LEGGED STOOL

Farmers are some of the most faithful people I've ever met. They borrow
their operating money and invest it in seed, fertilizer, etc. Then they sow
the seed after much preparation to their fields. They fertilize their fields and
continue to work in them. They use expensive pesticides and continue to
work their investments. All of this is done not knowing that they will receive
the proper rain and sunshine that they must have. | have yet to meet an
atheistic farmer. They have faith in God. Does faith mean they just believe
there is a God? Absolutely not! Faith has three components.

1. Faith begins with a belief. In the Christian’s case, it is a belief in Jesus
Christ. Jesus said in John 8:24 that we must believe who He claims to be
or we would die in our sins. Nowhere did He signify that belief alone is all
there is to salvation. Look at the next leg of the stool of faith and you will
see there is more to faith than mere belief.

2. Faith is also composed of obedience. In Matthew 7:21, Jesus said:
“Not everyone who says ‘Lord, Lord’ will enter heaven but he who does the
will of the Father.” You must underline the word DOES in your mind. Jesus
Is plainly saying that following Him and getting to heaven incorporates
being obedient to the Father. That includes activities beyond just thinking
about something or believing something. Obedience is the one thing God
demands from us that He didn’t give us. Think about that. You have the
capacity or choice to obey, but God doesn’t force you. Your choice to obey
IS the only gift you have to give Him that He hasn'’t already given you. He
demands it yet He doesn't force us. Of course there will be punishment if
we will not obey. Finally the last leg of the stool of faith:

3. Faith is also composed of our love for the Lord. We will not be obedient
to the Lord unless we love Him. John 14:15, Jesus said: “If you love Me,
keep My commandments.” In John 15:14, Jesus tells us that we are His
friends if we keep His commandments. We must love the Lord first in our
lives, above anyone or anything (Matt, 6:33). Love, like Jesus loved us,
requires: selflessness, concern for others, humility, servant-like attitude,
elc.

So we have seen that faith is not just mere mental assent or a belief. It is
a belief that Jesus is Lord. It is also being obedient to the Lord. It is also
comprised of a love for the Lord. Take away one or more legs of faith and
you have no faith.
