Plano, Tex, March 6.--This placo i4
still excited over the two attempts mado
Saturday night to Llow ap houses ocen-
pied by nogroes with dynamite, The act
is denonneced by citizens and  strong
measuies have been taken to ran down
the guilly ones and deal justice to them.

About 930 o'clock Satarday night a
stick of dynamite was exploded under
the northeast corner of a one-story frame
residonce occnpied hy Ammon Drake, a

| negro man, and his family, consisting of

a wife and two ehildren,

The weatherboarding on the north
side of the bailding was toru loose for a
distance of 14 feet and about six feut
above the floor line,

At the coener of the room where the
explosion took place the ends of the floor
waore torn loose and the ends broken off
for five or six feet and soveral pieces of
weatherboarding on the south side of the
house were torn loose, besides 18 small
window lights were broken out of the
sash in the room where the explosion
occurred,

Drake’s little 3-year-old boy and a
girl 5 yoars old, were aslec; on a bed in
the corner of the room where the floor
was torn up and were pitched headfore-
most to the foot of the bed only being
slightly hurt.

A few minutes after the explosion
occurred at Drake'’s house a second ex-
plosion took place in the yard of a negro
cabin occupied by a negro named Smith
about 150 feet south of the first explo-
sion. The only damage done was a large
hole in the ground.

There is no known cause for the das-
tardly act as both the negroes were
well thought of,

NOTED PRELATE DEAD.

Archbishop Hennessey Dies at Dubuque
from a Stroke of Paralysis,

Duabuque, Ia., March 6. — Archbishop
Henneesey died here Sunday afternoon.
Archbishop John Hennessey was recog-
nized as one of the greatest orators and
most profound theologians in the Cath-
olic hierachy. He was born in Ireland,
Aug. 20, 1825. In 1847 he came to
America, studied theology at Carondolet
scminary near St. Louis and was ordain-
ed priest Nov’1, 1850. His first mission
was at New Madrid, Mo., embracing
6000 miles of territory, without a single
mile of railroad and where he endured
the hardships and privations of o
pioneer.

In 1854 he was installed as professor
of dogmatic bistory at Carondelet and
became president in 1857, The next
year he went to Rome as representative
of Archbishop Kenrick. In 1860 he
went to St. Joseph, Mo., where he re-
mained uantil appointed Dbishop of Du-
buque in 1891, He wasmade archbishop
on Sept. 17, 1803. Mgr. Satolli, then
papal delegate, and Cardinal Gibbons of
Baltimore conducting the ceremonies.

In March of last year the archbishop
was stricken with partial paralysis of
the brain.  On Feb, 15 last ho was again
stricken and Friday night was seized

with another stroke which resulted in
his death.

The funcral will bo held - Thursday
morning at 10 o’clock. Archbishop Ryan
of Philadelphia will pronounce the eu-
logy.
