ELECTORS AT LARGE

After a Spirited Contest Morris of Hen-
derson and Hall of Wilbarger
Were Selected—Delegation
Instructed for Bryan.

Austin, June 23.— The Democratic
state convention came to aclose at 2
yesterday morning. The proceedings

were without marked incident and were |

i’ory harmonious.
The convention was called to order at

10 o’clock yesterday morning by Chair- |

man R. L. Henry, who announced that

the first thing in order was the report of |
the committee on platform and resolu- |

tions.

Chairman R. T. Milner of the commat-
tee on platform presented the majority
report, signed by all the members of the
committee except three.

Senator Robert Stafford read the mi-
nority report, signed by himself and
Hon. F. P. Hammell. Motions were
made for the adoption of the respective
reports,

It was agreed that each side should
have one hour in which to discuss the
reports.

There was a spirited debate on the
majority and minority reports of the
committee on platform and resolutions.
Hon. J. W. Bailey made an eloquent
speech in behalf of the adoption of the
majority report, while Senator Stafford
and Hon. T. S. Henderson made strong
argunments in support of the minority
report.

R. T. Milner of Henderson finally
moved to table the minority report.

Several ineffectual attempts were mado
to adjourn until after dinner,

The motion to table prevailed. A roll
of the counties was taken and the vote
was anuounced 707 to table and 163
against, \

The announcement was greeted with
much applause, and in the pandemoni-
um a motion was made and carried by
viva voce vote, adopting the majority re-
port.

The report adopted is as follows:

Resolved, That the delegates elected
the convention to the Democratic na-

tional convention at Kansas City, Mo., |

July 4, 1900, be instructed to vote asa
unit:

1. For the nomination of William J.
Bryan as our candidate for president of
the United States.

2. For the readoption of the platform
adopted by the Democratic national
convention at Chicago in 1806, with
amendments emphasizing our hostility
to all trusts and combinations in re-

straint of trade, pledging our party to

uphold and defend the doctrine that all
governments derive their just powers
from the consent of the governed;oppos-
ing all efforts to establish and maintain
ocolonial possessions; renewing our alle-
gianee to the Monroe doctrine; demand-
ing the speedy fulfillment of our pledge
to Cuba, and demanding for the Phillip-
pine Isiands the same treatment as was
promised to the Cubans.

3. For a declaration in favor of a con
stitutional amendment providing for the
election of United States senators by di-
rect vote of the qualified electors of the
several states.

4. For a resolution expressing the cor-
dial sympathy of the United States
with the Transvaal republic in its heroio
struggle for self preservation.

An adjournment was taken to 3:30
o’clock.

wealth was imported.in order to re-
place moncy withdrawn from circula.

In passing, it should be noted that
the total amount of coin circulating
in the world at that time was esti-
mated by Dr. Soetbeer at $1,000,-
000,000. Heace, in the brief space
of fifty years, India was able to buy
practically one-third of the world’s
money. Just how much she had
amassed in this way during the
countless centuries of oppression
under which her subject races have
groaned it is impossible to estimate.

The hoards generally take one of two
forms—jewelry or actual coin. The
former range from the familiar silver
bangles of the poorer class Hindoo
to the massive gold and jeweled idols
of the ruling classes.
