Ex-Congressman David B, Culberson
Dies at Jefferson,

Girip Which Developed into Pneas
monia—He Was Famous as
a Jurist and Statesman.’

Jalferson, Tex., May 8.—Ex-Oongress-
mau David 1. Culberson died at his
homo bere at 1 o’clock this morning.
The dircot oause of Lis death was an
acute attack of la grippe.

Judge Calberson has been in feeble
health for savoral months, but has been
coufined to his bod only since April 29.
Since then he has beon growing steadily
wozso.  Part of the timo he has been in
a comatose condition. He was uncon-
scious all day Kriday, but was rational
Saturday morning.

David B, Culberson was born in
Troupo county, Ga., Sept. 29, 1830. He
was tho son of Rev. David 13. Calberson,
a missionary Baptist preacher of Irish
anoestry, well known as a minister in
Gueorgia, Alabama and Texas. Ilis
mother was Lncy Wilkinson, anativo of
Oglothorpe county, Ga., the danghter of
W. 8. Wilkinson, a large plauter.

David B. Culberson was educated at
Brownwood institute, LaGrangoe, Ga.
Ho road law in 1848-49 at Tuskegeo, Ala.,
in thoe law school of William T.Ohilton,
then chief justice of Alabama. Ile was
admitted to the bar in 1850, then sottled
at Dadoville, Ala., and practiced thero
until 1856, when he moved to Texas.
He settled in Upshur county whero heo
lived until 1860, when he moved to Jef-
ferson, where he has resided contin-
nously ever since.

ITe was a member 0° the Toxas logis-
lature daring the session of 185900, and
resigned hisscat because he was opposed
to sccession, while his district was in
favor of it.
aided in raising the Eighteenth Texas

was elected colonel und himself lieuten-
ant colonel, This regiment was finally
merged into the brigade of General
Hawes of Kentucky. Colonel Ochiltreo
resigned about this time and Colonel
Oulberson was promoted to the coloneley
ef the regiment, and in the winter of
1863 -his heutthc ‘broke down and e was
assigued to duty at Austin as adjutant
goneral of tho state with the rank of
colonel, In the winter of 1864 he was
elected to the legislature from Marion
county, and resigned his military posi-
tion to take his seat, his health continu-
ing bad. -He had gone into the army
weighing 210 pounds and came out
weighing 125,

senate, represonting the counties of Ma-
rion, Cass and Bowie. While a mem-
bor he was chairman of the committeo
on internal improvements. While yet a
senator he was elected to the United
States congroess in 1875, from tho Second
district, and resigned the senatorship.
He served ten consecutive torms, refus-
ing to accept a nomination and retiring
in 1205

He was a momber of (ho judiciary
committee of the house of represnta-
tives, and the author of the basis of the
present system of frontier defense of the
stato of Toxas.

Senator Edmunds of Vermont pro-
nounced him the greatest constitutional
lawer in congress. e was proesidential
olector for Greeley in 1871, and a
member of the Democratic stato conven-
tion whioch nominated Coke for governor
in 1873.

In 1897 he was appointed a member of
the commission to codify the criminal
laws of the United States, and at the
time of his death was still a member of
that body.

He leaves two children, Senator Ohas.
A. and Robert V., Mrs, Oulberson hav-
ing died in 1896,

| Free lome NBill Passes,

: Washington, May 5.—The house Thurs-
\ day without division passed the ‘free
home" bill, which has been pending be-
foro congress for number of years, The
bill provides that tho government shall
issue patents to actual bona fide settlers
on agricultural lands of Indian reserva-
tions opened to settlement,. These lands
were taken up by settlors who contract-
ed to pay for them $1.25 to $3.70 per
acre. By the terms of the bill the gov-
ernmont assumes the payment of the
purchase price to the Indians, and
changes the existing law relative to ag-
ricultural colleges so as to confer the
payment in endowments which has here-
tofore come from the gale of public lands
in case of deficiencies. Theso payments
involve $1,200,000 annually. Of the 20,-
000,000 acres in Indian reservations
opencd to sottlemont which the govern-
ment is to pay and has paid $35,000,000,
about 8,000,000 acres have been taken
for agricultural purposes.

A remarkable thing in connection
with the passage of the bill was a
speech in its favor by Galusha A Grow
of Pennsylvania the venerable ex-speak-
er of the house, who 48 years ago fath-
ered and passed the original homestead
bill. The scene before him, he said, re-
minded him of the occasion in the old
hall of represontatives 48 years ago when
he made his speechon man'’s right to the
soil. Dr. Grow was given an ovation.

By unanimous consent it was ordered
that his original homestead speech be
printed in The Record.

“Then I was the youngest member of

SOUTHERN COTTON MILLS

Several New Ones and Many Enlarge-
ments Reported the Past Week,

Baltimore, May 7.—The cottan mave.
ment up to date continnes to develop
some remarkable features, says the Man-
ufacturers’ Record. One of these is,
that the exports to Great Britain during
the present season are 1,227,000 bales
less than the takings by American spin-
ners, which, themselves, are more than
10,000 hales greater than the exports to
Great Britain during the same period
last year. Southern mills have secured
noarly 35 per cent of the American tak-
ings and are preparing for greater oper-
ations,

The Exchange Manufacturing compa-
ny, with a capital of $250,000, will baild
a mill at Macon, Ga.

Negotiations for the sito and machin-
ery for the Woodsite cottonmill at
Gainesvillo, Ga., are now in progress.
The mill will have 10,000 spindles and
800 looms.

The equipment of the Middle Georgia
cottonmills at Eatonton, Ga., will be
5000 spindles and 100 broad looms. The
main building will bo 70x200 feet, with
a 40x50 foot engine room adjoining.

Machinery has been ordered for the
Williamston, 8. O., cottonmills, which
will use both steam and electric power.
They will begin operations with 10,000
spindles, though provisions for 15,000
will be made.

The Oabarrus Cotton Mills at COon-
card, N. C., will enlarge its plant by

erecting a building for 4400 spindles and
440 looms.

The Efird Manufaotnring company of
Albemarle, N. C,, will add a 5000 spin-
dle mill to its plant.

The squipment of the new Knoxville
Cotton Mills at Knoxville, Tenn,, will
