Baltimore. March 13.—Though many 
years must pass In-fore any southern 
stato will jiossess such a variety and so 
great a number of industries scattered 
all over its territory that the general ac­
tivity ol the whole stato will not permit 
anyone undertaking to ho distinctive, 
great strides in that direction have al­
ready liecn made. Tbo Manufacturers’ 
Record, alluding to this, [shuts out that 
the south has already its centers of man­
ufacturing of ono kind or auother,which 
come to mind wheuever the name of cer­
tain localities are mentioned. Newport 
with its shipbuilding, Charlotte with its 
Cotton mil Is Birmingham witii its iron 
and sirs-1, Mount Plcumnt with its phos­
phates. Corsicana with its petroleum, 
Pocahontas with its coal, and Beaumont 
with its lumlier, nro illustrations.

Of course, there are other places; 
Richmond with its locomotive works, 
its tobacco factories, wooden ware works, 
iron-working establishments, shipyard 
and nbbattoirs; Norfolk with its lumber 
mills, woodworking establishments, ma­
chine shops and other activities growing 
from its importance as u railroad termi­
nal and point of export; Anniston with 
its Iron interests ami car shops; Knox­
ville, Chattanooga, Nashville, Greens­
boro, Augusta,.Georgetown, Brunswick, 
New Orleans, Little Rock. Houston and 
Galveston where divorstlcation of indus­
tries lias assumed more or less large 
proportions, while in other cities and 
towns too the industrial and commercial 
life has been quickened, and week by 
week one undertaking after another is 
entering the field as business organiza­
tions are putting forth efforts in support 
of establishing industries nnd for the 
purpose of inducing others to come in 
their direction.

The experimental stage of the south's 
return for a cultivation of its industrial 
energies Ims been passed. With increas­
ing railroad facilities, with a market 
close nt hand made by tho development 
of the large enterprises dealing with 
mw material from tho forests, fields ami 
the mines, the reputation of cities al­
ready established in special lines must 
become greater, w-hilu tho number ot 
cities occnpiisl in diversified industries 
and the number of those industries must 
increase. Tho time required for a reali­
zation of the possihilities in this direc­
tion is determined by the southern peo­
ple themselves.

For the impetus given to industrial 
activity in tho south the developments 
of iron manufacturing has boon largely 
responsible. It Ims become of such im­
portance that the south is now virtually 
Interested in everything pertaining to 
iron at home and abroad.

Washington, March 13.—For the sec­
ond tiino within a week a Democrat was 
unseated by the house and a Republican 
seated in his place. R. A. Wise was 
given the seat hitherto occupied by W. 
A Young from the Second Virginia dis­
trict.

Previous to taking the vote, John S. 
Wise of New York, who was formerly a 
member of tho house from Virginia, and 
who is a brother of U. A. Wise, and his 
attorney in this ease, was excluded from 
tho hall on the protest of the Democrats 
that lie was abusing tho privilegesof the 
floor, to which ho wns entitled to by the 
rules, by interfering with the delmte up­
on the case. Tho votes were ext ceding- 
ly close. While none of tho Republic­
ans voted witii the Democrats, enough 
were absent and unpaired to redueo the 
Republican majority upon the final voto 
from Id, the normal majority, to 7.

Mr. Wise was declared entitled to the 
seat by a vote of of 133 to 135 and was 
sworn ill as a member.

Mr. Cannon called up the urgent de­
ficiency bill. It carried #1,439,580. Tho 
principal items went #500,000 for the 
naval establishment, and #187,000 for 
tho public printing office. Tho bill was 
passed.

During almost the entire session of 
the senate Mr. Rawlins of Utah occu­
pied the flood in a discussion of the Phil­
ippine question. He went deeply into 
the constitutional phases of the question. 
His argument wus largely legal and 
technical. He is opposed to the holding 
of the islands.

Eighty six private pension bills were 
passed.

Under special order the senato con­
vened at 10 o’clock, the two hours before 
the regular hour of meeting to be con­
sumed in the reading of the Alaskan 
civil code lull.

WAS BUBONIC PLAGUE.
Im M lig n t io n  o f th r Dead Chinese In the 

C ity o f San Francluco.

San Francisco, March 13.—At a Spe­
cial meeting of the board of health, hekl 
to consider the plague situation, Dr. Kin- 
yon, the Federal quarantine officer, re­
ported all animals at the quarantine sta­
tion which were inoculated with the vi­
rus from the body of the Chinese who 
expired a few days ago under suspicious 
circumstances, hail died with the ex­
ception of a monkey and it was in a dy­
ing condition. The autopsy on tho rats 

| and guinea pigs showed they had devel­
oped symptoms of genuine bubonic 
plague.

After discussing the matter the board 
decided the Chinaman had been uffiict- 

| ed with the plague.
A request was made for 100 volunteers 

from among the medical profession to 
make a house to house examination and 
•id tho board in'thoroughly fumigating 
and disinfecting the entire quarter.

DEM OCRATS W O N.

Louisville, March 13.—A decision sus­
taining the contention of tho I  e noornts, 
that flic legislature is the tribunal desig­
nated hy tho constitution for the deter­
mination of contests fur the offices of 
governor nnd lieutenant governor, was 
handl'd in the Circuit court this 
moruidg by Judge Fields.

The Republicans wifi appeal tbo case 
to tho state court of appeals and if the 
decision there is against them they will 
try to got a hearing before tlie United 
States supreme court.

K E N TU C K Y  S ITU A T IO N .

A  Conflict I*  Fu rther O ff Now  Thun for 
Several Day*.

Frankfort, March 13.—The situation 
in Frankfort shows radical improve­
ment ami prospects of a conflict an 
more distant.

The developments of tho next few 
hours will probably settle things one 
wuv or the other as the legislature will 
adjourn sine die today and witii the de­
parture of tlie legislators much pressure 
w ill be removed.

No bills had been passed up to tho 
assassination of Governor Goebel and as 
a result of the crisis following no meas­
ures [sisscd over reaelnsl Governor Tay 
lor’s table. Eleven bills have since 
passed nnd have either been approved by 
Governor Beckham or are now pending 
before him. It is practically settled 
that Democratic Governor Beckham will 
call an extra session in the event of tho 
court of last resort deciding in his favor 
but the date of tho convening of the ses­
sion will not 1h> definitely fixed nutil tho 
court of appeals [Misses on the governor­
ship ease.

Several companies in the state guard, 
as originally constituted, have gone 
over to Beckham and it is understood a 
new company has been organized here 
and the new companies enlisted at 
Louisville and oth 'r points in the state 
will be mustered in at once. Plans for 
the organization of a state guard are 
being perfected in anticipation of the 
passage of the Triplett resolution in the 
house, authorizing Castleman to arm 
and equip a military recognizing Beck­
ham as governor and carrying a special 
appropriation of #100,000 to put it into 
effect.

Prisoner* Reach Louisville.
Louisville, March 13.—Secretary of 

State Powers nnd Captain Davis were 
brought here from Lexington aud placed 
in the county jail. The prisoners were 
driven from Lexington to Lawrenceborg, 
where they took the Louisville .Southern 
train for this city.

The body was riddled with bullets and 
left in a cabin where it was devoured 
by hogs.

VVnco, Tex , March 9.—The factions 
controlling the Republican party in 
Texas are split again amt as a conse­
quence two Republican state conven­
tion.; wore held in Waco Wednesday; 
two sets of delegates to tlie national con­
vention and two sets of presidential elec­
tors at large were elected, ami tho con­
troversy is now up to tin' national con­
vention, which meets in Philadelphia in 
June for final settlement.

Hawley and Green were chosen by 
both conventions and whatever the re­
sult at Philadelphia they will ho seated 
as delegates.

In the resolutions adopted by the Mc­
Donald convention is a section favoring 
n coalition with disaffected Democrats 
nod other political enemies to compass 
the defeat of tlie present administration 
in Texas.

to tbc unfortunates. They offer to pro­
cure them employment for a considera­
tion, which offer Is seldom If ever 
made good. Tbe one thing they ac­
complish Is to take tbe last dollar tn 
the possession of their unfortunate 
victim, and thus, penniless and hope­
less, be return* to wife and famlty 
brolcn hearted or takes his place 
among tboas from whom all bops has 
fled."

Money that is unquestionably 
good at homo Is Just as good abroad 
when accepted as money, regardless of 
Its kind. It Is taken abroad with a 
view to Its purchasing and debt paying 
power here. A nntional bank note 
which Is not even a legal tender and 
which rortnlnly lir.s no commodity val­
ue would not l>e discounted one-half of 
1 per cent In London. Why? Because 
the United Kingdom ls a largo buyer 
of American products, and the export­
ers of American products to the United 
Kingdom have such faith In the na­
tional bnnk note that they are willing 
to accept It without question.

Why, then, It may be asked, do the 
bankers clamor for a gold standard? 
Tbc question is on easy one. A con­
tracted currency Is, generally speaking, 
profitable to men wlio deal in money. 
It enhances tbe value of tlielr stock lu 
trade. A single standnrd will, of course, 
contract tbc currency. Occasionally, to 
be sure, a tight money market affects 
tbe money changers themselves; they 
make unwise loans, or they sitcculnte 
In securities wlilcb become Bluggi.sli. 
We bad an example of this only recent­
ly. When tlie ordinary citizen Is af­
fected by such conditions, lie has to 
work out Ills salvation ns best he can, 
paying higher interest rntes In order to 
meet Ills obligations. Experience lias 
taught tbe banker that lie and his kind 
need have no fear of such a crisis con­
fronting them. At the first cry of dis­
tress a paternal government rushes to 
the nld of Its favorite children and 
helps them to weather the storm. What 
wonder, then, that tlie bankers are op­
posed to an expanded currency except 
when It Is temporarily expanded for 
their exclusive benefit! — New York 
News.

The 
general policy may Iki briefly outlined 
us follows:

Without making any change In man­
agement or wages It is stipulated that, 
after allowing Interest at the ordinary 
luurUet rate on capital, setting aside 
oik -tenth for a provident fund and one- 
twcntleth for an educational fund, the 
remainder ho divided between wages 
and capital. Interest Is regarded as 
the proper wages of capital. Tlis re­
scue fund Is crested to meet the losses 
of bad years uud to equalize dividends 
when prolits are small. The provident 
fund Is created to take care of the. 
sleli, disabled and the famlllea of de­
ceased. The management of the fund 
Is placed In the hands of a committee 
of live of the employees, elected by the 
employee's themselves. The education­
al fund Is to provide u library accessi­
ble to all employees. The result of the 
first year's business was a dividend of 
5 per cent on wages, the second y^ar 10 
per cent, the third year 10 per cent, 
the fourth year 8 per cent, the fifth 
yenr 10 |»er cent, the sixth year 8 per 
cent, the seventh yenr 4 per cent and 
the eighth year (1803) nothing.

From the start dividends were paya­
ble In cash, but the option was given 
to Invest them In stock of the com­
pany. About three-fourths of tbe divi­
dends wore, on the average, invested In 
sto»'k. In ISIS*, after having paid four 
years’ cash dividends, the rule was 
changed so os to make them puynblo 
In stock of the company. This was 
designed to make the dividends ac­
cumulate Instead of being consumed. 
The practice has been followed of re­
deeming the stock at par whenever an 
employee for any reason quits the serv­
ice of the company.

Itcglnnlng with 1804, the rule was 
adopted that only those who should, 
when working full time mill getting 
full pay. lay up 10 per cent of their 
wages and Invest It In stock of the 
company would shnro In the dividend. 
The purpose of this modification was 
to offer a substantial Inducement for 
men. when In good health and having 
steady employment, to save something 
for tho future and also to make the 
sharing In the business profits de­
pendent ou each oue doing something 
townrd It In a direct and personal wny 
for himself. There are no conditions 
attached to employment or profit shar­
ing except the man's availability for 
his work. There Is no stipulation con­
cerning the length of services, connec­
tions with unions or manner of quit­
ting. In 18!>2 the maimer Of division 
was modified so as to give 2 per cent 
dividend to wages to each 1 per cent on 
capital. The earlier practice of setting 
aside 10 per cent for provident fund 
and r. per cent for educational fund 
was displayed by the practice of pay­
ing out whatever amounts were requir­
ed for these purposes and at the end 
of the yenr chnrging them against the 
profits. The provident fund Is man­
aged by the employees' committee 
without any Interference on the part 
of the corporation. The dividends paid 
on wages have amounted to n little 
over $00,000, and the payment by the 
provident committee Is something over 
$0,000. There are no rules or regula­
tions other than the ordinary corpora­
tion bylaw*. The aim hns been to 
make the plan simple and free from 
Intricacy or conditions.

Ex-Mayor Albion A. Perry of Somer­
ville, Mass., thug went after Mr. Mc­
Kinley for texts against imperialism 
•nd the author of ih*c Filipinos' ardent 
desire for freedom:

In a speech at tho Chicago Auditori­
um In October, 1808, referring to the 
Spanish war, the president said, “ It is 
gratifying to all of us to know that 
this has never ceased to be a war of 
humanity.”  At present we hear com­
paratively little of the humanitarian 
aspects of the war In tbe Philippines. 
Our political leaders seem to place the 
chief emphasis on the great commer­
cial advantages to be derived from our 
colonial possessions. In another speech, 
delivered at about the tamo time, the 
president allirmed, "Tbe splendid vic­
tories we have achieved would be our 
eternal shaino and not our everlasting 
glory If they led to the weakeDlug of 
our original lofty purpose or to the de­
sertion of tho Immortal principles on 
which the government was founded 
• nd In accordance with whose enno­
bling spirit It has over since been faith­
fully administered.”  What was the 
"ortgulnl lofty purpose”  which the 
president declared It would l»e “ our 
eternal shame” to weaken? Was it 
anything else than freeing Ctibn from 
the galling yoke of Spain? I)ld It have 
any reference to the purchase of dls- 
tant Pacific Isles or the subjugation of 
their Inhabitants? To what did the 
president refer when he spoke of the 
"Immortal principles ou which the gov­
ernment was founded?” Did he not 
have In mind the Declaration of Inde­
pendence, which of late It has become 
the fashion to ridicule ns “an antiquat­
ed document” and which Wblteluw 
Reid hns spoken of as “ mushy senti­
mentality?” Was he not thinking of 
the thrilling declaration that "all men 
are created equal,”  of tho sublime doc­
trine that "governments derive their 
Just powers from tbe consent of the 
governed?”

As early ns December, 1S07, In his 
first annual message to congress, In an 
exhaustive discussion of our relations 
with Cuba the president declared: “ I 
apeak not of forcible annexation, for 
that cannot be thought of. That, by 
our code of morality, would he criminal 
aggrcsslou.” It Is true the president 
here referred to Culm, but does "crim­
inal aggression”  by Journeying from 
llavnnn to Moulin become in some way 
transformed Into 
latlon?”

1 ask you to mark well this last quo­
tation which I shall make from Presi­
dent McKinley, for uo nntl-Impcrhtllst 
hns snhl anything stronger ngalnst tho 
policy which the president Is now pur­
suing, nnd If It ever came to the knowl­
edge of Agulnaldo and his followers It 
furnished them with more encourage­
ment than nuythlug proceeding from 
the lips of Senator Hoar or the pen of 
Edward Atkinson. These are the pres­
ident's wor<l$: "Human rights nnd con­
stitutional privileges must not be. for­
gotten In the race for wealth nnd com­
mercial supremacy. The government 
of the people must be by the people 
and not by a few of the people. It 
must rest upon the free consent of the 
governed nnd all of the governed. I’ow
