They Will lie Used for Public Ednea* 
lion, Public Works and Other 

Government and Public Pur­
poses—({nay’s Case.

Washington, March 19.—After a de­
bate, at times spirited, extending over 
parts of two days, the senato Friday 
passed the Pnerto Kienu relief bill. As 
passed the measure carries $3,095,000 the 
president being authorized to use thnt 
sum “for public education, public works 
nnd other governmental and public 
purposes" in Pnerto Rico.

After the morning business had boon 
disposed of Tlmrsilay the senate took 
up the Puerto Rican appropriation bill. 
Amendments of the senate committee, 
limiting tlie appropriations to revenues \ 
collected prior to Jan. 1, 1900, having 
been agreed to Thursday, a vote was 
taken on Mr. Allen's amendment declar­
ing the constitution extended over the 
island. The amendment was laid on 
the table by a vote of 30 to 17.

Mr. Jones of Arkansas withdrew the 
amendment he offered, and in place of­
fered an amendment proposing free 
trade lietween the United States and 
Puerto Rico. It differs from the first 
amendment Mr. Jones offered, as the 
one proposed provided that money col­
lected should be repaid to thoso who 
had paid it. His amendment nevor 
reached a vote.

Other efforts to amend the bill wero 
fruitless.

An order was made by the senate as 
to consideration of tho ease of Former 
Senator Quay, it being unanimously 
agreed that it should bo taken up two 
weeks from next Tuesday and discussed 
until disposed of.

Mr. Hoar offered the following resolu­
tion which was adopt oil:

“That the secretary of war bo diroctod 
to communicate to the senate a letter of 
Emilio Agninaldo dated at Bacor, July 
15, 1898, addressed to the American com­
mander and forwarded to General Mer­
ritt July 27, 1898.”

Mr. Gallinger of New Hampshire of­
fered a resolution which was agreed to 
that tho members of the cabinot be di­
rected to communicate to the sennto tho 
number of clerks in their deportments 
who, in whole or part, are permanently 
incapacitated.

It was private bill day in the house 
under the new rule. Alemt two hours 
was spent in the discussion of a bill to 
pav Representative Swanson of Virginia, 
*1 799 for extra expenses incurred by him 
in his contest In tbo last congress. So 
much opposition developed that tbo bill 
was withdrawn. Six bills of minor im­
portance Were passed.

Coinage* of Silver.
Washington, March 17.—The mints of 

tho United States will Ik) busy for soins 
time to come in undertaking to carry 
out the provision* of tho act that has 
just become law and that permits the 
secretary of the treasury to add $20,000,- 
000 to the stock of subsidiary coinage.

The authority to coin silver of the 
small denominations has been obtained 
specifically from time to time, but lias 
been restricted to small amounts, the 
supporters of the free coinage of silver 
having systematically resisted tho in­
crease of the supply of minor silver.

The room was well filled with delegates 
and spectators ami tho buzz of conversa­
tion ipiicted at once.

The chairman appointed D. A. Oliver 
of Hill county sergeant nt-arms. Ho 
then announced that the reading of the 
report of the exeeutivo committee was 
iu order, and instantly thero were a 
dozen objections. Tho chairman con­
tinued rapping the desk and announcing 
that W. K. King would read tho ro|«rt. 
King rose anil began reading it, when 
several delegate* gatbored on the plat­
form around him amid tbo wildest dis­
order. It was the same old tight be­
tween McDonald and Ferguson factious.

Sheriff Bell took tho platform and 
made the statement that unless order 
wus maintained In' would Hear <hu 
room.

The light went on more furiously. The 
report was snatched from the bands of 
King nnd given to tho secretary who 
thrust it in his pocket nnd held it.

Three times Sheriff Bell notified the 
delegates (lint unless order was restored 
the doors would lie closed.

The fight still progressed aud finally 
Sheriff Bell ordered tho room cleared 
nnd two conventions the result.

The usual resolution* wero adopted by 
both conventions and officers elected.

Unilal States Supreme Court Decides 
Against the Oil Company.

STATE COURT UPHELD

The Opinion Dors Xot Cover All Point* 
Raised as Hie Oil Company Has 

Accepted Certain Condition* 
Imposed by the State.

Washington, March 20. —The suprems 
court of tho United States has rondered 
an opinion iu tho case of the Wat civ 
Pierce Oil company against the Stato of 
Texas, affirming the decision of the oourt 
cival appeals of the stutc of Texas.

It was charged, among other things, 
that the Waters Pierce Oil company, 
wumu member of the Standard Oil trust, 
as organized iu 1883 and various other al- 
legations were made, but the court did' 
not enter upon a general discussion of 
trusts, contenting itself with u decision 
that Texas laws are applicable to this 
Case.

Thu opinion sustained tho decision ol 
the state courts to tho extent of affirm- 
iug them, and wns thus opposed to the 
contentions of the oil company, but it 
(lid this upon the ground thnt the stntfl 
laws im|Kwcd conditions which the oil 
company had accepted, hence was with­
out ground for complaint.

tho Puerto Rioo tariff bill; declares 
against trusts and "imperialism" anil 
favors the choice of United States sen­
ators by j»opu!ar vote.

The platform is practically tho crea­
tion of Mr. Bryan. Ho did not writo it 
personally, but ho was consulted con­
cerning it and ho bad approved of it 
throughout boforo It was read to tho 
convention.

The platfonn adopted by the Populists 
wns substantially tho same as that 
adopted by tho Democrats. It- differs 
somewhat iu form, but conflicts In no 
essential poiut.

Both conventions yostordny wore en­
thusiastic for Brynn to the last degree 
and every mention of his name was 
greeted with choors of delight and ap­
proval. Instructions wero given to both 
delegates to stand for Mr. Bryan in the 
Kansas City and SionxCity conventions.

The Democratic state convention wns 
called to order by James Dahlnian, chnir- 
man of the state Democratic committee. 
Tie nnnoun«eil thnt Thomas J. Nolan 
hail been selected as temporary chair­
man. Mr. Nolan took the chnir and 
made nil nddress. The temporary or 
gnuization was made permanent. Tho 
committee on resolutions prosonted a ro- 
port wliieh wns adopted amid great en­
thusiasm.

While the committee ou resolutions 
■was out, Richard L. Mctcalfeof Omaha, 
W. T. Olilhnni of Kearney, W. II.

The si| h* 
of him put n stop to all business and the 
delegates went wild ns ho monntoil tho 
platform. His speech was enthusias­
tically received.

The Populist convention was turbu­
lent from the start. There were numer­
ous candidates for rvory position and ob­
jectors to evory measure. Roll calls 
were frequent, and consequently prog­
ress was slow.

The committor on credentials decided 
against the claims of tho niiddlo-of-tho- 
n*ad Populists from Omaha to lie classed 
am delegates and Isirrod them from the 
convention.

The position of D. Clem Denver of 
Omaha, as a member of tlie Populist 
national committee from Nebraska, was

declared vacant ami K. K. Thomas of 
Omaha, was chosen in his place. Mr. 
Denver was ousted for the reason he was 
“not considered a niemlier of the Popu­
list party.”

After being denied admission ns dole- 
gates to the Populist convention the 
iniddlo-of-tlio-roadors held a small con 
volition of their ow n, and appointed a 
Nebraska delegation to attend the Popu­
list convention at Cincinnati.

On Incorporation.
We have tried to see most of our 

business men in reference to the in­
corporation agitation, somo of whom 
did not care to express themselves.
Wo give several answers to the fol­
lowing questions;

1. Do vou favor incorporating Clar­
endon? i t  so, wliat are the advantages, 
and what rate of corporate tax should 
be assessed?

2. If not, why, and wbat method do 
you consider best for keeping the town 
clean and healthy, its improvements,
etc.?

J udge White: 1 am in favor of 
incorporation. Its advantages are, 
that among other powers, it may 
establish, regulate and direct the 
construction and repair of sidewalks 
and cross ways, and the cleaning of 
streets and alleys; may establish a 
hospital; may regulate the carrying 
of weapons; may license theaters, 
shows and peddlers; may establish a 
free library; may restrain and regu­
late the sale of intoxicating liquors; 
may prevent horse racing aud the 
abuse of animals; may establish 
pounds and regulate nnd restrain the 
running at large of bogs and other 
animals; may make regulations as to 
cleanliness on public and privite 
property; may make provisions 
against fires, both for their preven­
tion an t putting them out when 
started, may regulate and direct the 
planting and preserving of ornament 
al and shade trees aloug the walks 
and upon public grounds, and most 
important of all it seems to me; may 
make all necessary regulations for 
the promotion of health and the pre 
vrntion of disease. The affairs of 
ail incorporate town must be con­
ducted economically or it might be 
come a burden on the tax payers. 
However, for (he general expenses 
the tax is limited by law to 25 cents 
on the $100 valuation of taxable 
property. I believe that a levy of 
12  ̂ cents would be sufficient with 
our present population to pay all the 
necessary expenses.

II. B. W h i t e ; I am in favor of 
incorporating the town of Clarendon. 
Among the many advantages to be 
derived by incorporation, I consider 
the following the most important: 
1st. By proper legislation the pres­
ent rate of fire insurance can be 
gieatly reduced. 2nd. The present 
deplorable sanitary condition of the 
town can lie greatly improved and 
the town thereby made more health­
ful. 3rd. Because conservative 
capital is slow to invest in unincor­
porated towns. 4tb. In organiza- 
tiou there is strength. By an or­
ganized effort many enterprises look­
ing to the interest and betterment of 
the town can be made possible. 
5th. The streets and sidewalks cun 
be kept in good condition and tbe 
general appearance of the town made 
more attractive. 6th. It is an en 
terprize in which every citizen can 
take an interest and by proper man­
agement the people can be more 
closely drawn together in harmony 
and unity. 1 think the rale of ad 
valorem taxes should be not Ies3 
than 20 cts. ou the $100 to be in­
creased or reduced as necessity de­
mands.

J ohn Hotter : I am opposed to 
incorporation for the sake of having 
a city government. The unsanitary 
condition of our town which will 
likely develop an epidemic of fevers, 
and the deplorable condition of our 
water system, causes me to favor 
incorporation to correct these evils. 
These are the only advantages, ex­
cept a much needed improvement of 
our streets, to be gained by incorpor­
ation. I favor the lowest tax possi­
ble to accomplish these ends in the 
shortest lime nnd most thorough 
manner.

S. A n d m s o n : I favor the great­
est good to the greater cumber.

W. H. C o o k e : 1 am opposed to 
incorporating Clarendou. 1st, It 
too small, Tbe tax rate, in order to 
do us any good, would be such a 
burden that we could not afford to 
pay it. 2nd, All small towns that 
have tried it, have been heavily tax 
ed and the benefits have been very 
small, indeed. If onr statutes do 
not provide for the commissioner’s 
court to appoint a board of health 
and to Lave tbe town kept clean, the 
legislature should bs petitioned to 
pass an act that would give us such 
a law.

A. C. B a r r ett : I favor incorpor­
ating Clarendon, 1st, because the 
sanitary condition of tbe town de­
mands it. 2nd, it is necessary to 
have good streets and sidewnlks. 
3rd, no town can ever expect to be 
looked on as a business center until 
it is incorporated, for it shows to 
tbe world that the people are pro­
gressive nnd alive to the best interest 
of tbe town. 1 am in favor of not

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Trust B rutality—Truth About 
the IdiUio Troubles.

The following from the Anti- 
Trust Journal shows a despotism, 
the horrors of which surpasses the 
damnable practices of many of the 
foreign despotic governments, aud 
the determination of the trusts to 
crush out organized 1 bor:

The atrocities committed in the 
Coeur d’ Alene distiict, of Idaho, 
at the instigation of the Rockefel­
lers, transcend in brutality the Rus 
sian treatment of Siberian exiles, 
aud show plainly what blind, in 
discriminate, savage vengeance the 
trusts are prepared to take alike 
upon the innocent and guilty, if 
their sacred property— although 
obtained by blowing up competing 
refineries— is in any way interfered 
with.

A  Rockefeller mine is dynamited 
and forthwith the military power 
of the United States is invoked. 
Negro troops— mark you, not white 
— under Gen. Merriam are poured 
into the State. Martial law is de 
dared. Thousands of citizens are 
arrested, without due process oi 
law, and confined in crowded quar­
ters in a small barn known as the 
“ bull pen," which soon reeked 
with filth, pollution, discomfort 
and disease.

White men were driven by brutal 
negro soldiers to jierform the most 
debasing, filthy, menial work. 
Some were confined for months, 
subjected to cruelty and inhuman 
treatment, and compelled to await 
the pleasure of the officials, who 
controlled the mines, before the 
mock justice of the Coroner was 
dealt out to them, and the l ’resi 
dent of the United States was pleas 
ed to approve these measures.

The evidence so far taken shows 
that men were thrown into this 
frightful pen on the merest suspi­
cion. An old soldier, in the hos­
pital at the time of the explosion, 
was arrested at the point of the 
bayonet two days after his release 
from the hospital, and sent to the 
pen, solely because he was suspect 
ed of sympathizing with the min­
ers.

Ivditor Stewart, of the Mullau 
Mirror, had the temerity to criticise 
the wholesale arrests and the cruel­
ty of the troops. He was sent to 
join the rest and remained there­
for weeks.

His wife, a plucky woman, got 
out the paper three weeks, and ex­
ercising that freedom which the 
Constitution guarantees to speech 
and the press, continued the criti­
cisms her husband had commenced.

She was threatened with arrest, 
aud her printing press was seized 
and the private property of her 
husband confiscated.

Mr. Stewart testified as to the 
death of one Johnson, a prisoner in 
the “ bull pen." He said Johnson 
was taken before the “ inquisition" 
anil an effort made to learn from 
him the names of those who partic­
ipated in the riots. When Johnson 
returned to the “ pen”  he expressed 
fears that he would l>e hung. He 
tried to kill himself with Indian 
clubs, and later when fleeing from 
an imaginary foe he was shot 
through the head and killed by a 
guard. The witness said Johnson 
was mentally sound before l>eing 
put in the “ pen,’ ’ and lie was pro­
nounced insane after living there. 
Other prisoners, he said, were in 
fear of lieing shot, and many 
thought the place was to lie set on 
fire.

The military authorities, acting 
in conjunction with the Governor, 
removed the county commissioners 
and sheriff. The removal of the 
sheriff made the coroner acting 
sheriff. This official was the con­
tract surgeon and physician of the 
mining company, who received a 
handsome salary.

This man, as coroner, held court, 
examined witnesses, issued com­
mitments and exercised all the 
functions of a judicial officer. The 
company’s attorney acted as prose­
cutor, and no one was permitted to 
appear in behalf of the men as 
legal advisers.

Representative Lentz, of Ohio, a 
member of the committee on mili­
tary affairs, who has been mainly 
instrumental in breaking down th 
attempt of the war department to 
suppress the trouble, says:

“ When the American people 
come to read the story of the Idaho 
bull pen horror now I icing unfolded 
before the house committee on mil­
itary affairs, they will recognize in 
the Coeur d’ Alene district the 
American Siberia, and in the inhu­
man conduct of Captain Edwards, 
in command of the Federal troops, 
the American W cyler.’’

The facts of the whole horrible

affair, as given by the New York 
Journal, are summarized as follows: 

Two thousand persons, nearly all 
of whom were innocent, were 
thrown into the Hull Pen and held 
prisoners without bail.

Hundreds of arrests were made 
without warrants and wholesale 
arrests were made, towns being 
raided by men with “ blanket war­
rants."

Coeur d'Alene mine owners were 
ordered not to employ miners who 
were memlters of unions.

All miners were compelled to se­
cure permits before they were al­
lowed even to apply for work.

The trades unions were declared 
by proclamation to be criminal in 
purpose, inciting destruction of 
property and life.

No mine owner was allowed to 
hire a miner unless the applicant 
for work had a permit.

In order to secure this permit 
this applicant was compelled to 
subscribe to this oath: “ I hereby 
renounce and forever abjure all 
dlegiance to the Miners’ Union.”

This is how the trusts treat the 
members of the Miners' Union, 
and yet these same trusts send their 
paid lobbyists to the conventions of 
organized lalior to influence dele- j 
gates in their favor.

Tile  S p re a d  Of S ocia lism .
The extension of the general 

doctrines of socialism under a re­
ligions guise is a matter of tin 
deepest interest. Political social­
ism, as it may be called, is defined 
in the dictionary most familiar to 
Americans, as, “ A theory of 
ciety which advocates a more pic-1 
cise, orderly and harmonious ar­
rangement of the social relations of 
mankind than has hitherto prevail­
ed: communism.’ ’ This definition 
refers in turn to that of “ commun­
ism,”  which runs as follows: “ The 
reorganization of society, or the 
doctrine that it should be reorgan­
ized by regulating property, indus­
try, and tile sources of livelihood, 
and also the domestic relations and 
social morals of mankind; social 
ism; especially the doctrine of a 
community of property, or the 
negation of individual rights in 
property.”

These definitions, while capable 
of elaboration anil extension, are 
sufficiently exact for practical pur­
poses and fairly enough state that 
socialism is communism, anil com­
munism is socialism.
