Improved Mediceal Instrument,

A Paris manufacturer has received
much commendation lately in medical
circles for the production of a new and
Ingenlously constructed cauterizing in-
strument. While formerly such appa-
ratus was bulky, a blowpipe or blow-
Ing bellows forming part of It, the new
device I8 not larger than a fountain
pen and built somewhat on its order.
The scientific principle involved is the
well known property of platinum to re-
main incandescent after having been
previously heated to glow heat, while
a carburetted current of air is directed
upon its surface, its incandescence ris-
lng In proportion with the strength of
the air current. To work it the foun-
tain part is filled with ether and oper-
ates llke a syringe. When the point Is
heated, the head of the reservolr is also
heated for a moment—the ether ex-
pands and through a small opening Is
directed upon the platinum blade, The
pressure of the jet can be gauged by
the operator throngh pressure upon the
button at the end of the rod going
through the entire length of the reser-
voir. Although operating at a pressure
of three atmospheres, the Instrument
has been tested upon pressure of 150
atmospheres and more without damage
to the tube.

Military Geography.

In his “Outlines of Military Geog-
raphy” Mr. Macguire says that before
1870 the French officers knew the tac-
tics of the parade ground and had some
experience of the war in Algeria, but
they did not know the geography of
northwestern France, which the Ger-
mans did, and this no doubt was one
great cause of their disasters. The
British now have a sufficiently striking
object lesson fn South Africa of the
evil results of the false economy of de-
laying a survey, or at any rate the pro-
duction of maps on a sufficiently large
