H. W. Lovell Jr. 
Writes From 
War Area

The following letter was receiv­
ed recently from Sgt. Howell W. 
Lovell. Jr. by his parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. H. W. Lovell of near Ashtola. 
Sgt Lovell is serving somewhere 
in the South Pacific area.
Dear Folks:

I am well, happy and safe. In 
fact, I am in better spirits than at 
any tllne since being in the Army. 
I arrived here one month after 
Daddy’s birthday. I have been in 
the scrap and I love it. We have 
taken the air strip and in just a 
few days this island will be ours. 
This is just a small stepping stone 
to the more serious and bigger 
and better battles to come.

My fox hole is pretty deep but 
this afternoon if I have the time, 
I am going to make it deeper and 
much bigger. I want it to be quite 
comfortable if it is to be my home 
for sometime to come. We have all 
the coconuts we can eat and many 
more. In fact, there are so many 
we use them to put on the top of 
our holes to keep this rain out. 
Last night it rained and this 
morning I was soaking wet. I 
didn’t dare get out of my hole as 
it is strictly against the rules.

I am typing in the back end of a 
truck at present. Ten minutes 
from now I will probably be 
working under a palm tree that 
doesn’t give a bit of protection 
from the rain and sun.

Must close and gel things in 
shape for the nights sleep. I hate 
to sleep underground but that is 
the only place for one to sleep. 
Tell Ben, Rita, Jim, and Joe I will 
write sometime before long. I 
can’t give you any approximate 
time to write letters. But no news

It was really snowing by 
the time we arrived home and was 
still snowing when we came to 
work yesterday morning. Then 
yesterday morning it began to 
clear up and all the snow was 
melted before we got home last 
night.

The real reason that I started 
this letter was to tell you that the 
Ensign Cox is no more. The Cap­
tain just signed some papers about 
an hour ago that stopped me from 
being an Ensign. I am now a 
Lt. (JG) in the United States 
Naval Reserve. I was certainly 
surprised the other day when they 
called down from up town and 
told Lt. Scull that I was to be pro­
moted. I didn't want to say any­
thing to any of you about it until 
I had taken my physical examina­
tion and the Captain had signed 
the papers because you know you 
are never sure of anything in the 
Navy until you actually have an 
official signature on the dotted 
line. I didn’t hope for a promotion 
until May 1st and I really thought 
that it W uld probably be June 1. 
before anything like that would 
happen. I am glad that it was be­
fore I expected because that is 
much better than being later than 
expected.

That same complaint is voiced 
in many of the letters from men 
who are P.O.W., if they could only 
hear from home and constantly 
there is the assurance that the In­
ternational Red Cross is trying to 
bring about better communica­
tion.

From the March P.O.W. Bullet­
in comes the statement that we 
have 25,000 citizens in Japanese 
prison camps, and that until our 
own forces penetrate the heart of 
Japan and reach the Americans 
held in these camps, there is no 
way of imposing on the Japanese 
government our will to effect the 
appropriate care and protection 
for them. Swiss delegates of the 
International Red Cross have 
worked unceasingly in Japan, 
Shanghai, and Hong Kong under 
the provisions of the Geneva Con­
vention to bring about alleviations

Peanut and Potato Loans
The Regional Agricultural 

Credit Corporation will make 
loans in 1944 in Texas to finance 
the production of Irish potatoes, 
peanuts, and rice that otherwise 
would not be produced, according 
to an announcement made today 
by B. F. Vance, Chairman of the 
State U.S.D.A. War Board. "A l­
though loans will be made pri­
marily to produce Irish potatoes, 
peanuts, and rice,” stated Mr. 
Vance, “ if farmers’ programs con­
template diversification, they may 
be financed for their total produc­
tion, provided not less than 50 
per cent of their total acreage is in 
these three crops.”

I In announcing this decision, 
Chairman Vance said that some 
time ago the board reported to the 
War Food Administration that 
credit of the kind requested is 
necessary to needed production. 
Following the recommendation of 
the Administrator, the Secretary 
of Agriculture designated the 
state as a region in which the 
making of RACC loans is neces­
sary. ^

Chairman Vance said, “Loans 
will be limited to worthy farmers 
who are found unable to procure 
from other sources the credit 
necessary to finance the full pro­
duction which they plan and are 
capable of carrying out. These 
sources include commercial banks, 
agricultural credit corporations, 
production credit associations, and 
Farm Security Administration, 
and the emeregney crop and feed 
loan offices.

"A  farmer, to qualify for this 
credit, should show reasonable 
probability of successful produc­
tion in his farming operations. Se­
curity for the loans will be a first 
lien on all crops financed, with 
such additional security as may 
be needed to give reasonable as­
surance that the loan will be paid. 
Loans will carry full personal lia­
bility. Limited liability loans, 
similar to the F-2 advances made 
last year for the production of 
certain crops, will not be made 
this year.

Chairman Vance, explained, “It 
will not be the policy to make 
loans to borrowers of direct gov­
ernment lending agencies or those 
sponsored by it making produc­
tion loans. No loans of less than 
$400 for crop production purposes 
will be made where the needs can 
be met by emergency crop and 
feed loans.

“Interest on RACC loans will be 
at 5H percent for the actual time 
the money is outstanding on the 
actual amount of money used. In 
addition, one-half percent will 
outstanding on the actual amount 
of money used. In addition, one- 
half percent will be available for 
farmers in County War Board Of­
fices.”

Passenger Car 
Tire Inspection 
Ends April 20

Compulsory periodic inspections 
of tires on passenger cars will be 
discontinued after April 20, J. 
Doyle Settle, District Rationing 
Executive, has announced. Motor­
ists must continue to have inspect­
ed any tire they wish to replace.

Inspection of truck tires will 
continue as before.

It is important that motorists 
retain their tire inspection records 
because OPA will continue the 
use of them in issuing gasoline ra­
tions, Settle stated.

Discontinuance of these inspec­
tions does not mean that the tire 
picture has become any brighter. 
It simply means that the inspec­
tion program has fulfilled its pri­
mary objective—to make motor­
ists conscious of the extreme need 
for tire conservation and care, the 
official said.
* Settle also pointed out that a 

shortage of civilian passenger 
tires still exists and production 
this year will run below civilian 
needs. According to latest esti­
mates of the Office of Rubber Di­
rector. 22 million tires will be pro­
duced for civilians this year as 
compared with more than 34 mill­
ion new replacement tires produc­
ed in 1941.

Agen;, has received the following 
information from College Station:

For instance, did you know that 
the greatest concentration of Vita­
min C in a sweet potato is in the 
stem end? And the greatest con­
centration of that vitamin in Irish 
potatoes is around the eyes. That’s 
what a nutritionist said at a recent 
food preservation conference 
sponsored by the Texas State Nu­
trition Council. The speaker was 
Dr. Nina W. Lamb of Texas Tech, 
Lubbock.

Here’s one more vitamin fact: 
In leafy vegetables, you’ll find the 
greatest vitamin content in the 
outer leaves, but you’ll also find 
the greatest number of harmful 
micro-organisms.

What do these facts mean to the 
homemaker? Well, here are some 
general rules from Hazel Phipps. 
She’s the specialist in food prep­
aration for the Texas A&M Col­
lege Extension Service.

First, gather your vegetables 
from the garden just before you 
prepare them. And if you must 
harvest them a few hours in ad­
vance, put them in the refrigera­
tor immediately. Refrigeration re­
duces vitamin losses, but it doesn’t 
prevent it

Second, wash all vegetables

most carefully before using them.
Third, as often as you can—cook 

potatoes in their jackets. That as­
sures your family’s getting a 
greater amount of food value. Par­
ticularly if they eat the potato 
peelings.

Fourth, plant the varieties of 
vegetables which offer the most 
nutritive value and which are a- 
dapted to your local conditions. 
You can find out what these va­
rieties are from your local county 
Extension Service Agents.

of the conditions of our prisoners. 
They have not. however, been al­
lowed to penetrate the Philip­
pines.

There is only onfi solution to 
this problem before the end of the 
war and that is the awakening of 
Japanese self-interest to the real­
ization that every prisoner we 
lose through neglect is an encf- 
faceable black mark on Japan’s 
future for all time.

From the German P.O.W. camps 
come reports of the most humang 
care and treatment From one 
camp the statement comes that 
many aviators reach there with 
wounds, and some with the mini­
mum amount of clothing. Upon 
arrival all prisoners are examined 
by German doctors and the 
wounded sent to military hospitals 
where they receive excellent care. 
From U.S. army stocks American 
prisoners are issued new clothing.
