IN DONLEY COUNTY

To the Farmers of Donley County:

I thought possibly you might be in-
terested in knowing something of the
crop conditions in other parts of the
svate, and also in Oklahoma. I made
a trip recently through Oklahoma, go-
ing through Harmon, Greer, Kiowa,
Caddo, Grady, Stephens and Jefferson
counties, and the corn crop is practi-
cally a complete failure, not even the
rich river bottoms yielding as much
as five bushels per acre. Cotton is a
very bad stand and has fruited out
little. Kafir and milo in the :lhl)\'c,
counties are also in bad shape, and 1}
saw hundreds of acres where lhp_\';
failed entirely to get a stand.

The same is very true of Texas. |
Going through Montague, Wise, Tar- |
rant, Dallas, Ellis, Navarro, Lime-|
stone, Roberts, Brazos, Clay, Wichita,
Wilbarger, Hardeman and Childress |
counties, I found crops in bad condi-
tion. But little corn will be made
and cotton is being damaged severely |
by the boll wevil, In southeast Texas,
taking the counties I saw as a whole,
I feel safe in saying that it will re-
quire 15 acres to make a bale, some
counties requiring even more.

The best crops are here in Donley |
county, and I only mention the above
deplorable conditions that you may
appreciate the conditigns which we
have in this county and sympathize
with those in less favorable circum-
stances. In this connection I want to
impress upon you the necessity of sow-
ing in September a few acres in rye
for pastures, for you realize no doubt
that corn will be scarce and a few
acres in winter pasture will s:rvatl_vI
relieve the situation which we will
have to meet.

STATE SCHOOL PER CAPITA $7.50
The state school per capita appor-
tionment for the year 1917-18 has
| been set at $7.50, according to infor-
mation from Austin.
The state board of education at
|a called session Friday, in which all

|

| members were present, fixed the
i state apportionment for the year
| 1917-18. The apportionment was

[ made on a basis of 1,274,918 chil-
| dren of scholastic age—7 to 17 years.
| The total appropriation for the year
is $9,561,885,

| At the session, in speaking of the
| apportionment, State Superintendent
| Doughty said that he was gratified
| to know that the state board of edu-
cation would make such a handsome
per capita apportionment for the
support of the public free schools.
“Funds on hand in the state treas-
ury would indicate,” he said, “that
the state would be able to pay $1.00
per capita of the apportionment on
the first day of September of this
vear, which would start the schools
for the incoming session on a cash
basis.”

The apportionment among the
several counties is made according to
the number of scholastics which are
reported by the county judges. This
year, it was understood, the scholas-
tics of the county were reported
fewer although it is said there are
really more, the canvass having fail-
ed to obtain the names of many who
were out of the city visiting. Again
it is said negligence on the part of
parents with schclasties in failing to
report themselves to the officials in
order to get credit is included.

All chairmen have accepted
their positions and are at work organ-
izing their respective committees, ex-
cept the chairman of the Garment In-
spection Committee, who declined to
serve, Mrs. C. Y. McDonald has ac-
cepted the chairmanship, however, and
will organize her committee at once.

Money to purchase two equipments
has been donated, one from the Honor
Guard girls and one from the Wood-
men Circle. The Purchasing Commit-
tee will get material for these and
have them ready for work this week.

The making of surgical dressings
and hospital garments is progressing
nicely. The Packing and Shipping
Committee packed and shipped this
week nine (9) equipments given by
the various churches and the auxil-
iary, same being done as auxiliary
work.

In the report of the Department of
General Propaganda the chairman
stated that he heard from some of the
surrounding country communities and
that they were anxious to have auxil-
aries or branches. This work will be
done as soon as possible. He also
stated that in response to a request
from Hedley a committee from this
Chapter will go down there to help
them organize, as they have not been
able to do so as yet. They wish to
be an auxiliary and work under this
Chipter, but do not know if it can be
arranged.

With a view of determining
a fair price, the President has ap-
proved the appointment of a commit-
tee to be selected from representatives
of the producing sections and consum-
ing elements in community. This com-
mittee will be assembled under the
chairmanship of President Garfield of
Williams College, and it will be the
duty of this committee to determine a
fair price for the 1917 harvest. Upon
the determination of this fair basis,
it is the intention of the food admin-
istration to use every authority given
it under the bill and the control of ex-
ports to effect the universality of this
fair basis throughout the whole of
the 1917 harvest year without change
or fluctuation. It thus should be clear
it will not be to the advantage of any
piroducer to hold back his grain in an-
ticipation of further advance, for he
will do so oniy st his own cost of
storage and interest, and if 1t is neces-
sary for the Government to buy the
entire wheat harvest in order to main-
tain this fair price in protection of the
producer, we iptend to do so.

Holding Surpius Unlawful

“Furthermore, the holding of wheat
or flour contracts by persons not en-
gaged in the trade and even when in
trade in larger quantities tan is nee-
essary for the ordinary course of their
business is unlawful under the act,
and such cases will be prosecuted ‘With
vigor.

“An exhaustive investigation is Le-
ing made into the cost of baking and
bread distribution and active discus-
sions are bing carried on with the
Bakers’ War Emergency Committee
as to plans for the elimination of
waste in the industry and the produec-
tion of a standard loaf.

“It is impossible to anticipate the
price to be enunciaied by the Hair
pri¢e committee’ under Dr Garfield,
and it will probably require two or
three weeks in its determination.

He was also the first exponent
of government control of food sup-
plies and prices. He was the Hoover
|of Egypt. He was Pharoh’s secre-
tary of agriculture. He foresaw the
coming famine. He urged and enfore-
ed food conservation. He also kick-
| ed out the food speculators and estab-
|lished government storage plants,
| Then when the famine came he sup-
| plied the people under a system of
| government distribution and at gov-
ernment prices. It saved the nation,
and protected the people from robbery
by the food shylocks. It may be that
we shall have to come to this in mod-
ern times. Government storage plants
or storage plants under government
control, Prices regulated by the cost
of production, so that the producer and
distributor would be held to a margin
{ of reasonable profits and the consum-
er saved from graft and extortion.
Why not? Here are somé suggestive
facts: The people are payving from $6
to $10 a ton for coal. The govern-
I ment is getting it at $3. The news-
papers are paying from 3 to 7 cents
a pound for print payer. The Govern-
ment is getting it at 2%ec. The peo-
ple are paying from £7.50 to $15 a
pair for shoes. The Government is
getting the best made army shoes at
$4.72 a pair. The grec” and graft of
those controlling comuodities of ne-
cessity may yet force a policy of gen-
eral Government control by which the
Government will become the purchas-
ing and selling agent for the people.
