Used as a “pinch hitter” in one of
the most critical phases of the war in
Frarce, the Panther Division—Texas
and Oklahoma soldiers trained at
Camp Bowie—not only withstood the
bitter hun attacks the first time un-
der fire, but dislodged the enemy from
the hills north of St. Etienne.

tory in this war. The 36th was ac-
companied by the 2nd Division in its

drive, but the latter had already been
in action much of the time. The Pan-
thers accomplished their work so well
in their first fight that they won high
praise from General Naul, command-
ing the 21st French Army Corps.

The 36th Division left Camp Bowie
after one year of grinding, unending
work, discipline, drilling, hiking and
then doing it all over again until of-
ficers and -men were a compact war
machine that operated like a perfect
anit. The men were magnificent phy-
sical specimens when they left Fort
Worth and their morale, or spirit, was
as determined as it was enthusiasttic
They only wanted one thing—a

. chance at the hun, and now that they
got it, they made good.

Coming to camp as raw recruits,
making them such soldiers as to stand
up with equal to veterans of the
French army in their first encounter
bespeaks of the stuff of which
Texans are proud.

BUILDING RESTRICTIONS
the War Industries Board
sent forth its famous Order No. Z£1,
restricting building, we have had
numerous inquiries from our readers
as to the exact meaning of that order
and what clags of buildings were pro-
hibited and_ what all¢wed and under
what conditions.

A matter of such vital importance
to the growth of Clarendon—a matter
which can so radically affect its pros-
perity—calls for a clear understand-
ing and expianation.

In order to secure the official, au-
thoritative ruling, we interviewed Mr.
Mayes of the Galbraith-Foxworth
Lumber Company.

Mr. Mayes tells us that the main
idea was to entirely stop ALL build-
ing that was not absolutely neces-
sary, this in order to save fuel, trans-
portation, materials, money and,
above all, the labor which is so vitally
required both in the draft and in di-
rect war work on ships, buildings, air-
planes, munitions, supplies, ete., from
the raw materials to the finished pro-
duct.

However, the War Industries Board,
realizing the stagnation that would
result from a literal reading of this
order as well as the damage to prop-
erty left subject to the ravages of
time and and weather without
repairs, modified the rule to permit:

1. Repairs of or extensions to ex-

Since

use

isting buildings involving in the ag-
gregate a cost of not exceeding §$£2,-
500; and

2. New construction for farm pur-

poges only invelving in the aggregate
a coet not exceeding $1,000.

The matter, as explained by Mr.
Mayes, is quite clear, and there should
be no misunderstanding.

Briefly, any one can, just as before,
and without a permit:

1. Make repairs or extensions to
any existing® building of any kind,
providing the total cost, including la-
bor, materials and everything else, is
under $2,500.

2. Build any new building, for
farm purposes only, where the Total
Cost, as above, is under $1,000.

3. For all other building work, a
permit must first be secured through
Tom F. Connally, representing locally
the War Industries Board.

Any violation of this regulation will
subject the dealer to a loss of all priv-
ileges of purchasing his stock.

Each builder is put individually on
his honor to confine his construction
work to Really Essential Building and
also to use as little “skilled labor” as
possible.

It will be seen from the above that
while new buildings, except small ones
for the farm, are frowned on, yet re-
pairs and necessary extensions are
permissable without permit; and we
believe in view of ‘he tremendous
building that will immediately follow
the declaration of peace, that it will
be exceedingly wise for our readers
to plan for all such work at their
earliest opportunity,

When we
talked about what we were going to
do in this war it was simply dismiss-
ed from their minds as a fair sample
of pure “Yankee bluff.” But now
when they gee to their sorrow that
this talk about shipping millions of
young men, brave fellows over there
is fast materializing, it is no longer
disbelieving in Europe that by the
first of July we shall have 20,000 air-
planes to scatter death and destruc-
tion in Germany. Biggest of all, we
shall have in operation 16 munition
plants each of them larger than
Krupps—heretofore the most gigantic
in the world—and we shall be able to
bury the huns under such an ava-
lanche of explosives and metal that
there won't be a ghost of a show to
ward them off or dodge. Warfare on
a scale like that is something new
and uvnheard of to the war lords of
Europe; they had not believed it pos-
sible; in fact it has made war such
a one-sided affair, that it takes all
their pleasure away. War is going to
be very unpopular hereafter with all
these warlike folks, and with good
reason!-—Quanah Tribune-Chief.

These cartons are to be taken
home, packed, but not sealed, after
which they must be returned to the
Red Cross rooms for inspection. In
the event of a Christmas package la-
bel or tag being lost, no duplicate can
be issued. This rule cannot be alter-
ed by anybody, so it is imperative to
bring the tag, both when receeiving
the carton, or package in which to
send the gifts, and when delivering it.
filled and ready for mailing.

After the parcels have passed in-
spection of the local Red Cross com-
mittee, as to contents, and weight,
and have been securely wrapped in
stout paper, (he Christmas label,
bearing«the address of the one for
whom it is intended, will be placed
upon it. All of this must be done in
the presence of the committee and
the sender is then required to affix
sufficient postage to transport the
package to Hobecken, N. J., which
amount is 21 cents, for the Clarendon
district.

The package is left in the custody
of the Red Cross, until delivered to
the postal authorities. No package
will be received by the Red Cross af-
ter November 20.

A lisc of the principal classes of ar-
ticles which are unmailable follows:

All spirituous, vinous, malted, fer-
mented or other intoxicating liquors.

All kinds of poison and all articles
and compositions containing poison.

Explosives of all kinds.

Inflamable materials,
friction matches.

Infernal machines and mechanical,
chemical or other devices of composi-
tion which may ignite or explode. Cig-
aret lighters will come under this
classification.

Liquids or liquifiable articles, fra-
gile and other admissable matter
when not packed in accordance with
the requirements of the postal laws
and regulations.

All other articles which may kill, or
in any wise hurt, harm or injure an-
other, or damage or deface, or other-
wise injure the mails or other prop-
erty.

Bear these facts in mind:

Nothing should go into a package
which will not keep fresh from the
time of packing until Christmas.

Pried fruits and other food pro-
ducts should be packed in small tin
or wooden boxes, one-quarter, to one-
half pound size.

Hard candy, including chocolate,
would probably be safe in tin-foil or
heavy cardboard, but no soft choco-
late nor anything that could possibly
be crushed should be used, as the re-
maining contents of the package
might be entirely spoiled thereby.

Several dainties packed in oblong
tin boxes holding each a quarter of a
pound, will provide a better variety
for a package than a larger quantity
of a single confection. .

No liguid nor articles packed in
glass should be placed in the package.

For wrapping the gifts, use a kha-
ki-colored handkerchief, twenty-seven
inches square.

When completely packed, but w:-
wrapped and untied, the weight of the
carton must not exceed 2 pounds, 16
ounces.
