the principle of “ersatz” or substitute
as put forth in Germany.

Without exactly suggesting an ap-
plication of the law of “ten years of
polygamy,” proclaimed by the German
princes at the conclusion of the Thir-
ty Years war, Prof. Karl Bage of Co-
logne has evolved a plan of an “ersatz
marriage” which he declares should
be countenanced by the authorities if
the German citizens killed off by the
war are to be replaced and the nation
to be repopulated.

In his pamphlet on the subject Prof.
Fage declared the problem incapable
of solution through the simple exer-
dient of a campaign against bache-
lows, which would give no results.
Therefore, he declares, the only way
is to attract the young men of the
country to the women of marriageable
age, but only such young men as are
already possessed of a wife, Obvious-
ly there will be insufficient husbands
for the numerous maidens, all of
whom are entitled to their inalienable
right of becoming wives and mothers.
Consequently it is necessary that wo-
men of all classes who have passed a
certain age shall not only be author-
ized by law to contract an “ersatz
marriage,” but shall be encouraged
in the search for a husband who ap-
peals personally to them.

The object of their affections may
not be other than a man who has a
wife and then only with the consent
of his legitimate wife. The mothers
of any offspring of such marriages
are to have the right to a special in-
signia of their patriotic sentiments
and of “an alliance closer than that
of legitimate marriage.” Such “mar-
riages” may be dissolved, if the con-
tracting parties so wish, upon the
birth of a child. To be doubly sure
that the “morriages” would not be
looked down upon the originator of
the idea declares it should also have
the hearty support of the clergy,
whose adhension to the principles out-
lingd should also be proclaimed by
the government. bt

Etiquette of the Flag All Should Know
1

Since the United States entered the war attention has been forcefully
called to the fact that a great many Americans have no accurate concep-
tion of the etiquette of the use of the American flag. Action of individu-
als in the presence of the flag on specml occasions, and the ureleuness
of business houses and other institutions, who permit worn, tattered flags
to fly day after day over their places of business, some of them wrapped
about flagstaffs, permitted to remain out in all sorts of weather, as well
as at night, have caused much comment on the ignorance or carelessness
of American citizens in observance of the proper respect for the flag.

In order that all loyal citizens might have the opportunity to inform
themselves on the etiquette of the flag, that they may conduct themselves
in a manner befitting patriots, the following rules have been complied
by J. Stewart Gibson and published in the New York Sun:

How Flag Should Be Displayed.

During time of war it is proper to display the flag contihuously; kbut
it is conducive to the spirit of economy and to greater respect for the flag
to lower it at night and as far as possible protect it from inclement weather.

“The flag should be displayed from a staff or pole whenever possible.
When it is hung on a wall or fastened to the side of a building or platform
the union (the blue ﬁel{l of surl) should be at the upper left-hand corner
when the stripes are horizontal and at the upper right-hand corner when the
stripes are vertical, as seen by the spectator. .

“The flag should never be allowed to touch the ground while being
hoisted or lowered. Its folds should float freely and should be cleared at
once whenever fouled.

When and How to Salute Flag.

. “The flag should be saluted by all present while being hoisted or low-
ered and when it is passing on parade or in review. The spectator should
rise if sitting, balt if walking, and, standing at ‘attention,’ salute with the
vight hand in all cases, except that a man in civilian dress and covered
~should uncover and hold the huddress opposite the left shoulder with the
right

“When eﬂt‘harried in parade with any other flag it should have
the place of honor at the right. If a number of fluzs are carried, the flag
should either pnedo the others or be carried in the cenwr above the oth-
ers on & higher stafl. ’

“Nothing should be placed upon oragainst the flag.

“To salute with the hand, raise the right hand smartly until the tip of*
the forefinger touches the lower part of the headdress (or forehead if the
head is uncovered) above the right eye, thumb and fingers extended and
joined, palm to the left, forearm inelined at about forty-five degrees, hand
.and wrist straight; at the same time look toward the flag or the person
‘saluted. To complete the salute drop the arm quickly to the side.

_“It is unlawful to trample upon, mutilate or otherwise treat the flag
with conteiapt, or to attach to any inseription or object whatsoever; also
to use it in any way for advertising purposes.”

Patriotic Duty of All

To memorize these rules should be a part of the patriotic duty of all of
us, especially those who have lived long in this country and have a duty to
perform in the matter of example before our newly patriated citizens.

The Chicago Tribune finds that “there are four classes of mén who do
not salute the flag—the careless, the forgeful, the ignorant and the Ger-
man sympathizers. For the ignorant, it may be repeated that it is proper
to remove the Hat and place it over the heart as the colors go by. For

the careless and forgetful, it may be suggested that their laxity not only
serves as a cover for the German sympathizers, but is likely to arouse sus-
picion as to their own loyalty.
