Pershing’s Soldiers Laying in Mud 
Most of Night Are Rewarded 

For Patience— Number of 
Dead Is Unknown.

American infantrymen have ex­
acted a part revenge for a trench raid 
during a recent night by ambushing a 
large German, patrol in No Man’s 
Land, killing or wounding a number of 
the enemy.

The American patrol, in which there 
were some Frenchmen, arranged the 
ambuscade near the German lines on 
a shell ruined farm.

After laying in the mud nearly all 
night the patience of the watchera 
was rewarded by the sight of a large 
German patrol, its number more than 
double that o f the Franco-Americans.

The Germans were permitted to 
pass, when the Americans and French­
men on their flank opened a hot fire 
from shell craters and other shelters 
wher» they were secreted.

The Germans were taken completely 
by surprise and bolted, carrying with 
them their men who had been hit.

The number o f dead and wounded 
Germans is uncertain, but none of 
the men in ambush was hit by the 
bullets the Germans later sent in from 
a distance.

There were congratulations all 
around when the Americans and 
French re-entered their trenches.
