Since America’s entry into the
war, the purpose of our Red Cross
has been primarily to aid our own
Army and Navy in the care of our
own men under arms, and, uecopdly
to extend relief to the soldiers,
sailors and civilians of those na-
tions which were fighting our bgt-
tles along with their own. With
the funds which have been so gen-
crously contributed by the Amer-
ican people this war work of the

Red Cross will continue and be
complete with all possible sym-
pathy and energy.

Wherever our soldiers and sail-
ors may be, the Red Cross will
stay with them until they are de-
mobilized. Nothing which we may
do will be left undone either. For
the men in the war zone, for those
veturning, for those in the camps
and hospitals or for their families
at home to whom will continue to
be devoted the ministrations of the
Red Cross Home Service. In
latter effort 50,000 trained
Cross workers are now engaged
2,500 different places throughout
the land.

those countries, which, now that
they are released from the terrifie
burden of waging war, naturaily
desire to take care, as far as they
can, of their own people.

WHAT HOME SERVICE MEANS.

its permanent organization in this
country upon a scale never before
contemiplated in time of peace.

The commissions which are now
conducting the activities of the
American Red Cross in foreign
countries, as well as the temporary
war organization in this country
will, as a matter of course, ulti-
mately merge their energies with
those of the permanent organiza-
tion of the Red Cross.

With the war has developed the
striking  and  important fact that
many men and women, some of
whom have had with great . suc-

cess devoted their lives entirely to
business, came into the Red Cross
organization at the outset of the

war simply that they might serve
their country, but have realized
such a satisfaction to themselves
in the opportunity to serve man-
kind that they now desire to be-
come a part of the permanent
peace organization of the American
Red Cross.

There may, therefore, be perfect
confidence that the peace 'activities
of the Red Cross will be conducted

under able and inspiring leader-
ship. The chapters will aintain
their organizations upon scale

adequate to the new demands to be
made upon them. Local committees
will indeed appreciate more and
more the value of having in their
midst strong and efficient Red Cross
Chapters. e divisional organiza-
tions, with honorary and permanent
staffs, will be maintained—always
ready for service; and national
headquarters will have a large and
efficient personnel to direct the
activities of the organization as a
whole.

In July, when our sugar stringency
began to reach its height, consumption
was reduced to 260,000 tons, In Au-
qust oonly 325,000 tons went into dis-
sibution and in September only 279,
000 tons. In Oectober the distribution
fell to 230,000 tons. .

If the general public had failed to
ohserve the injunctions of the Foad
Administration this country would

have been In the throes of a sugar
famine before the end of August. Our
visible supplies were #0 low as to bring
sreat anxiety to those familiar with
the sugnr situation. They feared that
it would be absolutely impossible to
reduce consumption to a point where
gugar would no longer be a mere lux-
ury in the American diet,

Few accomplishments of the Food
\vdministration will stand forth so pre-

this reduced consump-
tion of sugar, By it we have been able
to bridge over the period of stringency
until the new beet and Loulsiana cane
sugar crops wore in sight.

Now the nation is In a position so
that If we choose we may return to
our normal! home nsge of sugar, and
Europe, with the release of ships to go
far afield, can maintain its recent re-
stricted rations, If, however, those
nations are to increase thelr use of
sugar very considerably it must be by
our continued sharving with them
through lmiting our own consump-
tion

SHORTAGE IN CATTLE ON
THE WESTERN RANGES

The great movement of cattle to
market the past three months will

supply on the ranges of the weést.
Several things have been the cause
of this wholesale shipping of big,
little, old and young. There has,
however, been no more potent cause
thpn the drouth the past few years.
ngh priced feed has been following
in the wake of no grass, which has
been the cry all through central west
:I‘exas. parts of New Mexico and Ar-
izona.  Stockmen feared to carr
their cattle through the winter wit
such high priced feed prospects, and
the greater part of many counties in
west Texas was wholly devoid of
vegetation until a few months ago
and of course had no catle. They
had all been shipped out. We would
judge from the best statistics avail-
able, that New Mexico alone is short
300,000 head of cattle. Arizona has
suffered the same shortness in pro-
portion to its supply of cattle. est
Texas is far below the regular sup-
ply, and the states that have not
suffered from drouth have had their
herds drawn on for the army. This
is the situation in a nutshell. As
soon as the financial affairs reach
a little more normal, the demand for
to restock will be great, and
we say again that the man who can
on to his cattle and take care
1 tl:om wil re}c‘oup his losses of
recent years with higher prices. It
is bound to come.—El Paso Liv:
