CLARENDON DISTRICT MAKES 
BIGGEST REPORT IN HIS­
TORY OF CONFERENCE.

The annual report o f Rev. J. T. 
Griswold, Presiding Elder of the 
Clarendon District o f the Northwost 
Texas Conference o f the Methodist 
Church, was the best he has ever 
made before the annual session of 
that body. Some have said that 
the report was the best that has 
ever been made from the Clarendon 
District by any Presiding Eider in 
the sixteen years of the organization 
of the Conference.

Especial emphasis was laid on the 
present status of Clarendon College 
and the prospects for the College for 
the year to come. More than .*30,000 
was raised at different times during 
the year for the school and the pre­
sent condition is such that it has 
never made a better showing than 
at the present time.

Rev. Griswold was also compli­
mented on the different corps o f pas­
tors that are now filling the pas­
torates o f the district. Some of the 
Elders made especial reference in j 
this point after his report had been 
made at the conference.

The high point o f the report as ■ 
read at the conference will read as 
follows; The spiritual state o f the 
church is good; Splendid revivals 
have been held over the entire dis­
trict. More than 1,200 additions to 
the church have been recorded. 
Eleven young men have been licens­
ed to preach, two for admission and 
one for re-admission. Sunday 
Schools over the district have made 
satisfactory advancement with espe­
cial reference being given to the 
Teachers Trai;iing work. Blue seals

At the Canyon session o f the 
Northwest Texas Methodist Confer­
ence, a resolution was passed with­
out opposition pledging immediate 
effort to raise one dollar per mem­
ber within its bounds during the 
next sixty days to be divided be­
tween Clarendon College and Mc- 
M uriyr College of Abilene. The 
•plan is for a campaign in evecy 
church under the direction o f the 
pastor to collect a fund equivalent 
to one dollar pet member. There 
are eight districts in the conference, 
four of which are contiguous to 
Clarendon College and four to Mc- 
Murry College. The membership o f 
the conference is a little in excess 
of fifty-two thousand, which should 
bring each school in the neighbor­
hood of $25,000 each.

Pres. Slover is planning a vigorous 
campaign in the four districts tribu­
tary to Clarendon College, and he 
proposes to put men in the field to 
assist the pastors in the work. In 
addition to the immediate campaign 
a survey will be made for larger 
donations to create an endowment 
fund of $250,000 for each school.

Rev. R. B. Freeman, an evange­
list o f prominence, has been added 
to the college here and will be in 
the field as financial agent for the 
year. He is rated as a very able 
man and will no doubt do splendid 
work in the financial campaign. A 
colored poster on coated paper is 
being put out by Clarendon College 
to be used in the sixty da? • .impaign 
and much advertising off the school 
will accrue along with the main- 
tainance fund. The News is doing 
the work.

Clarendon College goes to a full 
standard A-grade college next year, 
and the funds are neces»ary to pro­
vide the equipment an I teachers to 
warrant the rank.

Editor T. T. Waggoner of the 
Claude News was in the News o f­
fice the latter part o f Inst week and 
complimented the Donley County 
commissioners on the present con­
dition of the Donley County roads.

Sam Laws Blocker was born 

October 2, 1908, and is the second 
o f three children in the Blocker 

} home. He has spent the larger por- 
i tion of his life in and around Clar­

endon, and was one o f the most 
populur of the younger set in the 
city. A senior in the High- School, 
he stood among the leaders of that 
institution and was one who could 
be depended upon for his share of 
the work in school matters. A life 
that had started under such fav­
orable conditions was brought to a 
sudden close by the untimely acci­
dent which has cast a pall over the 
entire city.

As a mark of special respect, the 
High. School and South Ward schools 
were closed ami the student bodies 
were in attendance on the services 
en masse. The attendance on the 
services was suid by some to have 
been the largest ever seen in Clar­
endon on an occasion o f this sort.

At the time o f his death, the de­
ceased was 17 years, 1 month and 
12 days of age. He leaves his 
mother and father, Mr. and Mrs. 
J. It. Blocker, a sister, Penelope, and 
a younger brother, John, to mourn 
his going. Mr. and Mrs. S. T. 
Sayre, his grandparents, live on 
their ranch to the north of the city.

After many months lctliergy in the 
matter the local Chamber of Com­
merce, at a recent meeting o f the 
directors, took up the matter of 
securing natural gas for Clarendon. 
A committee hits been appointed to 
look into the matter and gather such 
data as will be needed in the nego­
tiations with some pipe-line company 
to bring their lines into the city.

In the past few weeks Memphis, 
Childress, Wellington, Quanah and 
Vernon have granted franchises to 
the Uphuin Gas Co., who propose to 
pipe gas from the Shamrock field in 
a main line from Shamrock via 
Wellington to Childress and down 
the Denver, with a small branch line 
to Memphis. This concern has indi­
cated its willingness to consider a 
proposition to bring a smaller line 
from Memphis to Clarendon, but 
many think this would be most un­
satisfactory since the supply from 
the Shamrock field is doubtful 
enough, in the first place and a 
branch line with Memphis ahead of 
this city would very likely be a 
fizzle at the lower temperature just 
when the pressure would be most 
needed.

The Upham people have no doubt 
realized the lack o f supply for they 
are dickering with the Priddy in­
terests of Wichita Falls, who pro­
pose to bring an oil pipe line from 
Carson county to Wichita. They 
hope to secure* additional gas from 
the Panhandle field through this 
line during the winter months when 
it is too cold for crude oil to be 
conveyed in the line. Also there 

, is talk o f connecting with the Lone 
Star lines at Electra. From both 

| of these propositions it would seem 
that Clarendon lias small hope of

(adequate pressure and service 
through the Upham concern, unless 
the Priddy people build their line 
from the Panhandle field to Claude 
and down the Denver, giving this city 

' a connection with a large main. ,

Those are the actual records and represent the achieve­
ments of those who use the information and science at hand to 
improve their own income and living standards. None of us are 
engaged in any persuit that is not worth effort and study for 
improvement.

A Rood citizen of Clarendon, very much interested in high 
quality pnxluets from the farms of Donley County, remarked 
to this writer the other day, that if we desired to do the people 
of Donley County a real service, we could do so by joining in 
with the statewide movement for the planting of better staple 
cotton giving it wide publicity in this section. This was a 
welcome remark to our ears, since a few days before we had 
been reading some of the details of the movement and had 
already felt much impressed with its importance and necessity.

1 he local chamber of commerce is fully aware 
of the situation and Is alive to the needs of the county in this 
pai ticuiar and has already authorized the prefatory work in this 
connection and a flying start will be made before the first day 
ot 1926. Better seed for Donley County in 1926 is a most 
in gent need for the New Year.

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At a meeting of plant managers of 
the Texas Central Power Company 
o f this section, held in this city this 
week, the matter of lowering the 
rates for power, light and heat in 
Memphis, Childress, Clarendon, Estel- 
line and Hedley was discussed by 
District Manager Houston of Chil­
dress, and the statement is issued 
that rates will be lowered in all 
towns s fv e d  by the company, in the 
very near future.

While the new rates have not been 
worked out, it is sand that they will 
be 10 to 20 per cent lower than pres­
ent rates. The amount of current on 
which the minimum charge of $1.60 
is based will be increased from 8 to 
10 kilowatts which means you may 
use two kilowatts more current than 
at present for the minimum charge.

It will take a few days to work 
out the new rates, ,but they will pro­
bably go into effect either the first of 
December or January.—Hall County 
Herald.

Thousands of adults and yonng peo­
ple were taught to swim proficiently 
by these experts during thla period. 
In addition, 5,631 men, 4,187 women, 
and 18,024 Juniors successfully passed 
the rigid tests of the Life Saving Ser­
vice of the Red Cross. The total thus 
trained during the year—22.892—la 
5,041 more than last year’s results. 
The total membership of the Life Sav­
ing Corps of the Red Cross on June 
30 was 72,810 persons.

Meeting the demand for qualified 
Instructors and councillors In these 
camps, are the college men and women 
of the country, many devoting whole 
or part of their annual vacation peri­
ods to this field. Meeting the need 
of standardized Instruction In Life- 
Saving, First-Aid, and kindred sub­
jects, the American Red Cross con­
ducted nine First-Aid and Life-Saving 
Camp Institutes this year with a totai 
attendance of more thun 600, in Maine, 
Massachusetts, New York, North Car­
olina, Indiana, Wisconsin, Oregon, and 
California. Representatives of Red 
Cross Chapters, summer camps, life 
guards at municipal pools and beach­
es, directors of physical education In 
schools, and others of this calibre 
made up the student body.

A number of city or regional Insti­
tutions were conducted aleo during 
the winter at indoor pools to develop 
local experts. The aquatic school con­
ducted by the New York Chapter was 
especially successful, it Is stated. In­
spired by this system, many camps, 
pools, bathing beaches, etc., have 
adopted In whole or In part, the Red 
Cross Life Saving and water-safety 
program. In the New England states 
alone, more than 180 camps employ 
councillors trained In these methods. 
A partial survey Indicates more than 
80 cities using the Red Cross senior 
test as a minimum requirement for 
their municipal life guards. Educa­
tional institutions have turned to It 
with enthusiasm.

This widespread Instruction be­
sides creating unprecedented numbers 
ef expert life-savers, Is developing a 
vast body of Americans who are at 
home In tbe water. All contributes 
to safety the year-round, for swim­
ming is a recognized all-year sport 
today, records show.

The danger from water accidents 
la ever-present however where proper 
safeguards are not taken and to 
broaden tills valuable Red Cross Ser­
vice is one of the reasons why In­
creased membership in the Red cross 
la urged. The Annual Roll Call, dur­
ing which the opportunity to assist 
all Red Cross work In many lines of 
endeavor is extended, will be held 
from Armistice Day to Thanksgiving, 
November 11-26.

RED CROSS YEAR 
R RELIEF  ̂RECORD

Huge Relief Work After Midwest 
Tornado the Greatest in 

American Annals.

DISASTERS DROP IN 1925

Ranged From Fire to Earthquake 
and Covered Wide Area at 

Home and Abroad.

Virtual completion of the largest
peace-time project of post-disaster re­
habilitation evsr known has been ac­
complished by tha American lied 
Cross in less than a year, os a part 
of its relief work In tbe more than 
90 disasters in which It served In the 
past year.

This great program was undertaken 
following the tornado which struck 
five mid-western States last spring, 
killing 796 people, injuring’ 2,239 more, 
anil causing Inestimable property loss, 
it left a huge area of devastation in 
its wake, presenting a real problem 
The Red Cross, however, went to 
work on the heels of the storm, car­
ing for the injured, sheltering and 
feeding whole communities, and help 
Ing every individual sufferer from the 
destruction back to normal.

The magnitude of the problem Is In­
dicated by comparison of Its huge cas 
ualty list with that of the entire pre­
ceding year, whose combiued losses 
were 736 dead and not quite 2.000 in­
jured. as a result of the record num­
ber of 193 catastrophies.

The story of the,Red Cross servlo» 
lu the past year, recounted by the re­
port, ranges from fires heading the list 
of destructive forces with 29 disasters, 
to mine explosions, tornadoes, ty­
phoons, floods and earthquakes.

The Santa Barbara earthquake was 
among the outstanding events record­
ed In the report. The Red Cross had 
completed Its relief organization on 
the "cene within a few hours of the 
disaster, and in addition had launched 
s program designed to permanently 
restore every person affected by It. 
to his former status once more.

The Red Cross service in the period 
following the wreck of the Navy air­
ship “ Shenandoah" was typical of it« 
promptness and effectiveness. Serv­
ice in this instance was afforded by 
Hsd Cross chapters In the vicinity of 
tbe wreck, and by representatives of 
the national organization, it demon­
strates graphically the value of each 
of the more than 3,000 chapters of 
the society which are at work in vir­
tually every part of tbe country, in 
the facility they afford the national 
organization in emergencies.

There were 61 domestic disaster op  
orations reported In which the Red 
Cross rendered service either through 
chapter or national staff personnel 
during 'he year. In 31 of these tha 
rational organization appropriated a 
total of $3,047,256.49, the greater por­
tion of which was received as direct 
contributions for the relief o f speci­
fied disasters. The relief operations 
following the northern Ohio tornadv 
of June. 1924, wore brought to a close 
In May, 1925, after an arrangement 
bod been made with tbe Lorain chap 
ter to provide expert services to the 
families of any tornado sufferers who 
required such assistance in the next 
two years. In this single disaster the 
relief work, as finally accounted, 
reached a total of $1,019,751.23.

The mid-western tornado of this 
year, covering a atrip of territory 400 
miles long involved an expenditure 
up to June 30 of $774,000, while the 
total amount turned in to the fund 
through the agency of the Red Cross 
was $2,645,000. In addition to this 
sum specifically collected for the pur 
pose, tbe Red Cross had expended 
from its regular reserves $124,000.

In all these disasters, Red Cross 
workers have been Impressed by the 
spirit of determination and hopeful­
ness shown by the people. Once they 
recovered from their grief and bewil­
derment, they began at once to re­
build, materially and otherwise, anl 
always on a better scale where pose: 
ble. Another significant feature of 
these occurrences, as noted In the re­
port of the Red Cross, was the prompt- 
mess with which tbe local chapters 
organized emergency relief before 
help could be received from outside 
sources. A direct effect of their ex­
ample has been to stimulate disaster 
relief preparedness among chapters 
all over the country.

The services of the American Red 
Cross are performed Invariably in the 
name of the American people. On the 
effectiveness of this representation 
during the past year, it will launch 
the ninth annual roll call this year 
on November 11, to continue until 
Thanksgiving, Noveuber 26, during 
which support through membersntp 
will be Invited for 1926.

SAM LAWS BLOCKER

And thou, who, o ’er thy dear 
ones bier

At three minutes until eleven on 

the night of Saturday, the fourteeth
o f  November, the soul of Sam Laws 
Blocker, the son o f Mr. and Mrs. 
J. F. Blocker passed quietly into 
the great beyond. Sam was |,«om 
on Oct. 2, 1908. His age was seven­
teen years, one month, and twelve 
days.

He had been to the Johnson ranch, 
and was leaving for the borne ranch, 
one and one-half miles distant. He 
was riding in a wagon with Carl 
Harris, one of the ranch employees, 
and leading a horse that his father 
had just bought for him. He got 
out of the wagon and opened the 
first gate. He then got on his horse 
and rode ahead to open the other 
gate, and his rope slipped and be­
came entangled in the horses feet. 
The horse became frightened and 
clamping the bit between his teeth, 
dashed toward the gate. The fore 
feet of the horse caught on the top 
wire. Sam jumped clear, but the 
wire gave way and instead of fall­
ing on the fence, the horse went 
through and fell upon Sam. Sam’s 
skull was fractured, both lungs were 
torn loose and he was crushed in­
ternally. The tragedy occurred 16 
minutes until eleven on Saturday 
morning, within 200 yards of the 
home ranch house. Harris picked 
Sam up and carried him to the house 
in the wagon. Mr and Mrs. Sayre, 
his grandparents were at the house, 
and the doctors and parents were 
notified. Many friends came also.

Every possible thing was resort­
ed to and at first some hope was 
held, but he died eleven hours and 
twelve minutes later, without ever 
having regained consciousness.

The body was brought to the 
Blocker home here in Clarendon Sun­
day momig. A few hours later 
relatives arrived. From the arri­
val until the funeral, there was a 
crowd o f friends constantly present 
trying to comfort the grieved ones.

'lfie room in which the body 
lay, was literally strewn with 
flowers from sympathic friends, 
elute, and other organization, of 
which Sam was a member.

Funeral services were held at the 
Methodist church at two o clock Mon­
day afternoon, and were conducted 
by Rev. J. H. Hamlen. It was sin­
gularly impressive.

Ihe flower girls. Misses Athlyn 
Taylor. Agnes Caraway, Thelma 
Parsons, Nancy Cole and Ada Ben­
son, under the direction o f Mrs. Ira 
Merchant and Misses Winnie Wea­
therly and Mildred Martin, had ar­
ranged the flowers beautifully.

The pall bearers were, Clarence 
Whitlock. Roy Ingram, Jack Mer­
chant, Virgil Merchant, Clarence 
Clark and Weldon Jolly.

Officers o f the Amarillo Chapter 
o f  DcMolay, and the Clarendon De- 
Molays, of which Sam was a 
charter member, along with old 
members who reside in Clarendon, 
the DeMolays stood with bowed 
heads in a double line, from the 
hoarse to the door.

MASONIC SIGNS SAVE
MEN FROM HOSTILE ARABS

Bjston, Mass.— Dudley Wright, 
noted English Masonic writer, in his 
intersting “ Notes on Freemasonry” 
appearing in the Christian Science 
Monitor, related an account that once 
again illustrates the universality of 
the Masonic Order. Says Mr. Wright:

“ Although not a custom, the fol­
lowing extract from a minute of a 
lodge, recording the report made by 
n member of a lodge in Bermuda, 
will be read undoubtedly with in­
terest:

“ He begged to call the attention 
o f the Brethren to an event which 
had recently happened to himself, 
forcibly showing the generul diffu­
sion of Masonry and its benefits. In 
the south of the Djereed (south of 
the Tunisian frontier) his party was 
brought to a stand for the want of 
fre;h camels as well as of provisions. 
This perplexity was increased by 
falling in with a hostile tribe, and 
the brother, on being conducted to 
the seat of the chief, perceiving the 
personal danger they were in, and 
finding all other means fail, tried to 
communicate with him by one o f the 
higher degrees of Masonry, v hich 
was immedin'ely responded to, and 
although in their interchanges some 
digiercnce were found, chiefly aris­
ing from the difficulty in language, 
yet sufficient was made known to 
engage the hospitality o f the Arab 
sheik, who not only furnished them 
with the means o f fresh transport, 
but entertained them for some days 
free of expense.”
