Walter D. Cline, former 
mayor of Wichita Falls and promi­
nent business man o f that city, has 
been invited to deliver the address 
o f the evening, and his acceptance is 
hoped for at an early date. Mr. 
Cline is a very fine speaker, is 
deputy district governor of the 
Rotary Clubs of North Texas, nnd Is 
a vice-president o f the West Texas 
Chamber o f Commerce.

It is also proposed that on this 
occasion, the new members of the 
directorate for the Chamber o f Com­
merce will be elected, although their 
term of office will not begin until 
late February. Only a certain num­
ber number o f directors are elected 
each year, thus insuring that there 
will always be members on the 
hoard conversant with the affairs of 
the organization for the past year, 
at least. The president for the com­
ing year will be named by the direc­
tors at the February meeting.

A program committee for the ban­
quet will be named early in January 
and an evening full o f  interesting 
data and inspirational topics will be 
presented. As is customary, tickets 
will be placed on sale the week before 
the banquet at convenient points in the 
city, and a general invitation will 
bo issued that all those interested 
in the development of Clarendon, 
arm themselves with tickets, and be 
on hand to take part o f the discus­
sion and formulation o f  plans. 
Further announcement will be made J 
o f the hour and place o f the ban-! 
quet, although it is presumed that ■ 
it will be hold in the basement of 
the Christian Church.

December being tin* month o f 
heaviest consumption o f light and 
pow.r. the announcement ccm cj as a 
most welcome Christmas gift to th»- 
local citizenship and assures that 
there will be no unjust discrimina­
tion against Clarendon on this score, 
by those seeking residential or 
business location. This lowering o f 
rat.s is in line with the policy o f  
the parent organization that owns 
the systems of other nearby Pan­
handle towns— Memphis, Childress, 
Vet non, etc.

On the light rate the drop is only 
one cent per klliuwatt hour for th. 
first twenty-five killowatts, but for 
the next seventy-five the rate is 
lowered three cents. The old power 
rate was twelve cents for the first 
one hundred killowatts. while under 
the new schedule the rate is 4.44 
for the first two hundred. Unde- 
the old rate the second hundret 
killowatts cost ten cents, while the 
second two hundred under the new 
rate is lowered to 3.33c. The heat­
ing rate, under the old schedule wa~ 
five cents for the first eighty K'ft 
and four cents thereafter, now th 
rate is 4.44c straight through. 
There are a few miniwums that wil 
effect those who use very little- 
current, but, whereas the old mini­
mum was $1.80 per month for  lights, 
the new minimum is $1.50.

The most concrete example o f just 
what your saving will be is the an­
nouncement that all bills paid by the 
10th o f the month will be discounted 
ten percent, which in itself is a neaf 
saving. Manager Monty Garrison is 
heartily pleased to be able to give

It seems to be one c ” the inexor 
able laws o f nature that all things 
are constantly changing; they either 
weaken or grow strongfr. This 
may be applied to churchts, schools, 
and communities at large. We feel 
that the application here alluded to 
is worthy o f consideration as re­
gards our schools. Every one who is 
interested in our Nation, our Nation 
al growth and welfare, should be in­
terested in the present condition o f 
our public schools. Within their 
walls our future citizenship is care­
lessly or carefully molded, our de­
mocracy'. which governs the future 
destiny o f our country, is stronger 
than that o f our sister Republic be­
cause our children have i>een taught 
to govern themselves through a free 
education.

What are the conditions o f our 
public schools in Clarendon? They 
are the property o f every citizen in 
the Independent District o f Claren­
don. What is your part? Condi­
tions are never the same. Schools 
usually grow’ as the community in 
which each is located grows. The 
citizens o f Clarendon have been 
loyal to the schools in the past. 
From the interest that is now mani­
fest, they are loyal at the present.

As progress has been made in the 
business world and in material 
things, so has progress been made in 
the schools. No longer are the 
three “ R's”  repeated throughout the 
long day's schedule; but along with 
them we have all the phases o f a 
well rounded and interesting cur­
riculum. Where the child once stood 
in line before the rest o f the school 
and read or spelled in his turn, he
now has a specially prepared teacher 
for each o f hia subjects. He is 
taught, first o f all to care for hia

population o f our towns. This is not 
1 y .t so in regard to the enrollment 

o f our high schools. Only those go 
through high school who have been 
sufficiently encouraged or inspired 
to continue the work after the com­
pulsory age. The solution of this 
is largely responsible for the varied 
curriculum which we now have in 
our school. An attempt is made to 
make the school attractive. Not 
only do we try to teach the child 
how to live in later years, hut we try 
to make him realize that he is actu­
ally living NOW; and that he is 
going through some of the most en­
joyable years o f his entire life. 
We ar<- putting over a program of 
talks on business every Wednesday 
morning by local business men to 
stress the parctical. We have out­
class spirit, our athletics, clubs, aud 
various other activities and organi­
zations, also the opportunity offer­
ed through the High School band. 
Our school is run on the basis o f a 
small community. Each part is func­
tioning under its head and in its 
own way. Rewards have been 
bought to be given to all winners 
of honors in athletics. We are try­
ing to place the child in life by 
placing before him the languages, 
the vocational agriculture, the home 
economics, the sciences, mathematics, 
and the social sciences. Debating, 
public speaking, and dramatics are 
also used o determine the powers 
that may lie dormant in the make­
up of different students.

Because o f this varied curriculum, 
and a realization on the part o f the 
public that the vadue o f education is 
advancing with that o f civilization, 
our high school attendance is grow­
ing larger. For the last few years 
it has steadily grown. At the pre­
sent there is in the entire public 
school system o f Clarendon 821 
pupils to date. There were last year 
at this time 738 pupils. 5274 are 
now in High School and 62 of these 
are attempting to graduate. In 
one year’s time this large increase 
over a former year is evidence o f 
growth. It is an increase o f 37 
since the first month o f school this 
term. In other words we have had 
an average increase o f 18 every 
month since school started this term. 
The school is growing in other words 
also: There are two teachers more 
this year than there were last, and 
the present school board has added 
greatly to the equipment during the 
present term. A full set o f voca­
tional agricultural equipment has 
been added to the schools, a new 
sink has been added to the Physics 
laboratory, a complete set o f maps, 
charts, and globes has been added to 
the three schools.

The Parent-Teacher's Associations 
are doing some spledid work along 
this line. The Central Ward has 
recently purchased a new pair o f 
school scales for weighing and mea- 
auring, and have pledged themselves 
to buy a new $350.00 piano. The 
South Ward has recently bought 
two new Victrolas with a complete 
set o f standard records for the State 
Music Memory contest, and a set of 
‘ ‘The World Book.”  There member­
ship is the largest—being 172. The 
High School has been very energe­
tic in the matters o f finances this 
year. They have to date raised 
about $425.00 and have purchased a 
$45.00 oak cabinet for the High 
School (for displaying materials) 
and a base drum for the High School 
band. They have pledged themselves 
to buy pictures and statuary for the 
interior beautification o f the build­
ing. Over 300 men and women are 
bona fide members o f one of the 
three associations.

The physical conditiona for the 
last two or three years are con­
siderable improvement over those 
o f former years. The new build­
ing with lockers, showers, gymna­
sium, basket-ball court, fire escapes,

Ward and High School are 
rather unusual in their exterior 
beauty.

EXTRACTS FROM ANNUAL REPORT 
OF THE SECRETARY OF AGRICULTURE

The Year in Agriculture

ImpniYuoifnt in the agricultural 
-ituutior., which became marked in 
1924. ha* continued in moderate de­
gree during the present year. Farm- | 
ers have not yet reached an econo- : 
mic parity with other gr at groups | 
of producers, but their position is, | 
on the whole, now the most favnl 
able since 1920.

The heavy net movement of rural 
population away from farms ha* 
been checked. Noteworthy progress 
has been made in the liquidation of 
indebtedness among farmers. Pur­
chase of supplies and material* fur 
form use hns been resumed over tl • 
country on a scale contributing 
measurably to general business pros­
perity.

Agricultural production this year 
has on the whole been well balanc­
ed. The successive surpluses of rat­
tle. corn, hogs, wheat, and various 
minor crops which so depressed the

ma.'kets during and following 1921) 
have been largely worked off. Prices 
of farm products have in consequence 
risen to higher levels. The tendency 
this season las  been even toward 
some . xpansion in production among 
et rtain major enterprises like cotton, 
corn, spring wheat, and sheep. Indi­
cations are that the acreage of 
winter wheat recently sown substan­
tially exceeds that sown last fall. 
We huve travelled around a fairly 
complete cycle in agricultural pro- 
luction since 11)20.

Measured in terms of income, the 
e orn mic position of agriculture ;.* 
,i whole promises to he at least 
eoual to .if not sligthly better than 
l! at of Iasi year. Taking into uc- 
e. i rt all farm production, the crop 
y nr 1924-25 represented an advance 
in total gioss income from $11,800,- 
UOOOOO to $12,100,600,000. or an in- 

i crease of 7 per cent. It is quite 
j likeh that the reduction in the 

wheat crop this year may not be suf­

ficiently compencated by higher 
wheat preies. The smaller volume of 
livestock marketings, however, may 
bo more than offset by higher price*,
even to the extent of covering the 
reduction in the return from grain 
crops. For agriculture u* a whole, 
ut be-t only a moderate increase in
income may be expected for the crop 
yeur 1925-26 above the $12,100,000,- 
OOO gross income of the past season.

Fanners are recenving better prices 
for their products than at any time 
in the past five years. The average 
of ail farm prices for October was 
140 per cent of the pre-war average 
as compared with 108 per cent in 
October, 1924. The real significance 
of this improvement in prices is 
better indicated by the relation of 
this change in prices of farm pro­
ducts to the changes in the wholesale 
prices o f nonagricultural products. 
The purchasing power of the prices 
o f farm products in terms of the prices 
on nonagricultural products has risen 
fioin (it!, the lowest point of the de­
pression period, to 87 in October, 
compared with the pre-war average 
of UK).

The current crop season lias, as 
usual, shown some contrasts. In 
sonic sections there is distress. In 
other, crops are good and juices 
higher than at any time since 1920.
In the great area from northern 
South Dakotan to the Kio Grande 
and west to the Rockies, drought 
seriously reduced crop yields. The 
same is true in' the area extending 
from the Ohio and Potomac River 
outheust to central Georgia and east 

to the Atlantic. In certain restrict­
ed portions of these areas, the 
drought broke all records and farm­
ers face the difficulties that follow 
when practically all crops fail.

Outside of the 15 States chiefly J 
affected by drought, crop yields in ; 
1925 were good, but they were not 
quite large enough fully to offset 
the reduction in the drought-stricken 
areas. Because of this, yields in the 
country as a whole were slightly be­
low the average during the last 10 
years.

For the grower* o f winter wheat 
this has been a season of disappoint­
ment. A fairly large acreage was 
planted, but he area killed by un­
favorable weather conditions during 
the wint r amounted to nearly 10,-
000 acres, or 22.5 jier cent of the 
area sown. With the exception of 
1917, this is the heaviest abandon­
ment on record. A* many of the 
fields left for harvest hud thin stands i 
and the crop also suffered from lack • 
of moisture in the spring, the final 1 
harvest averaged only 12.7 bushels I 
per acre, tie  lowest average yield | 
since 1004.

Spring wheat looked very jiro- I 
mising at first, but a correspond- j 
ingly heavy yield was prevented by 
injury from rust, and the harvest 
was 19.3 bushels |>er acre. This is 
about 1 bushel jjer acre above the 
five-year average, ibut 2.8 bushels 
|ter acre lielow the splendid crop I 
of 1924. In comparison with last 
year, however, the reduction in yield 
was offset by the large increase in 
the acreago planted in the Pacific 
northwest, w ' ere spring wheat was 
substituted for the winter wheat 
kill'd by the unusual cold.

The hay crop of «I925 was only , 
89 100.000 tons, the smallest since 
1918. Allowing for 15,700.000 t ins 
on hnnd May 1, 1925, and for proba-1 
hie holdings of, say 9,000,000 tons 
next May (chiefly in sections where 
the 1925 crop was good), the quan­
tity fed will probably be about 105,- 
000.000 tuns. A year ago the crop 
was 112,500,000 tons and the quan­
tity used was close to 110 000.000 
tons.

The cotton crop of 1925 is expect­
ed to be 15,386,000 bales and ranks 
with the crops of 1911 and 1914 U  
one o f the three largest on record. 
No crop since 1914 has approached 
it in size. A record acreage and 
lack o f exceaaive moisture during the 
growing season, with accompanying 
slight boll-weevil damage, were im­
portant factors in producin this 
crop. Good yields were obtained 
generally throughout the belt with 
th» exception of south-cent) nl Te- :.s

and the Piedmont areas of the Caro­
lina* and Georgia. The quality o f 
the crop was materially lowered by 
weather damage during the latter 
jjari o f the picking season. Prices 
generally are lower than a year ago, 
b«» for the b.-lt as a whole, this 
year’s income from cotton seems 
likely to equal that of last year.

The jMitato crop of 346.500,000 
bushels was the smallest since 1919, 
and in proportion to population it was 
even smaller than the crop of that 
year. Although the 1925 crop was 
24 er rent less than that of the pre­
vious year und was of unusualy poor 
quality, the quantity actually utilized 
for food may not be proportionately 
decreased because the 1924 crop was 
greatly in excess of domestic needs 
and many million bushels were fed 
to stock or used for starch or other 
low-value |>urpo*es. The shortage 
Fas, however, been sufficiently great 
to cause a substantial increase in the 
price of potatoes and probably some 
inert use in the demand for substi­
tute foods. The low production was 
owing partly to a reduction ip 
acreage following several years of 
excessive production and low price* 
us well us to severe losses from 
freezing which occurred before all 
the crop was dug

Cotton Problem*
Cotton production outside the 

United Stutes has increased rapidly 
in the last two seasons, ns a result 
no doubt, o f the stimulus of favora­
ble economic and weather conditions 
rather than of concerted effort, 
though there has been much of the 
latter. A further increase o f for­
eign production will bear careful 
Ftudy, since it may lead to a com­

petitive situation in which the ad­
vantage will rest with the producer 
whose costs o f production are lowest 
or who produces cotton os a qua­
lity most in demand. Under such 
conditions, the ahroter staples grown 
in this country would probaly feel 
the competition o f cotton grown with 
cheaj) labor in India, China, and else­
where.

The Dcpartmet o f Agriculture is 
giving close attention to the jmssi- 
hie competition which foreign cot- j 
ton production may force upon our I 
short staple. It is jiarticularly con- 
rered with cotton breeding and test­
ing, so that u more general produc­
tion of prolific cotton of high spin­
ning quality may be facilitated. 
Studies huve been made of produc­
tion costs in 16 counties typical of 
as many distinctive areas in the 
Cotton Belt. Scientific investigation 
has been made o f the less obvious 

! properties of cotton fibers which con- 
trilyite to their spinning value. Thai 
results o f this work have been mude 1 
available to breeders o f seed to other 

; cotton growers. Spinning tests urn 
being carried on to determine the 
relative waste content and the 
strength and evenness of yarns from 
cottons o f various varieties, und 
from cottons of the same varieties 
grown under various conditions of j 
soil und climate. Tests of the same j 
sort have been made o f cotton of dif­
ferent grades. These tests have 
demonstrated the relative superiority 
of higher grades over lower grades, 
from the standpoint o f waste jier- 
eentages and values, yarn strength 
and evenness, bleaching, finishing, 1 
and mercerization properties, and

In 1902 the local electric light 

plant was operated by George Wash­
ington, former citizen of this place. 
When Mr. Washington took charge 

1 ol the plant, he hoped that by rim­
ing a cotton gin in connection with 
the plant and by pumping water for 
the city water works that the plant 
could be made to pay. Hut cotton had . 
just been introduced into the County 
and there was a small amount to be 
ginned, and the revenue from De­
water works was small. The business 
failed for want of patronage, and Mr. 
Washington sold to C. J. Spittal, 
an Englishman who lived here. 
Spittal tried to make the business 
pay on the same basis, hut the cotton I 
gin failed and it became evident 
that completely new equipment 
was necessary. Spittul sold to a 
company known as the Clarendon 
Water, Light and Power Company in 
1903. W. L. Chase and A. L. 
Chase were general managers for 
the Company of the plants here and 
at Amarillo, but neither of them , 
lived here at that time. In 1904 
W. C. Stewart came here from C le-' 
burn? to be superintendent of the

door called to him, ” 1 sure am glad 
to see you!" Without further salu­
tation and without asking Mr. Ste­
wart his name or where he came 
from he took him through the plant 
and showed him how to manage the 
various engines. When they arrived 
at the baek door to the building, 
Mr. Spittul merely said, “ I’ ll see 
you at nine in the morning. Good­
night.”  Mr. Stewart was left to his 
own devices and ran the engines all 
night. That wus Clarendon’s first 
time to have all night service. It 
was only when he finally reached 
the hotel at ten the next morning 
thut he learned that he plant "shut 
down” at eleven p. m. and “ came 
on”  at five a. m. That wus also the 
Inst time for several years thut Clar­
endon had all night service.

Mr. Stewart was superintendent 
two years and -iuerintendent and 
manager for one year. Harry Gleason 
followed him in the place. Then the 
plant went into the hands of re­
ceivers for a time. The water works 
were also sold to James Trent and 
Frank Collinson and became inde- 
endent. W. L. Chase, A. L. Chase 
and their associates bought the elec­
tric light plant in 1911, and gave it 
the name of Clarendon Light and 
Power Compuny. A. L. Chus. then 
moved here from Cleburne and be- 
enme manager. T. S. Kemp who 
hud been superintendent under the 
receivership management continued ! 
as engineer for the new company.

Mr. Chase says that when he cume 
here and took charge, there was al- j 
most no plant at all. The plant 1 
hud only one steam engine of 7h 
horse power and a generator of (HI j 
kilowats. There were then only 85 
consumers. In 1911 and ’12 the 
plant wus entirely rebuilt and new, 
oil engines installed. Street light- 
were installed in 1913. When Clar- j 
endon Light and Power Company | 
was sold in 1915 to the Texas Gas 
and Electric Company, Mr. Chase 
had huilt it up until the plant had 
i ngines of 150 horse J lower and a 
generator of 100 K. W. The num­
ber of consumers hail grown from 
the 85 of 1911 to 450. Mr. Chase 
continued as local manager for the 
Texas Gus and Electric until June of 
1917. During the financial crisis 
following the war, the company fail­

ed and went into the hands of the \ 
receivers. It was under receivership 
management for two years and wus ! 
then sold to the Texas Central Power j 
Company. During the time of the 
management of receivers the locul j 
plant had several managers, the 
outstanding ones being T. S. Kemp 
Hnd Cyrus Cope.

New equipment had been added 
during the time the receivers con­
trolled the plunt, and the Texas Cen­
tral Power Company added still 
more and improved the service. 
Among the improvements made was 
the white way street light­
ing syetem which was install­
ed in 1921. and in that same 
year $20,000 of n.w equipment wus 
added. Monty Garrison, who 
had been with the company as line 
man since 1920, was made manager 
in 19211, anil Cyrus Cope wus made 
superintendent of the plant. Sine; 
1921 tin service has improved and 
the cost of sivvi e has been reduced 
at different times. The Texas Cen­
tral Power Company sold tl-e Clar­
endon branch to Mid-Western Utili­
ties Company. The lust named 
company is now doing what other 
companies and other managers would 
have done under more favorable 
conditions, and are running a high 
line from Childress to Clarendon. 
Clarendon will, in a short time 
receive power from the big plant 
Ht Childress which 2,20(1 horse 
power. Th local plant with 375 
horse power will be completely over 
hauled and will be kept for emer­
gency use only. Childress, Kirk­
land, Estelline, Memphis, Hedley and 
Leila Luke will also receive power 
and lights from the high line.

Mr. Garrison says that everything 
is being done to improve the servic ■; 
that no expense and no care is be­
ing spared in making the service 
the most efficient possihl.-.

A few years 
ago the tobacco people were suffer­
ing hysteria and hydrophobia for 
fear that the prohibition which had 
descended on the liquor industry 
would hit them next. Possibly by­
way o f keeping the prohibitionists 
soothed. Will fills his tobacco adver­
tising with anti-prohibition argument. 
Of course it is humor and no one 
is supposed to take it seriously,

nevertheless it creates a false im­
pression and it is amazing how many 
-.qters depend for information on 
just such matter. Incidentally, Mr. 
Rogers is perhaps very much weal­
thier than he would have been but for 
prohibition inasmuch as prohibition 
has l>enefited the theatre to an amaz­
ing degree.

A best seller o f the type for which 
we have a weakness is the next of­
fender. The hero is one o f these 
handsome chaps just out of n collar 
advertisement who can lick a mob 
with one hand and always winds up 
by marrying a princess who is dis­
guised by such mazing beauty that 
no one would ever suspect her o f be­
ing a princess. It is highly interst­
ing story but is considerably less in­
teresting because the hero stops by 
the wayside to take a few side 
swipes at the prohibition law.

The prohibition law suffers from 
this kind o f unfair opposition con­
tinually. When anti-prohibition 
argument is put into the mouths of 
fiction characters, cartoon characters, 
vaudeville actors, ‘ ‘humor'' writers, 
etc., it is foul tactics. Of course the 
usual argument is that this stuff has

This is not a Boy Scout story, but 

u  an introduction, the writer wishes 
to say that every Scout every­
where is required as a part o f his 
iife work to do a good turn daily, 
nr to put the same expression into 
everyday usage, a good deed other 
than the usual routine of the day is 
•equired of a Boy Scout every day j 

of his life. | J I
The above practice, in a way. is 

die very best way o f teaching a 
child to be thoughtful and helpful 
to thore around it. There are many 
people hire who have the same feei­
ng toward their friends in Claren­
don and Donley County that a true 
Boy Scout has toward the rest of 
lis gang.

The greatest good turn that could 
>e done for the farmers o f Donley 
County would be the selling o f any 
■commodity at a good price that the 
farmers might choose to grow for 
i  living. The farmer, his wife, his 
laughter and his son should all be 
considered in doing good turqs for 
the rural population.

A brief resume of the data on 
tillable land compared to the land 
already in cultivation shows the 
average person that most o f the 
best tillable land o f Donley County 
i* already in cultivation. The farm­
er is working as hard as he ever 
did, knows his business better than 
ever before, spends more money and 
grows more products than ever be­
fore and gets more blessings and 
cussings than ever before yet his 
business has some peculiar principles 
in it that are not found in anjj other 
business.

Let us take a glance at the 
development o f the growing of 
cotton for the past ten years in 
Donley County. In 1916 the crop 

. o f cotton was slightly more than 
four thousand bales while today the

cro produced in the County will go 
beyond the eighteen thousand bale 
mark. The cotton grower every­
where is hoping that the other cot­
ton farmer will fail to grow a crop 
so that he may get a fair price for 
his cotton. Then, too, if  he grows 
a bumper crop it is worthless, and 
if he grows none he is also a loser 
which makes his condition a peculiar 
one, indeed.

In the face of thisc facts, let us 
wonder what the price o f  cofton and 
the condition o f farmers everywhere 
would be if  the more than fifty great 
cotton producing counties o f Tex­
as had not had a crop failure this 
yiar. Then, again, the average per­
son does not realize that thousands 
o f dollars were lost this fall on ad­
vances o f transportation and money 
t«  worthless persons, who after re­
ceiving transportation and clothing 
from many farmers, turned at the 
■first opportunity and left the help­
less farmers with heavy .expenses to 
bear for them.

The great "Good Turn” that could 
be done for the farmers is not to 
show them any means or direct any 
activities o f  any kind whatever as 
the farmer knows how to farm and 
produce the goods. His great need 
is a ready, stable, marketing sys­
tem for his products in order that 
he may be reasonably assured that 
he will be rewarded for .hi* -year’s 
labor when it is finished.

Many people say that it is too dry 
to grow onions, sweet potatoes, 
water melons, alfalfa, and other 
crops that are grown on a small 
scale in the County but every year 
the farmers who are doing this are 
getting good returns from such 
crops and th iy  are to be found in 
many different parts o f the County. 
This year, sweet potatoes sold at 
an average o f two dollars a bushel

wholesale, water melons averaged 
two cents a pound, and alfalfa 
brought an average of twenty dol­
lars a ton with five cutting o f an 
average of a ton to the acre. This 
reminds the writer •-»' a story heard 
a short time ago about an enterpris­
ing young rooster who saw an open­
ing in the fence and walked out. 
His wanderings led to an ostrich 
farm across the hills where he saw 
an ostrich egg lying in the sun large 
and beautiful. After walking around 
the egg several times he began roll­
ing it over toward his own yard. 
As soon as he had gotten it into the 
poultry yard he set up a loud call 
to all the hens o f the flock and when 
they had all arrived and had looked 
the monstrous egg over the young 
rooster remarked, “ I just thought 
I would bring this egg back from 
my travels in order that you hens 
might see what your neighbors are 
doing in other communities."

What are farmers doing in other 
communities where the conditions 
are the same ds ours? In several 
counties the farmers' have pledged 
as high as a hundred and twenty- 
five acres for onions, the same 
amount in sweet potatoes and in 
watermelons. While other counties 
are growing and prospering where 
the hen is giving a hundred per cent 
dividends each year. Scientific tests 
reveal the fact that it requires from 
thirteen to eighteen cents to pro­
duce a dozen eggs and the person 
who is selling eggs at sixty or even 
forty cents a dozen is making a nice 
profit from the investment. More 
than thirty thousand dollars worth 
o f cream checks are given the farm­
ers o f this county each year which 
is a small item compared to the 
same business in our neighboring 
counties.

In as much as the number of

I

farms for Donley county cannot be 
increased very materially, it is up to 
the farmers of the County w ho have! 
had so much trouble with cotton to i 
turn to something else for re-I 
muneration of his many long lioufe 
o f tooil in the cotton patch. Pork 
was never higher nor harder to get 
since the time when the Piper’s 
son stole the pig and away he ran. 
Meats o f all kinds were never any 
higher than when the cow jump­
ed over the moon It seems that 
n< w is the best time that a fanner 
ever had to turn to something else 
for un opportunity to make a liv -‘ 
i»g  besides so much cotton.

As a concluding remark, let it be' 
said that whaetver the farmer wants 
to grow he it cotton then our good

turn is to work for a better market 
with a better staple, if it be i>oultry, 
cream, pork, beef, grain, water-] 
melons, sweet potatoes, onions or 
any other crop, the hardest o f e f­
forts will be put forth in order to 
see that not one bit o f any crop 
shall go unmarketed at a price that 
shall be a real profit to the producer 
of the commodity.

A look in any direction will show 
that there are many good turns that 
have already been done viz: an up- 
to-date water system and sewage 
disposal, excellent telephone system, 
wide well lighted streets, nice clean 
hotels, up-to-date business houses, 
new post office building, modern ice 
plant, good fire fighting facilities, 
and soon the people o f Clarendon 
are to enjoy the service of a modern 
electrical high voltage system that 
will be capable o f serving a town of 
many times the present size o f Clar­
endon. These and many other good 
turns have been done by those who 
have passed from the stage of ac­
tion but there still remains many 
good turns yet to be made.

The first great “ Good Turn" that 
ought to he considered and done is 
the united effort of every Clarendon 
citizen along w-ith other towns near­
by that ought to be put forth to 
bring natural gas into this section of 
the Panhandle. Contrary to the be­
lief that the paved highways will 
he the doom of the small towns, the 
owners and promoters everywhere 
are now- hunting locations in small 
towns for public utility concerns be­
cause of the lower costs o f factory 
sites, cheaper rentals, for both fac­
tory and employee and the fact that 
the small town offers better health 
and social conditions than are to be 
found in the larger towns and cities. 
Still, other items are to be consider­
ed such as water, raw material and

a cheep fuel for the immense boil­
ers of factory, mill, gin. and busi­
ness house.

Plans are going forward now for 
a greater supply o f water for Clar­
endon which will soon be settled, as 
far as such a problem is concerned. 
Raw materials of many different 
kinds may be secured for factories 
for Clarendon either in the County 
or in adjoining counties. It now re­
mains for natural gas to be brought 
in to solve the cheap fuel problem.

It seems from developments of the 
last few months that Donley County 
is to be left completely out o f the 
circle hut there are many “ Mis­
sourians" in Donley County that 
must “ be shown” that they are out 
before they are willing to give up 
the effort. The writer wishes to 
cast his lot with the “ show me" fel­
lows and do everything possible that 
natural gas may be a reality in Don­
ley county soon.

SKETCH OF PANHANDLE’S
FIRST SETTLEMENTS

The Panhandle otf the State derives 
•U name from a block o f country ly­
ing North of a West line o f an ini­
tial monument at the intersection of 
100th meridian with Red River. This 
country embraces a territory of 
twenty-five counties, and is bounded 
on the East by Oklahoma and on the 
North by the neutral strip or Okla­
homa, and by New Mexico on the 
West. These two territories referred 
to were filled for many years with 
outlaws and desperadors making this 
strip o f country known as the Pan­
handle, a place peculiarly adapted 
for the home o f criminals and out­
laws. This part o f the State em­
bracing all the North or West part 
o f  this State was aibsolutely un­
known and unsurveyed until after the 
Civil War, so far as the surveyors 
were concerned. But the country 
was thoroughly explored from 1861 to 
1865 by State Troops or Texas 
Rangers in pursuit o f outlaws and 
Indians, mostly Indians. We explor­
es! all the territory referred to, that 
is explored as far north as the 
Wichita Mountains and West into 
New Mexico, and the southern divi­
sion as far south as the Colorado 
River. The word “explored”  is used 
in a general sense as we were hunt­
ing outlaws and Indians, our know­
ledge o f the country being thus gain­
ed incidentally. ■ All the rivers at 
that time were mapped down cither 
by myself or Lieutenant Woolfoid, 
since at that time there never hud 
been any survey made in this State 
further west that the Western Cross 
Timbers, and the country thereto. 
I understand Lieutenant Woolfork is 
still living in Young County, near oM 
Fort Belnap. He could probably 
verify this statement.

Speaking o f the Panhandle, as I 
understand it, tMe block o f country, 
when Texas was a Republic, went 
much farther north and was bound­

ed on the north by Kan ,as, n.-man's 
land came off o f this strip, being cut 
off when Texas was admitted to the 
United States it being north o f a 
line agreed upon as dividing free 
and slave states, the authorities be­
ing also governed by a map made by 
some Frenchman who had never seen 
the country. Our Colonel in time of 
the war got hold o f one of these 
old maps. The Colonel’s being obsti­
nate and the inaccurarcy of the map, 
gave me much trouble as a guide, as 
this map did not show Pease River, 
the Wichita or Red River, though it 
did show the North and South Cana­
dian, which were legally, under the 
treaties our Northern boundary. The 
Attorney General o f this State 
brought a foolish suit and lost 
through the courts part o f this ter­
ritory. However, after being explor­
ed by the Texas Rangers, while de­
fending the country during the Civil 
War, it lay dormant and virtually 
unknown by the masses until 1864. 
By this time surveys had been made 
and the United States Troops had 
reached herein controlling the Kiowas 
and Commanche Indians.

However, the Canyon had been en­
tered and explored by one Captain 
Marcy o f the United States Army in 
1852. (See “ Captain Marcy's Ex­
plorations o f  the Red River if Tex­
as ami Nachodoches.” ) It will pro­
bably be remembered that the si urce 
o f the Red River was unknown for 
many years and two or three at­
tempts were made to locate it before 
it was done by Captain Marcy. He 
went south from Fort Cobb, now in 
Oklshoma, until he struck Rad River 
and followed It up day by day until 
he reached Canyon Ceta Blaaco, near 
Canyon City. Undoubtedly he was 
the first white man who ever saw the 
canyon.

The next was 1864 when General 
McKenzie was after tha Indians.

The next was Goodnight and his 
party, moving his cattle in 1866. 
We came in just South o f Amarillo, 
striking south until we reached the 
Puloduru, following it down to the 
mouth o f the Canyon Ceta Blanco, 
then south o f the Canyon to where 
the Indians trail entered the canyon 
below the falls, following the canyon 
down to where the old Headquarters 
now stand. This in fact, was the 
first settlement, as a settlement, in 
what is known as the Panhandle. It 
was absolutely a trackless,roadless 
territory filled with lawless people 
unusual in number even for a wild 
country. The Indians made frequent 
raids through it, but they did little 
damage— a few people killed, a few 
horses stolen.

Fort Elliott existed with two or 
three companies o f Cavalary. -I 
think some o f the officers had their 
wives. A little later there was 
quite a trading post started near 
Fort Elliott where an immense buf­
falo hide trading was done, many 
thousands buffaloes being sold an­
nually.

It was patronized by outlaws, 
thieves, cut-throats, and buffalo hunt­
ers, with a large per cent o f prosti­
tutes. Taking it all in all, I think 
it was the hardest place I ever saw 
on the frontier except Cheyenne, 
Wyoming. At this time there was 
not a public road in all this coun­
try except from Fort Elliott north, 
and the Indian Trading roads com­
ing in from New Mexico, south of 
the Canyon and the Quitaque Coun­
try.

There was no semblance o f law in 
tHs part o f the Panhandle except 
what was enforced by the cattle men 
arbitrarily.

The next settlement made was by 
T. 8. Bugbee in 1867 on the Cana­
dian River, seventy-five miles north 
o f the Paloduro. His wife and Mrs. 
Goodnight lived for six months at a 
time the most isoluated life I have 
ever known in all my frontier ex-, 
periencea. Neither could have seen1 
any associates for from six to twelve

months. They both claim those to be 
among their happiest days.

As before stated, the cattlemen en­
forced all the order there was in 
this vast teritory, and from North 
Fork south, no whiskey was ever al­
lowed. It was kept out by foive 
until law reached here. a  great 
many arrests were made and crimi­
nals were either forwarded to Mexico 
or to settlements east. This was 
done by furnishing escorts from 
ranch to ranch until they reached or­
ganized law. And up to the time of 
the organization o f Donley County 
there was not a murder in the coun­
try including the whole section south 
of Mobeetie, or in other words all 
the parts that were kept free of 
whiskey.

Now in 1878 the conglomeration of 
buffalo hunters, gamblers, thieves 
and thugs, conceived the idea of or­
ganizing Wheeler County. The read' 
er will bear in mind, however, thut 
among this conglomeration, there 
were a few genuinely good men who 
afterwards became settlers. Pro­
bably some o f them were then. The 
Rev. E. Dubbs was one of these 
exceptions. At this time be bad re­
tired from Buffalo hunting and was 
a settler on Sweet Water. He was 
elected County Judge of Wheeler 
County at the time of organization. 
Being elected at this time gave him 
an opportunity to serve his country 
it a way that he can never be paid 
for, that could not now be thoroughly 
appreciated or understood, and he 
will never be repaid for the services 
rendeed and the risk run. Through 
his influence and effort the country 
was saved o f much indebtedness and 
wrong doing, and was eventually 
pulled into shape o f civilization. 

Theie' is no question but what the 
eople owe much to Dubbs for hold­

ing things down as well as they 
were. Had it not been for Judge 
Dubbs the nchoAl land would have 
been wasted and many other things 
squandered.

In 1879 what was known as the
( hristian Colony reached Donley 
County, and settled on Salt Fork at 
the mouth of Carroll Creek. I should 
judge that here were twenty-five or 
thirty families, all northern and 
eastern people. This colony was set­
tled, as before stated, nbout seven 
miles north o f the present town of 
Clarendon. They were temperate 
and educated people and were located 
as a temperance Christian Colony. 
But 1 thought them the least quali­
fied for frontier people of ativ I had 
seen. Most o f them got discouraged 
and left the country. The Kev. J. J. 
Stanton is. I believe, the only one left 
in the country.

The condition of the thinly sett! d 
Panhandle about 1879 or 1880 was 
such that it wa- deemed hest to get 
the better class of |>eople, ranchmen 
and settlers, together to have a bet­
ter organization and understanding, 
therefore there was a call made for 
all the people from the Canadian on 
the North to the Quitaque and Mata­
dor Ranch on the South. We met at 
the old town o f Mobeetie, near Fort 
Elliott, in the spring o f 1889 or­
ganizing what was known us the 
Panhandle Cattle Association and 
taking in any settler that would join 
us, whether he had one cow or ten 
guaranteeing that our ntto;neys 
would take care o f his legal battles 
and our inspectors would take care o f 
his cattle interests. In other words 
we wished to keep the weak from 
being overrun by the bad and strong.

At the time of organization I was 
elected the first president and served 
for one year; and was then succeed­
ed by Judge O. H. Nelson, lie at that 
time having considerable interest 
here, and his having gone through 
the settlement and civilization of 
southern Kansas, fitting him splen­
didly for the position. There is no 
man in the Panhandle who deserves 
more credit for the risks he ran and 
the service he perfomed. He spent 
his money freely and risked his life 
to make this a country o f law and 
order. I think that no man ever 
received niore annonymous letters 
and threats than did Judge Nelson.

In 1882 it was thought best to or­
ganize Donley County to better ad­
just our affairs and to get away 
from Wheeler County. The organi­
zation was made with G. A. Brown, 
as County Judge, John D. Wilson, 
sheriff; W. I). Kindall, treasurer; 
J. H. Parks, surveyor; C, Goodnight, 
T. W. Morrison and L. R. Dyer, 
county commissioners. The county 
kept entirely out of debt, being run 
very economically until the country 
was settled. The citizens found that 
the officers could not serve the 
country for the salaries allowed 
them by law, hence we paid the o f­
ficers salaries to justify them to 
serve us. G. A. Brown was allowed 
$1,000 per year for two years, the 
sheriff $1500. I believe the county 
attorney was allowed $2500. Tem­
ple Houston, when he served as Dis­
trict Attorney, was presented with a 
law library and furnished other 
sums, I do not remember what his 
salary allowance was. After Brown 
retired, Judge White was elected 
judge of Donley County and allowed 
$800 per year until the country got 
settled. He served 12 or 14 years 
or until his death. In hiring officers 
to protect the people the cattlemen 
were assessed direct for their salary.

At that time there was no school 
fund or any means o f schooling chil­

dren in this part of the country.
Judge White called my attention to 
this matter and the pitiful condition .J 
that existed and the inability o f the 
settlers to educate their children. 1 
told him I would call the matter up 
with the couthern division o f the 
cattlemen at our next meeting. They 
at once instructed me to have the 
secretary W. L. R. Dixon, figure ou t! 
the prorate and send it in and they

would pay it. This was done and j 
every dollr was paid and the school i 
was kept going for two years. Not  ̂
one of the cattle men had a child in 
school. There is a citizen now of the j 
town of Goodnight with a large: 
family, mostly grwn, whom I asked j 
a few days ago if he remembered 
the circumstances. He answered he ; 
did and it was about all the educa- j 
tion ho ever got in the school room, j

To give one some idea of the days 
referred to in this letter, meaning the 
period when 1 first settled here, 
there was not a permanent settle­
ment aside from Fort Elliot, from 
here north to the Arkansas River 
west to New Mexico, south to the 
Itin Grande, east to the Western 
Cross Timbers of this State. Now 
in this great wilderness there was a 
vust number o f  outlaws passing to 
and fro hs well as Indians. In fact 
they were far more dangerous than 
the Indians.

The upper Canadian was settled 
with a very reckless class o f people, 
cattlemen and all. They were 
against the Association and every­
thing civil; Captain Arrington fol­
lowed some of them to Massachusetts 
and brought them back to trial. At 
nbout this time the noted “ Billy, The 
Kill," was raiding along our frontier 
with his band. It became necessary 
In get him and have it stopped. One 
John W. Poe. a deputy sheriff of 
Mobeetie (Inter a banker of Roswell), 
at that time, was selected for the job 
of getting “ Billy, The Kid,” I do 
rut remember the salary paid him. 
He was instructed to go to Pecos 
River and remain until he could 
locate the outlaw. He did so, and

was the cause of killing of “ Billy, 
The Kid ”.

Pat Garrett, whom Poe got to join 
him would not have gotten “ Billy, 
The Kid” if it had not iteon for Poe’s 
coolness and judgment. So the 
people owe him a debt for ridding 
the country of one o f the worst cri­
minals that was ever on the border. 
Prior to this "The Kid”  had been 
known to spend weeks at a time at 
Taseosa without being molested.

The cow boy’s life has very often 
been written up. hut hus never been 
touched as to the real history. More 
especially the class that settled the 
Panhandle. They not only went 
through nil the. privations and dis­

comfort- o f !jf(. #nd hard work and 
exposure, but the real hours the cow 
hoy gave in actual service, wher. 
working on open range as they did 
in those days was about eighteen 
hours. Which was performed with­
out the last complaint. They per­
formed the work as Cow hands but 
they served as soldiers and officers 
u.- well. And as far as I know' a 
cow boy was never tried for a crime 
in tlie Panhandle. A record no 
other class o f men can equal.

In 1890 the county o f Armstrong 
was organi zed and moved along in 
god shape. The country was civiliz­
ed and settled prior to its organiza­
tion.— Charles Goodnight.

“ Addressing an Old Settlers Reunion 
at Alvarado. Texas, former lieuten­
ant governor Lynch Davidson pointed 
out to a large gathering assembled 
that "Texas is in the grip of crime— 
a crime wave is sweeping the state. 
Murder, hi-jacking, bootlegging, rob­
bery and arson ure chronicled by 
large numbers in the daily press of 
the State."

In an inteiview given out here to­
day on the subject, he quotes Richard 
Washburn Childs, late Ambasador 
from the United States to Italy, as 
saying recently:

"W e have one preeminent national 
disgrace. It is our crime record.”  

“ Ambassador Childs quotes one 
foreign prime minister us having said 
to him, concerning the tide o f crime 
in the United States:

“ With your passion to make laws, 
with your hunger to remake hu­
manity by statute, how extra-ordi­
nary to discover that you fail to 
abide by law or enforce law.’ ”

“ Commenting on this charge, Mr. 
Childs said:

‘This often expressed indictment 
by other people gave my national 
pride a shudder, hut the indictment 
stands. We can laugh at the deri­
sion or accusation which is unfound­
ed upon fact. But when the outer 
world, to which some of our citizens 
desire to rend moral lessons against 
war, violence and unlawful conduct, 
tells us that we cannot—or at least do 
not— enforce the law. protect our­
selves from being the sport o f crimi­
nals or banish savage violence from 
our street, our city or our nation, we 
may well flinch.'

“ The charge i true," aid Am­
bassador Child ‘ The great and 
growing shame <> f America is 
CRIME.”

Speaking further on the subject. 
Governor Duvidson said:

"Diabolical crimes go unfathomed 
and unpunished. in a stone's throw 
of the capital of Texas the entire 
Engler family wa- brutally and hor­
ribly murdered. The perpetrators 
of the cimc hav< not been detected.

"A  mother and father present in 
the audience at Alvarado and within 
the sound of m\ voice,”  he stated 
today ‘‘ returned h ,ne that very night 
at Bono, Tcxa.-, t > And their son 
Gaither Me Elroy, tubbed and beaten 
into insensibility and almost lifeless. 
Can a more dastn lily, dirty thing oc­
cur, than to walk into the sacred pre­
cincts o f one's own home ami he as­
saulted at the door by the assasin 
and murderer'.’ Some sinister in­
fluence in manifestly at work.

“ England, with a population of 

.  45,000,000 people had thirty-three 
lillE  murders in the year 1924. Conviction 

1 is swift, and sure in England. So 
much so indeed that sixteen murderers 
upon on being caught almost in- 

j stantly committed suicide. The re- 
j maining murderers swiftly paid the 
jenalty e f their crime.

“ Texas, witih one-ninth of Eng­
land’s population, at the present late 
of daily murders, will exceed in 1925 
England’s murder total twenty times. 
It is altogether too easy in Texas 
for the criminal to avoid punishment 
and the consequences o f hjs act. It 
has almost come to pass that more 
concern over the criminal’s welfare 
is evidenced, than protection o f the 
law-abiding citizens. Peaceful law- 
abiding ritizenn of this country arc 
to be first considered and protected 
if government is to survive.

"First one way then another the 
criminal almost invariably escapee 
the rigors o f the law. If convicted 
in the courts he soon finds another 
way to freedom. Such methods are 
an open invitation to those with cri­
minal tendencies to violate the law 
and to the habitual criminal to con­
tinue his career of crime. Personal 
liberty and security o f life is a valua­
ble right. It cannot be had in a 
criminal ridden country. The good 
Christian law abiding sitizens o f Tex­
as are by big odds in the majority. 
They can demand and get law en­
forcement. Failing to do so, the 
remedy is open. Strike the mantle 
of office from the hands o f those en­
trusted with enforcement of the law 
and give it to those who will enforce 
the law and carry out its edicts.

"It goes without saying that 
tolerance and mercy should always 
be extended to the unfortunates of 
society who violate its rules, but with 
moderation. The verdicts o f juries 
and the decrees o f courts should 
never 1m1 lightly set aside. They 
are bhe it -t rumentality by which our 
Inws are enforced end society pro­
tected. They should be disturbed 
only in exceptional cases and when it 
is obvious injustice has been done, 
but never to further or fester per­
sonal or political interests.

IS THE SMALL TOWN BETTER
THAN THE CITY?

An old adage is that “ God made 
the country; man made the city; but 
the devil made the little town."

There seem to be few defenders of 
the little town in this day of the | 
wild scramble to get to the city. I 
That the town or at least the village j 
has always been the most universalj 
form of human territorial grouping 1 
is well known to students of history. 
The city ns we know it is a modern 
invention. So also is the open 
country as it existed in the t-arlie’- 
days of our national history.

In Europe people live in the vil­
lages and go to the country to work. 
In China they do the same. Among 
the primitive people village grouping 
has been well-nigh universal. It 
ir well to raise the question now as 
to whether the village is to continue 
in human society or be obliterated 
entirely. No one may be able to 
give a satisfactory answer now; but 
it is worth thinking about.

According to a schedule showing 
the division o f dairy products. pub­
lished by the United states Depart­
ment of Agriculture, the annual cost 
of wasted mtlU In our nation would 
make a liuppy pay day for the army 
and navy and still leuve an appro­
priation sufficient to Inilld enough 
combat planes to sutlsfy even the 
militant Mitchell.

The amount o f milk spilt, soured, 
rejected and otherwise wasted annu­
ally, is 3.339.986,000 pounds This at 
82 26 per hundred would approxi­
mate a n n u a l l y  the stupendous 
amount o f  $77,399,685.

However, a cheerful note rings 
through this tale o f econom ic loss to 
a nation. The same report shows 
u 1924 Increase o f 108 pounds of 
inilk per cow over 4923 production. 
Deducting this from  the figure pre­
viously given, leaves a loss through 
waste of only 313.607.325. a mere 
bagatelle, compared with our na­
tional debt o f m ore than twenty bil­
lions of dollars.

The Increased yield per cow Is duo 
to heightened efficiency on the farm; 
and future years promise even 
greater Increases.

It can be established that great im­
provement has been made and that 
there are grounds for believing that 
the town will again come into its 
own. Who knows?

BAPTIST CHURCH 
ORGANIZED 1890

The First Baptist Church of Clar­
endon was organized March 10th, 
1890.

Elder J. W. Brice, now living in 1 
South Texas was elected its first I 
pastor and W. A. Cooper was the 
first church clerk.

The pastor, church clerk, R. H. 
Hall, Elder J. W. Singletary, Mrs.
C. J. Hall, Laura Hall, Mrs. Single­
tary, Kate Cooper and Mary Sprack- 
sky comprised the membership.

April 25th, 1890, Mrs Rosa Ram­
sey, Mrs. M. J. Phillips, Mr*. 8. D. 
Gentry amt J. D. Anderson united by 
letter.

W. A. Cooper was the first Deacon 
to be ordained by the church. 
Kittie Prout, Lucy Carder and 
Anna Merrick (Mrs. Chas. Heisler) 
were the first members to be re­
ceived by baptism.

Feb. 14, 1892 a movement was 
start.cl to build a church. The large 
donations mentioned were J. W. 
Brice, $50.00, Mrs. Rosa Ramsey, 
$50.00 and Mrs. Mattie Sawyer, | 
$50.00. other smaller donations total-1 
ing $800.00. The first services were ( 
held in the ntw church June 29th, I  ̂
1892 The church records indicate 
the church dear of debt.

W. M. Stevens (recently deceased) 
and N. G. Calvert were the next two 
deacons to be ordained. In point 
o f service J. H. Rutherford is the 
oldest Deacon. Miss Lizzie Stevens 
holds the distinction o f being the 
oldest member in point of continu­
ous membership with the W. P. 
Blake a close second.

On May 14, 1893 the church bought 
an organ, this innovation caused p 
slight stir among the membership 
but wus amiably settled after two of 
the good sisters •‘tested”  it out and 
found that it looked alright and that

church at present has C pianos).
The first revival meeting was held 

beginning March 12, 1894 by J. W. f 
Brice, assisted by Bro. Elder of 
Qunnali, during this revival the 
records indicate that the pastor’s 
salary was raised to $200.00 p er ; 
year for half time service. The j 
young peoples’ unions were organiz- j 
ed in 1895.

The first organized choir of the 
church was in 1896 and the church i 
went on record as to any choir 
member who played for a dance 
hall, saloon or gambling hail.

A parsonage was bought in 1897. 
and additions and improvements 
made to church building in 1901. 
Twenty-three members withdrew 
from the Clarendon church in June 
1897 to organize at church at Mifflin 
post office, was present Boydston 
school house. The minutes o f the 
Mifflin Church indicate that it was 
an nrm of the Clarendon church.

The Church commenced full time 
services in 1900. Parsonage was sold 
and the present parsonage bought 
during this same year. As far as the 
records show the church has been 
served by fourteen pastors.

Present church, was built in 1913. 
The Sunday School annex was built 
in 1921.

Present worth of church property 
estimated at $43,000.00, no indebted­
ness. 526 members. The church 
has 50 Sunday School rooms and 
auditorium, 28 officers and teachers. 
368 enrolled Sunday School students 
with an average attendance o f 280. 
I-ast year’s expenditures were 
$5,968.27, the year ending Sept. 1925.
