No Donley County Women 
To Visit Cemeteries 

of Europe

By an act of Congress approved 
March 2, 1929. entitled ‘ ‘An act to 
enable the mothers and widows of 
the deceased soldiers, sailors and 
marines of the American forces 
now interred in the cemeteries of 
Europe to make a pilgrimage to 
these cemeteries.” Those who do 
not wish to make the trip will be 
allowed the cash equivalent of the 
cost of such a journey. The trip 
may be taken now or in later 
years.

Of the 11,440 entitled to make 
the trip, 6,730 had signified their 
desire up to the first of the month. 
Of that number, 5,523 wish to 
make the trip this year. The pro­
bable cost of this arrangement is 
estimated by the War Department 
at $5,653,200.

In his canvases the grama grasses 
ripple before the wind, the evanes­
cent shadows of the breaks come 
and go. and the canyons of the 
Palo Duro blaze in their abonginal 
wildness Along the breaks of the 
Plains.
