Government Request Meets 
With Ready Response Of 

Donley Farmers

From  the beginning, governm ent 
officials have been Insisting th a t 
farm ers not exceed the estim ated 
yield of cotton in m aking their 
estim ate claims. The average acre 
production for Donley county was 
given a t 167 pounds per acre.

In the beginning of the prepara­
tion of claims in th is county, some 
based estim ates as high as 300 
pounds per acre. Those handling 
the m a tte r here were of the opin­
ion th a t such estim ates could only 
re ta rd  the tim e of paym ent since 
a  readjustm ent would likely be 
made by governm ent officials be­
fore final paym ent.

This week a  num ber of cotton 
producers have come in and asked 
th a t their estim ates be reduced. 
Some having plac xi their f irs t esti­
m ate as high as 300 pounds per 
acre, were content w ith 175. Some 
of those tak ing  options agreed to 
a reduction from 300 down to 225.

More and more farm ers are ta k ­
ing options ra th e r than cash plan 
over the week. They figure th a t 
w ith the deflation of the dollar, 
cotton a t  present prices are no 
higher now than  two m onths ago, 
but if there is any appreciable 
raise, they will realize more by the 
option plan.

To date 637 applications repre­
senting 16,256 acres of cotton to 
be destroyed have been received by 
the county com mittee. Of this a- 
mount, 4,081 acres have been ap ­
proved by the Committee. I t  is 
estim ated th a t con tracts represent­
ing some 5,000 acres are in the 
hands of local com m unity com m it­
tees not yet turned in.

Donley county 's cotton acreage 
quota set by the governm ent is 
21,120 acres, 'n ils  Is said to be 30 
percent of the average acreage 
planted for the p ast five years. 
The average acreage production on 
125 approved applications is given 
a t 172 pounds. The governm ent 
figures show an average over past 
five years as being 167 pounds. The 
The county com m ittee urges th a t 
the applicants keep average below 
174.

The U. S. S ecretary  of Agricul­
tu re  has established Ju ly  31st as 
the dead line fo r rejection or ap­
proval of these cotton contracts. 
The m a tte r should be rushed ac­
cording to  inform ation had from 
the County Committee.

WAVE COVERS ALL 

WESTERN STATES
Vernon Register* H i g h e s t  

In State Tuesday When 
114 Is Reached

Feed crops in Donley county 
have suffered from the intense 
heat of the p ast several days, and 
more especially this week. Crops 
on th a t portion receiving rain last 
week are m aking a fine growth as 
hot winds have been less noticeable 
this week.

Clarendon is said to have regis­
tered the highest tem perature of 
the season Tuesday when 109 was 
registered. Amarillo had 110, and 
this degree of heat was m aintained 
across the northern tie r of counties 
of the state . Kervllle appears to  be 
the coolest place in Texas having 
never gone above 84.4 up to  W ed­
nesday of th is week.

The average rainfall for the 
s ta te  during June of la s t year was 
2.78. This year i t  is .78 inches. 
Crops over the s ta te  a re  spotted 
and small grain  will be very short 
according to  late governm ent 
estim ates.

Editor T. E. Johnson of the A- 
marillo Globe-News and chairm an 
of the Amarillo P ark  Board, in­
form s the public of the progress 
being made on the park  site, and 
the possibilities of the future.

“‘The Palo Duro P ark  project 
will get under way w ithin 10 days. 
All requirem ents of both the sta te  
and federal governm ent have been 
met. Three companies of 200 men 
each, under control of the Army, 
will be located on the park. The 
federal government, through its 
national park  service, is sending 
men to Amarillo this week to plan 
the park on an extensive scale. It 
is entirely probable th a t the pro­
ject will be taken over as a  nation­
al park  before It is finished and 
th a t much more money will be 
spent on Improvements than now 
authorized.

P resen t plans call for almost a 
half million dollars being spent on 
the Palo Duro program , including 
the small park  in the Palisades. 
A ltogether, four companies of men 
are to be employed for six months. 
Their payroll is $150,000. Camp 
supplies for these men call for 
$120,000. There Is an appropriation 
of $72,000 for building m aterials 
and an RFC loan of $124,000 for 
construction, running the total up 
to $446,000 now available for the 
work.

This noes not take Into account 
the value of the property  a fte r the 
im provem ents have been made. 
The land was acquired by the 
s ta te  under term s whereby It will 
he paid for out of concession re 
venues. No down paym ent was 
made and the s ta te  is not obligated 
except for the concession receipts. 
In a  nutshell, the Panhandle is get 
ting  a  s ta te  park  of 14,000 acres 
and the governm ent is spending 
$446,000 to  improve it-and all w ith 
out cost, excep. for some prelim ­
inary  expenses incurred by the lo­
cal com m ittee In pu ttin g  over the 
project.

Amarillo had no cham ber of 
commerce to pay the expense of 
the committee. Time w as the big 
element, and it w asn’t  possible to 
raise an expense fund. A few A- 
marillo individuals guaranteed the 
costs of the prelim inary work, 
which am ounted to $1,685 for A- 
m arillo’s part. Canyon citizens 
spent $2,212, m aking a total out­
lay, locally, of $3,879 for the park 
project. M ajor Item of expense was 
drilling of w ater wells. Under the 
governm ent’s plan for such pro­
jects, local communities m ust have 
w ater available before the work Is 
authorized. The Amarillo and C an­
yon com m ittees drilled seven wells 
In all. But, a t  th a t, it should be 
a  fa ir  trade. F or $3,897 we are to 
have a m ajor park  where the gov­
ernm ent Is spending $466,000 for 
Improvements.

Convict Skill is Managed 
To Produce Necessities 

For Other System

U nder the m anagem ent of Lee 
Simmons, the prison system  of 
Texas is being m anaged in a most 
efficient manner. The skill of each 
individual convict Is being utilized 
to  the best Interests of both prison­
er and the state.

R ight a t  this tim e the prison 
system  is supplying shoes to all 
the s ta te  eleemosynary institutions 
of the state . Canned goods of ve­
getables will be supplied them 
later. They have already canned 
117,000 cans to date.

L ast year more than  500 con­
victs were tau g h t to  read and 
write. There are 840 illiterates in 
the prison system  now, divided 
racially as follows:W hites, 303; 
negroes. 428; and Mexicans, 109. 
Of the 5,375 convicts in prison 
2,529 are enrolled in the school.

The prison school curriculum  in­
cludes seven grades of academic 
work and 68 vocational courses. 
When Mr. Simmons took over the 
prison system  there were only 300 
enrolled In the school. In four 
years he has increased this to 2,- 
529. N ight schools are held a t all 
22 prison cam ps and a t the H unts­
ville unit. A ttendance is voluntary 
except in the case of illiterates.

Cotton acreage on the prison 
farm s had already been cu t one- 
th ird  by Mr. Simmons, but in addi­
tion to th is he has agreed to re­
duce the prison farm  acreage In 
each county a percentage equal to 
•hat averaged by farm ers in the 
county under the federal crop re­
duction plan.

Up to  July 1 of this year only 
28 convicts had escaped as com 
pared with the more than  600 who 
broke out annually several years 
ago.

“Of course we may lose 100 to­
night,” Mr. Simmons said. “I t  does 
not pay to  brag  about not having 
m any escapes."

Weapons Used In Death 

Struggle

The firs t killing in several years 
am ong the colored elem ent took 
place on the north side shortly  a f ­
te r  noon Tuesday when T aft Clem- 
mens Is alleged to have fired two 
shots a t BUI Jones, one tak ing  ef­
fect In an upw ard range through 
the body causing death w ithin a 
short time.

Im m ediately a f te r  the shooting 
Clemmens beat- it for the jail to 
surrender, carry ing  his pistol a- 
long. He came to  the rea r of the 
jail covered w ith blood and su r­
rendered to Mrs. Guy Pierce, who 
w as alone w ith her babe a t  the 
time.

Clemmens’ head w as In a b a t­
tered condition said to have been 
due to a spring leaf in the hands of 
Jones. The prinoipal dam age was 
a  gash across the back and one 
across the front of his head.

The quarrel is said to  have a- 
risen over a flippant rem ark made 
by Clemmens to  a b ro ther of Jones 
with reference to  personal appear­
ance. The argum ent was continued 
and Clemmens claimed he w ent 
outside the building where a gam ­
bling gam e w as in progress, and 
as he was tu rn ing  the com er of 
the building w as struck  from  be­
hind. As he tu rned  he w as struck 
across the forehead, according to 
his sta tem en t given County A ttor­
ney King. I t  w as a t this tim e he 
drew the pistol and fired w ith fa ­
ta l effect.

Clemmens is said to have waived 
a  prelim inary hearing and will re­
m ain in jail until the fall grand 
ju ry  can pass upon his case. He 
was given a th ree year suspended 
sentence some tim e ago for having 
broken Into the Rayburn Sm ith 
filling station.

Quite a num ber of the colored 
citizens hung around the court­
house during the afternoon includ­
ing the wife of the accused. The 
dead m an had no family. Soon a f ­
te r  the shooting a ca r loaded w ith 
negroes was seen to come across 
the bridge near the laundry and 
head east a t  a nothing fla t rate. 
The driver w as crouched down be­
hind the steering  wheel, hatless 
and no doubt shoeless, not going 
any place In particular, but ce r­
ta in ly  “com ing aw ay" from  some 
where.

HIGHER BREAD PRICES.
In view of the fact that the working class of people in the 

larger cities buy bekery bread, the recent hike in prices has 
attracted the attention of Secretary Wallace of the Agricul­
tural Department. The bakery profession in general is being 
warned by him that unreasonable prices will not be tolerated 
under the excuse of a 30-cent wheat process tax. Mr. Wallace 
further calls attention to the fact that bakers during the de­
cline in prices claimed that flour expense was a small factor 
in figuring the cost of a loaf of bread, and that the elements 
other than flour entering the loaf was the principal cost. He 
thinks the same argument should hold good under present 
slight increase in flour costs, and that a 1-cent increase cost 
per loaf should be sufficient as compared to the retail price 
of May this year.

This protest from the consumer brings to the fore two 
thoughts. First, that the consumer cannot pay higher prices 
until a higher earning capacity has been provided. Second, 
that the Department officials are facing a national problem 
of combatting an orge of profiteering similar to that of a 
few years ago before the depressing period began. There is 
much encouragement in the thought that equal attention is 
to be given the sonsumer and the manufacturer in an effort 
to make an equitable adjustment that is suposed to bring 
the nation back to normalcy.

NEWSPAPERS AND RECOVERY ACT.
It may be possible for the federal government to compel 

the newppaper publishers and the printing fraternity in gen­
eral to adopt a code of ethics and comply with the code to a 
reasonable extent. No such conditions bordering on the mill- 
enium has been possible in the past much as the plan has 
been tried.

Viewing the Industrial Recovery Act from a layman’s 
viewpoint, it would seem that if the publishing fraternity, 
or any division thereof, should agree to any form of licensing 
process, such an act would jeopardize the freedom of the 
press. If the federal government has the power to license, it 
would also have the power to control. This power of control 
in time, would no doubt become a political machine that 
would preclude any incentive for, orthe possibility of the ex­
istence of an independent publication. In other words, for in­
stance, shall we as publishers become turncoat politicians 
changing with each national political party as it comes into 
power?

There is no question but what the regulation of certain 
defects in the publishing profession would redound to the 
benefit of the nation, and that latent laws should be brought 
out of the tomb and made a living example of justice. More 
especially does this statement apply to the publishers of 
weekly newspapers, many of which exist on false statements 
and questionable practice.

RADIO TO HELP NEWSPAPERS.
A reading of that heading will cause a large question mark 

to bob into the heads of other publishers. It should. Radio 
advertising is being debunked of its false claims. Corpor­
ations and others who have been paying fabulous sums for 
a “howl” over the air mixed un occasionally with a stale joke 
or a racket coming from a tii pan orchestra (?) are in open 
rebellion on a careful check-up. These advertising rackets 
did not reach the people. Those who have radios cut the ad­
vertising by instantly switching to another station when the 
advertising howl begins.

Now in order to overcome this reaction against radio ad­
vertising, newspaper men are being offered a glorious oppor­
tunity to go broke in a hurry by helping the radios stage a 
come back.

Here is the big idea. “Radio Mirror” in tabloid form of 
some 32 pages may be had for 40 cents a year. This tabloid 
is semi-monthly and may be given as a premium by the pub­
lisher. In fact those backing the Radio Mirror insist that it 
be given as such. Referring to the advertising in the envelope 
enclosed with a copy of the “spider” publication that is de­
signed to grab the “fly,” we read: “Grab this chance to se­
cure your favorite home paper with all the local news togeth­
er with this bright entertaining and instructive radio maga­
zine.”

There you have it in a nutshell! You can put the radio 
competitor advertising right into the same home along with 
your own publication. The radio tabloid is designed to grab 
the attention of the reader and lead him or her to the radio. 
The radio magazine will carry the national advertising. You 
as a weekly publisher will carry nothing except the message 
of a competitor. The radio can’t reach the reader any more, 
so the stations “hook-up” on a magazine that is designed to 
draw attention. It has been conclusively proven that folks 
read advertising better than they listen to it. For that reason, 
and that reason alone, we are being offered a radio magazine, 
and asked to help the enemy put it over in a big way before 
time for renewal of the contracts with the big corporations 
this fall.

Will weekly publishers fall for this form of cheap duplic­
ity? Some of them will. That is why it took weekly publishers 
several centuries to climb out of the dodo class, and many 
of them are still climbing.

TO NATION’S RECOVERY

Advertising, the most reliable 
stimulus to trade, is an essential 
factor upon which the hopes for 
business revival are based.

Mrs. Shick. of Ft. Elliot, Texas 
with her two children arrived in 
Clarendon on the 19 ult., to remain 
a  month or so.

Celebration of the fourth of July 
1879 a t  Clarendon was successful 
beyond expectations, nearly one 
hundred persons, men, women and 
children enjoyed the day together. 
L ast year the assemblage was 
small and very much inferior to 
the present. H. B. Hawkins was 
chief of the m anagem ent and wore 
his eagles. Mrs. Goodnight, Osborn, 
Kimbal, Hefflebower and others 
m anaged the public feast and 
spread, probably, the best table e- 
ver se t in the Pan Handle. Miss 
D ora Hefflebower with her piano 
rendered invaluable aid, supported 
by the choir. Mr. and Mrs. Allan, 
Hawkins, Copland, Sibert, Osborn, 
Reckerd and Loogie superintended 
the salute of 38 guns. The tables 
were spread in a  large unfinished 
house, and the exercises held be­
neath a  fine arbor or canopy en­

gineered by Mr. Copeland in front 
of the school house. The day was 
fa ir and all manifested an in terest 
in the occasion and in the happi­
ness of others. At nine o’clock the 
people gathered a t  the ringing of 
the bell. E. M. Lyness presided. 
The crowd sang heartily  the old 
“America”. Rev. Mr. Ames and Mr 
Allan delivered addresses of more 
than ordinary interest. “Bugle 
Blasts” and other appropriate m u­
sic was well rendered. A fter the 
dinner which was free, and of 
which all partook, followed a racy 
program  of toasts proposed by 
Jam es T. Otey, Esq., of which the 
following is an outline:

1. Our nation’s birthday—the day 
we celebrate—Response by Mr. A- 
mes.

2. The president of the United 
S ta tes—Response by Rev. W. A. 
Allan.

3. Texas the s ta te  of our adop­
tion—Jas. H. Parks.

4. The ladies of the fron tier— 
Mrs. N. D. Freem an.

5. Progress; past, present and 
fu tu re—J. S. Rockwell.

6. The friends we left behind us- 
David Heffelbower.

7. Our m others—J. W. Reckerd.
8. The fu ture of the Pan Handle 

of Texas—Wm Bocnyman.
9. The red man, his destiny— 

Norm an Holcome.
10. The children, our country’s 

future hope—E. M. Lyness.
Probably nowhere in the s ta te  

the “Glorious Fourth" celebrated 
more of decorum and loyalty  and 
less of whisky and nonesense than 
a t Clarendon.

“I t  Is all over now and we can 
sit and perspire in the unutterab le 
agonies of a  high collar and m in­
isterial dignity, while the cool 
south winds fill our lungs w ith

dust and our ears with the din of 
the noisy city. We feel uncom fort­
able am idst the restrictions of life, 
and we suspect we look so, for 
there is a  very wide con trast be­
tween the color of our countenance 
bronzed as it is by weeks of ex­
posure, and the white tie beneath 
it—a difference alm ost wide enough 
to  justify  the good old s is ter who 
greeted us on-our re tu rn  w ith the 
following observation: ‘Why you 
look alm ost like a negro.’ We sit 
a t  the desk and try  to  elucidate 
next Sunday’s them e but the eyes 
will unconsciously wander tow ard 
the trophies of our seven w eek’s 
hunt, and our mind fly off to  the 
staked plains and Clarendon, and 
we again inhale the glorious W est­
ern atm osphere and with a  happy 
lack of anything to do but to  slay 
buffalo or lounge the tim e aw ay 
beside some silvery stream . We con 
fess th a t we slay more buffalo and 
see more silvery stream s In the 
study than  we did out west, and 
of late too lounge more tim e away. 
We were much disappointed in 
Clarendon. I t  is fa r  more beauti­
ful than we supposed. I f  any one 
who ‘does" the  W est could see the 
little  fron tier city  under the cir­
cum stances in which we saw It, 
Donley would son be the home of 
m ultitudes. D ay a fte r  day we had 
traveled our w ay across the S ta k ­
ed Plains th a t stretched aw ay on 
every side, brown, dusty, barren.

“—We em erged from the depths 
of Goodnight cavern  one beautiful 
Sabbath m orning and suddenly 
cam e upon Clarendon. The crysta l 
w aters of Red River, the neat 
dwellings and the vast ex ten t of 
fertile  soil s tre tch ing  aw ay as fa r 
as the eye could reach, form ed the 
loveliest picture we have ever 
seen. We were home again. N orth ­

ern enterprise w as visible every­
where. The tall corn and other 
crops reminded us of o ther days 
In beloved Illinois.

"The nea t schoolhouse, the notes 
of whose bell fell w ith strangely  
sweet cadence on our ears, told us 
th a t the northern  h earts  which 
beat in th a t village w ere C hristian  
hearts. We were a t  home again— 
doubly so when we felt the cordial 
g rasp  and hearty  good wishes of 
th a t prince of good fellows, Parks, 
and hosts of o thers whose faces 
are im aged in our hea rt!!  We wish 
th a t we were w ith them  again, and 
who could blame u s ? ”
NOTE: The above w as w ritten  by 
some one who signed his nam e 
(C. H.)

P. S. The town w as moved in 
1889 to  where Clarendon, Texas 
is now located on the F o rt W orth 
and Denver Railroad.

I  have endeavored to copy these 
la s t articles as they  appeared in 
the  1879 issue of the Clarendon 
News, w ithout changing any  of the  
words even though they were m iss­
pelled.

factorily, says O. B. Marti, director 
of Texas A. and M. College E xten­
sion Service. R eturning from a reg 
lonal wheat conference for repres­
entatives of 9 Southw estern sta tes 
last week he pointed out th a t it is 
the firm intention of the Adminis­
tra tion  to for t  w heat prices up to 
a parity  with the general price 
level through distribution of a 30- 
cent-per-bushel processing tax pro­
claimed effective Ju ly  8th by the 
Secretary  of Agriculture.

“On the other hand," sayes Mr. 
M artin, "by the plans tentatively 
announced Texas growers would 
have to reduce their acreage an a- 
verage of 25% in order to partici 
paet in the benefits if a 20% re 
duction is ordered. In some coun­
ties growers m ight have to reduce 
acreage by as much as 50% to re­
ceive benefits. This is due to the 
fact th a t the five year acreage a- 
verages on which s ta te  and county 
allotm ents are based is not as high 
In Texas as the three-year acreage 
average on which the individual 
farm  allotm ent is based. This in 
tu rn  is due to the newly settled 
w heat lands of the Panhandle. The 
same problem exists in Oklahoma. 
Kansas and Colorado. We are p re­
senting a brief for Texas to  the 
A gricultural A djustm ent Act offic­
ials pointing out tbe injustice and 
suggesting changes.”

National cam paign plans call for 
prelim inary conferences as early as 
Ju ly  15th and an active contract 
signing cam paign beginning early 
in August, Mr. M artin reports. 
P lans for the Texas cam paign are 
being held up pending a sa tisfac­
to ry  adjustm ent of the basis for 
com puting the individual farm  
acreage. The Extension Service has 
been drafted  to conduct the work 
of inform ing growers of the details 
of the plan.

As planned by the A dm inistra­
tion, signers of contracts would or­
ganize local county w heat produc­
tion control associations which 
would handle the relief through di­
rect con tract w ith regional w heat 
offices. I t  is proposed to  meet the 
local expense of adm inistration in 
the counties by levies on farm ers’ 
benefits, estim ated to  am ount to 
an average the country over of a- 
bout 2 cents per bushel.

The plan In brief consists of the 
grower signing a  three-year con­
trac t to reduce acreage as directed 
by the Adm inistration and to  farm  
the rem aining w heat acres In a 
workmanlike m anner, in return  for 
which the farm er would be paid 
each fall 30 cents per bushel for 
the portion of the expected crop 
th a t Is estim ated will go into do­
mestic human consumption. P ay ­
m ents would be made in two In­
stallm ents, the firs t about Septem ­
ber 15th and the o ther a fte r seed­
ing time. F irs t paym ents would b? 
made this fall, wbicb means th a t 
in exchange for a  reduced acreage 
for 1934 and 1935 the grower 
would receive th ree yearly pay­
ments. in the autum ns of 1933, 
1934 and 1935.

Of vital in terest to  Texans is the 
crop insurance fea tu re  which pro­
vides th a t paym ents will be made 
If the farm er fulfills his p a rt of the 
contract even though the crop ia

destroyed by hail, wind, drouth or 
insects.

On the other hand, a  farm er 
m ust con tract this year for three 
years and he m ay not withdraw. 
Failure to comply w ith the con­
tra c t la te r th is year or in the suc­
ceeding two years would result in 
the Government declaring the ad ­
vance paym ents a  lien against fu ­
tu re  crops.

As the plan stands now farm ers 
who have grown wheat one and 
two years would have to reckon 
the ir acreage on a three year a- 
verage which would virtually elim­
inate them. This provision is being 
protested by Texas and other 
s ta tes where new settlers have re­
cently opened up farms.

“The plan for the relief of the 
w heat farm er is in a  form ative 
stage and m ay be modified by di­
rection of M. L. Wilson, United 
S tates wheat adm inistra tor,” sta te  
Mr. Martin.
