The Brownwood C'lty Council vot­
ed Tuesday night to proceed with 
plans to build a city gaB system 
and took options from A. D. Uruce 
to purchase hts small plant oper­
ated in the southern part of the 
city,' They also took an option with 
Jones A Dozier for a gas supply 
from their wells. Further plans 
will be announced within the next 
teu days, city officials stated.

The decision to go into the gas 
business was made at an executive 
session which lasted until 2:30 
Wednesday morning. In ail open 
meeting which preceded the execu­
tive session officials of the Com­
munity Gas Company presented a 
letter from Chester L. May of Dal- 

viee president and general 
laser of the company, outlining 

e company’s proposals to give the 
city certain gas production options 
to show good faith and assure the 
council and citizens that it has no 

%uentlon of raising rates here 
above the present 35 cents per 1,- 
MO cubic feet rate.

“The company is not seeking to 
bind the city against going into the 
gas business any time tt wants to." 
C. P. NevtII, Dallas, field super­
visor. told the council when he pre- i 
seuted May's letter. "This instru- j 
ment simply embodies the extent 
to which the company would be 
willing to bind Itself in order that 
the problem may be solved in a 
manlier which would not necessi­
tate the city entering the gas bus­
iness.

"Our proposal is intended to give 
the city the proper protection 
against increased rates, making it 
unnecessary to spend thousands of 
dollars to accomplish the same pur­
pose

Under the proposal made by the 
company they agreed to give the 
city a five-year option to allowa­
ble gss production from five wells 
owned by the company ncgf Brown­
wood for six cents per 1,000 cubic 
feet, the option to be exercised In 
event the company raised its rates 
above 35 cents. They also agreed 
to sell or lease pipe lines from the 
wells to the city limits to the city.

McUllllvray Muse, local legal 
representative of the company, and 
M. L. Bird of Abilene, division su­
perintendent. appeared before the 
council to further explain the gas 
.company's stand in not wanting the 

blisbment of a municipal gas 
it here.

Muse assured members of the 
council that the company would 
not attempt to force the city to 
stay out of the gas business thru 
court action. "Municipal competi­
tion provides an endless supply of 
the taxpayers' money against a 
private company whlfch It can nev­
er expert to overcome. This very 
fact would force the company to 
seek higher rale* from its remain­
ing customers after the city took 
part of Its business.'' he added. 
‘ ‘The city would be using money of 
all the people to aid a few citizens."

Counrllmen held that a raise In 
rates by the company would send 
the customers to the city lines.

Bird discussed Jhe difficulties to 
be encountered In establishment of 
a municipal plant saying that if 
the cKy goes into competition with 
the company it will be putting In­
experienced men up against an or­
ganization that has had years of 
experience and training.

“ This will result in a ‘dog fight' 
unprofitable to the city as well as 
the company We do not want to 
get into such a situation and are 
doing ail in our power to avoid it,” 
he declared.

Mr. Sweet was the son of the 
late It. (J. Sweet, prominent pio­
neer. He was born October 12, 
1884, at San Augustine, Texas, and 
moved to Brownwood with his par­
ents in December of that year. He 
was married June 24, 1914, to Miss 
Gertrude Lovell, who survives him. 
Two sons and two daughters also 
survive.

A graduate of Daniel Baker Col­
lege and the law school of the 
University of Texas, Judge Sweet 
wa.i prominent in political and bus­
iness circles of this section of the 
stute. He served as county judge 
from 1912 to 191'.. He became a 
member of the state legislature in 
1921, and was city attorney from 
1922 to 1926. He had been con­
ducting a large private law prac­
tice for several years and for the 
past two years had been serving as 
the Browr. county attorney for the 
Home Owners Loan Corporation.

COUNTIES MAY STOP 
SALARIES OF THOSE
WHO OWE TAX MONEY•

Han Angelo Times: A provision
of the new salary law which be­
comes effective the first of January 
prohibits the payment of any sal­
ary from the 'officers’ salary fund’ 
so long as the official owes a debt 
to the county or state.

The restriction has bean extend­
ed by the commissioners' court of 
Lamar county to prevent the pay­
ment by the county of any funds 
to any person, firm or corporation 
who owes the county any delin­
quent taxes or la Indebted to the 
county otherwise The officials at 
Paris passed an order prohibiting 
purchase by "the members of the 
commissioners' Court and all other 
agents and employgs of the coun­
ty” from any debtor of thk county.

Most Pay Their Taxes 
The commissioners' court of Tom 

Green county has not considered 
taking any such actiou here. Most

of the firms and individuals with 
which the county does business pay 
taxes regularly and often mention 
their tax paying In soliciting for 
county business.

The resolution passed by the La­
mar commissioners’ court follows!

"Whereas, the last called sesalon 
of the legislature passed a law 
providing as follows:

'No warrant shall be drawn on 
said fund or funds In favor of any 
person Indebted to the state, coun­
ty or to said fund or in favor of 
his agent or assignee until such 
debt is paid.'

“That this l»w prohibits the pay­
ment to any person, firm or cor­
poration of money out of the 'of­
ficers' salary fund' who owes the 
state, county or said fund any 
money, that this law prohibits one 
group of delinquent Lax payers or 
persous Indebted to the county 
from receiving county funds out of 
the 'officers' salary fund' while an­
other group of delinquent tax pay­
ers or persons Indebted to the 
county may receive money from 
other county fund?; that it is the

desire of the court to deal fairly 
and impartially with all peraonp. 
firms and corporations that sell 
merchandise and supplies to the
county:

“ Now. therefore, be It resolved, 
that the members of the commis­
sioners' court aud all other agents 
and employes of the ou n ty  are 
hereby prohibited from purchasing 
from any person, firm or corpora­
tion any merchandise or supplies 
of whatsoever kind or character 
that Is Indebted to the county for 
delinquent taxes or otherwise; that 
the clerk of the court shall trans­
mit to all agents and employes of 
the county who are authorlxed to 
purchase merchandise and sup­
plies a copy of this order, and that 
same shall become effective Jan. 1, 
1936."
