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File Now For Local Elections

Citizens who want to serve their
communities through elected office
can file now for local positions until
March 20. Elections for these local
offices will be held on Saturday, May
4, 1996.

The City of Clarendon will elect
three aldermen to the board. Bobbie
Kidd, Mac Stavenhagen, and Shawn
Barker currently hold the seat that will
expire. Early voting will be April 15-
30, 1996, in City Hall. The election
will be held on May 4, 1996.

The Clarendon Consolidated In-
dependent School District has two
positions open on the Board of Trust-
ees. Those seats are currently held
by Elmonette Bivens and Weldon
Sears. Absentee and regular voting
will be in the Clarendon High School
Administration Building.

Clarendon College has three po-
sitions open and one unexpired term
on the Board of Regents. The seats
are currently held by Bright
Newhouse, R.L. Gilkey, and Billie
Christal. Bobbie Floyd currently
holds the unexpired seat formerly held
by Kade Matthews. Filing for candi-
dacy should be done in the Clarendon
College Administration Building, and
voting will be held in the Clarendon
High School Administration Build-
ing

The Donley County Hospital Dis-
trict will elect four members to the
Board of Directors. The seats up for
election are Place 4 — Vicky
Robertson (who has resigned), Place
5 — Naomi Green (who has re-
signed), Place 6 — Johnny Leathers,
and Place 7 — Doyle Messer. Unlike
other elections, filing for the Hospi-
tal District extends through April 12,
1996

Early voting wiil be held in the
Medical Center Nursing Home.
Regular voting places will be in
Howardwick (location not set at
presstime), in Hedley at the Lions
Den, and in Clarendon at the

Clarendon High School Administra-
tion Building.

The City of Howardwick has
three aldermen’s positions to fill. The
seats are held by Margaret Pettit,
Willie McCauley, and J.C. Barefoot.
Voting will be held in the Howardwick
City Hall.

The City of Hedley will elect a
mayor and two city council members.

Shauna Monroe is currently holding
the mayor s seat, and the council seats
are held by Tracy Sanders and Kari
Lindsey. Voting will be held in the
Lions Den.

The Hedley Independent School
District have two seats up for election.
The seats are held by Shirley Johnson
and Donald Langely (filling Ben
Carson’s term).

Three Members Of
Donley Co. Hospital
District Board Resign

In a surprise move last week,
three members of the Donley County
Hospital District Board of Directors
resigned their positions.

Naomi Green, Vicki Robertson,
and Naomi Span left the seven-mem-
ber board which oversees the opera-
tion of the Medical Center Nursing
Home.

The three tormer board members
released a brief statement to The
Clarendon News explaining their rea-
son for resigning. Itreads: “The three
resignations are meant to be a state-
ment to the board, the administration,
and the public that there are impor-
tant — even critical — issues that are
not being addressed.”

None of the former board mem-
bers were willing to say for the record
what those issues are.

Green and Robertson’s terms
were set to expire when board elec-
tions are held this May. Span had
been appointed to an unexpired term
which will not be up for election un-
til May 1997.

Board President Johnny Leathers
says that the board is doing everything
it can to address the issues raised by
the three former members during their

tenure on the board. Leathers says
he feels that the conditions of the
Medical Center Nursing Home are
better than many other facilities, es-
pecially with regards to cleanliness.
Medical Center Administrator
Gene Alderson says things are run-
ning smoothly at the nursing home.
As of Monday afternoon all va-
cancies in the nursing home had bee
filled. Additionally, Alderson said
three nurses aides had recently re-
ceived their certification, and a fourth
had been hired as well.
“There are no major problems at
the nursing home,” Alderson said.
At presstime, no one had been
appointed to serve the remainder of
Span’s term, and the board, which still
has enough members to make a quo-
rum, intended to allow the other two
seats to be filled in the May elections.
To be a candidate for the hospi-
tal district, interested persons need to
be residents of the district (which
encompases the boundaries of Donley
County), and be registered voters.
Filing for candidacy can be done
now through April 12, 1996, in the
Medical Center. The election will be
held on Saturday, May 4, 1996.

Eligible For Disaster Assistance

US Sen. Phil Gramm has announced the farmers in Hall County are
eligible to apply for low-interest emergency loans to help recover from crop
losses caused by flooding, hail and high winds which occurred between May

25, 1995 and June 5, 1995.

In addition, Secretary of Agriculture Dan

Glickman designated Donley County as a primary disaster area due to the
losses caused by a tornado which occurred on June 8, 1995.

For those who cannot obtain credit through normal channels, the US
Department of Agriculture will make loans available at below-market inter-

est rates to family farmers.

In addition, six other Texas counties have been named as contiguous
counties and therefore are eligible for assistance. The counties affected by
the flooding, hail, and high winds are Collingsworth, Cottle, Donley, and

Motley.

The counties that were named as contiguous disaster counties due to ihe
tornado were Armstrong, Carson, Gray, Briscoe, Collingsworth, Hall, and

Wheeler.

The Consolidated Farm Service Agency (CFSA), which will supervise
the loan program, is charged with providing aid to the farmers and ranchers
in order to assist their economic recovery from natural disasters.

Local CFSA county offices can provide affected farmers with further
information and assist them in completing applications for assistance.

Thornberry To Take
Fact-Finding Mission

WASHINGTON, DC — US Rep. Mac
Thornberry (R-Clarendon) an-
nounced today that he will leave for
Bosnia later this week as a part of a
congressional fact-finding mission
that will meet with American troops
and evaluate the status of the on-go-
ing military operation

“It's no secret that I've been op-
posed to this operation from the start,”
Thornberry said. “But with the com-
mitment made and US troops on the
ground. it’s now more important than
ever to circle the wagons around our
men and women and make sure
they're in the strongest and most se-
cure situation possible. This trip will
hopefully give us an idea of what the
situation currently 1s, and what — if
any — changes need to be made to
improve upon it

“I'm particularly interested 1n
meeting with our soldiers and hear-

ing how they're getting along in the
field. There have been some reports,
for example, that there have b:en
shortages of some basic necessities.
If this is the case, I want to know about
it so problems of this nature can be
resolved.”

According to Thornberry, the
fact-finding mission 1s being orga-
nized by the Speaker of the House and
sponsored by the Joint Chiefs of Staff
The delegation is being headed by US
Rep. Sonny Callahan of Alabama, the
Chairman of the Foreign Operations
Subcommittee of the House Appro-
priations Committee

Thornberry is a member of the
National Security Committee, which
has held numerous hearings on
Bosnia over the past year

This will be Thornberry’s first
mission overseas as a member of Con-
gress

The new business offers
Clarendon computer users the oppor-
tunity to access the Internet without

The Internet originated about 20
years ago when a branch of the Pen-
tagon linked the computers of several
of its researchers. These computers
were located in universities and re-
search centers all over the world. This
network of linked computers allowed
researchers to communicate with one
another easily and to share informa-
tion.

Today the Internet is no longer
strictly for military use. It is widely
used by schools, universities, busi-
nesses, and private citizens. The 1995
edition of the Business Almanac and
Sourcebook estimates that some 5
million people are currently Internet
users.

The Internet and its companion
network the World Wide Web can be
used to access information on virtu-
ally any subject imaginable. Users
can find the latest scientific papers,
medical data, news, or current politi-
cal information just to name a few
subjects. Internet users can also com-
municate with each other by posting
to electronic bulletin boards or by
sending each other electronic mail (E-
mail).

To be able to access the Internet,
a person needs a computer, a modem
(a device which allows computers to
“talk” to each other over phone lines),
and the appropriate computer soft-
ware.

The Clarendon Independent
School District equipped its class-
rooms with computers and linked
them to the Internet last year through
the Texas Educational Network (TE-
NET). However, if other Clarendon
citizens wanted to use the Internet,
they had to incur long distance phone
charges when their computers dialed
access numbers in Amarillo or in
towns even further away.

But that is no longer the case.
Now, for a low monthly fee, computer
users in Clarendon can get on the
Internet by dialing a local number
provided by Clarendon Cybernet.

Officials with Clarendon
Cybernet believe that Clarendon is
now the smallest community any-
where to have local access to the
Internet.

a “Recognized” status in the state’s
Academic Excellence Indicator Sys-
tem. So the scores reccived by ste-
dents arc not only impastant to them,
but to the school as well Teachers
and students on all three campuses are
working diligently to build on last
year’'s Success.

Why go to the library, other than to check out a book? One good reason
is to view the rare articles that are encased by the south wall in Burton Me-
morial Library. If you have not yet discovered these treasures, you are truly
in for a delightful treat.

The glass case in which these articles are displayed, and which is very
much appreciated, is on loan to the library by Mac and Bill Stavenhagen in
memory of Ira Stavenhagen.

One of the first things one might notice are possessions of Pioneer Doc-
tor Jerome D. Stocking, which date back to 1885. Birth forceps, a brass tongue
depressor, and eye cup are three of thc interesting items included in Dr.
Stocking'’s collection.

A picture of Clarendon jeweler, Dr. Spiller, and druggist, Dr. Addison
M. King, may also be viewed. The New England Primer;, Great Gavelston
Disaster,and Oliver Wendell Holmes’ Autocrat of a Breakfast Table are books
which have been donated to the rare collection.

For you who really like to take trips down memory lane, a copy ofa 1915
Clarendon College annual, The Wester, awaits you. A few of the many names
that Clarendon citizens will recognize are Burkhead, Moore, Chism, Burton,
Slover who served on the faculty during that year; Baker, Simpson, and Powell
who were three of the Staff members; and Carpenter, Slay, Baird, and Xedrick
who were members of the Honor Council.

Current college students might find it interesting to compare their 1996
organizations to the 1915 Debater’s Club, Ministerial Association, Lawyer’s
Club, Literary Society, and others. There as even a Big Mouth Club whose
motto was, “When I open my mouth, let no dog bark”, which can be found on
page 107 in The Wester.

Various articles such as “Cost of War” by Hubert L. Stone, which gives
facts concerning the United States and other countries, are also in this an-
nual.  Readers might be interested in the type of jokes that were “going around”
in 1915. These can be found, beginning on page 126.

Baseball, Tennis, and Football are three sports that were prominent at
Clarendon College during this period of time. I feel this brief review of the
College Wester would not be complete without a quick “run-down” of their
football schedule. Clarendon won most of their games that year. The open-
ing game on September 14, 1914, with Shamrock YMCA resulted in
Clarendon’s victory of 15-0. The team went on to play Goodnight, Seth
Ward, and NMMI. They won their sixth game against Amarillo Military
Institute 30-0. When Seth Ward, Clarendon’s opposing team in the seventh
game, was interviewed concerning their thoughts about Clarendon College,
they were quoted as commenting, “They are a big fat-bunch of babies, and
every one'is as yellow as they make ‘em”. According to page 83 in The
Wester, Seth- Ward. went as far as to present CC with a nice fresh bottle of
milk.  Needless to say, this gesture made Clarendon more determined than
ever, and they triumphed over Seth Ward 13-0 that evening.

Are there other interesting items at Burton Memonal Library besides
books?

New Mexico “Gut-Shoots” Texas Hunters

In a stunning display of greed, selfishness, and New Mexican Jingoism,
the Legislature in Santa Fe has passed a bill that will do irreparable harm to
the future of big game hunting in the state of New Mexico. Disguised as a
measure which will allow additional hunting preference to the natives of
New Mexico, Senate Bill #193 (if signed into law by Gov. Gary Johnson) will
limit the number of non-resident hunters to seventeen per cent, AND force
ﬁﬂ non-resident big game hunters to hire a licensed outfitter or guide when
hunting on public lands.

The idea sounds simple, and ltlsvuyappuhnsto New Mexican politi-
cos anxious to curry favor with the locals by a public gouging of out-of-state
hunters. According to an AP wire story, “Most of us feel that because we live
here year-round and support the state through taxes...we ought to have a
little better shot at an elk hunt in the quality areas,” said Larry Caudill of
Albuquerque a hunter who helped develop the legislation. “We’re tired of
being out-competed on our own home ground.”

Mr. Caudill doesn’t mention that the land under discussion is National
Forest land that is owned by all the people of America and not just by those
citizens who live in New Mexico.

Caudill also fails to point out that effective April 1996 residents of New
Mexico receive a bargain basement price on big game hunting, while out-of-
state hunters must pay an outrageous penalty for the same privilege of hunt-
ing of federal property.

A New Mexican pays only $25 for a general hunting license, and can
legally hunt antelope at $30, quality deer at $23, either-sex elk for only $75,
and big horn sheep for a miserly $90.

Total cost to locals for hunting on public land is $220.

For this same hunting opportunity an out-of-state hunter pays $300 for
quality deer, $465 for either-sex elk, $400 for antelope, and $3,000 for big
horn sheep. Total cost to non-residents of New Mexico who want to hunt on
public land is a staggering $4,665!!! So much for equality under New Mexico
law.

These discriminatory hunting fees are already law for the 1996 season.
It is the proposed law for 1997 in Senate Bill $293 that will force very non-
resident to hire a guide. This will increase the cost of hunting another $1,500
per hunter per animal (drunks, wanabe’s, and “sorry excuses for guides” may
charge less.)

Hunters hoping to. influence Gov. Johnson to veto this laust penalty on
non-New Mexicans can call (505) 827-3063, or write Honorable Governor
Gary Johnson, State Capitol, Santa Fe, New Mexico 87503. Time is critical
and now is our only opportunity.

If New Mexico can do this to hunters, it is just a matter of time until they
perpetrate a similar outrage on non-resident anglers.

Think about it, and do something, NOW...
