Donley Cotton
Continues Down

Cotton ginnings for Donley
County continued to show a loss
from the year 1928 in the prelim-
inary report made public Janu-
ary 23rd. The report is for cot-
ton ginned prior to January 16th,
and has not been materially in-
creased since that date in the
county, due to the extremely ecold
weather that forestalled any op-
portunity to complete the tasks of
gathering the last bits of the sta-
ple that remained in the field.

Totals for the state show a loss
of approximately one million bales
with 3,750,827 bales reported to
the date for this year and 4,805,
988 bales reported ginned on the
date in the year 1928.

Without exception, the counties
near Donley show a loss. Bris-
coe reports 7,663 bales for 1929
and 10,871 bales for the 1928 sea-
son, Childress county réports 25
364 bales for the past year wit
a total of 29,275 I::r the preced-
ing year.

Fortunately not, for
the work of a dollar is never done,
All too frequently moeney expend-
ed by governmental es re-
garded by the taxpayer as mon-
ey that is gone forever, when asa
matter of fact, the spending of
money by the government gives
the dollar at least a double value

First of all, a convenience or
improvement is purchased which
enables the government to better
serve its citizens. Secondly, money
spent for improvements goes in-
to the pockets of individuals, and
not unstrangely, labor gets more
than any other factor.

In the matter of paved high-
way construction, for instance, la.
bor receives more than half of
the total expenditure, it is shown
by an analysis of costs made by
the Iowa State Highway Commis-
sion. In Iowa the construction of
a mile of concrete pavement has
averaged $26,184 of which 52 per

are distributed as follows: stone
aggregate, $3,441; cement, $5,-
856; reinforcing steel, $850;
freight, $5,620; grading, $2,000;
miscellaneous contractors costs, in-
cluding profits, $8,517.

From these items labor receives
the following amounts: stone ag-
gregate, $1,032; cement, $3,116;
reinforcing steel, $255; freight,
$2,448; grading, $1,500; and the
labor portion of miscellaneous
contractor’s costs, $5,355.

Money’s greatest value can only
be achieved by keeping it in cir-
culation and to do this the stim-
ulating hand of governmental ac-
tivity is needed.

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EARLY HATCHED CHICKS

FOR GREATER PROFITS

There may be some question
about the value of the old saying
that “the early bird catches the |
but there is no question |
that the early hatched chick
catches the high egg prices in the
fall, when supply is small and
heavy. According to
market statistics over a number |
of years, prices in late September
anr early October are highest,
with winter eggs next in value.

Early hatched chicks, which can
be put into the laying houses in
time to produce for this high per-
iod market, offer one excellent
way of insuring the largest prof-
its from the farm poultry flock.

Experiments conducted with
many flocks indicate that the ear-
ly-hatched lots produced eggs of a
total value of $6.71 per bird, as

compared with $2.97 for late-
hatched chicks. is not all of
the The ea

, however. rly-
hatched lot was classified into two
groups-—one cowprising al! quick-
ly-growing, early-laying, well-
formed birds, while the other
group consisted of slow-growing
under-sized and undeveloped birds
that showed no inications of lay-
ing when the others did.

The net proceeds from the early
maturing lot were $5.09; from the
late-maturing lot, $1.93. In the
light of this information it is es-
sential not only to keep the early-
hatched pullets, but also to elim-

inate from the early-hatched
flocks the late maturers.
Profits from early-hatched

chicks depend, to -a considerable
extent, upon the high quality of
the stock which makes up the
flock. Increased profits which
farmers have been realizing from
poultry during the past few years
is due, almost directly, to the ef-
forts of hatcheries which have
spent many thousands of dollars
building up good laying strains.
During the past year leading
hatcheries Have organized under
the slogan, “Hatchery Chicks for
Greater Profits,” to continue still
further the improvement of chicks
and insure fair dealing.
Replacement of poor stock by
good flocks on thousands of farms
is taking place yearly, under urg-
ing of argicultural leaders. Con-
