is an asset that can not be valued j 
in dollars and cents. Her service i 
can, in many instance*, save the! 
visit of the doctor. In a number of 
instances our present nufise has 
rendered treatment, given hypoder­
mic injections^ vaccinations and as­
sisted the doctors with- work that 
would have had to be done in th? 
hospital otherwise, saving an ex­
pensive visit by the doctor or hos-| 
pital fee. Small service in a way 
but very valuable to the patient and 
family.

It is common knowledge that we 
are more careful of our live­
stock than we arc of our 
children. From a p p e a ra n c e s  
we value the offspring of our 
hogs and cattle more that* We do our 
1 wn offspring. But all know this to 
be false. Any man will spend his 
last cent and go to any extreme to 
save the life of his child, not so his 
hog. Then why is this so? The 
answer is a lack of realizaiion of the 
importance of childfare. Do you 
think you are in a position to judge 
when your chi! I is under or over 
developed? There is always a 
cause for such conditions, nnd though 
the child may seem normal to you 
it is possible that some abnormality 
is present that will prevent proper 
development both mentally and phy­
sically.

The ethics of the doctor will, not 
allow him to stop your child and 
examine him. But the health nurse 
will go to the schools, see all the 
children at regular intervals and de­
tect abnormalities that are present 
or that may develop and so advise 
you. It is not compulsory that 
you have the defect removed, but an 
interested parent should want to know 
of defects that may injure the health 
of the child.

Health is more valuable than any 
other thing with which we have to 
deal. Sickness caused by remova­
ble defect* har made many a man 
lore his substance nnd hi* future. 
The axiom, “An ounce of prevention 

j is worth a pound of cure” is more 
I applicable here than anywhere.
■ Not only is the Red Cross Nurse 

of value in this way but one of her 
duties i* to give attention, service 
and instruction to the expectant 
mother. This is the most impor­
tant event in the life of any woman, 
and she should have the best of 
care and attention, regardless of the 
number she has had. If the first, 
so much more important that she 
should be instructed in the care of 
herself, to be better fitted to meet 
the ordeal she will have .to go 
through. This service is rendered 
free by the Red Cross nurse, and 
every woman in this county should 
have access to it.

Without the influence of the peo­
ple wo are going to lose our Health 
Nurse, the most wluable nxset we 
have. Let’s not do it.
