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Clarendon Wins Three Flrsts at Lubbock

HEADS OF RURAL
SCHOOLS MEET

TEACHERS AND TRUSTEES
OF COUNTY ASSOCIATION
IN SESSION SATURDAY

With G. G. Reeves of Chamber-
Jain, presiding, the Donley County

Principals, Teachers and Trustees
Association met Saturday after-
moon at 2:20 o'clock at the
District Court room, with fifty
or more in attendance.

After reports were heard from
‘the distriets represented, most of
the reports having been published
the same week, Mr, Reeves in-
troduced Judge W. T. Link as
the speaker of the afternoon.

Judge Link, asserting his belief
in the general usefulness of criti-
cism in bringing about reforms,
said that while no more money
is being spent on common school
education than needed. entirely
too much money is being spent
on ‘“hicher education.” He eaid
that the high cost of higher
education cou'd almost always be
daid at the door of college-edu-
cated men. He stressed the great
importance of the education given
in the rural and high schools
and commended the earnest study
of school problems by those on
‘whom the resnonsibility rests.

Robert 1. Dillard. chairman of
the Jegislative commifytee, re-
viewed the bills now bhefore the
Legi<lature. statine that “Most
of the bills which have been
favorably reported out of com-
mittee have been bills which do
not benefit the rural schools,”
statine further that Senate Bill
No. 387 was the
bill of all those which have heen
reported favorably. He predicted
that per capita apportionment for
next vear would be about $8.00,
“which will mean about three
months of school out at Windy
Valley,” he said.

Sid Thomas, principal of the
school at Ashtola, talked on Inter-
scholastic League Work” in an
interesting way. He brought
before the meeting the suggestion
of County Superintendent Sloan
Baker that, since the rural schools
“have little chance to win in the
county meet,” a preliminary meet
of the rural schools should be held
prior to the general county meet,
in which rural schools would par-
ticipate, and winners to go into
the general county meet. The idea
was approved by the vote of the
members, and Sup’t. Baker later
appointed the following committee
to work out planh for the rural
meet to be held next year: Sid
Thomas, W. C. Howard, Dennis

DONLEY HIGHWAYS
INCREASE BUSINESS

ASSOCIATION ESTIMATES
$216000 IS SPENT YEARLY
BY OUTSIDE AUTOISTS

AUSTIN, Texas, April 12—
Donley county’s state highways
bring $216,000 a year in extr?
business to the county in the
form of tourist trade, the Texas
Good Roads Association has esti-
mated from a survey of the
state’s last official traffic census.

This business, the survey points
out, does not include “natural”
trade from local cars or those
of adjoining counties, which ob-
viously would increase with im-
proved roads.

State checkers, from four days’
actual count, found the average
daily traffic to be: 800 motor
vehicles on Highway 5; 150 on
Highway 5-2; and 300 on High-
Wotor traffic Tn Texas 1§ dvid:
ed, the experts have found. in

two almost equal classes. Roughly,
half are local cars or from

These figures. which may be
taken as authoritdtive, sucgest
an answer to the occasional
statement that “highways are
harmful to local business be-
cause of the trade that goes
to the larger cities.” It should
not he foreoiten that roads
are travelled equally each
way, with resulting benefit to
each town and city through
which they pass.

With the completion of hard-
surfaced highways in Donley
connty, the figures quoted in
the accompanying story will
be increased by the large sav-
ings to Donlev County ecar
owners by fewer hroken
springs and deereased wear and
tear and depreciation cansed
by “racking” precision-built
autos over rough, chug-holed
highways. This saving will
unquestionably run into many
thousands of dollars per year.

TELL THEM WHAT YOU WANT

The frantic efforts of Texas “wets” to flood members
of the Legislature with telegrams, letters and petitions
urging the pessage of the Anderson-Mathis beer bill
should stir to action those who oppose the bill.

The average citizen does not believe that this method
of expressing desires is the most effective; that the legis-
lator receives them, dictates a reply that is a sort of
“form letter”—and then votes as he wishes to vote.

Be thet ae it mav, the ecircumstances do not warrant
the “dry” to stand by and let a situation develop which
will give his senator and representative no choice except
that of saying, “The majority of my constitutents evidently
wanted beer.”

Militant “drys’” in meny counties of Texas are organiz-
ing counter-campaigns against those of the “wets.” They
are letting their legislators know that they want them to
defend the prohibition amendment to the State constitu-
tion by refusing to repeal the Dean law. They are letting
them know that they are going to watch their voting and
there is no doubt that the political future of members of
the present Legislature rests upon _their vote on the
Anderson-Meathis bill,

ALWAYS AND ALWAYS THE BEST

THEY'RE NOT READY—THAT'S ALL

T. E. Johnson, in his “Plain Speaking” column in the
Amarillo News-Globe last Sunday, did some plain telking
about the present legislature. He called them, in effect, a
bunch of loafers who have drawn their $10 a day (except
the little handful who stood by their efforts to reduce ex-
penses and refused to accept $10 a day) for the past
three months, and have zccomplishied nothing worthy of a
body of men who represent 5,000,000 people.

But let's not forget that each representative district
and each senatorial district elected its own men. Nor that
the whole group seems to average up alike—not a great
deal of difference in them. It appears that the fault-finding
should be directed at the choosers rather than at the
chosen. Whenever the voters of Texas meke up their
minds that they want less expensive government in Texas,
they will elect men to the legislature who are pledged to
an adequate reduction. Some day a Govgrnor will be elected
who will have the quzlities of leadership that can weld and
unify a legislature into a legislative body worthy the name.
But it will not happen until Texas voters are ready for it.

KEEPING RECORD ON IT

Now that the income tax bill hes shown up in ‘the
Legislature, we may be sure that the antitax group will
keep careful check on the wote. Every legislator who votes
for the tax bill and who did not vote for economy in the
State collegizte system, who did not vote for economy
in the salary of members of the Legislature, who has
consistently opposed all reorganization economies as recom-
mended by the Graves committee, will be a marked man.

The Graves committee showed the way tg economy
without more taxation but the Legislature has not taken
that route. In a time when the public, employer and em-
ploye alike, must struggle to stay above adversity, more
taxes can not be regarded as anything but a grievous
injury. Any Legisleture which is identified with such an
ahction will surely face a storm of indignation when it gets

ome.

When men admit that economies can be made—admit
it privately, that is—and refuse to mske them, they can
not come home and plead necessitv for more taxes when
those economivcs have not been made. Ten dollars a day,
drawn for enzcti ore taxes at a time like this, may
seem to some gen at Austin as fair pay. They may
mknw light on the subject when next they interview

| pressive savings made—is by no
| means remote. There are two very
pressing influences that may
i supply the necessary support to
| bring about the enactment of
laws that will open new sources
of revenue, which would eventual-
ly neutralize the progress already
made. These are the insistent
demand of public schools for
liberal appropriations and the de-
sire to balance the State budget
and wipe out the existing dificit
during the next year, or two at
most.

Thus far, no general new taxes
have been levied. The sales tax,
which was the most important
means suggested for raising new
revenues, has been killed again.
This time. its death is supposed
to be final, but it is known that
plans are being made to revive
the idea, dress it up in fresh
Spring outfit, brig it out as the
angel of public school education
and the Santa Claus for sadly
depleted county and city treasur-
jes, through an ingenious proposal
to split the proceeds between the
schools, counties and cities. Basi-
cally this is the familiar “aid”
method of increasing taxes, which
has peen a prolific cause of the
increase in the cost of govern-
ment in this country for the past
ten years.

Those who oppise new taxes
will need to be alert during the
closing days of the session of
the Legislature. It is also well
to bear in mind that up to the
present time the fundamental

causes of high taxes have not
been removed. Nothing has yet
been done that will provide effec-
tive barriers against a return
of extravagance, once the present
emergency s passed. Changes
have been proposed, which, if
finally adopted, will give some
degree of permanence to measures
of economy. The fate of these
really constructive changes is
still uncertain and there seems
to be possibility that some of
them will fail.

The amendment in the Senate
proposing to reducc the State
ad valorem ‘ax for general reve-
nue purposes from 35 to 15 cents
has been engrossed in the Senate
but apparently lacks the required
two-thirds support ' submit it
as a constitutional amendment.

Th amendment placing an
arbitrary limit on total expendi-
tures *of the state government
have been finally passed by the
Senate by the necessary tiwo-
thirds vote. It is yet to 2o
through the House. The judiciary
reorganization amendment, mak-
ing drastic changes in the set-up
of the courts and promising im-
portant economies, which passed
the House some time ago, awaits
an uncertain fate in the Senate.

Amendments proposing reorga-
nization of costly county govern-
ment are yet to be acted on.
This is also true of a bill which
proposes county unit system of
public  school administration.
These latter two subjects are
vital, because local taxes are
much more burdensome than
State taxes.

The Senate has passed unani-
mously a bill limiting the amount
of compensation which would be
allowed county and precinct offi-
cials. The reductions will radi-
cally affect official incomes in
counties of populations above
25.000. The top compensation
allowed any county official in
Texas would be $5.000, and this
would be possible only in counties
above 150,000 population. The
following maximums have been
set: Counties under 10,000 popula-
tion, $3,000; between 10,000 and
25,000, $3,250; between 75,000 and
150,0000, $4,750; above 150,000,
$5,000. The rates do not apply
to all fee officers alike. The
maximums are for more impor-
tant county officers, Lower
figures are fixed for pustices of

the peace, constables, ete.
