Within the past few weeks rtlt.OOO 

vacancies in the Civilian Conser­
vation Corps have been filled by 
fresh contingents, enrolled in ev­
ery slate and the District of Co­
lumbia.

The OCC proper Is supplemented 
by special detachments in Puerto 
Itico, Alaska, and Hawaii and also 
by 14,000 red men selected by the 
Bureau of Indian Affairs. Junior 
enrollees are taken Into the organ­
ization by the Department of La- 
lior, and former soldiers who saw 
war service are listed by the Vet­
erans’ Administration, for the CCC. 
The War Department supervises 
the CCC camps and collaborates 
with the Federal and State forest 
services, the Bureau of Entomolo­
gy. the National Park Service und 
other public nnd private agencies.

It Is almost two years since the 
Civilian Conservation Corps was 
created to meet a critical emer­
gency. Throughout the country. 
Idle young men were becoming a 
burden to themselves and the na­
tion. Many war veterans were un­
able to obtain any work. President 
Jloosevett's CCC plan has given 
employment to more than a mil­
lion persons since March. 193.1. 
when Congress authorized an un­
precedented experiment In com­
bined conservation, relief work and 
character-building.

The younger men enrolled have 
benefited particularly by the change 
from demoralizing Idjenesa to the 
OCC camps’ well-halm,red work 
programs. They have learned to 
face forest fires with courage and 
skill—and some have died amid 
the flames.

However, the CCC work gener­
ally has been less exciting than 
fighting tlmberland fires. The list 
of the organization's achievements 
is long and varied. Including (rail 
building, tree-planting, destruction 
of Insect ttests and rodents on a 
large scale, soll-eroslon control, 
bridge-construction and provision 
of landing fields for airplanes. 
About 6**0 fhe-tnwers for lookouts 
have been erected by the CCC In 
National. State and private for­
ests during the past 22 months.

ft is particularly encouraging 
that at least llft.qtai of th# men who 
have been honorably discharged 
from the CCC already have been 
employed by private Industries and 
Individuals, in general th* corps 
conduct record has been excellent.

Texas has jnst furnished a fresh 
CCC contingent 3,700 strong. This 
State has about four million acres 
ciksaed as forest land which pro­
duces little or nothing. Such cut­
over lands should be replanted In 
valuable tree-species and the own­
ers ahould work with the State For­
est Service on a large-scale reha­
bilitation program. Men with expe­
rience In CCC camps should be em­
ployed in service job* whenever 
practicable, for economic reasons 
and to reward their service to the 
conntry.
