The public schools of Claren-

don are as follows: Colored

Ward school with 46 pupils and

one teacher; the South Ward

School with 343 pupils and ten
teachers; the Junior High School
with 215 pupils and five teachers;
the Senior High School with
196 pupils and the Junior Col-
lege with 77 pupils. There are
twelve teachers in the high
school and college building, seven
of whom teach in both the high
school and the Junior college.
Clarendon High School and
Clarendon Junior College students
have access to one of the best
school libraries on the Panhandle,
This library contains seven
thousand volumes and subscribes
to about forty magazines and
newspapers. It is in the hands
of a capable, well trained li-
brarian, who devotes her entire
time to the needs of students.
The teaching staff of the
Clarendon schools is above the
average in scholastic training.
Seven hold M. A. degrees and
sixteen hold A. B. degrees, There
is a state wide program to
study Orientation this year and
curriculum building next year,
the object being to revise the
entire public school curriculum
to meet the changing conditions.
Twenty-three of the members of
the faculty are taking an ex-
tension course under Dr. Harris
M. Cook of the West Texas
State Teachers College. Others
are taking similar courses from
other sources, The teachers are
keeping abreast of the times.
Clarendon High School offers
30 142 credits, thus giving the
students a choice from a variety
of subjects. The school is a
member of the Texas Association
of Colleges and secondary schools
and also a member of the South-
ern Association of Colleges and
Secondary  Schools. Therefore,

versity in Texas without entrance
examinations but can enter any
college or University in any
Southern state without entrance
examinations, There are only
216 high schools in the state
that belong to the Southern As-
sociation of Colleges and Secon-
dary Schools. Of this number,
26 are in the 26 Panhandle
counties.

The writer has taken some data
from the Southern Association
year book for 1932-33, the last
one printed to date, relative to
these 26 schools which belong to
the Southern Association. Five
of these schools are located in
towns which hava a junior or

SPECIAL ACT OF LEGISLA-
TURE GIVES CLARENDON
UNIQUE ADVANTAGE.

The people of Clarendon and
the surrounding country are

| more fortunate, perhaps, than

they realize. It is the consensus
of opinion of the leading edu-
cators on the United States that
two more years should be added
to the curriculum of the high

| "

schools. The work of these ad-
| ditional years may be designat-
| ed either the twelfth and thirteen-

th grades of high school, or
junior college work. The main
reason for this opinion is that
statistics show that there are
more criminals nineteen years of

age than of any other age and
that the eighteen year old comes
next among criminals. Educa-

tors realize that this situation is
primarily due to the fact that

| only six per cent of the students

finishing high school at the aver-
age age of seventeen are able
to go to college unless there is
a college in their home town. A
very small per cent of these
young people have for the past
several years been able to find
jobs. The result is the increas-
ing number of eighteen and nine-
teen year old criminals.
Although educators are chiefly
concerned over the welfare of

[ youth, they as well as others,

are alarmed that one fourth of
our national income is spent on
prosecuting criminals, or to put
it in other words, crime costs
the tax payer of this country
three times as much as is spent
for all types of education.

There are only seventeen pub-
lic junior colleges in the state
of Texas today, that is, colleges
which are in a part of the pub-
lic school systems, Clarendon
has one of these seventeen. At
the present time, there are a
large number of cities and
towns in Texas planning to or-
ganize public junior colleges, if
they can get the permission of

‘Hu State Board of Education.

The requirements are that a dis-
tn(t must have a twelve million
dnllm property valuation and
| five hundred students in high
| school, Clarendon has only a
| two and one-half million dollar
property valuation and 271 high
school enrollment. The only
reason we were able to get a
junior college is that when the
junior college law was being
written, a citizen of Clarendon
inserted a clause that the above
requirements were to be waived
in a case a college was in ex-
istance in 1898; hence, we are
single, in that we are the only
small town in Texas which has
the benefits of a public junior
college.

Clarendon Junior College was
established in 1927 and is main-
tained by a tax upon property
of Clarendon Independent school

| District joined by eight neighbor-

ing school districts. The college
is well equipped. The students
have access to a library of seven
thousand volumes, laboratories for
scientific and commercial courses
and studios for the teaching of
Artistic Courses, Added to this
equipment is the training in the
departments of English, Matha-
matict, Natural Sciences, For-
eign Languages, Education and
Commerce. The training given
is all of the highest order, every
teacher in the college holding a
Master’s Degree,

Both the State Department of
Education and the Association
of Texas Colleges rate Claren-
don Junior College as a junior
college of the first class. This
is the highest rating given. It
means that the work done in
this institution is accepted by
the State Department of Educa-
tion and by any college or Uni-
versity in the State of Texas.

As a number of towns over
the state realize, there are many
advantages in having a college

After a year, Texas has some
definite idea worked out, suf-
ficiently, at least, to be used as
a dependable pattern for future
action, In a meeting held at
Dallas not long ago, I would like
to quote Mr. W. T. Moore of
the head office at Austin: “There
are two phases of clients in our
work. First is the group, which
is handled entirely by case work.
Second, the individual, who is
the bulk of the Trancient pro-
gram. There are two courses we
may take in the handling of
these cases, and upon the choice
rests the character, and the suc-
cess or failure of the organiza-
tion in its rehabilitation effort.
To be explicit, we may look on
our clients as a mass of ne’er-do-
wells, chronic hobos, bums, and
thugs; anti-social creatures who
have no claim upon civilization,
but must be cared for in some
small measure in order to pro-
teet society from their depreda-
tions. If we follow this policy,
fear soon takes possession of
us and characterizes our every
act, to the undoing of the or-
ganization,

“On the other hand, if we fol-
low a basic philosophy the as-
sumption that the clients are
American citizens, temporarily
the victims of economic failures,
men and women swho would be
self-supporting if possible, reas-
onakiy ambitious, trustworthy,
and in the main, gentlemen, with
a sprinkling of thugs, the re-
sult will be a challenge to the
client to better himself and re-
turn as soon as possible to pro-
ductive citizenship. He will con-
sider the Bureau as his tempo-
