He had not been feeling well all 
day and passed away suddenly 
from a heart attack while eating 
his evening meal.

Funeral arrangements are pend­
ing the arrival of his three sons, 
but it was learned that burial will 
be in Clarendon probably Satur­
day or Sunday.

Mr. Beville was born in Claren­
don and made his home here un­
til the early 30’s at which time he 
moved to AmarHlo. At one time 
he was county Attorney of Don­
ley County and served as District 
Attorney here, He was the first 
graduate of the Old Clarendon 
College and received his law de­
gree from the University of Tex­
as.

He is survived by his wife, Mrs. 
Harwood Beville of Amarillo; 
three sons, Ross Harwood Beville 
of Washington, D. C.; Perry Allen 
Beville of Dallas and Johnnie 
Beville of Texarkana; one broth­
er, Allen Beville of Mineral Wells 
and one sister, Mrs. Geo. M. 
Wright of Akron, Ohio.

About 600 Donley County 
farmers and ranchers have par­
ticipated in the 1947 AAA Pro­
gram. There were 19 practices se­
lected at the beginning of the 
year on which assistance was of­
fered. All of these practices have 
been carried out in the county, 
some of them extensively and 
others on a small scale. Donley 
County farmers have protected 
their land with good soil conser­
vation practices for which no 
AAA payment was offered. This 
fact is encouraging, for it means 
that soil conservation is practiced 
in this county because the farm­
ers believe in it. Terraces have 
been built, on more than 65 farms 
this year. Our County Agent ran 
the terrace lines for most of those 
farms. Since the SCS Office has 
been established in the county, 
their engineers have done a lot of 
work on the terracing program in 
the whole county. Among those 
around Clarendon who have 1947 
terraces are Donald Ballew, A. E. 
Littlefield, Roy Roberson, Dick 
Eichelberger, C. M. Tucker, R. O. 
Thomas, and others. At Ashtola 
you might Visit the farms of Pink 
Marshall, H. S. Mahaffey, W. K. 
Hardin, John Neyland and others 
to see terraces built in 1947. Leo 
Smith at Lelia Lake; L. E. Blank­
enship at Hedley or Geo. C. Pres­
ton at McLean might like to have 
you see the terraces on their 
farms. All the terraces mentioned 
above were paid for under the 
CMS program in tha AAA Office. 
The work was done under the 
supervision of either the County 
Agent or the Soil Conservation 
Service Office.

Many Diversion terraces, earth­
en dams, damless tanks, spreader 
dams and other mechanical prac­
tices have been carried out this 
year.

Regular farming practices car­
ried out with AAA assistance in­
clude strip cropping, contour 
farming (with new guide lines 
run this year), leaving stalks on 
the land and seeding wheat on 
the contour.

To improve pastures, AAA has 
paid for deferred graging, seeding 
pasture grasses and drilling wells.

Bindweeds have been controll­
ed, Austrian Winter Peas were 
planted, Alfalfa was harvested, 
and one Donley County producer 
has applied some super-phosphate 
to Hairy Vetch on his farm. All 
this means more production with 
less erosion. AAA is proud of the 
1947 Program and what it has 
been able to help the farmers ac­
complish.

COUNTY AGENT TO 
ORDER FRUIT TREES

Each fall farmers over the 
county have requested the county 
agent to order fruit trees in large 
numbers for them so they can be 
bought at a cheaper rate. H. M. 
Breedlove, county agent says that 
several farmers have already left 
orders for fruit trees, so anyone 
in the county wanting fruit trees 
can leave their order with the 
county agent and the trees will 
be ordered as soon as the order is 
big enough to make the rate 
cheaper. By putting the orders of 
all persons together the trees are 
much cheaper and each person 
can get the trees he desires.

Breedlove says that the .orchard 
with apple trees, pears, peaches, 
plums and cherry trees will make 
a good variety of fruit for the 
family. Nearly every farm has 
some place that is suitable for an 
orchard.

The first order of trees will be 
sent off in the very near future, 
so if you desire trees be sure to 
turn in your order at once. The 
shipments to farmers last year 
was over one thousand fruit trees.

Estiack Asks 
Public Follow 
Parcel Rules

Postmaster J. C. Estiack, pre­
paring with his Post Office em 
ployes to be swamped by Christ 
mas mail, issued an appeal Wed­
nesday for persons mailing pack 
ages to abide by a few simple 
rules to speed the presents to 
th J r  recipients and to ease the 
rush for postal workers.

He urged that all packages be 
wrapped carefully and cautioned 
th ni governmental restrictions 
prevent mailing any tobacco or 
tobacco products to APOs in 
France. Germany or Austria.

Packages should have fully 
prepaid postage, not exceed 100 
inches in length and girth com­
bined and 70 pounds in weight, 
and carry a complete address in­
cluding zone number and a re­
turn address in ink. If a tag is 
necessary and used, the address 
also should be included inside 
the parcel, and under no circum­
stances can tinsel or glass or 
Ynetal or any similar decorative 
cords likely to rub off or injure 
postal employes be used on the 
outside of a parcel except in seal­
ed envelopes.

Christmas seals can be used, 
but not on the address side of 
mail, and Estiack recommended 
that all parcels be insured.

He said packages should be in 
strong durable containers and left 
unsealed unless the familiar 
“postmaster— Contents Merchan­
dise, etc.” sticker is attached. And 
perishables likely to spoil en 
route never should be mailed, he 
pleaded.

ABSTRACTS OF TITLE

A Yuletide tragedy may be avoid­
ed by observing a few simple pre­
cautions when you are setting up 
ycur Christmas tree.

Today’s electric-lighted Christmas 
tree is not nearly the fire hab&rd 
that its predecessor — the candle 
lighted tree was — but there is still 
potentially grave Ganger unless 
certain precautions are observed, 
according to an article in the Dec­
ember issue of Good Housekeeping 
magazine.

‘•Inspect your tree-lighting sets 
before trimming the tree," the art­
icle urges. "If the insulation is worn 
or damaged, so that dare wires are 
exposed or may become exposed 
when the set is in service, or if the 
sockets are cracked or broken, dis­
card the set. I t is misplaced econ­
omy to gamble on repairs that may 
not de adequate.

Check the condition of your ex­
tension cords, too, and see that they 
are long enough to reach easily 
from the lighting sets. Do not con­
nect too many lighting sets to one 
outlet. Be guided by the instructions 
that may come with the sets. See 
that all the bulbs light.

"In duylng tree-lighting sets, it is 
good insurance to choose only thoes

that meet reconlzed safety require­
ments. To be sure of this, always 
look for a lable on .the sets stating 
that it is listed by Underwaters’ 
Laboratories.

"As a last precaution take down 
your tree soon after Chrictm&s is 
past—the sooner the safer. Dont 
dispose of it where small boys will 
be tempted to make a bonfire. Give 
it to the rubbish man or cut it up

and bum it safely in your back-yard 
incinerator.

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FRUIT TREE BORERS 
CAUSE MUCH TROUBLE 
IN  DONLEY COUNTY

Borers in fruit trees have caus­
ed the orchard growers of Donley 
County much trouble in the past 
years; however, with the discov­
ery that ethylene dichloride e- 
mulsion will serve as a good con­
trol measure has come to the res­
cue. H. M. Breedlove, county 
agent advises that the emulsion 
should be applied to trees at the 
rate of one pint per tree. The so­
lution is poured around the base 
of the tree after the land has been 
worked so it will soak in the 
ground. It can be applied right 
against the trunk of the tree with 
out harm to the tree. After the 
emulsion has soaked in the 
ground a little dirt con be sprink­
led over the solution to keep it

from drying out too fast.
Ethylene dichloride emulsion 

can be bought at your local drug 
store. Now is the time to make 
the application on your fruit 
trees. If additional information 
is needed, call by the county 
agent’s office.
