A House subcommittee inves-
tigating immigration has report-
ed that 70 per cent of the per-
sons entering the United States
at this time are Jewish. The
committee is headed by Repre-
sentative Ed Gossett of Wichita
Falls, Texas, who made the state-
ment after a secret
which representatives of the
State Department revealed fig-
ures to this effect.

Immigrants, known to be in

excess of quotas, are landing in
New York alone at the rate of
15,000 a month. They take homes
and jobs needed by veterans.
When Congress refused to com-
ply with the request of President
Roosevelt and admit millions of
displaced persons, it is claimed,
the word was quietly passed
along to wink at immigration ex-
cesses—and they poured in from
Cuba and Mexico.

The American’ people should
realize that every immigrant or
displaced person who lands here
means one less home and one less
job for an American veteran.

Plastics For
New Markets

Memphis, Tenn.—Cotton is en-
tering two great new fields of
commercial exploitation which
promise large markets through
the aid of plastics, the National
Cotton Council reports.

The more exciting of the iwo
is that of cotton fabrics which are
not spun and not woven, but in
which fibers are held together by
invisible plastic impregnation to
form flannel-like cloth of many
uses. Such materials are in pro-
duction.

The other product in which cot-
ton and plastic have been wedded
to bring forth something new is
plastic-treated cotton textiles of
conventional weave. One type of

this material has a finish like
clear lacquer, but which does not
crack, peel or show effects of
moisture, sunlight, heat or wrink-
ling. This product, in bright fab-
rics for slip-covers, aprons, bed-
spreads, mattress covers, drapes
and many other uses, is also on
the market.

A second type of plastic-treated

Jcotton textile is just now being

produced for consumer use. It is
fabric in which the coating is al-
most invisible, has no shine or
glare, and is almost imperceptible
to the feel, but is water and stain-
resistant and will not wash out
in frequent laundering.

The plastic used in this type of
fabric is vinyl butyral-—the same
invisible substance in the sand-
wich-type glass of which safety
windshields and windows are
made. Doodlers can write in ink
on a tablecloth treated with the
substance, and then wipe off the
doodling with a dampened nap-

Throughout Sweden

St. Lucy’'s Day, on December 8,
inaugurates the Christmas season in
Sweden.

On that day the prettiest girl in
the household is chosen to imper-
sonate Lucy; very early Christmas
morning she will go through the
house awakening the household and
giving each person a cup of coffee
or some sort of sweetened bever-
age. Her costume is traditionally
a white dress with a red sash, and
she wears a wire crown entwined
with bilberry twigs—similar to
the American cranberry—studded
with nine candles.

Liturgically, St. Lucy was mai-
tyred about 300 A, D. The story
goes that Lucy gave her dowry to
the Christians—whose courage she
admired—instead of turning it over
to her fiance. The, enraged young
man informed against her and she
was condemned to be burned at the
stake: unharmed by the flames, she
did not die until thrust through with
a sword.

Christmas is a family affair in
Germany and preparations begin
well in advance of the holiday.

Potash Is Remedy
For Rusty Cotton

Indiana Experiment Station—
Deficiency of potassium causes
cotton rust, according to N. J.
Volk, head of the Agronomy de-
partment here,

Treatment of a field where cot-
ton rust is prevalent can be done
with sodium nitrate, if the rust
is not severe, since sodium seems
to take the place of potassium
under such conditions, but wide-
spread correction of rust in cotton
must be made with potash treat-
ments, Mr. Volk said.

Experiments showed that ap-
plication of phosphate fertilizers
increased the incidence of rust,
but compensated for rust damage

to the yield by hastening seed
cotton maturity, thereby lower-
ing the damage by boll weevils,

money."” -

A story is told of Sir Thomas
More, lord-chancellor, who decided
a case in favor of a certain young
lady. On the following New Year's
Day, she sent him a pair of gloves
with 40 gold coins enclosed, Sir
Thomas returned the coins with the
following note: ‘‘Mistress, since it
were against good manners to re-
tuse your New Year's gift, I am
content to take your gloves, but as
for the ‘lining’ I utterly refuse to
take it."”

A cutting of the Glastonbury thorn
was brought to America in 1900 and
planted near St. Alban’s school in
Washington, D. C.,, by the late
Right Rev. Henry Gates Satterlee.
The cutting grew into a tree, blos-
soming for the first time in De-
cember, 1918; since then, it has
blossomed each year at Christmas-
time and attracts thousands of
visitors annually.

Thomas Nast Credited
With Pictorializing
Famous Character
In 1873.

Thomas Nast, the famous cartoon-
ist who created our conception of
Uncle Sam, the Republican elephant
and the Democratic donkey, is also
credited with giving America its first
modern pictorialization of Santa
Claus,

Nast first sketched his notion of
Santa Claus in 1873. This Santa was
a rollicking, chubby old man smok-
ing a pipe and dressed in what
looked like a night shirt with fur
collar and cuffs. Since that day he
has grown taller and rounder, has
developed a full white beard and
mustache and above all has ac-
quired the traditional red suit bor-
dered in ermine,

The story of how our American
version of Santa Claus evolved is
interesting. According to legend,

children of Lapland
raised on tales of thc good and gen-
erous St. Nicholas, thought of their
benefactor as dressed in furs and
traveling in a reindeer-drawn sleigh,
Just as they did themselves.

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Christmas Trees,

Cribs and Ceppi

Christmas trees and cribs, with
in respective spheres of influence,
provide focal points for observances
of the season.

Various legends claim to tell the
story of the first Christmas tree;
actually, evergreen decorations

were so closely associated with pa-
gan celebrations that they were
banned by many ecclesiastics of the
early church.

According to literature, the first
Christmas tree was set up at Stras-
bourg, Germany, in 1604; even
then, the cry rose against heathen
customs and, as late as 1851, the
Rev. Henry Schwan was severely
criticized for setting up a Christ-
mas tree in his church in Cleve-
land, Ohio.

St. Francis of Assisi received
special permission from the pope to
present a tableau of the nativity
‘scene. This first crib, set up at Grec-
cio, Italy, in 1223, was an imme-
diate sensation; the renaissance
endowed the cribs with ornate pag-
eantry and, modernly, the crib is
to southern Europe and Catholic
countries what the tree is to Amer-
ica and northern lands.

Eighteenth century Italians were
fond of a fantastic deccoration
called the Ceppo. Pyramidical in
construction, the Ceppi were made
on a framework of lathes with
transverse shelves rising to three
or four stories, depending on the
over-all size of the Ceppo.

The whole thing was covered
with colored paper, tufts, tassels,
fringes, tiny pine cones, and little
flags; a manger scene was repre-
sented on the lowest shelf, while
the upper ones were covered with
small gifts, etc.; wax tapers were
placed along the sides and a large
gilt cone ornamented the top. Al-
though the original designer prob-
ably never saw a Christmas tree,
the Ceppo—aided by a little imagi-
nation — bridges the gap between
Christmas cribs and trees.
