By 1941, the value of an hour of work in terms of the staple
necessities of life, bread and butter, had so been raised that an
American could buy from two to eight times as much as a
man in Europe. This didn’t just happen. Neither the men and
women in industry nor the money in industry can be effective
without good management. Nothing else is so important to the
workers’ welfare, the investors’ welfare or the public welfare.

Vaccinate Against
Typhoid Fever

If you have not been vaccinated
against typhoid fever within the
last two or three years, I'r. Geo.
W. Cox, State Health. Officer, ad-
vises you to go to your doctor or
to the nearest health officer and
have him give you the three
“shots” that .will protect you
against the discase.

“The three shots thatt will pro-
tect against typhoid are given at
intervals of one week apart,” Dr.
Cox stated. *“As it takes some
time for the protective treatment
to be established throughout the
system, it is wise not to delay in
having it done. My advice is,
have it done now so that immuni-
zation may be complete before
summer arrives and vacation
trips are taken.”

This advice was addressed par-
ticularly to Boy Scouts, Girl
Scouts, and other youngsters who
are looking forward to spring and
summer hikes and trips. It is,
however, meant also for others,
young and old, whose business or
pleasure during the summer will
take them to places where there
may be doubt as to the purity or
safety of the water supply,
to the care with which
handled.

All Farmers Urged To Redouble
Conservation Eﬂol;ts Early

Recent reports of dust riding
into the Midwest with snow from
the western plains are warning
that conservation efforts should
be redoubled in all areas, even
though return of dust bowl condi-
tions is not an immediate threat,
according to the Department of
Agriculture.

A quick check indicates that
about a million acres in Texas,
Oklahoma, and nearby areas suf-
fered some damage from blowing
in late January. Thus far, blow-
ing damage has been local, but
severe enough in places to dam-
age wheat fields, block roads, and
to cause auto accidents.

“Droughty conditions” in Great
Plains areas last spring and sum-
mer, followed by sudden rains,
prevented many farmers from
planting grain or drowned out
their wheat.

Consequently, considerable
acreage weren't protected by
enough cover during the winter,
and in a few areas a light 1946
crop left a shortage of stubble for
protective mulch tillage. More-
over short feed and forage crops
resulted in heavy grazing of
wheat and some grain sorghum
fields after harvest. This led to
further reduction in cover.

Winter freezing and thawing
pulverized the sparsely covered
scil, and exposed dry topsoil blew
eastward when high, drying
winds swept down in late Janu-
ary and early February.

Although observers have a-
greed that major 1947 dust storms
are unlikely, the possibility is al-
ways close. There were welcome
fall rains in the southern plains,
but conditions there can change
suddenly. Below-normal moisture
in late winter and spring might
very well bring a return of criti-
cal drought conditions in some
areas.

Ordinarily, the worst blow per-
jod is in early spring. Several
sizeable dusters blew out of the
Plains a year ago. But favorable
weather and conservation prac-
tices carried out by farmers and
ranchers forestalled further
spread of the storms.

The time to stop dust storms is
during the seasons when moisture
and other conditions make it pos-
sible to put into effect the best
permanent soil and moisture sav-
ing measures, soil conservation
officials point out. Redoubling
conservation efforts in every area
now is the best insurance against
dust bowls and other ills arising
from pressing the land too long
beyond its capabilities.

2. Carry out the practice in ac-
cordance with specifications set
up in the handbook (See specifi-
cations at county office)

3. Complete-the practice and so
inform your county committee or
county office “within the time
fixed by the county committee.”

The amount of assistance for
each farm is set at the rate of
$2.00 per acre for cropland plus
20c per acre for non-crop open
pasture land. The amount of as-
sistance is also determined by the
county committee on the basis of
conservation needs and the a-
mount of funds available in the
county.

Terracing Your

Land Saves Soil
And Money

Control of erosion is still one
of the major problems in all sec-
tions of Texas according to B. F.
Vance, State Administrator of
Production and Marketing Ad-
ministration. Vance says that ter-
racing sloping land has long been
recognized as one of the funda-
mental steps in soil conservation.

Recent estimates made up from
the recommendations of farm
groups in each county in the
State show that there is a need
for the construction of a good
system of terraces on 20 million
acres of land in Texas. It is gen-
erally recognized by successful
farmers who cultivate sloping
soils that terracing is the first
step in soil conservation, but that

terracing alone does not furnish

| @ complete soil conservation pro-
| gram.

Other conservation prac-
tices such as contour farming and
leguminous cover crops are need-
ed after terraces are completed.
Since 1944 farmers in Donley
| County have been especially in-
;tvrvstvd in terracing and more
| terraces are being constructed
every year. 1944 was the first
year that the Purchase Order
Plan was used in this county.
I’l'his plan makes it possible for
) farmers to secure a contractor to
do his terracing. The contractors,
under this plan, are being paid
almost currently for the work
performed. In 1944 there were
only around 300,000 feet of ter-
races constructed. In 1945 more
farmers became interested and
more contractors began work and

around one million feet of ter-
races were built to meet the AAA
specifications,

In 1946 there were 17 contrac-
tors at work in this county, More
than 1,200,000 feet of terraces
were constructed.

Beginning early this year there
are already 15 contractors busy
putting up terraces for producers
ih this county, It looks now that
1947 will be a record year for
terracing in Donley County.

The rate of assistance offered
by ACP to cooperating farmers
is $1.00 per 100 feet for small ter-
races and $1.50 for large ter-

races. Interested farmers should

see their local ACA Office or
their community committeeman
for details,

Committee

The three farmer-committee-
men elected by other county
farmers last December to oper-
ate the program are Chairman,
Nolie Simmons, and Roy C.
Jewell and W. M. Pickering.

The chairman and members of
the county committee must have
a good working knowledge of
what the area needs in order to
build and maintain its soil resour-
ces. They also need to have a
wide acquaintance among other
farmers in the county. That’s be-
cause one of their most important
duties is to keep farmers and
others informed on how the AAA
office can help in carrying out
soil-building practices. This in-
cludes providing farmers with
both cash assistance and services
—such as where and how to ob-
tain conservation services ¢r ma-
terials.

The committee also works with
other Government agencies and
civic groups. In doing this, they
stand ready to cooperate with all
activities aimed at improving the
general welfare and prosperity
of the county, State and Nation.
One of the most important
tasks of the county committee is
to meet and work with the coun-
ty’s twenty-four community com-
mitteemen, These community
committeemen were also voted
into their jobs by their farm
neighbors, and they are the ones
who call upon farmers through-
out the county when necessary.

VALUE OF ACP SHOWS UP
IN RECORD CROPS

The value of conservation
farming has shown up in the rec-
ord-smashing crops of recent
years in addition to its long-term
value to the welfare of the nation.

In a statement from B, F.
Vance, State Administrator of the
Production and Marketing Ad-
ministration, he points out that
farmers of Texas who received
ACP assistance in 1946 actually
carried out conservation work
worth approximately 2% times
the amount of Federal assistance.
In some instances he assertcd,l
“Farmers stand more than half
the cost, not counting labor sup-
plied by the farm family.”

“But”, he adds, “you can't de-
termine the real value of conser-
vation in dollars and cents. You
can’'t add up the value of tons of
topsoil saved, or the fertility add-
ed back to depleted soils, the
flooded lands drained, rangeland
protected, or water saved. Con-
servation work has a value that

is not measurable.”

The. Donley County Agricultur-
al Conservation (AAA) office is
your office. The time of the peo-
ple who work there is your time.

They are public servants, and the

office, with its equipment, is pub-
lic property.

Salaries, expenses, all costs are
paid by all taxpayers. The pur-
pose of the office is to promote
the agriculture of the county, and
therefore, the genera! welfare of
everybody in the county.

You are cordially invited to
come in and find out anything
you want to know about farm
programs which the office ad-
ministers. As you probably know,
the office is located in the old
Post Office building, just south
of Norwood's Pharmacy, and the
telephone number is 135.

A staff of four local folks do
the big day-to-day job required
to keep Donley County's Agricul-
tural Conservation (AAA) office
operating to serve local farmers.

Head of the office is Mrs. Mild-
red Ritter. She has the responsi-
bility of carrying out the decis-
ions of the office's three farmer-
committeemen, elected each year
by other farmers of the county.
supervises the office
staff in handling paper work of
other kinds, as for federal crop
insurance, loans, and conserva-
tion services.

One of the biggest jobs of the
office staff is to get out informa-

tion of all kinds to farmers—by

answering questions of those who
drop into the office where, by the
way, they are always welcome;
by sending letters and forms to
farmers through the mail; and by
getting facts and figures to the
public via newspapers,

Mrs. Ritter and her office force
also make up reports under the
direction of the county committee
which are relayed to the Texas
Production ar Marketing Ad-
ministration (PMA) office in Col-
lege Station. PMA is the ager-y
of the Department of Agriculture
to which the county committee is
responsible.

Conservation
Is Citizen’s
Responsibility

In a speech on January 30,
Grant Thompson, assistant direc-
tor of the Department of Agricul-
ture'’s Field Service Branch stated
that conservation of the Nation’s
land and water resources is the
responsibility of all its citizens.

“The important task of looking
after the land and water resour-
ces of our farmland-—demands
the attention and support of 141
million people, the entire popula-
tion of this country,” he adds,
“for the bdys and girls who play
in city parks have justs as big a
stake in the Nation’s soil as the
boys and girls who are raising
prize livestock for county fairs.

“The bottles of milk set on the
city family’'s doorstep every
morning and the meat on the
city dinner table .come from one
place—the soil. The price and
continuous supply of that milk
and that steak depend on the pro-
ductivity of the soil that produc-

ed them.”

Thompson pointed out that
farmers are now putting six times
as much lime on their land as
they did 11 years ago when the
Agricultural Conservation Pro-
gram (ACP) began. But he added
that the 25 million tons spread in
1946 is less than half of our “care-
fully estimated national needs.”

Discussing the annual cost of
the ACP to United States citizens,
Mr. Thompson said, “If we break
down the share that goes for har-
vested cropland, we find that the
people ars contributing less than
$1.50 a person to help farmers
take care of their land.”

All who are friends of the soil
need now to move and speak out

together as never before,

Crops recently mentioned by
the Secretary of Agriculture
which either will, or conceivably
might, cause the government
“price support” headaches by the
end of 1948 include: Potatoes,
eggs, cotton, wool, flaxseed, pea-
nuts, dairy products, and some
fruits and vegetables.

Urban people must form a good
pep-squad and get behind the
team if farmers are to win the
fight against soil erosion.
