Summer Water 
Rate Now 
In Effect

New summer water rates were 
announced this week by city of­
ficials who stated that the new 
rates went into effect at the last 
meter reading date which was 
April 25th and will appear on 
your June 1st statement. They 
are putting on the new rate to 
encourage more beautification of 
the city as a whole and believe 
they will have more than an 
ample supply of water all thru 
the summer for all customers to 
water just as freely as they wish.

The new rate starts with a 
minimum charge of $1.50 for the 
first 3,000 gallons. The next 
25,000 gallons at 20c per 1,000. 
The next 52,000 at 15c and all 
above 80,000 gallons at 12tec per 
thousand gallons.

Here are a few prices so you 
will know what to expect. If you 
use 10,000 gallons, it will cost 
$2.90; 40,000, $8.30; 80,000, $14.30 
and if you use 100,000 gallons 
your total bill would be only 
$16.80. This is quite a saving and 
should encourage more to plant 
gardens and have pretty yards, 
the city officials stated.

(Editor of Fort Worth Press)
Today, I think Fort Worth 

would do well to tip its hat to a 
group of the country’s finest ser­
vants.

We are hosts In Fort Worth to­
day and until Sunday to mem­
bers of the National Editorial 
Assn., the smalltown newspaper 
editors of America.

Some of them arc from towns 
you’ve never heard of, yet, just 
the same, they are distinguished 
men and women — distinguish­
able because they represent more 
nearly than any people I know, 
the democracy that has made 
our nation great and keeps it 
great.

The small city editors arc peo­
ple of great influence. They arc 
the leaders and opinion-moulders 
of the land, far more than their 
big city brothers are.

No man in America knows the

pulse of the nation like the small 
town newspaper editor. No man 
knows better what ails America.

And no man knows better how 
to fight the isms that would de­
stroy America—and no man in 
America has done a better job 
of doing just that.

You don’t need to take my 
word for it that a salute is due to 
those American editors today.

Yo ucan find ample evidence 
in small towns the country over.

The influence of these editors 
is stamped in permanence on the 
face of a thousand little cities.

Small towns are made by their 
newspapers. If the paper is good 
and the editor is a man of cour­
age and devoted to the public ser­
vice, the paper is more than just 
the lifeblood of the town. It is the 
town itself.

In these towns you’ll find the 
thinking clearer than it is in any 
city in the United States.

You’ll find the people are 
saner, their democracy stronger,

and their vision less clouded by 
trivial things.

The roots of our American way 
of life arc in these small towns.

And the editors of the news­
papers in the towns and small 
cities of America are the folks 
who are carrying both the torch 
and the stabilizer.

No group served the nation 
any more energetically and in­
telligently during the war than 
these small town editors.

That is true because they do 
the same job in peacetime, be­
cause that’s the kind of pattern 
which is the heritage of their 
profession, and because it just 
comes naturally!

These are big men In little 
towns. Don’t ever make the mis­
take of thinking that little towns 
beget little men.

Individually, they are the driv­
ing force of their communities. 
Collectively, they arc the driving 
force of the nation.

Generally, they are a modest 
bunch. They don’t claim all this 
influence I’m attributing to them. 
But their senators and congress­
men listen to them and their 
voices are heard far beyond the 
circulation of their papers.

They should be, for their voice 
is in truth the voice of democracy, 
of the American way of life—and 
itt is a Christian; God-fearing 
voice.

If the nation is safe in any 
hands, it would be theirs.

Strawberry
Season

College Station—If Vitamin C 
is lacking in your diet, now’s the 
time to get a fresh supply, for 
with strawberry season almost 
upon us, USDA plant scientists 
say that a generous serving of 
fresh strawberries will, on the 
average, supply the daily quota. 
Of course, the amount of Vitamin 
C in berries depends upon the 
variety and the weather condi­
tions under which they are 
grown. The same bright sunlight, 
moderately warm days and cool 
nights which produce the best 
flavor in any variety of straw­
berries also produce the highest 
ascorbic acid or Vitamin C con­
tent.

Miss Gwcndolyne Jones, Ex­
tension food preservation spec­
ialist, points out that some va­
rieties have more Vitamin C 
content than others. But the 
average for all varieties have 
more than 60 milligrams for each 
ordinary serving, and the recom­
mended daily intake of ascorbic 
acid is 75 milligrams.

There is no marked difference 
in ascorbic acid content of berries 
picked early in the season and 
those picked near the season’s 
end, says Miss Jones, However, 
she states that it pays in Vitamin 
C to let picked half-red berries 
ripen before serving. Better still, 
allow the berries to ripen on the 
plant before picking.

Need of World Relief 
Desperate & Growing 
In Europe and Asia

NEW YORK — "Almost 300 
boys, girls and infants in their 
mothers’ arms, many completely 
naked, lined up to receive at least 
one or twto pieces of clothing.” 
So begins a report received by 
Episcopal Church headquarters 
here, from Church World Service, 
the distributing agency for much 
of the food, clothing, medicines 
and other necessities of life being 
provided by a fund of a million 
dollars being raised for the pur­
pose in the Episcopal Church, and 
similar funds being raised by 
other churches.

That report came from the 
Philippines. From China comes 
the story of a project to benefit 
Yellow River Dike workmen, 
which includes disinfection of 
wells; inspection of dormitories, 
kitchens, and toilets, typhoid and 
cholera inoculations; clinics treat­
ing 15 or more men a day. This, 
too, is made possible by the in­
terest of American church people 
in human need wherever it may 
be.

It is blieved by many church 
workers that vast numbers of 
people in the United States think 
that the crisis in Europe and iin 
the Orient has passed, and that 
needs are decreasing. "Such mis­
understanding.” said a spokes­
man, "can cost millions of lives. 
It must be recognized that bad 
times are ahead in practically 
every war-devastated country. 
The harvest of 1946 was below 
normal. UNRRA is already de-

parting from many of the coun­
tries and will soon withdraw
from all of them. The most criti­
cal time since the outbreak of the 
war is probably just ahead. Chris­
tian institutions which normally 
care for refugees and the victims 
of war have been rendered v irtu ­
ally impotent. Indeed, many of 
them no longer exist. Further­
more, from several large areas, 
clergy and church workers, as 
well as their congregations, have 
been driven from their homes 
and find themselves without 
means to care for people in need 
of spiritual and material aid. 
While somewhat better material 
conditions may be anticipated 
with the coming of Spring, no 
general improvement can be 
hoped for until harvest of 1947 
and until transportation facilities 
are much improved. Indeed, we 
anticipate that the winter 1947 
1948 will still find resources de­
pleted and conditions generally 
desperate. With the demolished 
cities and destroyed homes, with 
churches and Christian institu­
tions not yet restored, with equip­
ment and staff far below normal

for both material and spiritual 
development, the need for recon­
struction will undoubtedly ex­
tend far beyond the signing of 
the peace treaties.”

A vast majority of the 15.000.- 
000 servicemen and women who 
took out National Service Life 
Insurance during World War II 
will eventually receive dividends 
on their policies, the Veterans 
Administration reports.

VA is now calculating divi­
dends on the millions of policies 
issued. This is a tremendous task 
and it is impossible at this time 
to estimate how long it will take 
to accomplish it.

The amount of the dividends 
has not been determined. The 
payments to individual veterans

will vary as they are based on 
the amount of insurance carried, 
the length of time held, and the 
veteran’s age at the time he took 
it out.

The chief reason that these 
dividends are not being paid now 
is that the highest obligation of 
VA is to give service to veterans 
who are keeping their insurance 
in force. When the workload per­
mits, VA will make every effort 
to pay the dividends.

NSLI is mutual insurance, VA 
explained, and when the insur­
ance fund shows a surplus from 
gains and savings, that surplus 
belongs to the policyholders, in­
cluding policies of those who 
have allowed their insurance to 
lapse.

Since all excess costs resulting 
from death or total disability 
traceable to the extra hazard of

the military or naval service arc 
borne by the Government and 
paid from separate appropria­
tions, war casualties have no 
bearing on dividends.

The number of veterans await­
ing hospitalization in Veterans 
Administration hospitals in Tex­
as, Louisiana and Mississippi de­
clined 57 per cent in the last 
eight months, VA reported today.

The reduction was ascribed to 
acquisition of “surplus" military 
hospitals, and increase in beds 
available for veterans, and a 
more rapid turnover of patients 
through improved medical care.

On July 1 , 1946. there were 
4,204 veterans on VA hospital 
waiting lists in the Dallas Branch 
Area; whereas on March 1. 1947, 
the figure had fallen to 1.799,

There were no veterans with 
service-connected disabilities on 
the March waiting list. All emer­
gency cases of nonscrvice-connec­
tion also had been admitted.

Nearly half the blinded veter­
ans of World War II cither arc 
working or in training for cm- 
ploymcntt, a Veterans Adminis­
tration survey shows.

The survey, made by VA's Vo­

cational Rehabilitation and Edu­
cation staff, included 1,133 blind­
ed veterans who had been dis­
charged by the Army and Navy 
up to November 30, 1946.

Twenty-eight percent were 
working. Another 20 percent 
were in vocational rehabilitation 
training.

Professional and scientific 
courses, particularly social work, 
teaching and law, accounted for 
the largest number of veterans 
who were going to school. Agri­
culture was second.

Nearly half the blinded veter­
ans with full-time jobs were in 
industrial occupations, chiefly as 
machine operators and assemb­
lers. Another large group was in 
business and sales work.

Self-employed blind veterans 
were found to be engaged in such 
occupations as general farming, 
chicken raising, citrus farming, 
fishing bait business operator, 
magazine agencies, gift shops, 
trucking business, mechanics, 
musicians, clerks and tourist 
cabin operators.

More than 49.000 veterans of 
World War II were among the 
103,000 patients in Veterans Ad­
ministration hospitals on Febru­
ary 1. VA reported this week. The 
remaining 54,000 were veterans 
of World War I and other wars.

Adult and junior lead- 
el’s, clubs and county groups will 
also be given special awards. In 
Alaska, Hawaii and Puerto Rico, 
4-H’ers are offered rewards for 
superior records in ten of the pro­
grams.

Thy? programs are conducted 
under the direction of the Federal 
and State Extension Services. All 
awards arc provided by private 
citizens, educational foundations 
and industrial organizations in­
terested in furthering 4-H Club 
work.

Awards for county winners 
comprise 143,500 gold and silver 
medals, and $9,200.00 in cash 
prizes Of $20.00 to each of the ten 
top ranking 4-H health improve­

ment clubs in a state. Plaques of 
merit will also be awarded to the 
county in each state reporting 
the most outstanding 1947 pro­
gram in 4-H farm safety and 
better methods electric activities. 
State, sectional and national a- 
wards include 184 gold watches, 
1,087 U. S. Savings Bonds, 118 
college scholarships and 795 edu­

cational trips to National 4-H 
Club Congress, Chicago.

In addition, scholarships total­
ing $38,480.00 arc offered to adult 
and junior 4-H Club leaders in 
42 states to receive special in­
struction at tractor maintenance 
clinics.

Peanuts For Food 
And Feed

College Station—There is a big 
need for increased production of 
peanuts in Texas, says Agrono­
mist E. A. Miller, of the Texas 
A&M College Extension Service.

Since the peanut has proved to 
be an excellent food, both for 
humans and livestock, Miller has 
outlined the steps that he believ­
es are the basis for increasing 
peanut yields.

A good stand is necessary for
good production. Planting at
least 25 to 30 pounds of shelled
seed, or 45 to 60 pounds of un-
shellcd seed per acre gives good
stands.%

Chemical treatment of shelled 
peanut seed has proved to be 
more than worth while in getting 
good stands. The treatment pro­
tects the seed against molds and 
fung: *n the soil. Work carried on 
at the Texas A&M College Agri­
cultural Experiment Substation 
at Stephenville showed that pea­
nuts came up to 72 percent of a 
perfect stand when 100 pounds of 
seed were treated with three

ounces of two percent common 
ceresan. Non-treated peanut seed 
brought only 28 percent of a per­
fect stand. These figures are the 
averages for five-year test per­
iods. Other promising chemicals 
used in treating peanyts were 
arasan, spergon, phygon, tersan 
and zerlate, although the last 
three of these have been tested 
only one year. Chemical treat­
ment for shelled seed appears to 
be more effective than inocula­
tion. Unshelled seed, however, 
respond best to inoculation, and 
have not been greatly benefited 
by treatment.

Art Bralley, Potter County 
agricultural agent, reports that 
more than 60,000 acres of the 
best Panhandle farm land is 
overrun with bindweed. Infesta­

Q—I was discharged from the 

U. S. Army because my mother 
was dependent on me. Am i elig­
ible to enter a course of educa­
tion or training?

A—Yes. The fact that you were 
discharged from the service be­
cause of dependency of your 
mother would not be material if 
you are otherwise qualified.

Q—What benefits, other than 
subsistence, is a veteran entitled 
to while pursuing a course of 
education under the G.I. Bill?

s A — Veterans Administration 
will pay for the veteran’s tuition, 
book3, supplies, fees and other 
authorized expenses within cer­
tain limitations.

Q—I have a service connected 
disability and am to be rehabili­
tated under the Vocational Re­
habilitation Act. Will my com­
pensation payments be increased 
while I am pursuing a course of 
vocational rehabilitation?

A—No, your compensation will 
not be increased; but during the 
time you. are being rehabilitated, 
you will receive your disability 
compensation plus subsistence al­
lowance to bring you up to $105 a 
month if you do not have a de­
pendent. Additional amounts will 
be added for each dependent or 
dependents.

Q—I am being rehabilitated 
under the Vocational Rehabilita­

tion Act (Public Law 16). Am I 
entitled to a vacation during the 
summer, and will I continue to 
receive subsistence allowance 
during the vacation?

A—Yes., You will be entitled to 
leave of absence not to exceed 30 
days in any consecutive 12 
months, and you will receive 
compensation and subsistence al­
lowance during vacation periods.

The Veterans Administration 
has reviewed more than a third 
of its disability compensation 
cases in Texas, Louisiana and 
Mississippi in the Congressional- 
ly-authorized program to estab­
lish more accurate ratings for dis­
abled veterans, VA reported this 
week.

Of the 207,000 compensation 
and pension cases in VA’s Dallas 
Branch Area subject to review

under the new disability rating 
schedule approved by the last 
Congress, VA has reviewed 75,353 
cases, slightly more than 36 per 
cent.

VA said virtually all vetterans 
drawing compensation for ser­
vice-connected disabilities will 
have their cases reviewed under 
the new schdule. Reviews are 
automatic, therefore, VA request­
ed disabled veterans not to make 
inquiries about their cases while 
they are pending.

Although the new schedule 
provides increased ratings for 
certain types of disabilities and 
decreases for other types, it df>es 
not make any blanket change in 
rating. However, the increases 
far outnumber the decreases.

World War II amputees eligible 
for free automobiles, who intend 
to apply for them, should file 
their claims immediately because 
funds for purchase of the cars 
will not be available after June 
30, VA said.

The appropriation authorized 
by the 79th Congress for the pur­
chases expires on that date.

VA cannot purchase a car un­
til the claim has been filed, the 
veteran declared legally eligible 
and a sales agreement made with 
a car deacr. Since this processing 
requires considerable time, veter­
ans who intend to apply should 
file now so that money for pur­
chase of the cal's can be encum­
bered before the appropriation 
expires.

Veterans who suffered the loss 
or loss of use of one or both low­
er limbs at or above the ankle 
during service in World War II 
are entitled to the cars. They 
must be able to obtain an opera­
tor’s license.

So far, 1,376 World War II vet­
erans in the Dallas Branch Area 
of Texas, Louisiana and Missis­
sippi have filed claims for cars. 
Of these, 990 have been found 
eligible. Nearly 600 veterans have 
received delivery of their cars at 
an avrage cost to the government 
of $1,576 per vehicle.

History of Clarendon 
Clinical Hospital
By Dr. Laura A. Lowall

(Continued from last week) 
The story of Adair Hospital 

from 1941 to 1944 is familiar to 
most of citizens of Clarendon. It 
was leased to three medical doc­
tors wjio operated it for about 
six months after which it remain­
ed closed. The fact that Dr. 
Lowell operated the Hospital 
successfully for nine months in

1941 under county board was 
completely ignored. The in­
patient department during those 
months brought the Hospital be­
tween four and five hundred 
dollars which reduced the burden 
on the county a considerable sum. 
Not only was this fact ignored 
but the new leasees hardly gave 
ibr. Lowell sufficient time to 
move his patient to new Hospital 
which he set up down town 
which was named the Clarendon 
Clinical Hospital. In summer of 
1944 the standing lay board of 
Adair Hospital approached Dr.

Lowell relative to his taking it 
over and operating it again. In 
November of 1944 due to fact that 
the 12-bed unit was inadequate in 
size Dr. Lowell accepted a lease 
with the Adair board to buy all 
the equipment and lease the 
building. On the day the transi­
tion was made, trucks and ambu­
lances cooperated and eleven 
patients were moved back to 
Adair Hospital which then, be­
came Clarendon Clinical Adair 
Hospital..

Since that date the Hospital 
has been operated successfully. 
We have lived through the try­
ing years of World War II and 
the first part of the post war era. 
We have faced the staggering in­
crease in wages, medicines and 
medical supplies plus the heavy 
load of social security, unemploy­
ment and Income taxes. Many 
small institutions have been forc­
ed to close their doors. There 
have been many times during 
these years when we were not 
proud of the bedside service 
which w offered our patients. To­
day due ti the fact that so many 
nurses are retained in Armed for­
ces it is still very difficult to hire 
registered nurses. We made a 
trip in April a year ago to Dallas. 
Kansas City, Kirksville. At that 
time we contacted Dr. Merlin F. 
Achor who has been with us the 
past year, but we were unable 
to get any help relative to nurs­
ing problem. The Superintendent 
of Nurses at the Osteopathic 
School of Nursing in Kirksville 
told us they could not even sup 
ply their own hospitals. They told 
us to go home and train our own 
girls. This we have done. In April 
of last year a group of girls had 
completed sufficient training in 
general duty care that we held a 
candle service in the Episcopal 
Church and gave them their caps. 
It has not been easy, cither for 
the administration or nurses and 
many times the service has been 
trying to the patients. But we 
feel that along with many other 
inadequate setups which arose 
during war that we have given 
to community of Clarendon a 
satisfactory hospital service. This 
month we will celebrate “Nation­
al Hospital Day.” We will an 
al Hospital Day”. We will an­
nounce our program and the act­
ual date in the next issue of the 
Leader.

During this month we welcome 
and solicit the interest of the 
people o f C larendon in m aintain­
ing a satisfactory hospital service 
for the community.
