Cotton
subject to penalty is designated
as the “farm marketing excess”
of cotton. It will be determined
by multiplying the farm normal
cotton yield by the acreage plant-
ed in excess of the allotment.

In cases where the farmer es-
tablishes that the acgual cotton
yield per acre is less than the
normal yield, the farm marketing
excess will be reduced to the
