Soil Conservation 
Meeting Draws 
Large Crowd

Soil conservation was the topic 
for discussion in Clarendon last 
Friday at the Mulkey Theatre. 
H. M. Breedlove, county agent 
and chairman of the meeting, 
stated that four hundred farmers, 
ranchers and businessmen at­
tended the meeting.

The soil conservation meeting 
was sponsored by the Second 
National Bank of Houston and 
the Burlington Lines. Mr. R. E. 
Drennan, president of the Cham­
ber of Commerce welcomed the 
group to Clarendon in the open­
ing address. He then turned the 
program over to H. M. Breedlove 
who recognized out of county 
groups attending the meeting and 
also introduced the various agen­
cies in the county working on soil 
conservation.

Mr. J. R. Porter, chairman of 
the Donley County soil conserva­
tion district, gave a talk on the 
progress of the district in the 
county. Mr. Roy Jewell, chairman 
of the Donley County Agriculture 
Conservation Association, gave a 
talk on the money being spent by 
that organization for soil conser­
vation practices.

Breedlove then introduced 
Wright Armstrong, vice president 
of the Burlington Lines, who in­
troduced all officialss of the Bur­
lington Lines and the S*n:ond Na­
tional Bank of Houston attending 
the meeting.

Mr. H. M. Bell, zone conserva­
tionist, for the soil conservation 
service gave a discussion of 
grasses and their relation to man 
and stated that grasses must be 
given a chance to grow in order 
to graze cattle. Mr. Donahue, 
agronomist for the Texas A&M 
College Extension Service, gave 
an interesting talk on the relation 
of man to soils.

The program was highlighted 
by the final talk by Dooley Daw­
son, vice president of the Second 
National Bank of Houston. Mr. 
Dawson gave figures showing 
that Texas rated very low in the 
United States in average produc- 
tipn per. acre. Mr. Dawson called 
on all farmers and ranchers to 
conserve ar»d build up their soil 
bemuse with increased popula­
tion in the United States it would 
not be many years before we 
could not support our selves. It 
takes 2Vz acres of good land to 
support one person for a year and 
if the futurfc generations are to 
have a good living then we must 
take care of our land to give it to 
them in at least as good a shape 
as we received it.

The Burlington Lines was host 
to some forty farmers, ranchers 
and businessmen for a luncheon 
on their private car during the 
noon hour. Every one enjoyed 
making friends with the men 
sponsoring the program and 
swapping ideas on the agriculture 
outlook for the next few years.

Mr. Carman Rhode, local soil 
conservationist for the SCS, and 
H. M. Breedlove, county agent, 
express their appreciation to 
everyone for their fine coopera­
tion in making this meeting a 
success.

Health Notes
AUSTIN—With the advent of 

cold weather each year in this 
State, several deaths are usually 
reported, resulting from asphyxi­
ation by gas fumes in improperly 
ventilated homes or sleeping 
quarters.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, has issued a warning in 
this respect, emphasizing that it 
is never safe to sleep in a tightly 
closed room with a gas fire burn­
ing. Even if there are no gas 
leaks, the air soon becomes viti­
ated and unfit to breathe.

’’When occupying a room in

(Continued from Front Page) 
Haile eyed independence and a 
place of his own. In the late 
1890’s he made a trip up into 
Hutchinson County and inspected 
the ground.

In 1899, Mr. Haile returned to 
the vicinity of Billy Dixon’s old 
location in Hutchinson County. 
On Dec. 25, 1899. he filed a claim 
for his first section of land.

He arrived at his filing site 
fully equipped with a wagon 
load of lumber — sufficient to 
build a house.

And 
when there was sufficient num­
ber, it was decided to organize 
the county.

April 21, 1901, was an auspic­
ious day for the Haile family. 
Hutchinson County was formally 
organized; Mr. Haile was named 
as interim county judge and the 
oldest child of the family was 
born.

He was 
named commissioner of the coun­
ty; he served long years as trus­
tee on the county school board.

In 1919, Mr. and Mrs. Haile left 
their Hutchinson ranch and mov­
ed to Clarendon. Nine children 
were to be educated. Clarendon, 
with a fine public school system 
and Clarendon College was an 
ideal choice.

Mr. Haile leased his ranch, but 
did not get away from the soil. 
He took an active part in Claren­
don’s civic life, serving a time as 
city commissioner. He also ran a 
farm close to town. •

At one time, he was in the 
trucking business at Clarendon. 
Finally all nine of the children 
had gone through Clarendon Col­
lege. In 1940, Mr. and Mrs. Haile 
moved back to the raoch. They 
lived there six years and then 
moved to Amarillo.

Mr. Haile was a man who be­
lieved in youth. And he constant­
ly was giving some youngster a 
helping hand.

None of his relatives has any 
idea of the number of young peo­
ple he aided in attending Claren­
don College.

He was a staunch supporter of 
the Baptist congregation wher­
ever he lived.

It Is High Time 
For Texas to Have 
Secret Ballot

MANY TEXANS are under the 
impression that this state already 
has a secret ballot, but they are

only in counties that have voting 
machines. Where papef ballots 
are used it is possible for those 
who conduct the election to check/ 
up and see how each person has 
voted.

The League of Women Voters 
of Texas says that Texas is one 
of the two only states that have 
not adopted a secret ballot. In 38 
states, each ballot is perforated so 
that, although the names of the 
persons voting can be recorded, 
the votes themselves are dropped 
into the slot without either name 
or number for identification.

Surely, the way each citizen 
votes is strictly his own business. 
It- is necessary only to have a 
correct list of voters to insure 
that all who cast*’ ballots are 
properly qualified. The League of 
Women Voters has been for a 
long time demanding passage of 
a secret ballot law. Favorable 
action by the legislature is over­
due.—The Daily Times Herald, 
Dallas, Oct. 20, 1948.

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Fifteen Million Dollar 
Expansion Plan 
Voted For SMU

DALLAS — A $15,000,000 ex­
pansion plan for Southern Metho­
dist University was voted No­
vember 9 by the SMU Board of 
Trustees at its annual fall meet­
ing.

University endowment will bej 
increased by $10,000,000. Dr. Um- 
phrey Lee, president of SMU, 
said, to provide funds for scholar­
ships and special professorships.

The other $5,000,000 will go in­
to plant expansion, including the 
construction of an additional 
girls’ dormitory and a building 
for the planned Law School 
quadrangle of SMU.

The $15,000,000 fund drive was 
proposed by a newly-organized 
planning and development com­
mittee of the board of trustees.

Dr. Lee said the committee's 
recommendations are the result 
of a detailed study of the future 
needs of SMU. No time limit has 
been set on raising the required 
funds.

Reporting to the 51 members of 
the board, Dr. Lee said that 
SMU's assets have increased 300 
per cent, including construction 
now in progress, over what they 
were in 1935—from $6,000,000 to 
$18,000,000.

Since 1940, he added, approxi­
mately $1,000,000 a year has been 
added to the assets of SMU.

Dr. Lee said the endowment 
fund increase would be spread

later than July 25, 1956. The ex­
ceptions from the general rule are 
veterans who enlisted or reinlist- 
ed before October 6, 1946. These 
men figure deadlines on GI Bill 
benefits from the date of their 
discharges and may start and 
complete their training later than 
other veterans.

Veterans may apply for guar­
anteed or insured GI loans for 
the use of buying or building 
homes, farms or business up un­
til July 25, 1957.

Veterans who were discharged 
on or before July 25, 1947, can 
apply for readjustment allow­
ances until two years after their 
date of discharge. However, no 
readjustment allowances are pay­
able after July 25, 1952.

There is no deadline on the 
time a veteran has to apply for 
medical care or hospitalization. 
He may do this any time during 
his life. The same holds for fil­
ing a claim for disability com­
pensation or pension.
