SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

“Guar is a crop that deserves a 
trial on those diverted acres,” 
reports J. N. Weaver a cooperator 
of the Donley Soil Conservation

District. A 10 acre trial planting 
of this summer legume was made 
last year by Weaver on his place 
in the Hudgins Community.

In spite of the severe drought 
last year, Weaver was still able 
to combine enough seed for his 
own use and some over to sell. He 
plans to increase his planting this 
year to 20 acres.

Edwin Eanes, a district cooper­
ator of the Naylor community, 
has been using this soil improv­
ing crop for a number of years. 
“Guar is one of the best legumes 
for this area,” stated Eanes.

Tn 1950, Eanes planted one 80

acre field to guar, maize, sudan, 
cane, and cotton. The following 
year he planted the entire field 
to cotton. The area where the 
guar had been the previous year 
yielded one-half bale per acre. 
The entire field averaged less 
tnan one-fourth bale per acre. 
Cotton on the guar land made i 
twice as much as that following 
any of the other crops.

A number of other district co- 
operators have indicated that 
they intend to make a trial plant­
ing of this new legume.

Below are some reasons for 
planting guar on diverted acres:

1. Adds nitrogen to the soil.
2. May be used for cash crop 

through sale of seed.
3. May be used for a green

manure crop.
4. Seed, if ground or rolled, are 

good protein supplement for live­
stock.

5. Increases yields of following
crops.

Additional information may be 
obtained from the Soil Conser­
vation Service.

‘‘The principal point apparently 
involves use of artificial baits, 
that is so far as the resident in­
dividual is concerned, because the 
state law requires persons using 
artificial bait to have a regular 
state fishing license- Persons NOT 
using artificial bait may fish in 
their own home counties without 
a license, under the general state 
law.”

The Assistant Executive Secre­
tary said that until the record 
drought set in a few years back, 
there had been a tremendous 
trend toward creation of private 
lakes or ponds for personal fish­
ing facilities.

“Our best estimate is that there 
are upwards of five thousand 
such lakes or ponds,” he said. 
“These projects naturally have 
been encouraged on the theory 
that development of private fish­
ing facilities takes just that much 
pressure off public waters."

The Assistant Executive Secre­
tary said the fact that some of the 
private lakes or ponds have been 
stocked with fish from state 
hatcheries has no bearing on the 
personal license regulations.

1856 WHEAT QUOTA 
MEMORANDUMS

“A wheat marketing quota for 
the 1956 crop of wheat is expect­
ed to be proclaimed by the Sec­
retary soon, as required by law. 
Departmental policy concerning 
the outcome of the referendum 
is strictly neutral, since the law 
provides that wheat growers vot­
ing in the referendum make the 
decision as to whether they wish 
to impose marketing quotas. In 
accordance with Departmental 
policy, informational materials 
prepared to inform wheat grow­
ers of, the facts and alternatives 
to be considered by them before 
the referendum will be strictly 
neutral and factual.

In adhering to this policy it is 
important that all committeemen 
be notified that they must not 
in their official capacity as com­
mitteemen take a stand for or 
against marketing quotas. Com­
mitteemen must also be remind­
ed that farmers generally may 
find it difficult to distinguish be­
tween their official neutral stand 
and an expression of personal at-
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titude toward quotas.
DROUGHT EMERGENCY FEED 
PROGRAM EXTENDED

Eligible farmers and ranchers 
in Donley County may apply to 
their local county Farmers Home 
Administration for certain feed 
grain at a reduced price of $1 per 
hundredweight. The transactions 
are made through regular, estab­
lished feed dealers. Under terms 
of the current announcement, ap­
plications for feed at the reduced 
rate will be received by FHA 
committees until close of business 
June 15, 1955, for supplies to meet 
requirements to June 30, 1955.

amendment to the bill in a very 
few hours which will increase the 
price supports on grain sorghums. 
This is very important to our sec­
tion of the country, because grain 
sorghums are the major cash crop 
in our section of Texas and in 
many portions of Kansas, Okla­
homa, Colorado and New Mexico.
I expect great opposition to the 
amendment from people who un­
derstand more about arithmetic 
than they do human beings. The 
amendment will probably fail be­
cause it is designed to contribute 
to the economic equality of the 
American farmer. There has been 
a propaganda campaign going on 
in many of the urban areas a- 
gainst the American farmer. He 
has been portrayed as a scoundrel 
who has been milking the public 
treasury and is responsible for 
the consumer prices of food pro­
ducts. This vicious campaign is, 
in my opinion, closely akin to 
treason. It is false, it is deliberate 
and it is malicious. Some of the 
accusations and innuendoes di­
rected against the American 
farmer would lead one to believe 
that the beads of sweat on a 
man’s brow have now become 
badges of dishonor. God forbid 
that we ever reach that state. It 
would definitely denote the com­
plete failure of Christianity and 
civilization.

What happens to the American 
farmer during our generation 
may well determine the future 
of this country. We have during 
the past few years permitted the 
farm income to drop tragically, 
while at the same time the cost of 
living was increasing. This not 
only jeopardizes the farmer, but 
it puts the small independent 
American business man in the 
farm supported communities in a 
squeeze from which he cannot 
free himself and must face even­
tual bankruptcy. The decrease in 
farm income has resulted in a 
substantial decrease in the farm 
population. The records will re­
flect that this emigration from 
the farm has turned into immi­
gration to the metropolitan areas 
and a resulting increase in the 
general labor market. In other 
words, the former consumer of 
the products of labor is fast be­
coming the producer of those 
products and no longer the con­
sumer thereof. This can result in 
nothing except an unbalance of 
the general economy. This means 
unemployment, it means social 
problems, and It means subse 
quent demands for expansions of 
present government social pro 
grams. This cannot contribute to 
the perpetuation of the free 
country visualized by those who 
signed the Declaration of Inde­
pendence. Destroy the American 
family-sized farm, and you de­
stroy America.

ening the escape clause and other 
provisions designed to protect 
domestic industry and to provide 
for actual reciprocity in trade 
rather than a one-way street 
whereby our markets are flood­
ed with foreign imports for the 
purpose of additional financial 
aid to foreign countries.

A special provision was placed 
in the bill authorizing the Presi­
dent to limit foreign oil imports 
and other commodities essential 
to the national defense whenever 
it is found that they are damag­
ing the domestic industry to the 
extent of endangering the na­
tional security. This is of particu­
lar significance with reference to 
oil, because the President’s cabi­
net advisory committee has al­
ready reported that oil imports in 
excess of the 1954 ratio between 
imports and domestic production 
would endanger the national se­
curity. Administration officials 
have assured members of Cong­
ress that they will use the author­
ity written into this bill by the 
Senate Finance Committee to 
keep foreign oil imports in line 
with the 1954 ratio.
Excessive Imports Hurt Texas, 
Excessive oil imports have al­

ready damaged the domestic oil 
industry in our State. Unless im­
ports are restricted, independent 
producers, who have no foreign

oil production, cannot successful­
ly compete with the major com­
panies which own and import 
foreign oil at less cost than "pro­
ducing it at home. Independent 
producers form the backbone of 
the oil industry in our State, and 
they are entitled to be protected 
against destruction by foreign oil.

In addition to the independent 
segment of the industry, our 
State tax revenues require pro­
tection from excessive foreign oil 
imports. When domestic produc­
tion is reduced, State tax reve­
nues are reduced. Today oil pro­
duction is limited to 10 days per 
month in Texas, and this is due 
partially to excessive oil imports. 
We are hopeful that the House 
will approve the authority to 
limit oil imports and that the 
President will enforce it so that 
this problem will be solved by 
the importers voluntarily or un­
der the compulsion provided in 
this bill.

Farm Price Supports
By a vote of 206 to 201, the 

House last week passed a bill 
which would restore farm price 
supports of 90% of parity for the 
basic commodities. The measure 
now goes to the Senate Agricul­
ture Committee, which may not 
complete action on the bill at this 
session. Some committee mem­
bers who opposed Secretary Ben­

son’s flexible support bill last 
year think it should have a fair 
test before returning to rigid 
supports. However, if farm condi­
tions do not improve, there will 
be a strong effort in the Senate 
to agree with the House on re­
storing 90% of parity.

During the House fight on this 
bill a standing vote eliminated 
peanuts as one of the basic com­
modities. However, this action 
was reversed by a vote of 215 to 
193 just before final pass^e. The 
bill as passed by the House in­
cludes cotton, wheat, corn, rice, 
and peanuts as basic commodities.

Business Disaster Loans
Hearings have been held before 

the Small Business Subcommittee 
of the Senate Banking and Cur­
rency Committee on a bill intro­
duced by Senator Johnson and 
the writer authorizing the Small 
Business Administration to make 
emergency loans to small busi­
nesses adversely affected . in 
drouth areas. Although it has 
been argued that the Small Busi­
ness Administration has had this 
authority under existing law, the 
present administrators have tak­
en the position that loans of this 
type cannot be made without 
amending the present law. Judge 
Edgar Taylor of Snyder and

Judge Milton Ramsey of Andrews 
testified before the committee in 
behalf of the bill.

Rural Electric Co-ops
A large delegation of represent­

atives from Texas rural electric 
co-ops gave a dinner for the 
Texas delegation in Congress last 
week and presented their views 
on matters pending in Washing­
ton. Strong opposition was ex­
pressed against recent Hoover 
Commission recommendations for 
reorganization and changes in the 
REA, FHA, and other loan pro­
grams. They found pretty solid 
agreement among the Texas 
members of Congress that this is 
no time to increase interest rates 
and to make loans more difficult 
for farmers, ranchers, home 
builders, veteran! and small 
businesses. An effort in this di­
rection under the Administra­
tion’s "hard money” policy of 
1953 proved to be a mistake, and 
it was soon dropped. The mistake 
should not be repeated.

the Canadian River on State 
Highway 70, between Pampa and 
Perryton, closed the last gap in

route between Pampa and Perry- 
ton, a distance of 64 miles. For­
merly, travelers between these 
points had to go by a roundabout 
route of either 82 miles or 99 
miles.

Begun June 7, 1954, the bridge 
was completed the last of April 
at a cost of $580,700, ending a 
program started in 1940. The 
bridge is 3,251 feet long with a 
26-foot clear roadway.

The official designation from 
Pampa to Perryton was made by 
the Highway Commission in May, 
1940. However, due to unavail­
ability of funds, it has been 
necessary for the road to be con­
structed by sections, Greer ex 
plained. All highway construc­
tion was delayed by World War II 
and steel for bridges was still 
difficult to obtain as late as 1951.

AUSTIN — Right down to the 
wire, the Legislature (ought cut 
the battle of taxation.

Pay of the legislators—$25 per 
day—stopped May 10. So there 
was all the more reason, from 
their point of view, that the 
toughest, most complex and con 
troversiol problem of the session 
be solved as soon as possible.

First, the House passed a tax

bill, increasing or putting new 
levies on gasoline, cigarettes, 
snuff, tobacco, natural gas, trad­
ing stamps, uranium, and wine 
and beer dealers.

When this bill went to the Sen 
ate, amendments were introduced 
to tax auto storage and parking 
lots, jewelry, furs and clothing, 
storage warehouses, airlines, real 
estate brokers, chemical manu­
facturers, hotels, tourist lodges, 
department stores, and chain 
stores.

Committee Hearings
Sen. Dorsey Hardeman, chair­

man of the Senate State Affairs 
Committee, scheduled hearings 
almost as fast as amendments 
were introduced.

First witnesses was E. H.

Thornton Jr. chairman of the 
State Highway Commission. He 
asked that the state tax on gaso­
line be set at six eents per gallon, 
instead of the present four cents. 
(The House bill increased the 
gasoline tax to five cents.)

Gov. Allan Shivers had advo­
cated a two-cent increase in the 
gasoline tax to provide for the 
state’s highway needs.

He continues to express the 
hope that there be no income or 
sales tax.

That the Legislators will com­
plete the tax bill and adjourn 
within two weeks is Shivers’ 
guess.

Big question is whether the 
House will accept what the Sen­
ate does—especially if it changes 
the gas levy.-

Political Aspect
While they were discharging 

their legislative duties, some 
members were thinking seriously 
about the political campaigns of 
a year hence.

Mentioned often as potential 
candidates for Governor have 
been John Ben Shepperd, U. S. 
Sen. Price Daniel, Lt. Gov. Ben 
Ramsey and Sen. Jimmy Phillips.

But a new face entered the pic­
ture this week when Sen. Ottis 
Lock of Lufkin was approached 
by friends who urged him to give 
serious consideration to the race 
for Governor in 1956.

Washington.
In a long press conference he 

made the flat assertion that the 
Democratic Party cannot nomi­
nate another left-wing candidate 
and win.

He repeated that he did not in­
tend to support Adlai Stevenson 
as the nominee for President next
year.

He praised the work of U. S. 
Sen. Lyndon Johnson as Senate 
majority leader.

He stated that he had started 
negotiations with U. S. Interior 
Secretary McKay, looking to the 
solution of technical problems 
involving control of tidelands oil 
and gas leasing—and he express­
ed the opinion that Texas’ tide 
land problems were more techni 
cal than legal.

Shivers may ask the Legisla­
ture to set up state control over 
the distribution of polio vaccine. 
His decision will follow a confer­
ence with Dr. Henry Holle, state 
commissioner of health.

One of Shivers first visitors on 
his return from Washington was 
12-year-old Bernard Andrews. He 
is spelling champion of the Negro 
elementary schools of Houston.

Young Andrews told the Gov­
ernor and Rep. Charles Murphy 
of Houston that the hardest word 
he had to spell in winning the 
championship and a trip to Aus­
tin by aeroplane was “zephyr".

Park Bill Passes
Ready for ‘Governor Shivers’ 

signature is the long fought parks 
bill.

Jointly sponsored by Rep. 
Charles Murphy of Houston and 
Sen. Carlos Ashley of Llano, the 
measure provides for $25,000,000 
worth of bonds to build tourist

accommodations in state parks.
It calls for the erection of 

lodges at Inks Lake in Central 
Texas, Eisenhower State Park on 
Lake Texhoma, and Atlanta State 
Park on Lake Texarkana.

Scheduled for construction first 
is a 101 unit resort hotel and 
lodges on Roy Inks Lake, to cost 
approximately $1,000,000.

Later construction would be at 
Possum Kingdom Lake, Lake 
Whitney, and Falcon Reservoir.

The entire program Is self- 
liquidating.

Loopholes in the veterans land 

program will be plugged if bills 
by Rep. Dolph Briscoe and Rep. 
Buckshot Lane meet with Senate 
approval.

These two House-passed mea­
sures would set up stiff require­
ments and regulations for land 
purchases and place full respon­
sibility for administration of the 
program on the shoulders of the 
chairman of the Veterans Land 
Board.
