According to a recent news-
letter from Walter Labay, Arvea
Supervisor of Area I, which is
composed of 92 schools in 26
counties in the Panhandle,
Clarendon F.F.A. Chapter is the
largest of any vocational agricul-
ture department in the area that
has only one teacher.

Several cooperators with the
Donley Soil Conservation District
have already seeded or started
seeding native grass on land be-
ing returned to pasture. For those
who have sufficient dead cover
on the land to prevent the sced

ling grass from blowing and ex-
cessive drying, and who are

planting a native grass mixture,
NOW is the time to get your seed
in the grotind. Most popular mix-

tures of the native grasses have
been Blue grama, Sideoats grama,
and Blackwell switchgrass for
mixedland and shallow soils, and
sandlove, Sideoats grama and
Indian grass on the sandier soils.

The introduced grasses such as
weeping love grass, blue panic,
and Sorghum almum, should be
planted somewhat later than the
native grasses. Weeping love-
grass is subject to being froze out
by a severe freeze if planted too
early, but should be planted be-
fore weeds start. Probably the
best time to plant it is the last
part of this month or early April.
Blue panic and Sorghum almum
should both be planted later after
the ground wargs up—probably
in May.

Senator Andy Rogers
Introduces S. B. 223 |
In Texas Senate

AUSTIN—Senate Bill 223, '.hr;
signed to prevent future “Duval |
Counties” and to bring prempt|
| justice in crimes involving
use of public funds, has been in-
troduced in the Texas Senate by
Senator Andy Rogers, District 30,
of Childress.

A second measure, Senate Bill
224, would give aid in recovering
misused or embezzled public
funds.

“Every person of civic respon-
sibility in our state is aware by
now of what happened in Duval
County,” Senator Rogers said.
“And we are all aware that our
laws have to be changed and
‘beefed up” in certain places in
order, first, that a Duval County
won't happen .again and, second,
so that when crimes are commit-
ted by persons in public office,
the people of Texas can depend
on swift justice.”

Senate Bill 223 provides for the
indictment and prosecution of
persons accused of misusing or
embezzling public funds, either
in the county where the violation
occurs or in any adjoining coun-
ty, or in Travis County. The
second bill, enate Bill 224, would
require county attorneys, crimi-
nal district attorneys and district
attorneys to institute suits in be-
half of the county school district
or any other political subdivision
within their jurisdiction for the
recovery of such misused public
funds.

“The misuse of funds of the
Veterans Land Board and the em- |
bezzlements which arose out of |
the Duval County political mvssi
merely serve as cases in pnint.}
terrible examples of what these |
proposed laws are designed to
prevent and punish,” Senator
Rogers said.
