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CCAD Chief Appraiser is fired 

This summer Muenster was the 
only town in Texas to offer swim 
lessons to area children free of 
charge. The Muenster pool was 
also the only city pool in Cooke 
County to conduct swim 
lessons. 

Jeannine Flusche, Red Cross 
Swim Instructor, reported that 
500 youths participated in swim 
lessons during the two weeks that 
they were offered this summer. 

The Muenster Swim Program is 
almost entirely dependent on 
United Way funding. According 
to Mrs. Flusche the program 
receives $300 from United Way 
each year. They also receive dona-
tions from the VFW and the VFW 
Ladies Auxiliary and a few private 
donations. 

"We just skim by on these," 
said Mrs. Flusche. Expenses in-
clude badges, patches and cer-
tificates which are awarded to 
each student as they accomplish a 
unit; equipment; and printing on 
T-shirts for instructors. The Coca 
Cola Co. donates the shirts that 
distinguish instructors from 
students, but the Swim Program 
must finance the printing. 

In an effort to improve eft icien-
cy, save property and possibly 
lives, the Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department is undertaking a 
monumental task. 

The Muenser V.F.D. will be 
gathering floor plans of all struc-
tures within the community and 
all areas served. Floor plans will 
be plastic-laminated and stored in 
a 3-ring binder for reference in the 
unfortunate event that fire should 
occur. 

When a fireman enters a burn-
ing building he is wearing 50-60 
pounds of protective clothing 
while carrying a 11/2" charged 
water hose with 100 pounds of 
pressure. The fireman is under 
tremendous physical strain. Also 

More than 60 people volunteer 
their time as instructors. Through 
the years Muenster counted 
several handicapped children 
among their students and also 
some adults who were terrified of 
the water and required special 
instruction. 

A number of students have 
completed all of the Red Cross 
Swim Lesson units and gone on to 
get Life guard and instructor cer-
tificates. This enabled them to get 
summer jobs or college jobs. 

It is impossible to measure the 
benefits that have been received by 
Muenster's youth from swim 
lessons or guess at the number of 
lives that the lessons may have 
saved. 

Muenster has set a goal of 
$10,000 for this year. As of 
Wednesday morning $6,040.00 
has been collected in Muenster 
which is around 60 percent of the 
goal, according to Muenster Park 
Board member Mattie 
Swirczynski.

Senior Appraiser Brenda Urrutia 
will serve as interim chief ap-
praiser, officials said. 

Following the meeting, Ap-
praiser Mazie Dailey submitted 
her resignation, effective im-
mediately. Mapping department 
supervisor Earl Alldridge has 
resigned, effective on Friday. 
Alldridge has accepted another 
job offer, officials said. 

CCAD Board President Roger 
Martin declined to comment on 
the reasons for Pickett's termina-
tion. He said the board will move 
quickly to find a new chief ap-
praiser. "The bottom line is that

The CCAD is facing an 
estimated $25,000 in legal fees for 
the second consecutive year due to 
lawsuits filed by disgruntled tax-
payers against the district. The 
latest came last month, when 47 
county residents joined in a group 
lawsuit against the CCAD, con-
tending that their property has 
been unfairly appraised and that 
the district is granting preferential 
treatment to some people. 

Officials with the City of 
Muenster have charged for the 
past two years that the tax rolls for 
the city that were prepared by the  

appraisal district were riddled with 
errors, to the tune of about SI 
million, with properties listed on 
city rolls that were not located in 
the city. 

CCAD Appraisal Review Board 
Chairman Clyde Woods abruptly 
resigned in August, two days after 
Pickett read a public statement 
defending the county's appraisal 
process and charging that she and 
the district's employees were being 
harassed. 

CCAD employees two weeks 
later made public statements 
before the CCAD board of direc-
tors, urging them to support 
district employees. 

The district's proposed budget 
was another source of controver-
sy. Pickett has proposed raises of 
up to 18 percent for some ap-
praisal district employees after her 
office did a comparative salary 
study using other appraisal

She also 
proposed that $50,000 be added to 
the budget for a new computer 
mapping system. The board, in a 
split vote on Sept. 15, decided to 
grant 5 percent raises instead, and 
unanimously decided to delay the 
computer purchase. 

Pickett said the acitivity of the 
Cooke County Taxpayers 
Association and other taxpayers in 
the county really wasn't a deciding 
factor in some of the controversy 
surrounding the appraisal district 
"It's been very difficult, but I 
can't say it's all on the taxpayers' 
group by any means," she said.

All residents must have their 
trash bagged and at the curb by 8 
a.m. sharp on Tuesdays and 
Fridays to assure pickup. Most 
commercial businesses will share 
dumpsters. The dumpsters have 
been in place since last week. 

There will no longer be a certain 
day for the collection of brush, 
limbs and yard waste. Instead 
brush and limbs should be cut in 
four-foot lengths and securely tied 
in bundles which can easily be 
handled by two men for pickup by 
the Waste Management Com-
pany. They will be picked up on 
Tuesday and Friday with the other 
garbage.

will pursue paving of Pecan 
Street, which runs north and south 
and is located on the west side of 
the city park. 

Mayor Doyle Cogburn will be 
contacting property owners along 
the road to seek how much interest 
there is in pursuing the project. 
The council will then meet with 
the city's engineer, Tim Morris, 
about whether pave the street as 
part of this year's paving project. 

The council, at its regular 
September meeting, heard a report 
from Texas Waste Mangement 
that there has been about 50 per-
cent participation so far by the ci-
ty's residents in using the new gar-
bage pickup service once a week. 
The city contracted with the firm 
after deciding to close the landfill 

after voters approved moving it 
out of the CCAD. 

The appraisal part of the budget 
is $522,885, an 18 percent increase 
over last year's appraisal budget 
of $442,010. The increases include 
a $3,600 car allowance for the 
chief appraiser, a five percent 
across-the-board raise for CCAD 
employees, with the exception of 
the chief appraiser, who will 
receive no raise, but will receive an 
additional $2,400 for taking on ex-
tra duties for collection. Total 
salary for the chief appraiser in-
cluding car expense, collection 
salary and regular salary is 
$41,600. 

Other increases include raising 
salaries for three CCAD super-
visors to $16,800, which represent 
raises of up to 12 percent. The 
mapping department will increase 
from $50,000 to $93,000, an 86 
percent increase. That will include 
two new temporary deed clerks 
and a $10,000 contingency and 
computer fund. The budget also 
includes $25,000 for legal fees and 
$12,000 for overtime expenses. 

Local taxing entities have until 
Oct. 14 if they wish to disapprove 
the budget, or it will take effect 
automatically. 

In other business, the school 
board: 

- Approved Library Science for 
local credit. 

- Approved Computer Science 
for high school credit. About 
three students are taking the 
course at Cooke County College 
due to conflicts in their schedules. 

- Hired Johnny Metzler as a 
full-time aide to assist with Special 
Education, Physical Education 
and the library. 

Businesses using the dumpsters 
must bag their trash before plac-
ing it in the dumpster, but they 
can use any type of bag. 

The City of Muenster will con-
tinue to add the fee for garbage 
collection on to the city water bill. 
The fee should remain the same 
for residents. The city has signed a 
two-year contract with Waste 
Management with a two-year op-
tion for renewal. 

City employees who are now 
working with the trash collection 

due to new, more stringent, en-
vironmental regulations for land-
fills that will take effect in about a 
year. 

The landfill is now closed and 
has been covered with new dirt. 
An official with the Texas Depart-
ment of Health is expected to visit 
the site for inspection, officials 
said. 

Texas Waste Management of-
ficials told the council they should 
be able to keep to a schedule for 
garbage pickup in Lindsay to bet-
ween noon and 1 p.m. on 
Wednesdays. Customers and the 
city will be notified in case of any 
change in schedule, officials said. 

In other business, the council 
heard that about a third of the 
money has been received from 
property owners for the street pav-
ing project completed along 
Willow and Bezner streets and 
Community Estates. About 
another third of the money is ex-
pected within the month, while the 
rest will come in over a two-year 
payout arrangement, officials 
said.

The council is still working 
through the Texoma Council of 
Governments in drawing up pro-
cedures, code of conduct and writ-
ten policies for a city police 
department. The council is also 
working on revising its subdivision 
regulations and are beginning to 
look at the cost effectiveness of 
present water and sewer fees. Of-
ficials said the current fees are not 
generating enough revenues that 
will help the system pay for itself 
and for repairs and renovations 
that are expected in coming years.

Tragedy cancels Tiger

Heavy rains late last week 
delayed Muenster's football con-
test at Bryson to Saturday night. 

4. "The field was in fairly good con-
dition," said Hornet Coach Grady 
Roller. "It wasn't a contributing 
factor in the game." Bryson's 
coach did show Roller several 
places where the water was 3-4 in-
ches deep on the field Friday 
night. 

Roller also stated he really 
didn't care for Saturday night 
games. "The boys sat around all 
day long with the game on their 
mind, which seems to get the kids 
pretty flat.' The Hornets did gain 
their second victory for the season 
with a 14-6 win. 

Muenster booted the opening 
kickoff, held the Cowboys and 
forcing them to punt. Mike 
Hacker contributed a quarterback 
sack, giving Bryson a 9-yard loss. 

The Hornets began their first 
drive on their host's 43-yard line. 
Short runs by Ryan Sicking, Mike 
Vogel, Troy Pagel, Mike Gobble 
and Kenneth Walterscheid moved 
the ball to the 2-yard line. A short 
run by Vogel and a kick by Rajko 
Jelen gave the Hornets an 8-0 
score with 2:56 remaining in the 
first quarter. 

Bryson controlled the ball the 
remaining time, then punted the 
ball to the Hornets the first play of 
the second quarter. Muenster ran 
six plays, punting the ball back to 
the Cowboys, but a 15-yard flag 
for spearing gave the Hornets 
another chance; however, a 
fumbled ball two plays later gave 
possession back to the Cowboys. 
Again, Muenster's defense held 
with the Hornets taking over on 
their own 21-yard line. Ryan Sick-
ing gained 41 yards on the first 
play of the series, then on the 
fourth play, a pass run from Mike 
Gobble to Steven Fisher was good 
for 37 yards and 6 points. The ex-
tra point kick by Jelen was good 
and Muenster led 14-0 with 2:17 
remaining in the half. 

The Cowboys got in two plays, 
the second a fumbled ball covered 
by Doug Hennigan at midfield. 
Several incomplete passes failed to 
pay off for the Hornets, who at-
tempted a field goal as time ran 
out. 

"We scored an early touchdown 
and the kids got it in their heads it 
was going to be easy, but it 
wasn't," said Coach Roller. "The 
touchdown at the end of the first 
half helped, because they shut us 
down in the third quarter." 

Muenster got in three plays to 

start the second half, when Bryson 
picked off a pass, taking over on 
the Hornets' 45-yard line. Two 
good runs and a pass moved the 
ball to the 12-yard line where the 
Cowboys ran in for 6 points.

The Hornets punted the ball 
back to their host after six plays, 
then stopped their drive with a 
fumble recovery by Terry 
Felderhoff. Muenster's offense 
played out the remaining time, 
with the game ending at 14-6. 

"Bryson has a good ball club," 
said Roller. "I look for them to 
make the playoffs." 

Muenster's defense was led by 
Chris Kubis, who was credited 
with 10 tackles. Other outstanding 
tacklers were Troy Pagel, Michael 
Hacker and Tony Perryman, 
whom Coach Roller credited for 
having a good ball game. Terry 
Felderhoff, Doug Hennigan and 
Kenneth Walterscheid are also 
noted for covering fumbled balls. 

The Hornets' offense gained 
198 yards in 48 carries and com-
pleted two passes for an additional 
45 yards. Ryan Sicking led his 
team, gaining 88 yards on 14 car-
ries with Mike Vogel carrying 19 

Last Thursday night the Jr. 
High Hornets began their season 
against the Bryson Cowboys. 
With the air damp and the field 
wet, the game figured to be played 
mostly on the ground. In the first 
quarter Muenster had the ball for 
only four offensive plays. The 
Cowboys were able to mount a 
drive that ended deep in Hornet 
territory when Maurus Hacker 
recovered a fumble. The second 
quarter was an offensive 
stalemate, with neither team able 
to move the ball.

Cross country meet set 

In danger of going 0-3, the 
Whitewright Tigers came to 
Knight field Friday night hoping 
to take home a victory, but the 
powerful Lindsay offense quickly 
washed all dreams from the 
Tigers' minds. 

"The coach was real pleased 
with the boys. "We were able to 
put things together," said Coach 
Pat Benton. 

Lindsay piled up 24 first downs 
and a total of 513 yards while 
holding Whitewright to 14 first 
downs and 371 total yards in 
offense. 

Jessey Barnes led the Knights on 
the ground, scoring Lindsay's first 
touchdowns and rushed 206 yards 
on 15 carries. Jeff Hermes added 
75 yards, Scott Hermes 32 yards, 
Fred Hughes 31 and Marty Neu 26 
yards. 

"Jessey (Barnes) had an 
outstanding game," said Benton. 
"He was running with authori-
ty...running over people." 

The Knights gained 141 yards in 
the air behind the throwing arm of 
quarterback Scott Hermes. Pat 
Corcoran caught three passes for 
85 yards with Chris Hanks and 
Marty Neu each catching two for 
35 and 21 yards. 

Coach Benton complimented 
Hermes on his ball throwing and 
Corcoran and Hanks for catching 
the ball so well. He also noted 
center David Parson, guards 
Russell Almond and Herb Price, 
and tackles Kenny Fleitman and 
Matt Zimmerer for playing 
outstanding offense on the line. 

Defensively Fred Hughes is 
credited for 10 tackles, assisted by 
Jeff Hermes, Herb Price and 
Patrick Schully. Schully covered a 
fumble for the Knights. Four 
Tiger passes were picked off by 
Corey Sandmann, Chris Hanks, 
Travis Huchton and Fred Hughes.

With 30 seconds remaining 
in the half, Scott Hermes con-
nected with Chris Hanks for a 
touchdown. The PAT by S.

Whitewright's first and second 
possessions in the third quarter 
were halted when Chris Hanks 
and Travis Huchton picked off 
Tiger passes.

Calf roping, 
barrel racing 
benefit fund 
Former AQHA world cham-

pion Robbie Schroeder will take 
on former PRCA Great Lakes 
Circuit champion Terry McCut-
cheon in a special 10-head calf 
roping match at the Cooke Coun-
ty College Equine Center on Oc-
tober 6 (Saturday), with proceeds 
benefiting the college's scholar-
ship fund for Equine Technology 
majors. 

Two five-head sessions will be 
sandwiched around an elec-
tronically timed open barrel race. 
Entry fee is S25 for the one-run 
jackpot. There will be no timer 
fee, but $5.00 of each entry fee 
will go to the scholarship fund. 

Additional scholarship funds 
will be generated by a special 
drawing which will enable the 
donor-purchaser of the winning 
ticket to take home a broke, train-
ed horse. 

The match is set to begin at 3 
p.m. at the Equine Center's out-
door arena but will be moved in-
doors should there be inclement 
weather. The CCC Equine Center 
is situated a quarter mile north of 
the main campus on Bonner 
Road.

County Producers can extend 
their warm season pasture grazing 
period by sod seeding a cool 
season grass or legume. Annual 
Italian ryegrass is an important 
forage crop for livestock owners 
in Cooke County. This ryegrass 
can be sod seeded into ber-
mudagrass on another warm 
season perennial grass. Producers 
should consider the advantages 
and disadvantages of sod seeding 
before making a planting decision. 

Because of the warm season 
base grass, sod seed pastures fur-
nish less fall and early winter graz-
ing than those planted on a 
prepared seed bed. 

Also, the sod seeded grass can 
retard the early spring growth 
from the warm season perennial 
grass. 

Stocker cattle 
workshop set 
for Oct. 10 

Livestock 	producers 	and 
stocker cattle producers in the 
area are invited to a Stocker Cattle 
Workshop on Wednesday, Oct. 
10, at the Cooke County 
Fairgrounds at Gainesville. Ac-
tivities will begin at 5:30 with a 
hamburger supper. Area in-
dustrial representatives of 
livestock and forage supplies will 
have exhibits and will answer 
questions about their products. A 
program will then begin at 7 p.m. 
with Noble Foundation Forage 
and Livestock Specialists R.L. 
Dalrymple and Clay Wright, and 
Extension Livestock Specialist 
Ron Gill. 

Topics to be covered include 
"Forage Grazing Systems," 
"Mineral and Protein Sup-
plements for Stocker Cattle," 
'Copper Deficiency in Livestock" 

and "Getting the Most from Your 
Supplemental Dollar." 

The Workshop is planned and 
sponsored by TU Electric Ag Ser-
vices Division, the Extension 
Livestock Committee and Cooke 
County College Ag Department. 
All area producers are invited to 
this free program and meal. 

On the plus side, sod seeding 
will use land during a normally 
unproductive period of the fall 
and winter to extend pasture graz-
ing periods. Sod seeding also pro-
vides better footing for grazing 
livestock thus eliminating pro-
blems associated with wet weather 
and muddy fields. In addition, 
fertilizer applied to ryegrass can 
carry over and benefit your warm 
season pasture in the spring and 
summer. 

There is a need to decide bet-
ween sod seeding and prepared 
seed bed winter pasture. Stocker 
calf producers need fall and winter 
pasture and so they must pick the 
prepared seed bed. Spring calving 
cows can winter well on good hay, 
and the sod seed pastures will pro-
vide them with plenty of early 
spring growth. 

Also, if you decide to sod seed, 
allow the warm seed grass to make 
early fall growth but don't fer-
tilize. In late September as much 
of the forage should be removed 
from the grass so sunlight can 
reach the soil. Sod seed ryegrass in 
late September or early October. 
There are various ways to do this. 
A standard grain drill will work to 
get ryegrass in contact with the 
soil. One other most popular 
method is to aerate by using a 
pasture renovator or disc. This too  

allows seed to come in contac 
with the soil. Ryegrass should be 
planted at 20 to 30 pounds pe 
acre. Apply fertilizer after the 
ryegrass is up and growing and the 
bermudagrass is dead from frost. 
A fertilizer should be applied by 
using a soil test. If no soil test has 
been run on the land a "good rule 
of thumb" is to add an actual N - 
P-K at the rate of 50-40-40 on our 
sandy type soils of 50-0-0 on the 
heavy black land soils. Hopefully, 
your pasture system will allow the 
ryegrass to grow 5-6 inches before 
grazing. 

Most all varieties of ryegrass 
produces very well in the Cooke 
County area. The following chart 
shows a 1985-1987 forage produc-
tion of ryegrass varieties at the 
Texas A&M Experimental Station 
at Overton in East Texas.

He was born in Tarrytown, 
N.Y. He also lived in West 
Newbury, Mass. where he and 
Rev. Elwood Poore of Gainesville 
graduated from Westbury High 
School 50 years ago. 

In 1945 he graduated from Mid-
dlebury College. In 1949 he 
graduated from Harvard Medical 
School. 

During World War II, he served 
in the U.S. Army.. During the 
Korean conflict, he served in the 
U.S. Army Medical Corps. 

In the early 1960s Dr. Page and 
a colleague at Massachusetts 
General Hospital developed a 
method for measuring a blood 
chemical associated with a certain 
type of hypertension or chronic 
high blood pressure. 

From 1966 to 1972 he took part 
in Harvard's Solomon Islands 
Project - a study that found no 
hypertension among thousands of 
islanders, none of whom had ever 
ingested sodium. 

He headed the hypertension 
clinic at Massachusetts General 
Hospital before becoming Chief 
of Medicine at Newton-Wellesley 
Hospital in 1966. In 1985 he mov-
ed to Washington D.C., to head a 
cardiovascular research program 
at the National Institute of Aging. 
He returned to New England in 
1989 as Chief of Medicine at the
