It was a pleasure to see the 

warm welcome extended to 
President Reagan at his talk 
to the Congress and the 
Nation Tuesday night. It in-
dicates a widespread delight 
in his recovery from the at-
tempted assassination a few 
weeks ago, and it indicates 
also approval of his effort to 
get the country back in or-
der, along with confidence 
in his ability to get the job 
done. 

We've heard lately that 
the Reagan economic plan is 
encountering 	strong 
congressional 	opposition, 
and he would likely have to 
appeal to the people, asking 
them to get the word to their 
elected representatives. Now 
there's word that the public 
has already received the 
message and Congress has 
seen what is happening. The 
enthusiastic applause on a 
number of occasions leaves 
no doubt that the new 
program has lots of appeal. 

As the commentators said 
after the talk, this does not 
mean that the president will 
get all of the economic 
reform he wants. While ap-
proving on generalities the 
liberals of congress will be 
insistent on a number of 
specifics. Nevertheless it can 
be confidently predicted that 
the over all trend will be to 
break away from the present 
condition, in which "gover-
nment is too big and spends 
too much." 

Several factors have a 
bearing in that direction. 
One is the conviction 
prevailing among lots of 
conservative Democrats that 
in principle they are really 
closer to the administration 
than to their own party. 
They can be counted on to 
support a more conservative 
program than the country 
has known for many years. 
Presidential popularity is 
another asset. Reagan has 
public respect and confiden-
ce to a greater extent than 
any recent president. And at 
the same time people are 
sold on the idea. After wit-
nessing the trend of gover-
nment for many years they 
are convinced that a change 
is needed. 

Our hope Is that we the 
people will not get impatient 
about the rate of change. 
Conditions which have been 
established over a long time 
require many adjustments in 
making improvements. We 
wonder, for instance, how 
programs and ad-
ministrators which are a 
liability to the country can 
be eliminated without 
creating special problems. 
How about the bureaucrats 
who lose their jobs? How 
about welfare cheaters who 
are kicked off the gravy 
train then find themselves 
really in need? 

Problems like these are 
inevitable but the country 
certainly cannot afford to 
continue the old waste and 
graft just to avoid them. We 
have to understand that the 
evils were gradually 
established over a long time, 
so a slow process can be ex-
pected to correct them. We 
have to be patient in 
working toward success. 
Maybe we should likewise be 
aware that the president's 
economic foes have such 
problems in mind when they 
claim that the Reagan 
program will not work. Dif-
ficulties that result from ad-
justments will be presented 
as a defense of the liberal 
ways. 

Even so, It seems that, In 
fairness, the liberals of 
government should 
cooperate with the ad-
ministration in its proposed 
spending and taxing 
program. For these many 
years they have run the show 
their way and they have 
developed a mess. It really is 
time now to step aside and 
give the opposite ideas a 
chance. 

In fact, the Reagan prop-
osal makes more sense 
anyway. It seeks to cut 
spending and also trim the

tion for the prestigious title 
of Aggie Parents of the 
Year.

As Muenster's sixth an-
nual Germanfest became 
history, the community was 
immensely proud and 
pleased. Like the other 
festivals before it, this one 
continued the tradition of 
being bigger and better every 
time. 

The outstanding success 
can be credited especially to 
ideal weather, which seemed 

The German Fun Run this 
year was bigger than last 
year, but just barely. The 
total number registered was 
2040 and the number of 
finishers was 2018. In the 
1980 race 2010 were signed 
up and 1971 completed the 
race. 

First to reach the finish 
line in the 15 Km run was 
Tyler Todd of Bonham, 
La., who toughed out a 
humid 80 degree run in 49 
minutes and 9 seconds. And 
the leading lady of the day 
was Becky McClenney of 
Waco. 

Champs of the Muenster 
entries were Gary Henscheid 
and Tracy Klement, and a 

repeat winner for the 
youngest finisher was Danna 
Hamric, who won the prize 
in 1979 and 80. Youngest of 
the boys was Derek Zelanzy. 
Honors for the oldest male 
finishers were claimed by 
two contenders, Robert 
Elston and Ralph Ratcliff, 
both 58 years young. And 
the oldest female finisher 
was Angie Trautham. 

The fun run this year con-
tinued its tradition of getting 
bigger and better all the 
time. According to Co-
Directors Dan Hamric and 
Ronnie Hess the slight gain 
of 47 in finishers was a let-
down when the signs en-
couraged estimates of 2500 
to 3000. But there was a 
gratifying improvement in 
conducting the event. 
Everything went as smooth 
as silk from late signups to 
assembling for the start on 
Main Street and the orderly 
recording of places as run-
ners crossed the finish line, 
often in groups. The direc-
tors said that awards and 
paper work were completed 
faster than ever before. 

Slighty more than half of 
the runners this time chose 
the 15 Km course. There 

were 1022 of them whereas 
there were 996 in the 5 Km 
race. Also 867 in the long 
course were males and 155 
were females. No record was 
made of the men and women 
entered in the short race. 

Only four awards were 
given in the short race. Two

Friday with the largest first

An additional 52 kegs 
were served at the Fun Run 
party following the race. 

As regards other foods 
and drinks, the totals are not 
available, however some of 
the concessions have repor-
ted. Some of the items on 
this incomplete list are 3700 
pounds of sausage, 1560 
fryers, 920 pounds of 
potatoes, 105 gallons of 
kraut, 48 gallons of beans, 
3450 servings of apple 
strudel, 1550 servings of 
nachos, 550 pounds of 
cheese, 17 cases of wine and 
3500 servings of mixed 
drinks. 

Of course there was lots 
more than eating and 
drinking. To begin, Ger-
manfest had a new look with 
three handsome 30 foot 
tapered flag poles in front of 
the pavilion.

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W ASHINGTON, D.C. — 
Many people believe that if 
Congress speaks, then it must 
be the law. Unfortunately, that 
isn't necessarily the way things 
ultimately happen. as the 
federal government has grown 
in such proportions that the 
original intent of Congress is 
often lost in the shuffle among 
the three dozen federal depart-
ments and independent agen-
cies that issue and administer 
the thousands of regulations 
under hundreds of statutes 
passed by Congress. 
- Almost every businessman 

of woman, especially  owners 
of small businesses who may 
not have the resources (either 
financial or personnel) to 
tackle the mountain of paper- 
work required by the federal 
government, has cried out for 
help with this growing pro- 
him, These regulations are 
often complex and extremely 
difficult for business to deal 
with and many go beyond 
original congressional intent. 

Congress itself must take 
responsibility for some 
regulatory burdens and correct 
past mistakes by rewriting 
specific regulations, but the 
regulatory process itself must 
also be reviewed and perhaps 
reformed. 

An important first step 
toward such reform would be 
passage of "sunset legislation" 
through which the entire range 
of programs and regulations of 
each executive and indepen-
dent agency would be reviewed 
by the Congress on a present 
schedule I or. . 	 spon- 

soring H.R. 5S in the House 
that would accomplish this. 

I am also sponsoring 
legislation, along with Con-
gressman lack Hightower, that 
would ease the burden caused 
by federal requirements for 
citizens, businesses and other 
groups to retain records for 
varying periods of time. There 
ought to be greater coordina-
tion of this information reten-
tion policy because dealing 
with the uncertainty of differ-
ing requirements makes 
operating a business more dif-
fieuh. H.R. 316 wouhtplace k 
four-year limit on any - Tecord 
retention requirement for a 
business or private citizen. 

We live in a society guided 
by rules and certainly many 
federal regulations are 
necessary to the protection of 
health and safety of our 
citizens, as well as other areas 
of responsibility. But the 
growth of the federal 
bureaucracy has fed on the 
stretching of boundaries and 
intentions set by Congress and 
we are fast reaching the point 
of being a nation governed by 
regulation rather than by law. 

It is time to reassess 
regulatory priorities in terms of 
costs and benefits of new and 
existing regulations. Again. 
come back to the fmal yard-
stick I use to measure the 
overall benefit of any federal 
action: Do we really need it? 
Can we afford it? Can it best 
be done at the state 7, - loci 
level? All three clues - - _ • 
be answered for all _ • 
requirements.

Money is absolutely essential 
for a modern society as it 
facilitates trade. provides a 
standard unit in which all goods 
and services can be expressed 
and compared. facilitates the 
use of credit. and provides the 
framework for storing the 
results of production for future 
use 

The value of money to 
society, however, will of course 
depend upon its quality. As 
valuable as money is, it's im-
portant to know its limitations 
Misunderstandings about 
money have led to serious 
problems, here and all over the 
world, the most notable of 
which is inflation. 

Many people think of mom, 
 as wealth. Money is not wealth 

Wealth Is things of value owned. 
those physical goods which 
contribute to the improvement 
of our material welfare and 
happiness. 

Our wealth depends upon our 
productive capacity. We in 
crease wealth by producing 
more goods. not by increasing 
the amount of money in the 
economy. This is an important 
fact Many of our economic 
problems have been brought 
about by the erroneous belief 
that we can improve the 
economy, increase output and 
therefore material welfare, oy 
creating and distributing more 
money. 

But all that is accomplished 
when more money is created 
and distributed is to raise prices 
for everyone across the board 
It should be readily apparent 
that this is precisely -  the process 
that has been used by the 
federal government over the 
last fifty years in attempting to 
create prosperity by creating 
and distributing more money 

Prosperity is created by 
production. Every additional 
unit of a useful commodity that 
is produced increases the 
wealth of society and ever: 
member in :t 

The more goods that are 
produced. if there is no increase 
in the supply of money, the 
lower prices will be The lower 
prices are. the more each in-
dividual can buy with his 
limited spendable income. 

Exactly the opposite takes 
place when the money supply is 
increased. Because increasing 
the quantity of money does not 
increase the quantity of goods 
and services. prices rise as 
more units of money bid fur the 
available supply of goods. In the 
lose run this means that 
everyone will get less for their 
money. 

It is true, however, that those 
who get the new money first, 
and spend it before prices react 
to the new supply of money, do 
benefit_ This small group. 
whether it is food stamp 
recipients, defense contractors 
or Chrysler Corporation does 
gain for a short time at the 
expertse of everyone else. 

-There are some. -  writes 
Professor Percy Greaves, 
claim that increasing the 
money supply pots more men to 
work This can only be so when 
there is unemployment 
resulting from pushing wage 
rates above those of a free 
market by such political 
mea;ures as miMmurn wage 
laws and legally sanctioned 
labor union pressures. Under 
such conditions. increasing the 
money supply reduces the value 
of ouch monetary unit and thus 
reduce,  the real value of all 
wages 

America has ended nearly 
every year for the past fifty, 
with a deficit.

high taxes, tusicess stagnation

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Confetti.... 
tax budget with a view to 
balancing the budget in 
1984. It realizes that in-
flation has been gaining 
momentum for years and 
can't be stopped on short 
notice. Though not perfect 
it's a good goal. It seeks to 
restore economic security in 
a few years. The liberal way, 
on the other hand, was poin-
ting to runaway inflation 
ending in chaos. 

We've reached the eleventh 
hour in this regard, and, un-
fortunately, we're in the 
same fix regarding foreign 
affairs. Critics are wailing 
that Reagan's El Salvadore 
policy is inviting another 
Vietnam. They say US 
should pull out and let the 
communists take over. 

Reagan's idea is to help 
the little nation survive as a 
free country, and our ally in 
the global struggle. He 
knows that time is running 
out, and the free world 
desperately needs to get 
together and keep together. 
Perhaps by reforming our 
own attitude toward friends, 
and convincing them that we 
are on their side instead of 
Russia's we can gradually 
work toward a better rating 
in the free world. 

It's good to see that Reagan 
is not disturbed by the 
slurring reference to Viet-
nam. On the contrary he 
defends our involvement in 
that war as a matter of prin-
ciple, saying that America 
should be proud rather than 
ashamed. We were right to 
help Vietnam in the first 
place, but became our own 
enemy when we decided to 
make it a no win war. To 
make things worse, a hostile 
press created a hostile 
public. Men sacrificing their 
lives were hated at home. 
The real truth is that 
America was not disgraced 
by its fighting men in Viet-
nam, but rather by 
politicians who wasted men 
rather than let them win. 
The motives behind the 
debacle remain a mystery 
bu it has to be recorded as a 
war that was deliberately 
lost. 

Congress is back from its Easter recess, and work is 
beginning again on the President's plan for economic 
recovery. Though all indications are the public is still 
solidly behind the Administration's proposals, it will be a 
tough fight to get them enacted into law. In a 
representative government, that may sound like an odd 
contradiction, and it's logical to ask why there is a problem 
with a plan the people support. 

Much of the increased federal spending that has led to 
recent massive deficits has been for programs designed to 
provide small amounts of assistance to relatively small 
numbers of people. The programs frequently became 
"entitlements," with virtually unlimited access to federal 
dollars for people who meet the program qualifications. 
We have learned the hard way that certain people who 
were not the originally intended beneficiaries learn very 
quickly how to qualify for assistance. 

The result has been spending at much higher levels 
than originally envisioned -- and small but vocal, and 
sometimes well organized, groups with a direct interest in 
keeping a specific program in the budget. 

In addition, each program has spawned armies of 
bureaucrats who make their livings administering the 
disposition of benefits. Regrettably, there are 
unmistakable indications that in some cases these 
bureaucrats are spearheading letter. riling campaigns 
among their constituencies. I have even received multiple 
photostats of letters with a signature scrawled at the 
bottom, next to a check mark which presumably was 
placed by the distributor so the signer would know w here 
to put his name. 

It is not surprising that the people receiving the money 
want to continue to do so. Nor is it surprising that the 
people who have found jobs administering the program 
want to keep them. Most of the program beneficiaries can 
show that the money helps them satisfy some need. 

But the problem is that the people paying the taxes 
also need that money to help make ends meet. The tax 
burden has become so heavy that there is a real risk of 
doing irreparable damage to the hard-working men and 
women who must earn the money that is taxed. We must 
begin to reduce the crushing tax burden and enable the 
working people of America to decide once again how to 
spend their own money. 

Let me emphasize that the most needy will continue to 
receive help from the "safety net" programs. Those who 
do not fit neatly into the safety net also will benefit, 
however. 

As the size of government shrinks, so will the tax 
burden. More money will be available for private business 
investment, and more jobs will be created. That will make 
it possible for those at the end of the economic ladder to 
get a solid foothold in the job market. 

But an even more important benefit will come from 
controlling inflation, which hurts the poor proportionately 
more than it does the affluent. This is because those with 
the lowest income spend almost all of it on necessities. 
Price increases don't mean fewer luxuries to these people; 
they mean fewer necessities. The old economics-as-usual 
has made our inflation problems worse, and more of the 
same will mean even higher inflation rates. 

For these reasons, it would be extremely short -sighted-
for the people's representatives in Washington to ignore 
the often quiet working taxpayer in favor of vocal interest 
groups.

The poison of poison ivy is 
a phenolic or carbolic 
substance called urushiol. 
which appears as a sticky. 
resinous. saplike fluid. It can 
be — and often is — trans-
ferred to different parts of 
the face and body by the 
hands. 

Urushiol may be carried 
from the plant on clothing, 
shoes, tools, by animals and 
by smoke from burning 
plants. It is virtually in-
destructible. More than one 
housewife, sorting her hus-
band's work clothes before 
washing them. has received 
enough urushiol to cause 
poison ivy dermatitis. 

"In some instances, 
urushiol has caused skin ir-
ritations after being on 
clothes for more than a 
year," Dr. Peter said. "It has 
also rubbed off on humans 
from garden tools, kites, golf 
balls and clubs, and from the 
hair of dogs and cats." 

Poison ivy appears to be 
most virulent in the spring 

POpgaTi®q OM`? when it is young, frail, easily 
bruised, and the sap is readi-
ly released. As the seasons 
advance, Ilse plants become 
tougher. But in winter the 
twigs, roots and leaves still, 
present a problem. "People 
should remember this when 
attempting to pull up poison  
ivy during the winter 
months," Dr. Peter said. 

Poison ivy dermatitis to-
day is defined as an allergy, 
and it is estimated that at 
least half the adult popula-
tion is susceptible to this 
health problem. "A person 
may not suffer any conse-
quences upon the first en-
counter with poison ivy, but 
almost everyone will be-
come sensitive after 
repeated contact.• Dr. Peter 
said. 

Some resistance may be 
obtained to poison ivy by 
desensitization by an 
allergist and some people 
seem to have a built -in 
resistance.

Texans who ore itching to 
be outdoors this Spring, 
shouldn't let that itching be 
the result of poison ivy. 
poison oak or poison sumac. 

"All three of these plants 
poison on contact." says Dr. 
Walter P. Peter Ir., director 
of the Maternal and Child 
Health Division of the Texas 
Department of Health. All 
parts of the plants — leaves, 
flowers, berries, twigs, 
stems and roots — can cause 
a minor skin irritation last-
ing a few days. or an itching 
ailment which may go on for 
weeks." 

Human contamination us-
ually is the result of picnick-
ing, hiking, playing in grass. 
weeds or woods, or working 
in overgrown areas. 

It's that lime of year when 
outdoor activities are 
becoming more widespread. 

One of the biggest prob-
lems is that the people who 
come into contact with these 
poisonous plants usually 
don't know what they look 
like," said Dr. Peter. 

Here the similarity ends. 
Although the shape of the 
leaves is generally egg-
shaped with a pointed end. 
even the leaves on the same 
plant may vary greatly. 
Their edges may be smooth, 
steeply lobed or saw - toothed. 

Texans normally refer to 
poison oak as the bushy-type 
low shrub which is usually 
under three feet tall. Poison 
ivy is recognized as a small 
shrub or woody climbing 
vase. Poison sumac grows as 
it shrub or a small tree up to 

25 feet in height. It is 
primarily found in the piney 
woods of eastern Texas and 
the leaves are arranged in 
dumps of seven to 13 
leaflets. 

All have small flowers, 
mistletoe-like berries, and 
leaves of various shades 
during the growing season.

For those unfortunates 
who are exposed to poison 
ivy, a rash may develop as 
early as six to 12 hours. 
depending on the sensitivity 
of the individual and the 
amount of the exposure. 
Rarely, it may take a week 
for the dermatitis to become 
apparent. 

Treatment by a physician 
may be effective if a rash 
develops, but often the moss 
that medicine can do is help 
the victim endure the pain 
and itching. Some creams 
and lotions have certain 
soothing powers, but the 
most pallative drug is cor-

tisone or one of its numerous 
derivatives. A physician 
should prescribe treatment 
in severe cases. 

There is hope even if you 
inadvertently come in con-
tact with poison ivy and 
recognize your mistake. "A 
hurried scrubbing with a 
strong laundry soap can 
often prevent or lessen the 
effects of poison ivy," said 
Dr. Peter.

Stir in red 
currant jelly, and finally one heaped teaspoon of grated 
horseradish. Serve with plain boiled potatoes and a green 
salad.

Any white fish may be used for this dish. Trim and 
wash the fish; place in a well greased deep plate - Pyrex.

Dissolve yeast in warm water. Stir in sugar, salt, eggs, 
oil, and 3 cups flour. Beat until smooth. Mix in enough 
flour to make dough easy to handle. Turn dough onto 
lightly floured board; knead until smooth and elastic, 8-
10 min. Place in creased bowl, turning greased side up. 
(at this point, dough can be refrigerated 3-4 days) Cover 
with plastic wrap when refrigerating. To bake, let rise, 
covered with a towel, in a warm place until doubled, 
about I hour. Punch down dough. Form 2-3 loaves. With 
sharp knife, split top of each loaf lengthwise. Pour 
melted butter down center split. Let raise for about I 
hour. Bake at 375 for 40-45 minutes. Brush with butter.

Roll half of dough on sugar board into an oblong 8x 16. 
Fold ends toward center, ends overlaping. Sprinkle with 
sugar. Roll ag ain to same size. Repeat third time. Roll 
about 1/4" thick. Cut into strips I x 4". Twist ends in op-
posite directions stretching dough slightly. Put in shape 
of horse shoe on ungreased baking sheet, pressing ends to 
keep shape. Repeat with rest of dough. Heat oven to 375 
degrees (quick oven). Bake about 15 minutes or delicately 
brown. Take from baking sheet immediately. Makes 
about 5 dozen.

1 cup ground oat flour• 
I cup dairy sour cream 

Beat butter until fluf- 
fy.

night. Divide dough into 
thirds; roll out one third at a 
time on well-floured surface 
to form 12 it 10 inch rec- 
tangle, keeping remaining 
dough chilled.

almonds

Spread each rectangle of 
dough evely with 1/2 of 
preserves to within 1/2 inch 
of edges; sprinkle with 
cup of coconut mixture. 
Roll up starting with wide 
end; place seam side down 
on ungreased cookie sheet. 
Cut 1/4 inch slashes I inch 
apart across top of each roll. 
Bake at 350 degrees for 40- 

45 minutes or until golden 
brown. Remove to wire 
cooling rack; cool slightly or 
thoroughly, as desired. Cut 
completely through slashes; 
sprinkle cookies with con- 
fectioners sugar. Makes 3 
dozen cookies. 

• Ground Oat Flour 
I. Place 11/4 cups quick or 
old fashioned oats, un- 
cooked in blender or food 
processor. 
2. Cover; blend about 60 
seconds. Makes about I 
cup. Note: flour can be 
made ahead and stored in 
tightly covered container in 
cool dry place up to 6 mon- 
ths.
