It's clock changing time again. At 2 

a.m. Sunday the nation will officially 
discontinue Daylight Saving Time and 
return to Standard Time in which noon 
comes in the middle of the day as it did 
long ago. 

Getting back in tune with the sun in- 
volves setting clocks back an hour 
sometime during Saturday-Sunday night. 
Failure to do so may result in being an 
hour early for church service Sunday. 

DST is observed for 6 months a year in 
accordance with the 1966 Uniform Time 
Act. It becomes effective on the last Sun- 
day of April and ends on the last Sunday 
of October.

Temperature has been ideal but rain has

Total rainfall of the month now 
measures 1.25 inches and rainfall of the 
year is 30.28 inches, which is slightly 
below normal. 

The wild and woolly 
political campaign which 
has been raging across the 
nation for months will come 
to an end next Tuesday in 
the 1982 general election. 
Nationally it concerns about 
all elected officials except 
the president and two thirds 
of the senators. In Texas it 
applies to state, district and 
county offices. 

The election here will be 
held at the usual places at 
the usual time with the usual 
personnel in charge. Christie 
Klement will be election 
judge at the KC hall 7 to 7, 
and Janet Fisher will preside 
at the VFW hall? to 7. 

The campaign this year 
has been bitter, especially in 
the races for governor, US 
senator, attorney general, 
lieutenant governor, com- 
missioner of agriculture and 
state representative. The 
issues have especially em- 
phasized Reaganomics with 
liberals seeking support on 
the basis that the ad- 
ministration has failed to 
clear up the mess, and con- 
servatives saying that 
Democrats made the mess in 
the first place. 

In addition personal at- 
tacks have been mixed with 
issues in many contests; and 
dialogue has been caustic. 

About the only mild part of 
the campaign has concerned 
the county election in which 
all candidates are 
Democratic nominees run-
ning unopposed. 

An extra on the ballot is 
five proposed amendments 
to the Texas consitution. 
Little interest seems to have 
been generated in any of 
them. 

A complete sample ballot 
listing candidates of all par-
ties and 6 proposed con-
stitutional amendments ap-
pears on page 8B.

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With the election less than 
a week away, it's time to 
think seriously about a 
choice between Democrats 
and Republicans. This time 
more than ever before, the 
choice seems to involve the 
voter's attitude toward the 
Administration. Persons 
who like Ronald Reagan and 
want to see his principles 
gain influence in gover-
nment must understand by 
now that his success depends 
on the help he can get in 
Congress. 

Political foes are claiming 
that his administration is a 
failure and quoting high 
unemployment figures as 
proof. But they choose to 
ignore other signs of an im-
proving economy, such as 
the drop of inflation rate 
from 12.4 to 5.1 percent, 
and the drop of prime in-
terest rate from 21.5 to 12 
percent, and the recent stock 
market boom, all revealing 
improvement in the national 
economy. 

Encouraged by these fav-
orable signs the President 
claims that more em-
ployment can be expected. 
It's an opinion which he 
bases on the plain fact that 
less inflation and lower in-
terest rate will inevitably 

• stimulate business. He ex-
pects more production and 
increase 	of 	production 
facilities. 

Opponents have been in-
sistent about rejecting the 

• president's view, but he 
seems to be convincing 
many that jobs have to 
follow the other factors and 
can't be expected to precede 
them. At the same time 
political foes insist on a 
derisive 	reference 	to 
Reagonomics when millions 
of people say it is the com-
mon sense way to get the 
national economy back in 
order. 

A particularly offensive 
bit of campaign oratory is 
constant insistence by the 
liberals that the hard times 
now haunting us result from 
administration policy. As 
said long ago in relation to 
Nazi propaganda, any 
statement, no matter how 
absurd, will eventually be 
accepted if repeated often 
enough. Unfortunately the 
statement has believers. 
People ignore the basics of 
reason and listen to the false 
prophets even when they 
know that present problems 
have developed from a half 
century of reckless spen-
ding. Also...even when they 
know that it takes sacrifice 
to recover from unwise 
spending! 

When President Reagan 
came into office he pleaded 
with the nation to reduce 
expense wherever possible as 
a way of balancing the 
budget and avoiding the in-
creasing debt load. He had 
visions, too, of reducing 
debt and the tax load. But 
liberals of congress refused 
to go along. It was an at-
titude that, first of all, was 
unjustified. After 50 years 
of liberalism they should 
have learned that the coun-
try had constantly declined, 
but refused to change. Why? 
Was it because they feared 
that the success of a change 
would expose their long 
string of boners? It's hard to 
believe that Tip O'Neill, Jim 
Wright, Ted Kennedy, 
Walter Mondale and other 
liberal leaders are really 
devoted to the country's 
good. More likely it is a 

▪ stubborn pride and faulty 
economic basics. 

Along with these economic 
considerations, the country 
should be thinking about 
social issues. We have had 
occasion to learn that the 
president has old fashioned 
Christian and American at-
titudes about important

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Two years ago the American dream of home owner-
ship seemed more of a nightmare to many young families 
and those entering the housing market for the first time. The 
combined effects of housing shortages, high interest rates 
and double-digit inflation frustrated many who had saved 
for a long time to purchase a home, and, for the most part, 
completely eliminated them from the immediate housing 
market. Some delayed this financial committment, and 
others simply gave-up any hope of home ownership, at least 
for the near future. 

However, recent economic news and action on related 
fronts are having a positive effect on the housing market, 
reviving the dream of home ownership. 

Inflation has, perhaps, one of the greatest impacts on 
the housing market. Two years ago, our nation was crippl-
ed by a climbing inflation rate of 12.4 percent annually. The 
efforts of the Reagan Administration, the Federal Reserve 
Board and the Congress have cut this unacceptably high in-
flation rate in half. Today, inflation is averaging an annual 
rate of only 5.1 percent. 

While a reduction in inflation alone is not enough to 
turn around the housing market, it has had a positive im-
pact on other factors which contribute to the lag in the hous-
ing industry. For instance, it has shepherded a drop in the 
prime lending rate. 

In January, 1981, less than two short years ago, the 
prime lending rate was at an all time high of 21.5 percent. 
Today, the current prime lending rate is 12 percent. Because 
interest rates on home mortgages, in many instances, are 
related to the prime lending rate there has been a domino-
type effect on the number of families and individuals who 
now can qualify for a home mortgage. 

As an example, in October, 1981, mortgage rates on 
the average FHA/VA loan ($55,000, 30 year fixed rate loan 
on a 563,000 house) were 17.5 percent. Today, the same loan 
would have a 12.5 percent interest rate. This means that the 
average monthly mortgage payment has fallen from 5807 
per month in October, 1981, to $587 per month in October, 
1982. That is a 27 percent decrease in just a year. This same 
trend exists for fixed rate conventional mortgages, where 
rates have dropped at many financial insitutions to 14.5 per-
cent, from a high of 17.5 percent, translating into an ap-
proximate 5130 reduction in monthly payments on a con-
ventional mortgage. 

The decline in the monthly mortgage payment means 
many families and individuals who could not qualify for a 
mortgage at the high interest rate, can now qualify because 
the monthly payment is within their budget guidelines. 

Additionally, the Department of Commerce recently 
released some encouraging statistics on the number of hous-
ing starts for September, 1982, indicating that the improve-
ment in mortgage rates has stimulated the homebuilding in-
dustry. In September, 1982, housing starts climbed 14.4 per-
cent to an annual rate of 1.146 million units. This figure 
reflects a 34.2 percent increase above the October, 1981 
trough. Permits for new construction climbed 40.7 percent 
since their low of last October. 

Thus, the domino-effect continues. Improvement in the 
housing industry will stimulate the economy. This stimula-
tion, in turn, could further decrease the rate of inflation. 
A reduction in inflation could, once again, affect favorably 
the bank lending rates, with an end result of even lower mor-
tgage rates and more families and individuals qualifying for 
home mortgages. 

However, until the recent trends continue for a longer 
period, we should remain cautious in our optimism. Our 
economic woes are the result of many years of poor and, 
in some cases, ill-advised policies. What our nation needs 
now is a continuation of those policies which have brought 
about this improving economic climate

Amendment No. 5 

	

"The 	constitutional 
amendment to abolish the 
office of county treasurer in 
certain counties." 

This proposed amen-
dment abolishes the offices 
of county treasurer in 
Tarrant and Bee counties 
and transfers the powers, 
duties and functions of the 
office to the office of county 
auditor or its successor. 
Abolition of the office 
would also have to be ap-
proved by the voters in a 
local election in each of the 
two affected counties. 

The office of the county 
treasurer is required by the 
constitution. The duties set 
out by statute include 
receipt, custody and disbur-
sal of county funds. 

The office of the county 
auditor is created by statute 
and duties include the 
auditing of county funds, 
approval of disbursals of 
county funds and in some 
counties, preparation of the 
county budget. The position 
is filled by appointment by 
the district judge or judges 
having jurisdiction of the 
county. In smaller counties, 
whether to have a county  

always has been for less 
government spending and 
less taxes. In 1970 the 
federal government took 
S193 billion from citizens in 
taxes. In 1982 it expects to 
take 5628 billion an increase 
of over 225°.'o in the 12 
years Bentsen helped Jimmy 
Carter get elected in 1976 af-
ter which he, Bentsen 
became the chairman of the 
Congressional Joint 
Economic Commitee. In the 
4 years that he led the com-
mittee from 76 to 80, in-
terest rates almost 
quadrupled from 61/2% to 
over 20%. Do you still 
believe he is conservative. 
Today Bentsen is on the 
State Finance Committee in 
which he has led frantic pace 
to increase taxes! From 1970 
to 1980 there were 145 spen-
ding bills, Bentsen voted 
"NO" only twice. As for his 
record for Texas Bentsen led 
the way in pushing the adop-
tion of the Natural Gas 
Policy Act of 1978. For the 
first time natural gas 
produced and sold solely 
within Texas was made sub-
ject to federal price controls. 
It also forces the Texas in-
terstate natural gas industry 
and Texas gas consumers to 
subsidize Northeastern 
states that pay less for gas 
than Texans. The list of his 
spending goes on and on. If 
you don't believe us than by 
all means do your own 
research and we know you'll 
find the same. We cannot 
afford another 6 years of 
this man's liberal spending. 
And if you'll watch his 
voting record you'll find he 
is very liberal for 5 years and 
starts getting more conser-
vative during the election 
year - the year when people 
seem to pay more attention. 

Jim Collins ACU rating is 
100% out of 145 spending 
bills he voted "NO" 135 
times. He voted against 
almost everything Bentsen 
voted for. Jim Collins was 
against the natural gas act 
and has always voted for less 
government spending and 
less taxes. Collins voted 
against giving the Panama 
Canal away 4/18/78. He 
voted to eliminate OSHA 
regulation of small business 
9/24/75. He voted against 
giving food stamps for full-
time government workers. 
4/6/76. He voted to block 
the Windfall Profits tax 
12/17/79. He voted to cut 
waste from the Food Stamp 
Program 6/25/79. Lloyd 
Bentsen voted the opposite 
of Jim Collins on all the 
above measures. 

One more thing Bentsen is 
trying to make Jim Collins 
look like he is against Social 
Security. He is not. In 1977 
Jim Collins voted for an 
amendment to make Social 
Security voluntary, an act in 
which most people would 

auditor is optional with the 
Commissioner's Court. 

In 1979 the Legislature at-
tempted to abolish the office 
of county treasurer subject 
to approval of the voters of 
Tarrant County. An election 
was held in Tarrant County 
in 1979 and the voters ap-
proved the abolition. 
However, an Appeals Court 
overturned the election and 
the legislation had passed on 
the basis that the legislature 
could not abolish a con-
stitutionally mandated 
county office by statute. 

In 1981 the Legislature 
proposed this amendment 
providing for the abolition 
of the treasurers office for 
Tarrant and has added Bee 
County. 

ARGUMENTS 
FOR: 

I. Allowing the voters of 
Tarrant and Bee counties to 
decide for themselves 
whether the separate elective 
office of county treasurer 
serves their needs is in the 
best tradition of local self-
government. 

2. Merging the offices of 
treasurer and auditor will 
eliminate wasteful overlap-
ping of functions and save 
scarce county revenue-a 
particularly worthy objec-
tive in difficult financial 
times such as these. 

3. The idea of an appoin-
tive officer 	serving 	as  

have gladly done. Jim 
Collins has been trying to 
pass an amendment where 
Social Security funds stay in 
Social Security and are not 
allowed to be spent on other 
Rinds. Bentsen should talk 
about his voting record in 
Social Security. 

On Nov. 4, 1977 Bentsen 
voted to delete a provision 
that would allow individuals 
65 years of age to work 
without losing part of their 
Social Security. And as far 
as Jim Collins being an 

ineffective Congressman, his 
record shows otherwise. He is 
probably the most effective 
Congressman Texas can have.

treasurer of a political sub-
division is neither novel nor 
radical: most Texas cities, 
many of which have much 
larger budgets than either of 
the affected counties, have 
appointed treasurers. 

AGAINST 
I. The duties of treasurer 

and auditor are incom-
patible and should not be 
vested in a single officer. 
Merger of the positions will 
eliminate a needed 
safeguard against misap-
plication of county funds. 

2. Elimination of a local 
elective office will diminish 
the voters' control over 
county government and 
make county government 
less attentive to the will of 
the people. 

3. Although 	county 
government 	may 	need 
streamlining 	 and 
reorganization, 	the 
piecemeal approach taken 
by the proposed amendment 
is not the answer. A 
thorough, statewide study 
should precede any attempt 
to alter the constitutional 
framework of local gover-
nment.

AMENDMENT NO. 6 
"The 	constitutional 

amendment relating to the  

maximum 	interest 	rate 
allowed on state general 
obligation bonds." 

This proposed amen-
dment raises the maximum 
rate of interest on certain 
general obligation bonds 
from a weighed average an-
nual interest rate of 6 per 
cent to a weighed average 
annual interest rate of 12 per 
cent. This ceiling applies 
only to bonds, other than 
Veterans' Land Program 
bonds, authorized by the 
constitution to be issued by 
an agency, instrumentality, 
or subdivision of the state 
for which the constitution 
sets a maximum interest 
rate. The proposed change 
would affect water quality 
enhancement and water con-
servation bonds, park 
development bonds, and 
student loan bonds. 

The bond market deter-
mines the rate paid on the 
bonds and the wieghed an-
nual average with a 
maximum ceiling of 12 per 
cent gives a flexibility to the 
issuance in the rate set on 
the bonds. Under todays 
flexible market and uncer-
tain rates, the 6 per cent was 
not sufficient to meet the 
needs of the State to sell 
their bonds. 

ARGUMENTS 
FOR: 
I. The 12 percent rate 

ceiling is necessary to sell  

bonds that have already 
been authorized by voters of 
the state. The current 6 per 
cent interest ceiling is too 
low for the state to sell bon-
ds in the current bond 
market, and it does not ap-
pear that, in the near future, 
the interest rates will fall low 
enough to permit the 
authorized bonds to be sold. 

2. Bond interest rates are 
set by the bond market and 
not by the state. This 
proposed amendment does 
not increase interest rates; it 
only permits the state to sell 
previously authorized bonds 
in today's market. 

AGAINST: 
1. The expenditures for 

which the proceeds of bonds 
affected by the proposed 
amendment will be used can 
be postponed until interest 
rates come down to a 
reasonable level. Payment 
of interest at rates above 6 
per cent a year is too 
costly. 

2. Payment of interest at 
increased rates contributes 
to the inflationary process. 
If inflation is to be con-
trolled, the state must bite 
the bullet and not increase 
its debt by selling more bon-
ds.

The City of Muenster has 
received a check from Com-
ptroller Bob Bullock in the 
amount of 83,615.26 as its 
rebate for city sales taxes 
collected here during the 
period ending October 8, 
1982. 

The I per cent city sales 
tax, along with a 4 per cent 
state sales tax, is collected by 
local business firms and 
remitted to the state, which 
deducts 2 percent for collec-
tion fee and rebates the 
balance to cities and the 
state. 

The amount just received 
increases the year's total 
sales tax revenue to 
$73,733.15 which is 8.58 per 
cent higher than last year's 
$67,906. Bullock's report 
indicates that the total state-
wide revenue this year is I1 
per cent higher than last 
year.

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County oil and gas production 
valued at $144 million in '81 

Education majors better scholastically than many believe 

The sale of crude oil and 
natural gas from Cooke 
County wells in 1981 
enriched the county's 
economy and accounted for 
$144.1-million of the $44 
billion value placed on 
Texas petroleum production 
last year. 

In a report on the 
economic impact of oil and 
gas industry operations in 
the significant producing 
counties of Texas, Dallas-
based Texas Mid-Continent 
Oil and Gas Association said 
the county ranked 77th 
among Texas' 254 counties 
on the basis of value of its 
marketed petroleum produc-
tion. This production in- 
cludes condensate and 
casinghead gas. 

	

The 	county's 	wells 
produced 4.1 million barrels 
of crude oil, valued at 
$104.5 million, and 2 billion 
cubic, feet of natural gas, 
valued at $3.6 million. 
Owners of royalty in the 
county received $18 million 

as their share of the output, 
the Association noted. 

"Although the oil and gas 
industry is suffering through 
a slowdown in drilling - at-
tributable in large part to a 
worldwide decline in 
demand for petroleum 
products - it continues to 
be the cornerstone of the 
economy of Texas and many 
of its counties," said the 
Association's chairman, 
Avery Rush, Jr., of 
Amarillo. "Oil and gas 
producers operating in 
Texas remain committed to 
the drilling of every well that 
is economically feasible," 
Rush added. 

In addition to paying 
local, county, and state 
property taxes, producers in 
the county supported state 
government through 
production tax payments 
estimated at $6.7 million, 
according to the 
Association. Crude oil taxes 
amounted to $6.5 million, 
while natural gas levies 
totalled $270,230. 

Based on Texas Em-
ployment Commission 
figures, some 1,239 oil and 
gas industry employees in 
the county received wages of 
about $23.9 million in 1981. 

In the search for new 
petroleum reserves in the 
county oil and gas operators 
spent a reported $16.1 
million in the drilling of 154 
wells, including seven wild-
cat, or exploratory, wells. 
This effort resulted in the 
completion of 103 oil wells, 
although some $4.1 million 
was lost in the drilling of 51 
dry holes. As of April I, 
1982, there were 2,619 
producing wells in the coun-
ty; 2,613 oil and six gas. 

Petroleum processing also 
contributed to the county 
economy, with two natural 
gasoline processing plants, 
having a total daily capacity 
of 27.5 million cubic feet of 
natural gas and one 
petrochemical plant in 
operation.

NUTLEY, N.J. — When 
dairy cows primarily consume 
stored grains and roughages, 
the danger of vitamin defi-
ciencies is greater than at 
other times of the year, 
according to animal nutrition-
ists at lloffmann-Laltoche's 
Department of Agriculture 
and Animal Health. 

Roche reports that this 
is particularly true with beta-
carotene, the pro-vitamin A. 
Beta-carotene is called pro-
vitamin A because it is con- 

' sorted in the animal to 
vitamin A 

Current research suggests 
that deficiency of beta-caro-
tene (found in green forage) 
and other nutrients may 
impair normal reproduction 
in dairy cows. Beta-carotene 
is not ordinarily available 
at this time of year, how-
ever, and farmers may have 
to supplement feedstuffs to 
provide cows with adequate 
amounts. 

Carotenes occur naturally 
in pasture grasses, but they 
have poor stability and dis-
sipate rapidly from stored 
feedstuffs. Grains contain 
low levels, and silages and 
dry roughages have moderate 
,mount-, 

Individual cows have dif 
fering carotene needs. Plus, 
nitrate levels from feed and 
water influence the ability of 
cows to utilize beta-carotene . 

A phosphorus deficiency may 

also reduce the animal's 
ability to convert carotenes 
to vitamin A. 

The Importance of Beta- 

Carotene 

A cow's nutritional needs 
including vitamins and beta-
carotene increase during 
lactation, especially during 
the first 100 days of lac-
tation, when she produces 
50 percent of her total 
milk output. Most high 
producers cannot consume 
enough feed to meet their 
total nutritional requirements. 

Deficiency of beta-carotene 
and other nutrients may 
impair normal reproduction 
in cows. Normal reproduction 
includes firm signs of heat, 
good conception rates, limited 
number of open days, minimal 
services per conception and 
short calving intervals. 

Feeds should contain 
supplemental beta-carotene 
and vitamins to help allow 
normal reproduction and good 
performance in dairy cows.

Forage is a basic source of 

protein and energy for beef 
and dairy cattle in Cooke 
County. Producers plan and 
evaluate winter feeding 
programs around availabe 
hay or pasture supplies. 
Protein content of hays is a 
tool used by producers to 
estimate winter feed 
requirements. The 1982 
Cooke County Hay Show 
will help answer these 
questions. 

Hay shows do two things; 
they evaluate forage on

Soil erosion may be ail 
expensive problem of the 
past in some places. "Con-
servation tillage costs $3 or 
so less per acre to farm than 
conventional tillage on 
many soils and the reduction 
in soil - erosion is 
phenomenal - 50 to 90 per-
cent. In combination with 
other practices, it can do 
even better." So says Peter 
C. Myers, Chief of the 
USDA's Soil Conservation 
Service in the October Soil 
and Water Conservation 
News. 

"Local 	farmers 	are 
beginning to ask a lot of 
questions about conser-
vation tillage," state Ray 
Svacina, District conser-
vationist in Gainesville. 

New data from the Depar-
tment of Agriculture shows 
that conservation farming is 
not only less expensive but 
feasible in more places than 
expected."Soil and water 
conservation thus becomes 
more than just a good idea 
for the future and the folks 
downstream," Myers said. 
"It can save farmers money 
right now, as well as their 
soil and production." 

Excessive soil erosion 
caused by water and wind 
hurts productivity on 1 of 
every 3 cropland acres in the 
United States. But Myers 
said while SCS is looking for 
even more solutions to soil 
erosion, the Soil Conser-
vation Service can help 
almost any landowner 
resolve conservation 
problems now.
