The moral dere-
licts are still going strong as 
indicated by a demonstration 
march of some 12,000 to 20,000 
of them on New York's Fifth 
Avenue as well as the open 
support they are receiving 
from a number of politicians. 

There must be sane signif-
icance, for instance, in the 
fact that Senator Moynihan 
of New York who formerly 
declined any connection with 
the homosexuals, has decided 
to openly court their vote. 
He has not only endorsed a 
federal civil rights bill for 
the gays but also added to 
his staff a Robert Livingston 
the first open homosexual ap-
pointed to the New York 
Commission of Human Rights. 
It seems from this that an-
other minority group is being 
recognized in this country and 
certain politicians will be 
actively seeking their vote. 

This Livingston, one of the 
leaders of a gay-voter regis-
tration drive, told a New 
York magazine "We regis-
tered 1000 gays in three 
hours on Christopher Street 
the night after the gay rights 
ordinance was defeated in 
Dade County . . . Politicians 
are going to have to start 
marching in the Gay Pride 
March just like they march 
in the St. Patrick's and 
Columbus Day parades". 

What a depressing thought! 
What's to be said atout na-
tional character when moral 
corruption demonstrates as 
"Gay Pride" and prominent 
people of government openly 
seek their favor and their 
votes? 

Our first ranchos to this is 
a challenge to come out and 
show their colors. We like to 
think that they will be re-
jected no less decisively than 
in Florida. There's even some 
satisfaction in thinking that 
Americans will make this the 
basic issue and strike down 
the gay candidates regardless 

• of their stand on any other 
issue.

Muenster Public Schoo I, 
kindergarten *rough t h e 
twelfth grade, will have reg-
istration on Friday, August 
19, and start classes on Thurs-
day, August 25. 

Superintendent L B. Bruns 
announced that dates Friday 
along with the full calendar 
adopted last week Thursday 
by the school board. 

He also stated that 180 
class days plus 10 in service 
day for teachers are sched-
uled in three quarters. The 
last day of school as well as 
graduation day will be May 
25 followed by an in service 
day for teachers on the 26th. 

Eighteen holidays are listed. 
That will be one for Labor 
day, two for Thanksgiving. 
ten for Christmas and five 
for Easter. The two more than 
usual for Easter provide a 
cushion for make-up days in 
case of bad weather. The 
Friday before and the Tues-
day after will be regular 
class days if needed to com-
plete the schedule of 180 
class days. 

The 60 day quarters are 
scheduled to end November 
11, February 23 and May 25. 

The calendar starts with 
five in service days . . . the 
first being Thursday, the day 
before registration, and next 
is registration day, then Mon-
day. Tuesday and Wednesday 
preceding the first class day. 
Other in service days are 
November 17, January 2. 
February 24, March 17, and 
May 26. Each in service day 
will be a holiday for students.

After all. we don't like the 
idea of entrusting our COW, 
try's welfare and security to 
people with gutter morals. If 
that is the level of their in-
tegrity we fear what they 
could do to us as legislators. 
We fear also what they might 
do under pressure of black-
mail, to which they would 
most certainly expose them-
selves. 

The really  important 
thought is that homosexuals 
openly violate the law of God. 
When they insist on living 
by their shabby standards and 
claiming them as a right, they 
are defying the eternal law, 
not just an arrangement 
worked out by the rest of 
society. The sinful ordinance 
which permitted the outrage 
was wrong in the first place. 

It's disappointing to learn 
that a lot of people including 
some conservatives have a 
queer idea of humith rights. 
They say that the vote in 
Dade County was a serious 
:impingement on f reedom 
guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion and the Bill of Rights. 
That view is hard to defend 
without great strain of the 
imagination. Flaunting im-
morality was never approved 
by the founding fathers and 
we doubt whether they today 
would read that kind of in-
terpretation into the docu-
ments. 

It is more likely that the 
very opposite is true. Far 
from protecting individual 
rights. the gay rights ordi-
nance of Dade, which was re-
pealed by '70 per cent of the 
voters, was a serious viola-
tion of the right of freedom 
of association. The ordinan-e 
mandated that employers, in -

cluding private, religious 
schools, could not refuse to 
hire someone because he was 
a homosexual. Nor could an 
employer fire anyone for that 
reason even if the faculty 
and parents believed that the 
way of life could not be 
sanctioned. 

This was equivalent to say-
ing that people who followed 
their conscience in opposing 
the gutter principles were vi-
olating personal liberty. Com-
mon sense says otherwise. The 
deviates do not and should 
not have a right to force 
themselves on other people.

Viet Native Dies 
In Car Accident 

Tri Ngoc Phan, 27, a South 
Vietnamese refugee who came 
to Muenster after the Vietnam 
War ended in 1975, was the 
victim of a one-car accident 
Sunday night about 825 on 
Highway 82 in Lindsay. He 
was pronounced dead at the 
scene by County Judge Greg 
Underwood. 

As related by State Trooper 
Ivy Dudley, the accident ap- 
parently was caused by a 
blowout of the left front tire 
of the man's Mazda sedan. 
The car, headed west, crossed 
the highWay median and 
tumbled over coming to rest 
on its roof on the eastbound 
traffic lane just west of the 
Dutchman Restaurant. 

Phan was born July 2. 1950 
in Hach Gia. Vietnam, a son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Sun Van 
Phan. He is survived by his 
father, six brothers and one 
sister. His home was at 410 
Pecan SL, Muenster, and he 
was employed in a Nocona 
boot factory.
