Ash Street bridge to be
replaced this summer

The main item of discussion at
the first City Council meeting of
1991 was the proposed replace-
ment -of the Ash Street bridge
spanning the Brushy Elm Creek
on Muenster’s west side.

Tracey Terrell, engineer for the
Texas Highway Department, was
at the meeting to finalize plans for
the detour and time frame. Con-
struction should start in July and
last four to six months. Ash Street
will be closed from the bridge to
Sixth Street and the official detour
will be Sixth to Main to Highway
82.

The new bridge will have a
width of 28 feet, including the

rails. The load rating will be HS20
and will handle any tratfic handl-
ed by an interstate highway
bridge. Estimated cost for the pro-
ject 1s $151,000. The state will pay
80 percent of that cost under its
bridge replacement program.
Muenster's share will come almost
entirely from funds accumulated
under the old federal revenue
sharing program. In fact, the city
paid 10 percent of the cost last
year.

The Ash Street bridge was built
in 1974, Last year, the Highway
Department studied the structure
and declared it insufficient to

Eraschool
looks for
expansion of
facilities

Era School District officials are
beginning to look seriously into
the possibility of expanding cam-
pus facilities, with classrooms now
at capacity, officials said.

School trustees have authorized
Superintendent Dale Smiley to
check with financial advisors on
some proposals for district facility
needs. The board will meet in
special session in January, with a
single-item agenda to discuss
facility needs, officials said.

“*We’re starting to be limited on
making decisions based on what’s
best for the kids because of our
space needs,”’ said Smiley. Three
high school classes are being
taught in the elementary building,
officials said. Two classes are now
being conducted in the library and
one class is being held in the
cafeteria, said Smiley. Officials
also would like to split one of the
larger classes, but are unable to do
so because of the space limita-
tions, said Smiley.

The district’s 350 student enroll-
ment represents a 7.3 percent in-
crease over last year. The district
opened a new elementary building
about three years ago, but that
facility is at capacity.

Officials are looking into the
possibility of adding four to six
additional classrooms, renovating
the kitchen and cafeteria, increas-
ing computer services and possibly
building a new library, said
Smiley.
