Red Cross swim lessons taught
free of charge in Texas seems to be
unique to Muenster. ‘““To our
knowledge Muenster is the only
place in Texas that Red Cross
swim lessons are free of charge,”
commented Jeannine Flusche.
““Most charge a fee to offset the
cost to the pool. It is very expen-
sive for our city to put on (more
chlorine, etc. are required) and the
city doesn’t charge us anything for
using the pool.”’

Funding for the lessons comes
from the Muenster Park Board
from United Way Donations, the
Muenster VFW, Muenster VFW
Ladies Auxiliary, and a few per-
sonal donations. ‘‘These dona-
tions each year help us keep our
feet above water,”” said Flusche.
Also Coca Cola has been donating
about 60 T-shirts each year which
are worn by the teachers to make
them easily identifiable.

Locally swim lessons are taaght
on five different levels, Beginners,
Advanced Beginners, In-
termediate Swimmers, Swimmers,
and Adults. A lifeguarding course
was taught earlier in the year. This
is a very difficult course and is re-
quired before one can be a life
guard or teach at a Scout Camp,
etc. ‘“We had 1Z who passed the
course and they are all excellent
swimmers,’’ Flusche said.

This was the first week of swim
lessons for thé summer and 252
students took part this week
alone. The final total is expected
to be around 425. The students are
not all local, many come from
Saint Jo, Forestburg, Lindsay,
Era, Valley View, Myra, Rosston,
Sanger, and Gainesville. There are
even a few from out of state who
spend a week with their grand-
parents and take advantage of the
Muenster swim lessons. ‘‘We draw
a lot of people,” remarked
Jeannine.

There are about 33 teachers
assisting with lessons this year.
“We have between 10 and 15
mothers and this makes for really
good swim lessons because of the
mixture of ages; we have a good
balance,”” commented Flusche.
After students pass the Swimmers
course they are invited to help
teach, she said.

Cooke County Commissioners
have approved a 10-year tax
abatement for a new Muenster
business expected to open Sept. 1.

Renewed Materials Industries
will receive a 100 percent
abatement from payment of
property taxes for five years, with a
50-percent abatement for the
following five years.

The City of Muenster and the
Muenster School District have also
approved the abatement. The
county, two weeks ago, delayed
approval until the City of Muenster
first gave its approval, officials
said.

The company will open in the
former Valenite facility on the
west side of Muenster. Valenite
shut the building due to a con-

solidation in the Gainesvillearea.

The Austin-based company will
recycle used tires and other salvage
products to make flooring for
stock and other trailers and for
parking lot roll stops, officials
said. When in full operation, the
factory is expected to employ bet-
ween 30to 40 employees.

In another matter, com-
missioners approved a resolution
supporting the establishment of a
centralized dispatching center for
the county’'s 911 emergency
response system that is expected to
goon line within the next two years.

The county currently has
separate dispatching units
operating out of the sheriff’s
department, ambulance and
Gainesville Police Department,
said Commissioner Virgil Hess.

WIth Cooke County the lead entity
in the 911 organization for the
county, the resolution gives the
county’s view of how the dispat-
ching system should be operated,
he said. Commissioners feel a cen-
tralized dispatching center will save
money and employees and provide
for greater efficiency of operation,
said Hess.

Cooke County’s 911 system is
being developed as part of the
Texoma Council of Governments
emergency system, which covers
Cooke, Grayson and Fannin coun-
ties. Equipment for the system
could be purchased as early as this
fall, officials said. County residen-
ts are now paying a 50-cent per
month 911 charge on their
telephone bills to pay for the im-
plementation of the 911 system.

Eraseeks
bids for
expansion

The Era School District will
begin seeking bids this week for a
$1 million expansion to the
district's campus.

The school board this week ap-
proved final plans submitted by
Bowie Architect Steve Hamilton
for a new high school campus
facility at the Era ISD. Bids will be
open at 2 p.m. August 14 in the
library.

The plans call for the construc-
tion of nine new classrooms as
part of a 25,000 square-foot facili-
ty to be built on the existing foot-
ball field. It will also include a new
cafeteria, computer lab, one gym-
nasium, restrooms and a
bookroom.

If bids come in above projected
estimates, the board may opt to
drop two of the planned
classrooms, which were added
after voters in March approved a
$1.2 million bond package to fund
the project, said Superintendent
Dale Smiley.

A new football field is being
constructed due north of the
Agricultural Show Barn on land
owned by the district. The board
this week approved bids totalling
an estimated $35,000 for construc-
tion of new home bleachers and
for moving the existing bleachers
to form the visitor’s seating. The
new seating will double capacity at
the field, with visitor seating ex-
panding from 123 to 400 and
home seating from 400 to 640
capacity.

The low bidder on relocating
the bleachers for the visitor side
was given to Herbert Richardson
Welding of Forestburg. Two bids
were opened for construction of
the new home bleachers, one for
$29,495 by Sturdy Steel of Waco
and another for $26,180 from
Southern Bleachers of Graham.
School officials are reviewing the
two bids to seek if they conformed
tospecifications.

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Report on 72nd Regular Legislative Session

by Ric Williamson
State Representative

This is the fourth and final arti-
cle in a series on legislative activity
during the recently concluded
Regular Session of the
Legislature. I will discuss
Redistricting, Environmental
Highlights and the Horse Racing
Industry.

Every ten years, following the
national census, the Legislature is
necessary because federal law re-
quires all districts to have roughly
identical populations, and the
state’s population growth was not
evenly distributed. The House and
Senate adopted plans for new
districts which will be in effect for
the 1992 elections, unless a federal
court orders alternative plans to
be implemented. Because Texas’
population growth exceeded the
national average, the state will be
given three new congressional
seats. Lawmakers decided to
postpone congressional redistric-

ting until the summer because of
the possibility of an adjustment in
the state’s census numbers.

Timingis crucialin
herd parasite control

Internal parasites in cattle cost
producers thousands of dollars
each year in lost production and
death. Parasites damage the animal
in two ways. There is competition
for nutrition between the parasite
and the host animal and, in some
cases, the parasite produces
damage to the tissues of the host.
The timing of parasite control is
one of the most important parts of
management a producer can do.
The traditional deworming times
are spring and fall for most
producers. A mid-summer treat-
ment for internal parasite control
could be the most cost effective.
Cattle are affected by three dif-
ferent population of worms. The
larval forms of the worms on the
pasture, theimmature wormsin the
stomach wall (inhibited) and the
adult worms. Both the larval forms
of the worm and the adult worms
peak in populations in the spring
and fall. Most dewormers are ef-
fective against adult worms and the
hot, dry summer conditions kill the
worms on the pasture. That’s why,

traditionally, we've always
dewormed cattle in the spring and
fall. However, the spring and fall
treatments do nothing for the im-
mature worms in the abomasum.

The population of immature
worms, primarily the brown
stomach worm, continues to in-
crease until mid-July. Later, due to
some unknown mechanism, these
worms emerge from the stomach
wall, develop into adults and lay
eggs.

By killing these inhibited worms
now, while the hot dry conditions
of summer are killing worms on the
pasture, a producer can prevent the
normally high buildup of parasites
on the fall pasture. Currently, three
dewormers are labeled to be effec-
tive against the inhibited brown
stomach worm. They are fenben-
dazole (Safe-Guard® ,Pancur® ),

Ivermectin  (Ivomec® ), and
Lavamisole (Levasole,®
Tramisol® ).

A mid-summer treatment, with a
dewormer that kills inhibited larval
forms of the worms, can be our ef-
fective tool in a total herd health
management plan.

A thorough check-up and ser-
vicing are routine in preparing
equipment for wuse. Attention
should also be given to a spray rig
before beginning the process of
calibrating it for efficient
operation.

Items recommended for atten-
tion include checking that all
nozzles are the same size and not
worn, checking for uniform noz-
zle output and pattern, and deter-
mining exact capacity of the
sprayer tank. A pressure gauge
can be installed on the boom to
determine actual pressure at the
nozzles.

The importance of servicing
can’t be overemphasized.
Also clean all lines and

strainers, while making sure the
strainers are in good condition
and are the correct size and type
for the chemical formulation that
1sto be applied.

Inspect all hoses for signs of ag-
ing, damage, corroded fittings or
leaks. Check the pressure gauge
on the rig to determine if it is
working properly. Note especially
if the pressure is holding constant
and if it reads zero when the pump
or boom valve is shut off.

Check for uniformity of nozzle
output and that the spray angles,
spacing and height are consistent.
To check for uniform output, in-
stall the selected nozzle tips, check
to be sure the tank is clean, then
fill the tank partially with clean
water and operate the sprayer at a
pressure within the recommended
range. Place a container - a quart
jar or two-liter bottle, for example
- under each nozzle and check to
see whether all the jars fill in

about the same time. Replace any
nozzle tips that have output that
varies more than five percent from
the output of the rest of the tips or
have an obviously different fan
angle or non-uniform appearance
in spray pattern.

An effective way to determine if
a uniform pattern is being produc-
ed and if the boom is at the proper
height is to spray some water on a
warm dry surface such as a paved
or gravel road and observe the
drying pattern. If the pattern isn’t
uniform, some strips will dry
slower than others.

Knowing the exact capacity of
the spray tank is important.
Checking the tank capacity may
seem unnecessary, but unless the
exact capacity is known, serious
problems could arise.

Use of an inaccurate figure on
tank capacity when determining
application rates commonly con-
tributes to under- or over - ap-
plication. A tank thought to hold
200 gallons but which actually
holds 250 gallons results in a built
-in calibration error of 25 percent.

There are three ways to deter-
mine the exact tank capacity. The
best way is using any convenient
container for which an exact
capacity is known. Another effec-
tive way is with an accurate flow
meter.

Another method is to weigh the
sprayer both empty and full. The
difference between the two
weights is the weight of the water
in the tank. The capacity of the
tank in gallons then can be deter-
mined by dividing the weight dif-
ference by 8.33 pounds, the weight
of one gallon of water.

Arts and Crafts

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Failure to set fruit
by tomatoes

Each year, gardeners report
problems with tomato plants
which do not bloom well or drop
their blossoms without setting
fruit. The following are several
possible causes of these problems:

Variety - Large fruited varieties
do not set fruit as well during sum-
mer heat as do medium and
smaller fruited varieties. Fruiting
is inhibited when day
temperatures are in the 90s or
above and/or night temperatures
are higher than the low 70s. Also,
less fruit will be set when
day/night temperatures fluctuate
more than about 25 degrees.

Cool temperatures - Many early
flowers fail to set at temperaturs
under 55 degrees.

Watering techniques - Either ex-
cessive watering or under watering
can cause blossom drop. When
supplemental watering is needed,
the soil should be watered slowly
and deeply, and then the top inch
or so allowed to dry out before
watering again. Drip irrigation
and mulching are the best solu-
tions to problems due to improper
watering. Prolonged spring rains
can cause excessive foliage growth
at the expense of flowering.

County Agent’s Report

Fertilization - Excess nitrogen
prior to first fruit set can result in
reduced flower and fruit produc-
tion. A high phosphorus granular
fertilizer, such as 10-20-10, should
be incorporated into the soil prior
to planting and a high phosphorus
liquid fertilizer or starter solution
poured into the planting holes at
the time transplants are set out.
No additional fertilizer should be
needed until the first fruit are
about one inch in diameter. From
this time on, the main nutrient
needed is nitrogen. For maximum
yields, apply 1 tablespoon of
15-5-10 or 16-4-8 or 2 teaspoons of
21-0-0 (ammonium sulphate) scat-
tered around the drip-line of the
plant and watered in thoroughly.
Repeat weekly for vigorous hybrid
varieties or every two weeks for
standard varieties.

Nematodes - Nematodes are
microscopic eel-like worms which
feed upon the roots, causing knots
on the roots and resulting in
decreased growth, vigor and pro-
ductivity. If nematodes are a pro-
blem, be sure to select only
nematode resistant varieties. Such
resistance is indicated by the
capital letter ““N”’ following the
name of the variety on the seed
packet or plant label, e.g., Big Set
VFN (“‘V” indicates resistance to
verticilium wilt and “F’ to
fusarium wilt).

The im-
mobilizer uses a new technology to
lessen stress on animals during
periods of confinement and chute
work.

Internal parasites cause a
decrease in annual performance.
Pasture contamination can occur
rapidly under the current high
stocking rates that most producers
use in the area. A major objective
of any parasite control program is
to prevent parasite numbers from
raising to a level that will limit
production in the herd. To achieve
this effort, proper timing of
wormers is needed.
