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Security is priority 
' for commissioners

People entering the Cooke 

County Courthouse will be subject 
to search after Cooke County 
Commissioners this week approved 
increased security measures for the 
courthouse. 

Commissioners authorized the 
county's public safety committee to 
purchase eight signs which will be 
placed on the entry doors to the 
courthouse. The signs will notify 
the public that they will be subject 
to search. The county will also 
purchase two hand-held metal 
detectors for the courthouse at a 
cost of $229 each. The county 
already has one hand-held metal 
detector. A full-time bailiff and two 
constables will conduct periodic 
searches, Commissioner Kenneth 
Alexander said. Searches are 
expected to be conducted by later 
this 
month when several trials are 
scheduled in the courthouse, he 
said. 

Commissioners in February met 
with U. S. Marshall John Moore to 
review recommendations for 
increasing courthouse security. 

Alexander said some of Moore's 
recommendations could be 
implemented with very little or no 
tow. 

The county has had one incident 
related to courthouse security. On 
Dec. 22, a man was arrested in the 
courthouse and charged with 
unlawful possession of a firearm. 
Ronnie Martin Moore of 
Gainesville has been indicted for 
unlawful possession of a firearm by 
a felon in connection with a Dec. 22 
incident that occurred at the Cooke 
County Courthouse in Gainesville. 
Moore, 59, was attempting to renew 
his driver's license in the tax-
assessor collector's office when the 
office computer noted the man had 
an outstanding warrant. The Cooke 
County Sheriffs Department was 
notified and Moore was arrested. 
Moore was in possession of a .22 
derringer at the time of his arrest, 
according to Don King, investigator 
with the Cooke County District 
Attorney's Office. Moore, who had 
a prior felony conviction for 
aggravated assault, was released on 
a S10,000 bond.

Lindsay Council addresses handiCap access 
based on final adoption of an 
ordinance to that effect at its July 
meeting based on a 
recommendation from the city 
attorney. 

A total of $109.4 million in June 
sales tax rebates were mailed to 917 
cities and 108 counties in Texas. It 
was a 3.5 percent increase in the 
payments of one year ago. 

Texas cities received 98.1 million 
in sales tax payments, up 3.4 
percent from the $94.9 million they 
received last June. Counties 
received $11.2 million, a 4.9 
percent increase over the June 1992 
rebates of $10.6 million. 

"Sales tax rebates this month 
were a mixed bag," said State 
Comptroller John Sharp. "While 
payments were up in many Texas 
cities and counties, other parts of 
the state continue to feel the 'drag' 
of a sluggish national economy." 

Muenster's rebate checks 
continue to improve from those of a 
year ago. The June rebate check was 
for $8,856.39, a 10.84 percent 
increase from the $7,989.92 check 
in June 1992. Muenster's 1993 
payments to date total $63,355.02. 
At this time in 1992 payments 
totaled $56,395.15. a change for the 
better of 12.34 percent. 

Lindsay also showed 
improvements with a June 1993 
check of $3,331.58, an increase of 

2.57 percent. Total payments to date 
for June, $23,338.27. is an increase 
of 317 percent from June of 1992. 

Gainesville's net payment for 
June, $85,393.64, is up 3.19 percent 
from a year ago. Total payments to 
date, $672,605.51. has increased 
13.23 percent. 

Valley View received $2,297.28, 
an increase of 21.89 percent from 
June 1992. Payments to date total 
$14,932.80 and show an increase of 
1.94 percent. 

Oak Ridge received $2,874.09 in 
June and noted a decrease of 4.28 
percent from the $3,002.50 received 
in June 1992. Oak Ridge's total 
payments to date, $17,188.39, are 
still improved from total payments 
to date a year ago (up 1.10 percent). 

The total amount sent to cities in 
Cooke County was $102,752.98. 
This is a positive change of 3.92 
percent from the total of a year ago. 

Cooke County was mailed a 
check for $55,731.94. This was an 
increase of 10.24 percent from last 
June's sales tax rebate. Cooke 
County's 1993 total payments to 
date, $394.160.87, is also up 12.84 
percent from that of a year ago. 

The council heard from Joe 
Fenton, representing Texas Waste 
Management, which provides 
garbage curbside pickup in the city. 
Fenton gave general information 
concerning the company and 
answered several questions that 
council members had. In another 
matter, the council tabled until its 
July meeting the appointment of a 
replacement for Pat Bowman on the 
city zoning board. Bowman 
resigned from the board after he 
was elected to a position on the city 
council.

Cooke County taxpayers will no 

longer receive a discount for paying 
their taxes before the January. 

Cooke County commissioners 
this week voted to rescind the 
discount effective with 1993 tax 
payments. County taxpayers had 
received a 3 percent discount if they 
paid their taxes in October, 2 
percent if paid in November and 1 
percent if paid in December. 

Cooke County Appraisal District 
Chief Appraiser Ross Fry told 
commissioners the county last year 
lost about $25,000 in revenues 
because of the discounts. The main 
problem with the discounts is that 
they create apaperwork problem 
since Cooke County is the only 
remaining taxing entity to allow the 
discounts. 

In other business dating their 
regular meeting, Commissioners 
granted a 75 percent 10-year tax 
abatement to Alan Ritchey, Inc. 
Ritchey is proposing an estimated 
$2 million expansion to Martindale 
Feed Mill in Valley View which 
could bring 30 additional jobs to the 
county. The expansion will include 
the construction of a new grain 
elevator and expanded office space. 

Commissioners Virgil Hess and 
Jerry Lewis were appointed as 
representatives to the Cooke County 
Solid Waste Task Force. 
Commissioner Kenneth Alexander 
said Gainesville Mayor Jim Hatcher 
was in favor of revitalizing the 
committee and that new members 
were being appointed. 

In other matters, commissioners: 
--Approved a prisoner custody 

agreement for fiscal year 1993 for 
the state to accept Cooke County 
prisoners. 

--Approved a final plat for the 
Flying K Subdivision located west 
of Lake Kiowa. 

--Awarded Mega Equipment of 
Fort Worth a $74,000 bid for the 
purchase of a four-wheel drive 
rubber tire loader that will be used 
to load gravel.

Dear Dave, 
I'm writing to encourage everyone 

who sees the following information 
to contact their senators and 
representatives in Washington and 
inform them that you are opposed  
to the Freedom of' Choice Act which 
is now out of committee in the 
House of Representatives. 
Basically, this bill would continue 
to allow abortion on demand 
throughout our country and do away 
with any restrictions imposed by the 
states. This information came from 
the offices of Family Life and 
Parish Justice Ministries in the 
Diocese of Fort Worth, 

On May 19 the U.S. House 
Judiciary Committee approved 
FOCA, a bill which guarantees 
unrestricted access to abortion 
across the nation. If enacted by the 
full House and Senate, no state or 
local authority will be able to 
impose restrictions on abortion. 
This measure will place abortion 
policy almost beyond public debate, 
at least in state legislative bodies. 

FOCA will be voted upon in the 
House of Representatives and the 
Senate sometime this Summer, 
possibly within a few weeks. Both 
the House and Senate versions of 
the bill use the number "25" (RR-
25 and S. 25). FOCA is sometimes 
represented as a mere assurance 
("codification") of the abortion 
policy established by the Supreme 
Court in its 1973 Roe v. Wade 
decision. As faulty as that decision 
was, FOCA Morally goes beyond it 
by making all restrictions of 
abortion, such as those of a 
Pennsylvania law upheld by the 
Supreme Court last year, illegal. 

At one time, it was hoped that the 
bill might allow states to require a 
waiting period for women wanting 
an abortion so that they might think 
about their choice or to demand 
parental notification in cases of 
minors desiring abortion. The 
House Judiciary Committee, 
however, voted down all such 
options in H.R. 25, and Speaker 
Foley has indicated that he will 
allow no amendments to be made 
from the House floor. 

For about a year, the National 
Conference of Catholic Bishops -
Office for Pro-Life Activities has 
been urging people to contact their 
senators and representatives telling 
them to vote ?ming FOCA. 

Please write or call Senators 
Gramm and Hutchison and your 
congressperson as soon as possible. 
Tell them FOCA (S. 25 and H.R. 
25) goes well beyond Roe v. Wade, 
that it absolutizes the right to 
abortion, that some restrictions to 
abortion are not only just but also 
favored by a majority in the nation, 
and (most importantly) that they 
should vote against it. Of course, be 
courteous and try not to judge the 
motives of FOCA advocates,

Generally, these elections 
must be made on or before the due 
date of the income tax return for 
the year in which a particular-
transaction occurs and are 
irrevocable after this date. Most 
elections are made by attaching a 
special statement or form to the 
return.

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The Texas Legislature has just 
ompleted passing the toughest 
)WI laws since 1983. Over a 
ozen different measures were 
dopted, and Mothers Against 
)runk Driving believes these 
hanges will lead to a significant 

, rop in DWI-related deaths and 
ijuries. 

Here is a list of some of those 
hanges: 

*Offenders arrested for DWI will 
ow have their driver's license 
evoked for a minimum of 60 days. 
Jotice of suspension will be issued 
t the time an individual either fails 
FT refuses a breath test. This 
uspension may not be probated or 
vaived for any reason, even if this 

is the first time a person has been 
arrested for DWI. 

*Offenders who seriously injure 
someone in a DWI crash will now 
face up to 10 years in prison. This is 
a significant increase from the old 
law, which simply added 60 days to 
the penalty an offender received for 
another DWI violation. 

*Offenders who take the life of 
another human being in a DWI 
crash will now face up to 20 years 
in prison. Under the old law, such 
offenders could only be sentenced 
to 10 years. 

*Repeat offenders will now have 
to spend at least 72 hours in jail 
even if they are placed on probation. 

*DWI convictions from other 

states can now be used to enhance 
the punishment for a DWI 
Conviction in Texas. 

*The Texas Alcoholic Beverage 
Commission can now revoke the 
permits of retailers who sell alcohol 
"with criminal negligence to those 
under 21. Previously, the TABC 
could only revoke the permits of 
retailers who "knowingly" sold 
alcohol to those under 21. 

"The Legislature has sent a very 
clear message to the general public. 
If you drive drunk, you're going to 
lose your license, and you're going 
to spend some time in jail. If you 
seriously injure someone, you're 
going to spend the next 10 years of 
your life in prison and, if you kill 
someone, you're going to be in 
prison for the next 20," said Bill 
Lewis of MADD, Denton County. 

"Victims have had it with people 
who think it is no big deal to drink 
and drive. Under the new penal 
code, drunk drivers are treated the 
same way other violent criminals 
are - with heavy fines and long 
prison terms," said Lewis.

To Swim Program has taken a 
change in the way it teaches aquatic 
and safety skills. The objective is to 
teach people to swim and to be safe 
in, on and around the water. 

The new system includes six 
categories of skills: water 
adjustment, buoyancy and breath 
control, water entry and exit, 
locomotion, turns and personal 
safety and rescue. These skills will 
be comprised in a program that 
includes seven levels. Not all skills 
are included in each level. 

Students in Level I are oriented to 
the aquatic environment and gain 
some basic skills in each category. 
At later levels, students continue to 
build skills in each category and 
learn propulsive movements. They 
then progress to learning and 
refining various strokes. Personal 
safety and rescue skills are included 

to help meet safety goals. 
Prerequisite for participation 

include completion of kindergarten, 
written parental permission and 
testing at registration. 

Registration for this Learn to 
Swim program will be on June 26 
from 9 to 11 a.m. at Muenster Pool.

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Texas Parks and Wildlife Commission 
approves deer regulation changes

July conservative rate. Large portions of 
these counties are dealing with 
marginal deer habitat, and 
consequently low deer populations. 
Therefore, TPWD has implemented 
the most conservative level of the 
"Doe-Days" regulation (2 days) for 
these counties. Other counties 
having better deer habitat and 
higher population levels will-have 
the "6 Doe-Days" or "16 Doe-Days" 
regulation implemented. Having an 
option of 2, 6 or 16 "Doe-Days" 
gives TPWD flexibility in setting 
the seasons to achieve the desired 
harvest rates. TPWD is looking at 
the option of mailing a hunter-
harvest survey questionnaire to 
landowners in select counties where 
this new regulation is being 
implemented. This will provide 
TPWD with Valuable information in 
regards to doe harvest rates and 
landowner attitudes to this type of 
regulation. It will also help us to 
determine if future adjustments in 

the regulations are needed for 
certain counties.

Lindsay Jaycee golf winners announced 
The Texas Parks and Wildlife 

Commission recently approved 
changes in the white-tailed deer 
regulations for this part of the state. 
The counties of Cooke, Denton, 
Montague and Wise will all be 
included in what is known as the "2-
Doe Days" regulation. Basically, 
what this means is that hunters will 
be allowed to harvest antlerless deer 
during the first two days of the 
general deer season for that 
particular county. For these four 
counties, antlerless deer can be 
legally harvested 201,y on Saturday, 
Nov. 6, 1993, and on Sunday, Nov. 
7, 1993. The remainder of the 
season is for buck-hunting only. 
The general deer season for this part 
of the state is scheduled to run from 
Saturday, Nov. 6, 1993 through 
Sunday, Jan. 2, 1994. The bag limit 
will be 3 deer, 1 buck and 2 
antlerless. When harvesting 
antlerless deer during the lust two 
days of the season a hunter is 
required to tag the deer using the 
antlerless deer tag from the hunting 
license. No special doe permit is 
required to harvest antlerless deer 
under this type of regulation. The 
hunter must also have received 
permission from the landowner to 
harvest antlerless deer from this 
particular property. 

The key to the success of the 
"Doe-Days" regulation is the 
landowner. He has the ultimate 
control over how many antlerless 
deer can be harvested, if any, from 
this particular piece of property. He 
also has control of the habitat (food, 
cover and water) found on his land. 
It is the habitat that ultimately 
determines the quantity and quality 
of deer and other wildlife species 
found on his particular ranch. 
Without the habitat you will have 
very little, if any, wildlife on a 
particular piece of land. To properly 
manage deer, a landowner should 
request assistance from a 
professional wildlife biologist, such 
as those who work for the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
(TPWD). They can help a 
landowner with habitat management 
recommendations as well as 
developing survey techniques to 
determine population levels and 
herd composition structure. These 
types of information can be used to 
formulate the desired harvest rates 
for that particular property. 

Just because TPWD is 
implementing a regulation allowing 
the harvest of antlerless deer does 
not mean we are advocating that 
every ranch in these counties needs 
to harvest doe deer. Most ranches in 
these counties do not have the need 
to harvest antlerless deer, those that 
feel they do should harvest does at a

Cattle producers are inter-
ested in the reauthorization 
of the Clean Water Act 
(CWA) because it affects so 
many aspects of cattle pro-
duction, an NCA spokesman 
told a House Public Works 
subcommittee today. The 
CWA encompasses point-
source and non-point source 
water pollution, wetlands 
and private property rights 
issues. Cattle producers are 
caretakers of more than half 
of the U.S. land mass. 
Congress should carefully 

review Environmental Pro-
tection Agency (EPA) data 
that implicates agriculture 
as a major contributor to 
non-point source water pollu-
tion, since it is incomplete 
data, 
The EPA data only provides 

information on 35 percent of 
total river miles in the 
nation, and most of the 
rivers were only assessed by 
subjective evaluation, not 
actual monitoring. 
NCA has begun a Water 

Quality Information Project 
to determine exactly where 
there are non-point source 
water pollution problems 
associated with cattle, the 
magnitude of the problems, 
the causes, and ways to con-
trol them. 
NCA believes agriculture is 

reducing non-point source 
run-off through U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) 

programs such as the Con-
servation Reserve Program 
and individual Conservation 
Compliance Programs. NCA 
believes non-point source 
programs should be volun-
tary, as in the USDA pro-
grams, and they should be 
economically feasible and 
site-specific. 

For more than a year NCA 
has been a leader in a Clean 
Water Working Group coali-
tion of groups representing 
agriculture's views on non-
point source water pollution 
regulations. 
While most segments of 

agriculture have been con-
sidered non-point sources of 
water pollution, feedlots with 
1,000 head or more of cattle 
have been regulated as 
point-sources of pollution. 
Reauthorization of the 

CWA is the best opportunity 
to put a wetlands definition 
into law, including specific 
exemptions for agricultural 
practices, such as haying and 
grazing. The wetlands defini-
tion should require three cri-
teria to appear at the same 
time: presence of water, veg-
etation specific to wet areas 
and hydric soil. NCA believes 
the best legislative vehicle to 
address wetlands is 
H.R.1330 introduced by Rep. 
Jimmy Hayes (D-La.) 
Private property rights also 

must be protected during 
reauthorization of the CWA,

Playas are naturally occurring 
depressions in the ground that are 
filled by seasonal runoff from rain 
and snow.

Texas' 1.3 to 1.7 million acres of 
coastal wetlands play a vital role in 
flood control, storm abatement, 
erosion control, water quality 
improvement and groundwater 
recharge, as well as supporting fish 
and wildlife. 

Fiscal Notes concludes that with 
the state's coastal plan in place by 
1994, the council will have 
authority to certify that state and 
federally funded and permitted 
programs are consistent with the 
state's management goals and 
policies.

"Proper management of the state's 
wetlands is a subject of lively 
debate between those who would 
drain and develop them and those 
who believe the wetlands should be 
preserved," State Comptroller John 
Sharp said. 

The complex issues involved 
statewide in proper management of 
Texas wetlands are explored in the 
latest issue of Fiscal Notes, a 
monthlypublication of the 
Comptrollers Research Division. 

Wetlands are among nature's 
most biologically productive areas, 
providing habitat for more than a 
third of all rare and endangered 
animals species and for many 
endangered plant species. In 
commercial terms, fishing, hunting, 
timber production and fur and hide 
harvesting contribute billions of 
dollars each year to the nation's 
economy, Fiscal Notes reports. 

"Texas now has 7.6 million to 8 
million acres of wetlands, slightly 
more than half the wetland acreage 
that existed in the state 200 years 
ago," Sharp said. 

"Through the early 1970s, private 
owners of wetlands could develop 
or alter their property pretty much 
as they pleased. However, as 
scientific studies have drawn 
attention to the important biological

In a previous story, I mentioned a 

teamster named Shorty, who was 
accused of poisoning his 
competitor's draft horses. 

Whether or not the man was 
guilty, I will never know; but from 
my own observation of the man as 
he worked with his horses, it would 
be hard for me to believe he did. 

As a kid of 13 or 14, I had the 
good fortune to watch him work 
four of the best kept and trained 
horses I have ever seen. 

The man had a contract to build a 
levee around two 500 bbl. oil tanks 
that had been assembled in the 
lower part of the pasture, just east of 
the Charles Cler home. 

When he first laid out and plowed 
the outlines of the levee, he drove 
the team, using the lines. After that 
part was completed, the lines were 
put up and the team was controlled 
entirely by word of mouth, by 
Shorty. 

The man and team seemed to 

work with one mind. Shorty 
handled the plow and earth-moving 
equipment and the horses responded 
to his soft-spoken commands. 

I watched as, at times, the scraper 
would hang up on a rock, the team 
would stop, and Shorty would move 
the scraper handle one way or 
another in an attempt to loosen the 
stone, occasionally directing one 
horse or another to "up just a little, 
Bugger, that's good, now you, Nig," 
and the horses seemed to know just 
what he wanted them to do. 

Now and then he rested the team 
for a few minutes and, at these 
times, he busied himself going from 
one horse to another, patting them 
and pulling their manes from under 
the collars, looking to their comfort. 

After watching a man work with 
animals he apparently loved and 
cared so much for, I simply can't 
believe be would be capable of 
causing one or more of them to go 
through the agony of dying from the 
effects of being poisoned.

For the first time since being 

almost wiped out by two tree-killing 
freezes in the 1980s, the citrus 
industry returned to the market this 
year in a big way in Texas. The 
three-county area along the lower 
Texas-Mexico border produced a 
$30 million crop consisting of 
approximately 3.5 million 40-pound 
cartons of grapefruit and almost one 
million cartons of oranges. Citrus 
plantings in the Valley totaled 
70,000 acres before the 1983 freeze 
but plummeted to a low of 11,000 
acres after a second devastating 
freeze in 1989. According to a 
recent citrus tree survey, acreage 
has steadily crept back to 25,700 
acres, or about 75 percent of the 
acreage prior to the '89 freeze. The
