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Weber Aircraft 
approves contract 

CCC summer 
enrollment down

It's back to business as usual at 

Weber Aircraft as union members 
have ratified a new three-year 
contract by a more than 80 percent 
margin. 

Members of Teamster Local No. 
767 voted throughout the day on 
Thursday to ratify the new 
agreement worked out between 
union and management negotiators 
on Tuesday. The vote means that 
the new contract will take effect 
retroactively from July 2 and will 
continue over the next three years, 
according to Jim Fletcher, a union 
negotiator. The contract will be 
formally signed after the paperwork 
is completed, said Fletcher, who 

declined to comment on 
compromises that led to the new 
contract agreement 

The approval of the new pact 
comes exactly one week after 
Weber Aircraft union members 
rejected a proposed contract by a 
more than 75 percent margin, but an 
extension to negotiations was 
granted the next day averting a 
strike. The new contract was 
approved upon the recommendation 
of the union negotiating team, 
which worked with Weber 
management for two days this week 
to reach the final agreement. The 
local Teamsters union represents 
about 70 percent of Weber's 800 
employees. Weber is owned by 
Group Zodiac, a French company.

Rebate payments slip down for 
Muenster, Lindsay compared to July '92 

The State Comptroller's office 
mailed a total of $111.4 million .t%, 
monthly sales tax rebates to 977' 
Texas cities and 108 counties, a 6.9 
percent increase over the payments 
of one year ago. 

Texas cities received $100.3 
million, up 7.7 percent over the 
$93.1 million they received last 
July. Counties received a total of 
$11 million, virtually unchanged 
from their July 1992 payment. 

This month's sales tax rebates 
include taxes collected on May sales 
and reported to the Comptroller in 
June by businesses filing monthly 
tax returns. 

"Employment across the state has 
continued to expand since May 
1992. The service sector led all 
other industries, adding 63,000 jobs 
over the last year. The government, 
wholesale and retail industries also 
increased by 43,000 and 31,900 jobs 
respectively," Comptroller John 
Sharp said. 

Muenster was paid $6,100.31, a 
22.24 percent decrease from the 
July 1992 payment. The total 
payments to date in 1993 for 
Muenster, $69,455.33, is still 8.12 
percent higher than the 1992 Total 

1993 showed 4,078 students on all 
campuses, including Denton, 
Lewisville, Gainesville, Justin and 
Bowie. That compares to a 3,484 
final enrollment total for the Spring 
1992. CCC enrollment was 2,700 on 
all campuses for the Spring 
semester 1991, Hadlock said. 

In other business during their 
regular July meeting, trustees 
discussed at length the college's 
bank depositories. The college will 
continue to work toward investing 
the bulk of its reserve funds, around 
$1 million, in Texpool, a state 
investment instrument. CCC 
continues to hold the bulk of its 
checking accounts at the First State 
Bank with four other accounts at the 
Muenster State Bank. Alan Ritchey 
made a motion to move all accounts 
to FSB, but that motion died for 
lack of a second. Ritchey cited 
liability and cost in maintaining the 
accounts at Muenster. CCC Board 
President Urban Endres said the 
college and the Muenster bank has 
had a good working relationship and 
that the college needs to maintain a 
presence in the second-largest 
community in the county. Trustees 
decided to maintain the status quo 
while continuing to work toward 
consolidating more accounts as 
recommended by a recent audit. 

Trustees approved a contract with 
United Revenue Corp. to begin 
collection of about $60,000 in 
delinquent student and other 
accounts. The board hired Diana 
Reed as a financial aid officer 
replacing Janet Tharp. Reed is 
currently student affairs clerk at Hill 
College. Trustees approved a one-
time $10 property deposit fee as 
required by the state. A student may 
request a refund of the property 
deposit after completion of college. 
Monies not refunded will go into a 
need-based scholarship fund.

After showing dramatic increases 

in enrollment over the past few 
years, Cooke County College has 
experienced an overall drop in 
summer enrollment. 

Figures released this week for the 
second summer session show a 
headcount of 778 students enrolled 
on all CCC campuses in Denton, 
Lewisville and Gainesville. That is 
a decrease of 54 students from the 
second summer session for 1992 
reflecting a 6.5 percent decrease. 
The college also showed a decline 
in summer one enrollment, with 61 
fewer students than the previous 
summer one session. 

CCC officials are basically 
scratching their heads at this early 
juncture as to why students have not 
headed back to school during the 
summer at record numbers, 
according to CCC Registrar Eddie 
Hadlock. The college may be 
following a trend that was evident at 
the University of North Texas 
where enrollment for the first 
summer session was also down. 
CCC showed its greatest decrease 
on the Lewisville campus during its 
seven-week session, he said. 
Enrollment in vocational and 
technical courses are up, but overall 
enrollment in academic offerings 
declined, Hadlock said. CCC was 
also down about 15,000 total 
student contact hours for the 
summer, he said. 

Officials said 34 of 253 summer 
two courses offered were canceled 
due to insufficient enrollment. The 
college offered about the same 
schedule as last summer, but did 
hold to stricter class size limits, 
requiring 15 students in a class 
before the class would be held. 

CCC has continued to grow by 
leaps and bounds despite the small 
enrollment drop for the summer.

$50,000 lower than last year's 
budget, but the district is 
anticipating a shortfall of $42,000 in 
revenues which could result in a 3 
percent increase in taxes. 

School trustees approved the 
$2.01 million budget during its July 
meeting this week. The budget 
approval was preceded by a public 
hearing in which no one attended. 

The budget is 2.5 percent lower 
than last year's budget of $2.06 
million. The Era district has been 
informed that it will receive about 
$30,000 less in state funding for the 
upcoming year. The district will 
also have to come up with about 
$60,000 in state-mandated teacher 
salary increases.

incomes are at or near the poverty 
level. 

For Medicare purposes, skilled 
care is defined as care that is 
provided daily under supervision of 
a physician. Unskilled care can be 
administered by caregivers who 
have not received special training 
and includes daily services like 
assistance with walking, bathing or 
eating. 

"Most of us may be more likely 
to need some level of unskilled care, 
and Medicare won't cover any of it," 
Peveto said. "For practical purposes, 
most of us can expect to pay more 
than 97 percent of our own long-
term care costs." 

What can we do now to prepare 
for those expenses?" 

Peveto says the first step is a 
sound investment plan for 
retirement. "However, if you are 
worried your retirement nest egg 
won't be enough, you may want to 
consider options such as long-term 
care insurance, annuities or life 
insurance with a long-term care 
rider." 

In reviewing your options, 
considerations are age, the value of 
your savings and investments, and 
the amount of care you think that 
you may need or want to be 
prepared for in the future. 

With long-term care insurance, 

egg could find it may not be 
enough." 

According to a U. S. 
Congressional Study Commission 
on the Aging, only three percent of 
nursing home bills are paid by 
private health insurance companies. 
That means that 97 percent of 
Americans are either "self-
insuring." covering the costs of 
long-term care with their own 
savings and investments, or relying 
on Medicare and Medicaid to cover 
the costs of long-term care. 

"Many people mistakenly believe 
Medicare or Medicaid will cover the 
costs if they need long-term care," 
Peveto said. "But Medicare, on 
average, pays for less than one 

The average American reaching 
age 65 has a 43 percent chance of 
spending time in a nursing home, 
according to the New England 
Journal of Medicine. In a recent 
study, Marion Merrell Dow, Inc. 
Managed Care Digest and SMG 
Marketing Group, Inc. found that 
the average daily room rate for 
nursing homes in 1992 was $88 for 
skilled care and $78 for unskilled 
care. At $88 per day for a five-year 
stay in a nursing facility, the total 
bill for skilled care could be a 
whopping $160,600. 

"With costs like that," said Betty 
Peveto, branch manager of the A.G. 
Edwards Gainesville office, "even 
people who have a significant nest 

you pay premiums while you are 
healthy, and the insurance company 
promises to cover a specific amount 
of future nursing home costs for a 
designated period. 

"This type of insurance is not for 
everyone," Peveto warns. She notes 
that nursing home insurance 
premiums are cheaper the younger 
you are. 

Immediate annuities may be a 
better choice for older individuals. 
With annuity you pay a lump sum to 
an insurance company and receive a 
payment each month for life or a set 
period of time. 

A third option is available 
through some life insurance 
companies that now offer life 
insurance policies that help 
individuals pay for long-term care. 
These new life insurance policies 
allow a limited access to all or a 
portion of the death benefit for use 
toward long-term care costs.

The movie, "Jurassic Park," 
which has much to do with the age 
of the Dinosaur, brings back 
memories of our outing in Dinosaur 
Valley State Park, near Glen Rose, 
Texas. Just as advertised, the 
Dinosaur tracks are plainly visible 
in the Paluxy River bed, although 
they are sometimes filled with silt, 
deposited there by the water. 

Looking at those tracks that, 
according to natural history, are 
over 100 million years old, and then 
remembering how the town of 
Rockwall, Texas, got its name, one 
can only wonder what stories this 
old land could tell, and what kind of 
civilization once existed eons of 
time in the past. 

Rockwall is the smallest county 
in our state, and actually has no 
rock on or near the surface. Material 
to build roads must be imported into 
the county. In the early '40s, when 
we lived in Garland, a small city 
near Rockwall, we occasionally 
would drive through the 
neighboring countryside, and soon 
noticed most of the small county 
roads had no all-weather surface of 
any kind, just deep black dirt. 

When we asked how the county 
and town got its name, we were told 
that before the settlement was 
named, some of the earliest settlers 
of the area were digging a well for 
much-needed water when they
