Shortage of Poultry Expected Next Winter Is
Object of Grave Concern to Packers of Nation

A serious shortage in nil dressed 
poultry Is predicted for next winter 
unless farmers all over the country 
begin raising more chickens, accord­
ing to the general opinion of poul­
try wholesalers as stated In a re­
cently released comment by a St. 
Louis packer.

The message states that farmers 
everywhere are reluctant to buy 
baby chicks this season and adds 
that the high price of feeds is the 
principal reason for lack of interest 
in poultry raising. Another deter­
rent Is the unprecedented supply 
of dressed poultry all over the coun­
try which in all probability will

keep market prices rather low at 
least until autumn.

After the surplus of cold storage 
poultry is used, prices are expected

The Muenster Hatch­
ery has been running small hatches 
throughout the season and other 
hatcheries of North Texas likewise 
had a smaller business than in pre­
ceding years.

Many of the poultry raisers in 
this vincinlty did not buy any baby 
chicks this year while only a very 
few of them started the same size 
flocks they did in the past.

Cooke County Farmers 
Adopt Range Building 

Plan for Coming Year

A new feature of the soli consei> 
vation program in Cooke County la 
the range building program which 
in the past was effective In the 
grazing areas of Western Texas and 
Western Oklahoma and in 193.7 was 
extended to Include Cooke County 
also.

At a meeting last Saturday, April 
10, in County Agent Clark’s office, 
25 Cooke County range men signed 
up for participation In the program 
and elected S. H. Doty and Jake 
Bezner as range committeemen and 
Jake Biffle as range inspector.

The range building program is 
similar in many respects to_the soli 
conservation program applying to 
tillage crop fields. Payments are 
made by the Federal government 
on the basis of grazing capacity, for 
approved improvement features. As 
in the soil program the purpose of 
payments is to encourage range 
building practices by providing 
some money to meet the expenses 
incurred.

Since the outstanding reasons for 
range depletion are soil erosion, 
overgrazing, rodents, and noxious 
plants, provisions for overcoming 
each of those handicaps are consid­
ered as parts of the program.

A maximum of $1.50 is allowed 
by the Government for each unit 
of grazing capacity, by which is 
meant the area sufficient to graze 
one horse or one cow during a 12- 
month period without injury to for­
age or watershed.

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DURING his recent visit here the Dep­
uty State Superintendent of Public Schools 
in this district expressed surprise at find­
ing Muenster’s educational program so far 
behind the actual development of the city 
and its surrouhding community.

. i
That Muenster has continued in its 

march of progress while numerous other 
cities were declining is a matter of general 
knowledge. That its educational facilities 
have been at a standstill, whereas they 
should have been developed with the com­
munity, is also a matter of general knowl­
edge.

Being aware of this condition, every 
progressive citizen of this community 
should begin to think of what the future 
holds in store unless provisions are soon 
made to offer students here what is being 
offered elsewhere. There can be no de­
nial of the fact that Muenster has grown 
consistently through the lean years; but 
unless some adequate provision is made 
for the children of today her progress will 
soon reach its limit.

Every year some of the local people 
are making sacrifices to send their chil­
dren to schools away from here, and at 
the same time others are forced to discon­
tinue their children’s education because 
they cannot afford the added expense. In 
either case the situation creates a serious 
handicap.

To encourage greater activity in 
Muenster a more adequate educational op­
portunity must be offered. There are pos-

sibilities of varied industries here but few 
people will consider them seriously until 
they know that Muenster is considering 
the welfare of their children.

If greater activity is not promoted here 
Muenster’s youngsters will have to move 
to other places. With the educational 
background that is now offered here 
would they be able to compete with the 
youngsters of other localities?

A person can view the situation from 
any angle but he can see only one solu­
tion . If Muenster is to continue in her 
march of progress SHE MUST IMPROVE 
HER SCHOOL SYSTEM!

THE POULTRY SITUATION

THE THREATENED shortage of poul­
try next winter is a subject for serious 
thought on the part of every farmer. Un­
til now almost everyone has felt that with 
the high cost of feed and the surplus of 
dressed poultry in cold storage, no money 
could be made in chicken raising this year.

With a view of being of service to the 
Muenster farmers, The Enterprise submits 
the opinion of poultry packers with a sug­
gestion to think it over.

First of all very few baby chicks were 
bought this year. With the present high 
price of feed and low price of poultry the 
chance of a profit on early chickens is 
poor. But as the surplus of cold storage 
poultry decreases, a rise in the poultry 
market seems probable for next fall and 
winter.

If that last prediction becomes a real­
ity late raisers of poultry can look forward 
to a profit. Baby chicks that are bought 
now will mature in time to bring a good 
price when the market advances. Fur­
thermore baby chicks that are bought now 
can be raised for considerably less than 
those of earlier months because of a de­
crease in fuel expense as well as a de­
crease in feed bills because during the com­
ing months chickens can forage for them­
selves whereas they had to be fed before.

We are not pretending to guess the fu­
ture of the poultry business. But we do 
hope to be of service in presenting the 
opinions of others so that Muenster farm­
ers can think it over and, if they see an 
opportunity, do something about it while 
they still have a chance.
