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CONVENTION 
TAKES STAND 

ON PROBLEMS
Communism and Child Labor 

Among Weighty Issues 
at Pilot Point

Members of the Muenster delega­
tion attending the North Texas Dis­
trict meeting of the Catholic State 
League at Pilot Point April 20 and 
21, returned with reports of Im­
portant decisions on some of the 
most prominent problems facing the 
church and nation.

Communism was attacked as a 
menace to Christianity and civiliza­
tion and a resolution was passed by 
the convention to encourage a study 
of the principles of Communism with 
a view to understanding Its evils 
and checking Its further spread.

The convention went on record 
also as being opposed to the new 
anti-lynch law, now before our na­
tional Congress, to penalize a coun­
ty in which a lynching occurs. It 
was pointed out that while lynching 
is lawless mob action and should be 
stamped out, the proposed method 
is unjust in that It holds the entire 
citizenship of a county liable for the 
conduct of a few instigators.

Likewise objection was voiced to 
the newly introduced proposal for 
mercy deaths. The basis for ob­
jection is the Fifth Commandment 
of God, which reads, "Thou shalt 
not kill."

Regarding the proposal to submit 
to the States for ratification a new 
child labor amendment, the conven­
tion expressed its disapproval of the 
evils the measure seeks to remove, 
but stated that because of varied 
conditions the problem should be left 
to the individual States, that farm 
children be omitted from the provi­
sions, and that, the age limit be low­
ered to 14 years.

Among prominent persons pres­
ent at the convention were Gus 
Strauss of Hallettsvllle, president of 
the Catholic State League of Texas, 
who delivered a forcefu! address on 
the evils of Communism and the ur­
gent need of concerted action by all 
Christians to check its spread.

The Rt. Rev. Msgr. Joseph O’Don-

Clock in Fisch Home
Here's something we've found out 

only lately, but you've probably 
known it all along.

In the J. P. Fisch home is an an­
cient clock that has been on duty 
faithfully for almost 82 years. In 
fact it came into the Fisch home 
when J. P. was an Infant of 6 
months and whether or not it had 
given a great deal of service before 
that time is not known.

But the interesting fact is that it 
still runs and still keeps perfect 
time.

It 
is provided with a large glass case 
that covers it completely and Is ab­
solutely dust proof. If any dust 
reaches the clock it must do so each 
tenth day when the glass hood is 
removed to permit winding.

The clock is beautifully decorat­
ed and shows many marks of a real 
craftsman.

And, believe it or not, it is still 
covered with the original glass hood 
in spite of its move from the old 
country and several other moves 
here In America. The secret of pre­
serving the hood was to stuff a pil­
low inside and several more pillows 
around It before crating for a move.

Army Board of Engineers for Riv­
ers and Harbors, who is here in 
charge o f preparing a report on 
the engineering plans for  the pro­
ject.

Eagle M ou n ta in  and Bridgeport 
lakes, just above Fort Worth, will 
come the bulk o f the water used 
to move mo de r n ,  Diesel-engined 
towboats through the 21 locks along

look for a successful outcome o f hearings soon to be held in Washing­
ton.

the straightened, 400-mile course 
from Fort Worth to Galveston bay. 
Experts estimate that these lakes, 
the new Mountain Creek lake near 
Dallas, and other slack-water pools 
in the area, will p ro v id e  easily 
twice as much water, at any time, 
as the canal will require.

This will not be a disconnected, 
isolated project, the Council points 
out, but a valuable link in an inte­
grated inland waterway system 
that serves 60 per cent o f the na­
tion’s population. This is true be­
cause it will connect with the Intra­
coastal canal at G a l v e s t o n  and 
thence with the Mississippi, thus 
tying up to the great canals and 
rivers that serve the prosperous 
midwest.

Strong support which is rallying 
behind the move to establish this

long-sought c o n n e c t i o n  between 
Texas’ rich interior and tidewater 
is indicative, observers feel, of the 
determination being manifest in all
farts o f  the state, to obtain for 

exas the benefits of new industry 
— increased p a y r o l l s ,  diversified 
production and a consequent shar­
ing of the tax burden which is now 
borne by a comparatively few in­
dustries. Ma ny  forw ard -look in g  
groups which are pressing for a v 
sound state policy o f taxation to 
reassure industries already located 
in the state and bring to Texas 
prospective investors o f new cap­
ital, are also mobilizing to put en­
gineering ski l l  at w o r k  on this 
waterway which they regard as a 
pivotal point in the broad program 
o f building for the future of the 
Lone Star state.

The Enterprise was more than pleased 
to publish in its previous edition a com­
ment from the Benedictine Sisters of the 
Muenster Parochial School W e are happy 
to extend to others the privilege of using 
our medium to present worth while ideas.

To us the letter was especially inter­
esting because it introduced a misunder­
standing that may be more widely scat­
tered than in the faculty of the Parochial 
School. If such is the case our cause can 
be benefitted by removing the misunder­
standing. Had the letter not appeared we 
might not have become aware of a very 
prominent objection.

The first bone of contention is that 
“ pupils of Muenster are not getting what 
they need and will not be able to compete 
with the products of other schools.” The 
author went on to explain the splendid 
work done by those pupils when they en­
ter other schools. And it is precisely at 
this point that the misunderstanding ap­
pears.

We did not and we do not now wish 
to belittle the work of the Benedictine 
Sisters. The writer himself is happy to re­
call his experience of coasting through 
three more years of high school after re­
ceiving his foundation at the parochial 
school.

In addition to their other splendid work 
the Sisters are giving a moral background 
in religion, a subject infinitely more im­
portant than the other three R’s.

But it has been admitted that Muen­
ster pupils must continue their work in 
other schools. This is the condition we 
wish to overcome. It should not be neces­
sary for children to leave Muenster to com­
plete their high school work. And even 
though it is very noble for parents to make 
great sacrifices so that their children can 
continue their studies, the fact remains 
that many parents cannot and other par­
ents will not make that great a sacrifice. 
What, then, becomes of the child’s oppor­
tunity?

And now, going back to our original 
contention, w§ still insist that products of 
our schools cannot compete with those of 
other schools. Every year parents are ad­
mitting the truth of that statement when 
they send their children to other schools. 
Those children are through in our schools 
but they still do not have what they need, 
regardless of how good their foundation 
work was.

“Since Muenster is so progressive, it 
should not be necessary for our schooled 
youth to leave town. Let them invest their 
education here.” At what? Is their pro­
gram to be in the nature of a boom, or is 
it to be a steady march of progress? If 
it is the latter we must have an educational 
system before we can expect them to make 
a start. Too many people nowadays are 
concerned with their children’s education 
and do not care to settle down in a town 
that does not offer a complete course. Un­
til Muenster improves her school system 
she has very nearly reached her limit of 
development.

Mention was made of the necessity of 
building a new church and the desirability 
of a Catholic high school. The expense 
of building the church is already an enor­
mous burden on members of the parish. 
Would they be willing then to spend more 
money on a school? We think not. Would 
the parents of Muenster be satisfied to 
wait until the church is paid for to get a

high school? We think not. Would they 
be willing to assume the total expense of 
erecting and maintaining when that ex­
pense coqld be distributed over the income 
from the State and a tax on everyone 
rather than on Catholics only? We think 
not. Would it be fair to provide a high 
school for Catholics only when the com­
munity has so many Protestants? We 
think not.

BENEFACTORS OF HUMANITY

The first Chinese who discovered that 
thread could be spun and cloth woven 
from the fibers of an insect’s cocoon had 
the quality of curiosity and imagination 
which lies behind all research. It took 
modern scientific knowledge to enable men 
to discover that silk, like all other vege­
table fibers, is a form of cellulose, which 
is found in all growing things. Imagina­
tion plus science enabled men to reduce 
cotton waste and wood chips to cellulose 
and then mechanically to produce a fiber 
by almost the same process the silkworm 
uses. One of the most interesting recent 
scientific discoveries is an improved 
method of making rayon, by which the ten­
dency to retain wrinkles is removed from 
that popular and inexpensive improvement 
on natural silk.

Cellulose is the basis of paper, o f ex­
plosives, of the lacquers which are replac­
ing varnish in so many uses, of a thousand 
products and compounds in daily use. Now 
a new method of reducing wood, corn­
stalks and almost anything else to pure cel­
lulose in less time and at vastly less cost 
has been discovered.

That is something which holds promise 
of future profit for farmers, whose waste 
products may gain a new commercial 
value. And it is another step toward pro­
duction of things everybody wants in 
quantities large enough to supply every 
body’s needs and at prices everybody can 
pay. And that is, or ought to be, the main 
objective of a well-ordered social system.

CANCER DECLARED 
TO BE CURABLE BY 

EARLY TREATMENT

Austin, April 29. —  "While the 
span of human life has been length­
ened 15 years during the last dec­
ade, thanks to science, the disturb­
ing fact remains that there has 
been a marked rise in death from 
cancer during the same period,’’ de­
clared Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State

Health Officer, and urged,that the 
public be on the alert to detect this 
disease.

"Cancer is not a hopeless, incur­
able disease. It is not contagious 
or in itself hereditary. There are 
thousands of men and women in 
this country who have been suc­
cessfully treated for cancer. The 
great hope of cancer patients lies 
in their having treatment during 
the first stages of the disease. Can­
cer announces itself by symptoms 
that are frequently painless and ap­
parently trivial, thus giving tne dis­
ease an unseemly advantage. Early 
diagnosis is the one powerful an­
tagonist.

“The danger signals can be classi­
fied as follows: Any lump in the 
breast or other part of the body; 
any persistent (jore, particularly on 
the face or mouth: any unusual dis­
charge or bleeding from any part 
of the body, such as vomiting of 
blood, passage of blood from the 
bowels, or unusual bleeding of any 
bodily passage, especially after mid­
dle age. These symptoms may be 
from some other cause but should 
be diagnosed by a physician.

"Two main rules should be fol­
lowed in cancer treatment. First, 
have an annual physical eA^mlna- 
tlon by a reputable physician. In 
this way incipient cancerous condi­
tions can bC discovered and by prop­
er treatment the disease can be con­

quered. The second rule 13 to mis­
trust high promising statements of 
‘amazing new discoveries'.”

The interest which Congress has begun 
to display in the latest development of the 
organized labor situation, the “sit-down” 
strike, is a good omen, for it suggests that 
a national labor policy in which the inter­
ests of employers and the general public 
will be given equal weight with those of 
the workers may be in process of develop­
ment. Heretofore most labor legislation 
has been, as the old saying goes, rather 
“jughandied.”

No one seriously wants to deprive labor 
of its right to organize, to negotiate col­
lectively for better working conditions, 
shorter hours and higher wages. But the 
feeling that the recognition of those rights 
ought to go hand in hand with acceptance 
by organized labor of responsibility to the 
public for the actions of its members, and 
to employers for living up to its contract 
agreements, has been increasing for a long 
time, and has been accentuated by the con­
ditions arising from the automobile strikes.

It is intimated in some quarters that Mr. 
Lewis’ organization, the Committee for In­
dustrial Organization, has got out of con­
trol, and that its leaders are not able to 
prevent the recurrence of “ sit-down” 
strikes. If that is so, it furnishes another 
reason for making the organization respon­
sible. One chief reason why business men 
have been opposed to unionism in the past 
is the uncertainty whether the union will 
live up to its agreements, and the difficulty 
or impossibility of calling it to account if 
it fails to do so.

The chief concern of Congress is, or 
should be, the welfare of all the people. 
When a condition exists which threatens 
that welfare, either by slowing down the 
productive activities of industry or by in­
creasing the price of products to the con­
sumer, it is a situation which is above and 
outside of the field of party politics. How 
far the authority of Congress extends in 
the regulation of labor is still a disputed 
question; but it is time that a national la­
bor policy, going as far as the Federal 
Government can Constitutionally go, were 
defined and put on paper.— Exchange.

State Examinations Are 
Taken by Students of 

Muenster High School

In order to overcome the handicap 
of a non-affiliated school, Mr. Burg­
er, principal of the Muenster High 
School, instituted this week a sys­
tem of college entrance examina­
tions.

Questions for the exams are sub­
mitted by the State Department of 
Education, and students passing 
them are rewarded with official cre­
dentials from that same department, 
entitling them to entrance in uni­
versities of the State on equal terms 
with graduates of affiliated high 
schools.

ON PROBLEMS

Communism and Child Labor 
Among Weighty Issues 

at Pilot Point

Members of the Muenster delega­
tion attending the North Texas Dis­
trict meeting of the Catholic State 
League at Pilot Point April 20 and 
21, returned with* reports of Im­
portant decisions on some of the 
most prominent problems facing the 
church and nation.

Communism was attacked as a 
menace to Christianity and civiUza- 
tion and a resolution was passed by 
the convention to encourage a study 
of the principles of Communism with 
a view to understanding its evils 
and checking its further spread.

The convention went on record 
also as being opposed to the new 
anti-lynch law, now before our na­
tional Congress, to penalize a coun­
ty in which a lynching occurs. It 
was pointed out that while lynching 
is lawless mob action and should be 
stamped out, the proposed method 
is unjust in that it holds the entire 
citizenship of a county liable for the 
conduct of a few instigators.

Likewise objection was voiced to 
the newly introduced proposal for 
mercy deaths. The basis for ob­
jection is the Fifth Commandment 
of God, which reads, “Thou shalt 
nc. kill.”

Regarding the proposal to submit 
to the States for ratification a new 
child labor amendment, the conven­
tion expressed its disapproval of the 
evils the measure seeks to remove, 
but stated that because of varied 
conditions the problem should be left 
to the individual States, that farm 
children be omitted from the provi­
sions, and that the age limit be low­
ered to 14 years.

Among prominent " persons pres­
ent at the convention were Gus 
Strauss of Hallettsville, president of 
the Catholic State League of ^Texas, 
who delivered a forceful address on 
the evils of Commuplsm and the ur­
gent need of concerted action by all 
Christians to cheek its spread.

The Rt. Rev. Msgr. Joseph O’Don-

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Trinity Canal to Remove Physical Barrier  • 

To Lone Star State’s Industrial Progress

Realization o f the long-sought Trinity River canalization plan for a 
commercial waterway to the gulf, tapping Texas’ rich interior, is 
imminent, according to the All-South Development Council. With the 
estimated cost o f the 400-mile project pared from $102,000,000 to 
$60,000,000 under revised plans, and many forward-looking groups add­
ing support of this project to the movement, being evidenced through­
out the state, for the establishment o f  a sound policy of taxation to 
encourage industry in Texas, proponents o f the long-sought waterway 
look for a successful outcome o f hearings soon to be held in Washing­
ton. This aerial composograph (background) shows the “ headwaters” 
o f the proposed canal the newly-impounded lakes in the Fort Worth- 
Dallas area. Inset at left is Gen. Herbert Deakyne, retired U. S. army 
engineer in charge of perfecting engineering plans.

FORT WORTH.— Removal o f the 
greatest physical barrier to the 
profitable industrialization o f Tex­
as, namely the remoteness of the 
rich mid-state region from tide­
water, is seen by the All-South 
Development Council in the immi­
nent realization o f the dream of a 
canalized, commerce-bearing Trin­
ity River.

This engineering feat bringing 
Fort Worth and Dallas to the sea- 
coast, figuratively speaking, hailed 
as a boon to the movement for the 
encouragement of industry, which 
is gathering momentum throughout 
the state, may be soon a reality, 
the Council’s report says.

Revision in the plans has re­
duced the number o f locks to 21, 
cutting the estimated cost from 
$102,000,000 to $60,000,000. Fur­
thermore, powerful arguments sup­
porting the economic justification 
for the project have been prepared 
and documented, and the Council 
states that proponents o f the canal­
ization plan look for a successful 
outcome of the hearings which will 
soon be held in Washington.

The physical problem of Trinity 
canalization is extremely simple, 
according to Gen. Herbert Deakyne, 
formerly chairman o f the U. S. 
Army Board o f Engineers for Riv­
ers and Harbors, who is here in 
charge o f preparing a report on 
the engineering plans for  the pro­
ject.

From the r e c e n t ly  completed 
Eagle M ou n ta in  and Bridgeport 
lakes, just above Fort Worth, will 
come the bulk o f  the water used 
to move m od ern , Diesel-engined 
towboats through the 21 locks along

the straightened, 400-mile course 
from Fort Worth to Galveston bay. 
Experts estimate that these lakes, 
the new Mountain Creek lake near 
Dallas, and other slack-water pools 
in the area, will p ro v id e  easily 
twice as much water, at any time, 
as the canal will require.

This will not be a disconnected, 
isolated project, the Council points 
out, but a valuable link in an inte­
grated inland waterway system 
that serves 60 per cent o f the na­
tion’s population. This is true be­
cause it will connect with the Intra­
coastal canal at G a lv e s to n  and 
thence with the Mississippi, thus 
tying up to the great canals and 
rivers that serve the prosperous 
midwest.

Strong support which is rallying 
behind the move to establish this

long-sought co n n e c t io n  between 
Texas’ rich interior and tidewater 
is indicative, observers feel, of the 
determination being manifest in all 
parts o f the state, to obtain for 
Texas the benefits o f new industry 
— increased p a y r o l ls ,  diversified 
production and a consequent shar­
ing of the tax burden which is now 
borne by a comparatively few  in­
dustries. M any forw ard -look in g  
groups which are pressing for  a 
sound state policy o f taxation to 
reassure industries already located 
in the state and bring to Texas 
prospective investors o f new cap­
ital, are also mobilizing to put en­
gineering sk ill  at w ork  on this 
waterway which they regard as a 
pivotal point in the broad program 
of building for the future of the 
Lone Star state.

AND NOW —  OUR OPINION

The Enterprise was more than pleased 
tq publish in its previous edition a com­
ment from the Benedictine Sisters of the 
Muenster Parochial School We are happy 
to extend to others the privilege of using 
our medium to present worth while ideas.

To us the letter was especially inter­
esting because it introduced a misunder­
standing that may be more widely scat­
tered than in the faculty of the Parochial 
School. If such is the case our cause can 
be benefitted by removing the misunder­
standing. Had the letter not appeared we 
might not have become aware of a very 
prominent objection.

The first bone of contention is that 
“ pupils of Muenster are not getting what 
they need and will not be able to compete 
with the products of other schools.” The 
author went on to explain the splendid 
work done by those pupils when they en­
ter other schools. And it is precisely at 
this point that the misunderstanding ap­
pears.

We did not and we do not nov; wish 
to belittle the work of the Benedictine 
Sisters. The writer himself is happy to re­
call his experience of coasting through 
three more years of high school after re­
ceiving his foundation at the parochial 
school.

In addition to their other splendid work 
the Sisters are giving a moral background 
in religion, a subject infinitely more im­
portant than the other three R’s.

But it has been admitted that Muen­
ster pupils must continue their work in 
other schools. This is the condition we 
wish to overcome. It should not be neces­
sary for children to leave Muenster to com­
plete their high school work. And even 
though it is very noble for parents to make 
great sacrifices so that their children can 
continue their studies, the fact remains 
that many parents cannot and other par­
ents will not make that great a sacrifice. 
What, then, becomes of the child’s oppor­
tunity?

And now, going back to our original 
contention, we still insist that products of 
our schools cannot compete with those of 
other schools. Every year parents are ad­
mitting the truth of that statement when 
they send their children to other schools. 
Those children are through in our schools 
but they still do not have what they need, 
regardless of how good their foundation 
work was.

“Since Muenster is so progressive, it 
should not be necessary for our schooled 
youth to leave town. Let them invest their 
education here.” At what? Is their pro­
gram to be in the nature of a boom, or is 
it to be a steady march of progress? If 
it is the latter we must have an educational 
system before we can expect them to make 
a start. Too many people nowadays are 
concerned with their children’s education 
and do not care to settle down in a town 
that does not offer a complete course. Un­
til Muenster improves her school system 
she has very nearly reached her limit of 
development.

Mention was made of the necessity of 
building a new church and the desirability 
of a Catholic high school. The expense 
of building the church is already an enor­
mous burden on members of the parish. 
Would they be willing then to spend more 
money on a school? We think not. Would 
the parents of Muenster be satisfied to 
wait until the church is paid for to get a

high school? W e think not. Would they 
be willing to assume the total expense of 
erecting and maintaining when that ex­
pense could be distributed over the income 
from the State and a tax on everyone 
rather than on Catholics only? W e think 
not. Would it be fair to provide a high 
school for Catholics only when the com­
munity has so many Protestants? We 
think not.

BENEFACTORS OF HUMANITY

The first Chinese who discovered that 
thread could be spun and cloth woven 
from the fibers of an insect’s cocoon had 
the quality of curiosity and imagination 
which lies behind all research. It took 
modern scientific knowledge to enable men 
to discover that silk, like all other vege­
table fibers, is a form of cellulose, which 
is found in all growing things. Imagina­
tion plus science enabled men to reduce 
cotton waste and wood chips to cellulose 
and then mechanically to produce a fiber 
by almost the same process the silkworm 
uses. One of the most interesting recent 
scientific discoveries is an improved 
method of making rayon, by which the ten­
dency to retain wrinkles is removed from 
that popular and inexpensive improvement 
on natural silk.

Cellulose is the basis of paper, of ex­
plosives, of the lacquers which are replac­
ing varnish in so many uses, of a thousand 
products and compounds in daily use. Now 
a new method of reducing wood, corn­
stalks and almost anything else to pure cel­
lulose in less time and at vastly less cost 
has been discovered.

That is something which holds promise 
of future profit for farmers, whose waste 
products may gain a new commercial 
value. And it is another step toward pro­
duction of things everybody wants in 
quantities large enough to supply every­
body’s needs and at prices everybody can 
pay. And that.is, or ought to be, the main 
objective of a well-ordered social system. 
— Exchange.

Health Officer, and urged that the 
public be on the alert to detect this 
disease.

"Cancer is not a hopeless, incur­
able disease. It is not contagious 
or in itself hereditary. There are 
thousands of men and women in 
this country who have been suc­
cessfully treated for cancer. The 
great hope of cancer patients lies 
in their having treatment during 
the first stages of the disease. Can­
cer announces itself by symptoms 
that are frequently painless and ap­
parently trivial, thus giving the dis­
ease an unseemly advantage. Early 
diagnosis is the one powerful an­
tagonist.

“The danger signals can be classi­
fied as follows: Any lump in the 
breast or other part of the body; 
any persistent sore, particularly on 
the face or mouth; any unusual dis­
charge or bleeding from any part 
of the body, such as vomiting of 
blood, passage of blood from the 
bowels, or unusual bleeding of any 
bodily passage, especially after mid­
dle age. These symptoms may be 
from some other cause but should 
be diagnosed by a physician.

“Two main rules should be fol­
lowed in cancer treatment. First, 
have an annual physical examina­
tion by a reputable physician. In 
this way incipient cancerous condi­
tions can be discovered and by prop­
er treatment the disease can be con­

quered. The second rule is to mis. 
trust high promising statements of 
‘amazing new discoveries’."

A  NATIONAL LABOR POLICY

The interest which Congress has begun 
to display in the latest development of the 
organized labor situation, the “sit-down” 
strike, is a good omen, for it suggests that 
a national labor policy in which the inter­
ests of employers and the general public 
will be given equal weight with those of 
the workers may be in process of develop­
ment. Heretofore most labor legislation 
has been, as the old saying goes, rather 
“jughandled.”

No one seriously wants to deprive labor 
of its right to organize, to negotiate col­
lectively for better working conditions, 
shorter hours and higher wages. But the 
feeling that the recognition of those rights 
ought to go hand in hand with acceptance 
by organized labor of responsibility to the 
public for the actions of its members, and 
to employers for living up to its contract 
agreements, has been increasing for a long 
time, and has been accentuated by the con­
ditions arising from the automobile strikes.

It is intimated in some quarters that Mr. 
Lewis’ organization, the Committee for In­
dustrial Organization, has got out of con­
trol, and that its leaders are not able to 
prevent the recurrence of “sit-down” 
strikes. If that is so, it furnishes another 
reason for making the organization respon­
sible. One chief reason why business men 
have been opposed to unionism in the past 
is the uncertainty whether the union will 
live up to its agreements, and the difficulty 
or impossibility of calling it to account if 
it fails to do so.

The chief concern of Congress is, or 
should be, the welfare of all the people. 
When a condition exists which threatens 
that welfare, either by slowing down the 
productive activities of industry or by in­
creasing the price of products to the con­
sumer, it is a situation which is above and 
outside of the field of party politics. How 
far the authority of Congress extends in 
the regulation of labor is still a disputed 
question; but it is time that a national la­
bor policy, going as far as the Federal 
Government can Constitutionally go, were 
defined and put on paper.— Exchange.
