Other high lights include the pomp

dance contests, livestock shows, nnd*
many other attractions. The circus !
itself, presented as the main feature |
will have Elliott Roosevelt as ring |
master for the opening perform- |
ance.

Ample evidence of enthusiastic |

response from the public is seen in |
several ways. Letters received daily |
by the chamber of commerce indi- |
cate that former county residents
will flock back by the hundreds. The
Turner Hotel management advised |
Monday that it already had 15 reser- |
vations., Scores of cities have sent
in congratulatory messages and
more than a dozen advised that they |

will send delegations. Word had also
been received from Muenster, No-
cona, Denison, Denton, Marietta,
Okla., Pilot PPoint, Sanger and Fort

Worth that duchesses had been
named for queen's court.

The circus queen will be decided
by a county wide populafity contest
from candidates sponsored by soclal
and civic clubs of Gainesville. A
former Muenster girl, Miss Marcella
Pagel is the entry of the Ladies’
Business and Professional League.
Votes are cast at a penny each and
proceeds placed in the festival fund.

Every person who can rig up a
single or double buggy, a chuck
wagon, ox rig, covered wagon, or
typical cowboy or cowgirl outfit is
invited to take part in the parade
and stand a chance of winning a
prize for his division. Cash prizes of
$5, $3 and $2 are offered for first
second and third places.

Other prizes especially for more
distant visitors will be given to the
person coming the longest distance
——a former resident at Ajo, Arizona,
1319 miles away, has already an-
nounced as a competitor for that
prize—to the oldest out-of-county
visitor, and to the largest out-of-
county family.

ROADS ON BEZNER'S
PRECINCT FAVORED
BY GRAVEL PROJECTS

Road building in Commissioner

CONSTRUCTION
WORK ENDS ON
ELECTRIC LINE

Agresment Reached
By REA and TP&L

Worst Handicap to Project
Is Tardiness of Some
Farmers in Wiring
Homes for Current

Waiting for rural electrification
is now a matter of days. According
to a statement by Superintendent J.
W. Hess Wednesday morning, the
contractor finished actual construc-
tion last week and is likely to finish
his final clean-up work this week.
After that the line will be ready for
current as soon as arrangements
are made by TP&L: and by a suffi-
cient number of consumers.

A communication from the Wash-
ington REA office early this week
advises that an agreement has been
reached with the power company,
opening the way for sub-station con-
nections early next week.

Over a great deal of the project,
Hess said, the line has a sufficiently
large number of connections to hold
up the minimum average specified
by REA. It is probable that such
sections of line will be energized
before May 1. Other sections, how-
ever, that do not come up to the
minimum, will have to wait for ad-
ditional ¢onsumers,

After a delay of more than a week
the co-op has succeeded in lifting
the injunction that prevented con-
struction of a 7 mile span in the
Rosston community. Two farmers
there permitted poles to be erected
on their property, then refused to
permit the stringing of wire. The
resulting delay made it necessary
for the contractor to leave that part
of the line unfinished. It will have
to be constructed later under the su-
pervision of the local co-op.

The tardiness of some farmers in
wiring their homes is still the great-
est handicap to the project, Hess
sald. Because of them several sec-
tions will have to be left “dead”
when the line is energized.

WAGE, SURVEY SHOWS

Every little while we read or hear
the statement made that the Ameri-
can standard of living is the highest
in the world. Every little while we

see comparisons of wages in various |

countries.

These comparisons, while interest-
ing, usually are not as informative
as they should be. To be told, for in.

stance, that an American worker in |

Personally, we are convinced that
the convenience and sanitation of an im-
proved sewage disposal system are more
than adequate return for the slight raise in
taxes.

As regards the city itself, we share with
many others the justifiable ambition that
Muenster will, before so many years, offer
as many improvements as any other place.
