Sugar Stamps For
Rationing Plan
Being Prepared

Those who have been wondering
how and when sugar rationing

would come had their answer last
week in an announcement by the

price administration office at
Washington.

Government printing  presses
Saturday roared into to 24-hour
schedule to turn out the nation’'s
first food rationing books which

will limit every man, woman and
child in America to approxi-
mately three-quarters of a pound
of sugar a we<ek.

As soon as the job of printing
the books is completed, about a
month hence, every consumer will
be registered by public  school
teachers in order to qualify for a
book. Each book will contain 28
stamps, all numbered, and they
may be used only to purchase su-
gar, during a designated week.

To get sugar with the book, the
purchaser will go .0 a store and
hand the clerk a stamp, with the
necessary money, of course, and
the storekeeper , after selling the
sugar, will stick the stamp to a
card which he will turn over to the

| wholesaler so that he can get an-

other supply for the next week.

In the registration only one per-
son will -have to report for an en-
tire family although each member
of the family, regardless of age,
will receive a booklet.

The OPA has made it plain that
each person registering for a su-
gar rationing book will be re-
quired to sign a certified statement
designating the amount of sugar
on hand. It was explained that
more than two pounds of sugar
per person in a family would be
considered a hoard and a corres-
ponding number of stamps will be
removed from the registrant's
book at the time of registration to
account for the “extra” supply.
Warning has been given that any
false report would be subject to se-
vere penalties ranging as high as
$10,000 fine or 10 years in prison.

The amount of sugar per person
over the designated two pounds
each at the time of registration
will be divided by the total that
can be purchased with each stamp
to determine how many must be
torn out of the hook. In this way,
it is believed, it will be impossible
for the holder of a book to buy any
sugar until the hoard is used up.

Sugar will have to be held out
for home canning unless another
provision is made to take care of
the season's demand which |is
probable,

Cotton Crop Must Be
Made Before March 15

Boll weevils and insects will be
out of luck this year as far as in-
sured _cotton farmers are concerned,
Frank Woodbridge, secretary of the
AAA, said this week.

“Last year, boll weevils picked a
lot of cotton in Cooke county, but
this year it'll be different if the
cotton crop is insured,” Mr. Wood-
bridge said. 8
Cotton crop insurance, which
guarantees 50 to 756 per cent of a
farms’ average yield, is being writ-
ten by Cooke county AAA commit-
teemen. It protects the crop
against all unavoidable hazards.
“Farmers who need cash to
start cotton crops can use insur-
ance contracts as collateral security
for loans. Lending agencies will
be safe in their investments be-
cause 50 or 75 per cent of normal

4 crop is already on the dotted line,”

the AAA officlal said.

Crop insurance, which protects
the cotton crop from the time it is
planted until it is weighed at the
gin, application must be made prior
to March 15, 1942,
“Cron insurance has pegged the
last hole in our farm program. We
have conservation payments for
soil-building; acreage allotments,
marketing quotas and cotton loans
for price security. This year we
have crop insurance for yield se-
curity,” Mr. Woodbridge said.

New names will be added to the
draft list on next Monday, Feb. 16,
when +the 20-year-old boys and
men from 37 to 44, inclusive, regis-
ter for the United 'States army in
the nation’'s third selective service
registration. A guess at the num-
ber of men to register here placed

1the figure between 180 and 200.

Place to register in Muenstér is
the K of C hall and the hours are
from 7 a m, to 9 p. m, Ben
Hellman, local chairman, disrlosed
Wednesday. There will be a num-
ber of helpers, Hellman stated, so
that men will not have to wait long
to answer their set of questions.

Friday afternoon Hellman at-
tended a school of instruction on
preparation of registration cards
and certificates in the selective ser-
vice office in the courthouse. He
was one of 76 chairmen and mem-
bers of community registration cen-
ters to receive this instruction.

Studentg for the instruction
school were told that thev and
their assistants must sign waivers
of pay and an oath of federal office
before assuming: responsibility for
registering selectees.

Adjutant General J. Watt Page,
state selective sgervice director, and
W. H. .Campbell, local chairman,
sald that the selective service law
requires registration of all male
persons not previously signed for
military service, who have attained
their 20th birthday on or before
Dec. 31, 1941, and who have not
attained their 45th birthday on or
before Feb. 16, 1942, In other
words this means that all unregis-
tered men who were born between
February 17, 1897 and December
31, 1921, must register. Men be-
tween the ages of 21 and 36 who
registered in 1940 and 1941 do
not register again.

Persons unayoidably away from
home on Feb. 16, may register at
the registration place most con-
venient. It was urged, however,
that Texans make every effort to
register with their own local
boards to avoid possible confusion
in the future.

Men will answer nine questions
when they report Monday. Full
name  (ecarry along some papers of
identification); place of residenc~;
mailing addresg if other than n'ace
of residence; telephone, if any;
age in years and date of birth;
place of birth; name and address of
persong who will always know reg-
istrant’'s address; employer's name
and address; place of employment
or business.

TIN CANS TO BATTLE

We are going to see a lot less of the tin can, which is
going through this war primarily as a container of meat
and vegetables, the War Production Board advises.

Already WPB has halved the amount of tin which may
be used in cans for baking powder, beer, biscuits, candy,
cereals, cocoa, dog food, spices, petroleum products,
flour and tobacco.

There has been much beer poured into tins. In 1941,
for instance, beer cans consumed 1600 tons of scarce tin—
more than was used to can any vegetable except tomatoes.

There are difficulties in the way of substituting glass
jars for tin cans. Glass containers require metal tops,
which would be affected by priorities. Some foods won’t
sell so good in glass containers because their appearance
isn’t sufficiently appetizing. The fact that jars cost more
than cans must be considered, though it is partially off-set
by the ability to use glass containers over and over again.

Along with tin cans, WPB is drafting a part of their
contents. It plans dn order withholding a percentage of
the 1942 fruit and vegetable pack, as a reserve for armed
forces and lend-lease. Sales of sugar will be-limited to
three-quarters of a pound per person per week—which is
enough. There’ll be enough of the commoner spices, too,
except cinnamon. And we have more than two years’
supply of East India pepper in the warehouses.
