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Much has been said since
the nation’s recent tragedy a-
bout the feeling of guilt that
everyone should share for per-
mitting a trend to critical and
unkind remarks which, by a
twisted kind of logic, is blam-
ed as a contributing or totally
responsible factor in the assas-
sination of President Kennedy.

Reading that stuff a person
wonders how much is breast
beating and how much is fin-
ger pointing. How many of the
people saying ‘those things
truly experienced a feeling of
guilt? The accusing articles us-
ed the pronoun “We”, but
readers generally got the idea
that the word really meant
was “They.” Rhetorical admis-
sions of guilt carried the im-
plication that the guilt applied
only to those of opposite pol-
itical convictions. So, conserva-
tives and rightists and segre-
gationists should be held re-
sponsible for the decision and
deed of a communist. The ab-
surdity of it is nauseating,

Quite a hassle on this sub-
ject developed over the much
publicized letter of a Dallas
teacher to Time Magazine. Her
attitude however was all fin-
ger pointing, not breast beat-
ing. And the Dallas school ad-
ministration acted wisely in
calling her on the carpet. Af-
ter all the unfair and unkind
things already said about the
people of Dallas she deserved
a good reprimand for adding
to the injury. She showed poor
taste, poor judgment.

However, her taste and jud-
gment was no poorer than that
of the magazine which printed
her deplorable remarks. Its ed-
itors should have realized they
were being grossly unjust to
lots of good people of a good
city that could not be held ac-
countable for the tragedy.

It should be noted also in
this case that the American
Civil Liberties Union promp-
ly came to the defense of the
Dallas teacher. That organiza-
tion, as most of us recall, is
the one which for years has
defended known communists
in their clashes with our fed-
eral and state governments.

It's easy, of course, to under-
stand that organization’s in-
terest in the case. It wants the
greatest possible circulation of
the woman’s remarks. It wants
people to blame good respon-
sible American citizens and
forget the established fact that
all blame rests solely on a
communist. The same method
was adopted by the Commun-
ist Daily Worker immediately
after the assassination. It has
been harping ever since on
the accusation that political
enemies of this country are
responsible.

Others who spread the same

‘line should try to realize what

kind of company they are
keeping, and what they ac-
complish when they help to
spread the red propaganda
line. Do they actually want to
divert guilt from the confes-
sed communist who was prov-
ed to be guilty? Do they want
to cooperate in the red scheme
of clearing communism of its
guilt? Even more important,
do they wish to cooperate in
the red scheme of creating hat-
red between good Americans?

Many who eulogized the
President expressed a hope
that his death would serve the
‘good purpose of bringing Am-
ericans more closely together,
uniting them more closely ag-
ainst their common enemy. It
can and should do just that.
‘The facts are there, plain for
all to see. He was murdered
‘by a member of the interna-
‘tional conspiracy which seeks
‘to enslave us and misses no
opportunity to cause domestic
and foreign troubles, The de-
struction of JFK by that in-
dividual dramatically points up
the organization’s intention to
destroy the entire country.

The tragedy urges us more
than any other single inci-
dent of our times to unite in
ridding the nation and the
world of communism. It would
be tragic indeed if we allowed
our vision to be clouded by
the enemy’s smoke screen. We
fervently hope that thinking
people will desist from the
breast beating and finger
pointing that follows the red
line.

Above all let's realize that
political criticism as most of
us know it, including the salty
variety, is a good old Ameri-
can tradition. Lambasting
those with whom we don't a-
gree has been customary sin-
ce the birth of the nation. It's
unavoidable that criticism of-
ten borders on insult Strong
convictions lead to strong
words. People in public office

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Soaking Rain of
1.96 Inch Is Fine
For Grain Fields

A fine all-day soaking rain
on Tuesday gave a big lift to
farms in this area. The total
measure of 1.96 inches fell as
a slow drizzle most of the day
and practically all of it was
taken up by the ground as it
fell.

It was a very helpful rain
even though it fails to make
up for the shortage of subsoil
moisture resulting from
months of drought.

Much of the grain, feebly
hanging on when the drought
buster arrived in November,
had revived nicely and was
waiting for another boost. This
one provided very welcome
surface moisture for fine tem-
porary relief. However lots
more rain is neded to soak sub-
soil for crop needs through the
long pull. Just now it is a
pleasing situation, considering
that the year is the second
dryest on record here.

To date the year’s total
stands at 21.08 inches, about 2
inches above the all time low
of 19.06 inches in 1956.

A rough touch of winter fol-
lowed the rain, Temperature
was in the twenties Wednes-
day and light rain froze as it
fell.
